Her Conduet Throughout the Trouble
Not Above llepronch.

LONDON, March 13.—The Cretan question
I1s still absorbing the attention of Europe,
and the newspapers here all full of
speculation from ull the capitals as to the
next move of the powers.

der to test the drift of popular and minis-
terial feeling in the matter. One idea,
however, Is gaining ground—that there will
be no war and that must cilmb
down. An Indication of this is shown in a
statement of M. Zaimi, oresident of the
Greek Chamber, telegraphed here to-day,
ta which he says he s personally disposed
10 accept the proposal of autonomy
the Isiand of Crete a step toward
annexation to Greece. The fact is that
the people who at first supported the
Greeks when they thought their object was
the freedom of the Cretans are now tiring,
as it I1s seen that the so0le alm of the Greeks
apparently Is annexation.

The news of Commodore Reineck’s perfidy
in not communicating to the insurgents the
remonstrances and demands of the powers,
as well as thelr proposition to grant au-
tonomy to the i=land, has been a severe
blow to the cause of Greece, while a letter
from W. J. Stillman, formerly United States

consul at Canen, to the Times, has thrown
further unpleasant light upon the Greek
methods, Mr. Stillman says that at the
end of the long revolt of 156-6% the Cretans
obtained concessions which afforded moss
substantial satisfacuon, including complete
autonomy. Mr. Stillman U'nited States
consul at Canea, was the intermediary be-
tween the insurgents and the grand viziers
At that moment the Greek government
stopped the supplies of food and powder,
which largely came from the forelgn Cretan
committees, and ostentatiously sent to
Crete a band of volunteers commanded by
Chief Petropoulakis, a friend of the then
Greek premier. This chief, unopposed by
the Turks, took command of all the in-
surgent forces, and, without firing a shot,
yielded the islands to the Turks, not even
¢ ipulating that amnesty should be granted
10 the chiefs, and the revolt was sSup-
pressed In the moment of its supreme tri-
umph by its Athenlan friends. Mr. Still-
man adds that he can give all the details
of this infamous transaction from personal
g.:m-ipuunn in every phase thereof. But

ATHENS, March 13.—The Asty's Larissa
correspondent says that the news of the
destruction of a railroad bridze over the
Rl\‘_'r Vardueri, near Salonica, has been
coniirmed. The bridge was dynamited as a
train carrying 3,00 Turkish troops was
crossing. Many carriages were thrown
from the rails and many soldiers were
drowned. The transport of Turkish troops
has been suspended until the bridge Is re-
stored.

Anxiety at Salonien.

SALONICA, March 12.—There (s great
anxiety prevailing in this city, as the In-
habitants fear that the town will be sud-
denly attacked by the Greeks should war
break out. The Mususlinan refugees are
flocking into Salonica from wvariocus pnarts
of Thessaly. Seventy-two battallons of
Turkish Infantry, six regiments of cavalry
and twenty batteries of artillery are al-
ready concentrated on the Greek frontier.

Fiery Speech by YNir. Mahany—=Reépre-

senintive Halley Honored by the

Democerntic Members of the House,

.

WASHINGTON, March 13.—The caucus
of Republican members-elect of the Fifty-
fifth Congress, which held to-night,
voted by acelamation to renominate ex-
Epeaker Reed and all the officers of the last
House to serve during the Fifty-fifth Con-
Eress. The chosen follows: Thomas
B. Reed, speaker; Rev. Henry M. Couden,
chaplain; Alexander McDowell, clerk; Ben-
Jamin F. Russell, sergeant-at-arms; W. J.
Glenn, doorkeeper; Joseph C. McElroy,
postmaster. The reszult of the caucus was
a foregone conciusion. An effort to change
the rules of the House had been expected
and a strong was made in advo-
v of such a change by Mr. Walker, of
Massachusetts, b the attempt flashed in
the pan. There were 15 of the 200 Re-
publicans present.

Mr. Reed’'s name was presented by Mr.
Payne, of New Yerk, who referred to him
“a man of towering intellect, of sterling
Republicanism and a peer of the greatest
parliamentarians.” In acknowledging the
nomination Mr. Reed =said:

“Gentlenen—I am greatly gratified by
your kind action to-night, and shall try to
serve your wishes with whatever ability I
have, We have again, as in the last Con-
gress, a politically divided legislative
power. The House of Representatives will
be Republican by a considerable majority,
and, tresh from the people, will endeavor
to carry out thelr wishes., 1 do not doubt
your determination to do all in your power
to bring this session of Congress to a
speedy closge, Our duty is simple, and the
people cipect us to perform it at once and
then leave to them the recovery of the
country from the stagnation and depression
of business which have so sorely tried the
patience of a vigorous and growing people,
What others mav see fit to do we do not
know, but we have strong hopes that all
branches of the government will be in ac-
cord as to the poiicy of giving 1o the peo-
pic immedliately whatever relief their wis-
dom may devise.”

Then there was a call for Mr. Dingley, of
Maine, chairman of the ways and means
committee of the last Congress, and in re-
sponse Mr., Dingley spoke as follows:

“I congratulate the Republican members-
e¢lect of the Fifty-fifth Congress on the
prompt and harmonious manner in which
the preliminary work of this caucus has
been accomplished, (Applause.) 1 trust
that it & an auvgury of the promptitude
and harmony which will be exhibited in the
extra session which will open on Monday.
The Republican members of the ways and
means committee of the last House, in re-
sponse to a general demand for this course,
had occupled several weeks In revising the
tariff with a view of providing sufticient
revenue to carry on the government with-
out the necessity of borrowing in the time
of peace, and at the same time so adjust-
Ing duties as to encourage the in-
dustries of this country which have been
s0 badly stricken, partly by excessive for-
eien  competition during the past three
yeurs, (Applause.) We hope 1o complete
this work by Monday, so as to be able to
present a tariff bill to the House for ref-
erence to the committes on Ways and
means, which will probably then be ap-
pointed, and for prompt report back to the
House for its consideration and action,

“T will not underiake at this time to
foreshadow the provisions of the bill which
we shall present. Rest assured that what-
ever shortecomings it may have will not be
the result of a want of careful consideration
but of the Inherent difficulties Iin framing
a neasure of such magnitude, The Repub-
Hean members of the ways and means com-
mittees who have framed this measure be-
lieve, however, that, barring the temporary
interference arising from antlcipating im-
portations for the purpose of avolding new
duties—an Interference which will depend
entirely upon the prompiitude or the delay
in its passage—the proposed bill will gecure
the two ends =0 earnestly desired by the
country—sufficient revenue to run the gov-
ernment, encouragement of American in-
dustries and the opening of abundant op-
portunities for labor. (Applause.)

“The Congress which will meet in ex-
traordinary session on Monday will meet
the expectations of our people without par-
tv distinctions {f it shall promptly put upon
the statute books a tariflfl measure that will
meet these two ends. Capital and labor
unite in asking that there be no unneces-
sary delay. (Applause.) Let me again in-
dulge the hope that the promptness and
unanimity of our preliminary action to-
night may presage the same results in the
work of the extraordinary session which
has been convened by the chief executive,
who has just been inaugurated amid the
plaudits of the people.” {(Long continued
applause,)

When Mr. Dingley finished Mr. Walker
and several others were on their feet for
recognition, but Mr. W, A, Stone, of Penn-
svivania, made a motion to adjourn, which
drew froma Mr. Milllken, of Malne, a pro-
test that in a4 Republican caucus all who
desired to speak £hould be heard, so Mr,
Stone withdrew hiz motion. Mr. Walker
prefaced his remarks with & motion for the
selection of a cc mmittee of seven, of which
the speaker should be chairman, to revise
thae rules of the House. Mr. Walker's
speech was temperate in tone. He repre-
sented that there wans a general feelingk
among members that the rules did not per-
mit that freedom of action by the majority
which was desirable in a representative
body.,

A tiery speech by one of" the voungest
members, Mr. Malhiany, of New York, fol-
lowed, The whole tendend v of the ”l’)ll:-in\
rules was despotie, Mr. Mahany declared,
and in conclusion he said: I warn new
members that it is an invariable trick of
leaders of the House, self-constituted and
otherwise, to move the temporary adoption
the rules of the last House, and when
adopted it is harder to move them
than to move Mount Aetna, and under
them new members will find it impossible
to represent their constituents.”

There was an exchange of sharp person-
alities between Mr. Mahany and \}r. Plt-
ney, of New Jersev. The rules were de-
fended by Mr. Cannon. of Illineis, and
others, and Mr. Walker's motion. was
buried under an overwhelming vote. He ac-
cepted the inevitable philosophically,

LONDON, March 12.—Muth sympathy is

felt in certain quarters for Ranavalona 111,
the Queen Madagasear, who has
exiled by France, which country recently
conquered her domain, to the Island of
Reunion, a French colony. When a Euro-
pean barbarous country
the policy usually followed, if the ruler of
that country has any congidsrable influence,
is nominally to retain him in power and se-
cure all his Influence for the new regime,
Queen Ranavalona I has been on the
throne fourteen years, and she is thirty-six
yvears old. There is plenty of evidence that
she has been regarded by her subjects with
more than ordinary loyal love, She has
been almost revered as a deity by many
of them; and the very fact that large
part of her people have been loyal to her
has now led to her downfail; for her hold
upon the Hova nation has been used, not
to help the French since they became muas-
ters at Madagascar, but to attempt Lo re-
build the fortunes of the Queen herself and
of her courtiers,

In person Ranavalona is slight and grace-
ful, as nearly all the Malngasy women are,
and her features are pleasing and pretty
rather than handsome. 8he is of a by no
means robust constitution, but is pale and
delieate, and In that respecti presents a
atrikineg contrast to her nearest female
relatives. her eldest sister and an aunt, who
are tall and well-formed women, with
ruddy cheeks and red lips. In the mission
gchool the budding Queen was known as a
willful pupil, and she was actually expelled
from her class for an act of disobedience
by the English lady teacher, With good
sense and candor, however, she confessed
her fault, asked forglveness, and was re-
ceived back into the school, where she
completed her studies, learning, among
other things, to read and write the English
language fairly well, besides mastering the
literature of her own. It would be flattery
to say she was a brilliant scholar, hut only
the truth to tell that she showed abillities
equal to the best average of her class.
