At an Informal conference of the execu-
tive officers the traffic managers and gen-
eral solicitors of the St. Louis lines, the
condtions which confront the railroads In
the light of the decision was discussed at
length. Colonel Fordvce. president of the
Cotton Belt, was in the chair. .As the full
text of the decision has not yet been re-
ceived the attorneys were not disposed to
express an opinion as to its far-reachi- ng

effects, but they shared the view taken by
the legal departments of some of the Chi-
cago lines that it would be well at once to
suspend the opeiations of the various traf-
fic associations In the West and Northwest.

A mass meeting of passenger men repre-
senting the Western, transcontinental,
Ohio river and Southern lines, was held In
Chicago yesterday. It was of an entirely
informal character, no resolutions being
adopted or concerted action of any kind
agreed to. This was very different from
the result wished for when the call for themeeting was sent out. That was before theSupreme Court's decision against the asso-
ciations had been rendered. It was thenhoped that some arrangement could be ar-
rived at by which existing demoralizationconsequent on the higher payment of com-
missions on transcontinental business by
the Southern, than by the direct Northernroutes could be overcome. Two ways foraccomplishing this exist the cessation of
commission payments by the Southern and
Ohio river lines or the payment of higher
commissions by the direct Northern lines.
The latter was the one standing the greater
chance for adoption, but It is now conceded
that an agreement of any kind in the mat-
ter is out of the question.

1SJ7.' " This may be taken to mean thatuntil further notice the Missouri Pacific andIron Mountain systems will maintain ratesjust tho same as if they were still under the
direction of the various freight associations,
from which they withdrew.

In which natives
emigrate to America and make great for-
tunes, so that Europeans think gold grows
on trees; in the second. America is looki d
on as a place where political lilerty Is real-
ized, as all Europe has been engaged in a
struggle for liberty.

from Ibsen, Bjornsen. Auerbach, Gustav
Freltag's "Debit and Credit" and others.or all writers, Auerbach gives the more
faithful American types. One class of
Americans, those from South America, are
always Introduced tor the villain element
in all the novels of Europe. The man with
the dark skin and crurling hair isalways
abroad for mischief. "Cooper's nrifels aro
as popular in Europe as they are In Amer-
ica, and they belong to all of the collego
and circulating libraries," said the shaker.
There has been a great improvement in the
realistic writing in the past thirty years.
This is influenced by the numerous Amer-
icans who have gone to Europe to live and
the many travelers. The hrst traces in
French literature were given by the Con-cou- rs

brothers. The play of "The Quadroon
Woman." by Alexaneler Dumas, fils. was
quoted to show the honor of the American
gentleman.

PRACTICALLY SETTLED THEY WILL
BE PIT I SI III B BAN DISTRICTS.

Each ?nhntntlon to He Under n Lieu
tenunt VImIoiim of Promotion

Appear to Pol icemen.

Some time next week, immediately after
the annexation has been completed, tho
Board of Public Safety will determine what
course to pursue with reference to the po-

lice affairs of the suburbs. It seems to be
pretty well settled that four substations will
be formed, one In West Indianapolis, an-

other somewhere northwest, easily accessi-
ble from Haughville and North Indianap-
olis, another in the northeast, which will
cover the business of Brightwood. and th.e
fourth in the southeast. Necessarily there
will be a complete reorganization of tht;
police department. Whether additional ser-
geants will be appointed, or whether the
office of lieutenant will be created has not
been declde-d- . It Is urged by several coun-cllme- n,

however, that each Mibstation be
placed under charge of a lieutenant, who
shall have charge eif sergeants and minor
officers, the captains of the force to still
rank next to the superintendent. It may
be found necessary to apioint at least one
additional captain, so that there may be
two night captains, one for the east and the
other for the west side of town, or one for
the north and the other for the south, leav-
ing the third captain for day duty. With
the Gamewell system, which the Board of
Works has decided to place in the new
station house, Indianapolis will be well
equipped and the entire police department.
Including the four substations, will be un-

der the Immediate control of the superin-
tendent at any hour of the night and elay
and to mobilize the force would require an
incredibly short time.

The decision of the United States Supreme
Court in the Trans missourl Freight Asso
ciation ca.e, in which the court held that
railway pools came within the scope of the
Sherman anti-tru- st act, and were, there-
fore, Illegal, is still being discussed gener-
ally by railway officials. When M. E. In-gal- ls.

president of the Biff Four and the
Chesapeake & Ohio systems, was asked by
a New York reporter what he thought of
the decision, he said: "I nm not greatly
disappointed. I drew the original agree-
ment of the General Traffic Association,
and I drew It on a line with the decision
of the Cjrcuit Court which has just now
been reverted. If that decision had been
upheld I am sure that our agreement would
have been. But at the time I had my
doubts about it. When that Circuit Court
decision is reversed by the Supreme Court
it seems to me that there is no possibility
of an association or an agreement legally
maintaining rates.

"Now. I am not sorry that the decision
has been rendered, for two reasons. In tho
first place, while claiming to have the law
with us, we. have had none that gave us
any protection, and we have relied too
much on the association and the agree-
ment, which was a rope of sand, instead of
upon our individual efforts. In the second
plac I have always believed that we
needed legislation so that the railwaj traff-
ic, which amounts to one-iift- h of all the
business of the land, should be brought
within the law. Whenever we have tried
to get legislation we have been met

that it was not necessary; that
we were acting under the law. This deci-
sion effectually settles that, and it ought
to impress upon any reasonable body of
legislators that there must be legLdation
specifically legalizing contracts among railways ror the maintenance of rates and the
distribution of traffic."

"What legislation would you suggest?"
asked the reporter.

"I should be in favor," said Mr. Ingalls,
"of legislation giving to the Interstate-commerc- e

Commission the same authority that
the Hoard of Trade has in England. That
Is. that the railroads miuht make agree-
ments for the division of traffic and the
maintenance of rates, and providing that,
in case of any complaint that excessiverates were charged, the Interstat-eom-merc- e

Commission should hear the case and
their decision upon it should be final until
It was reviewed in a higher court. This
would aid commerce and would injure no
one. The question will be asked. What will
the railroads do under the present condi-
tions? I am going abroad for a short stay,
but rny advice to those with Yfhom I talked
to-da- y has been that this New York caseagainst the Joint Traffic Association should
be taken to Washington "at once under an
agreement with the district attorney, andthe Supreme Court fchould be asked for an
Immediate hearing. U that court still ad-
hered to its decision, then all associations
should be disbanded, and each railway,
through its proper officials, should make its
own rater.

"I do not understand from this decision
that there is any objection to the railroadmanagers meeting and agreeing that the
tariff shall be uniform. I understand thatafter the tariff Is once made, any agree-
ment or association for controlling the busi
ness is illegal. It will put the burden or.
the general freight and passenger agents,
and 1 am inclined to think that for a time
at least there will be no Improvement in
rates. It will be hard on some of the weak
lines and will unduly help the strong ones.
This will in tho end produce a war of rates
which will result in the absorption of the
weaker lines by the stronger ones."

Receivers Frederick R. Coudert, E. Ellery
Anderson and Oliver W. Mink. General
Manager Edward Dickinson and other off-
icials of the Union Pacific Railroad arrived
in Denver yesterday on their annual tour of
inspection. The original intention of the
party was to go as far as Salt Iake City,
but that has been abandoned, as Receiver
Clark Is ill in St. Louis. "I can hardly say,'
said Mr. Mink, "what will be the effect of
the Supreme Court decision in the trans-mlssou- rl

case. The Union Pacific has not
acted as yet. and I cannot forecast what
we will do. Much depends on the develop-
ment of the next few days."

"The breaking up of the freight and pas-
senger associations." said General Manager
Dickinson, "means a general demoraliza-
tion .of all rates, and eventually a most
disastrous railroad war. When the war
comes it will be a question of the survival
of the fittest. The big roads are sure to
take advantage of this opportunity tor-rus-

out of existence their rivals. I hardly be-
lieve that any of the roads are looking for
trouble, but trouble will come, now that
each line is on sin independent basis. The
relations between the Union Pacific and the
Oregon Short-lin- e remain undisturbed, ana
no change in traffic agreements seems like-
ly. Railroad business is gradually Improv-
ing. Business Is better now on the Union
Pacific than it was a year ago."

Attorney General McKenna has sent In-

structions to District Attorney MacFar-lan- e,

at New York, to take an appeal to
the United States Suprejne Court from the
decision of the Circuit Court of Apieals In
the case of the United States against the
Joint Traffic Association. As soon as the
papers reach he Department of Justice u
motion will be made In the Supreme Court
to advance the case on the docket so that
a speedy determination of the questions in-

volved may be had. It is stated that the
decision of thrt Supreme Court last Monday
in the case of the Transmissourl Freight
Association cocrs all' of the main points
in the decision of Judges-Wallac- e and li-com- be

in the case of the Joint Traffic As-
sociation, and although it was a majority
opinion, neither it nor that of the minority
sustained the principal points contended
for by the traffic association and allowed by
the court below. The olhcials of the De-
partment of Justice had assumed that, in
view of the later decision of the supreme.
Court, the Joint Traffic Association would
dissolve, as It is understood the Western
associations are doing, but Information nas
reached them that the Joint Traffic Asso-
ciation intends to still further contest the
questions involved, and hence the appeal.
There is no question at the Department of
Justice that last Monday's decision covers
everv material point Involved In the Joint
Traffic lAssoclatlon case, and so far as the
officials are able to see, the.re can be only
one issue to the contest, and that is the as-
sociation must dissolve. It also- - is their
opinion that the passengtr associations
come as clearly within the prohibitions of
the law as do the freight associations. It
is believed that the appeal will be argued
and decided before the summer recess of
tho court. -

The Chicago & Northwestern, the Mis-

souri Pacific and the St. Louis & San
Francisco roads tiled notice of withdrawal
yescrday from all the traffic associations
of which they were members. The 'ouis-vill- e

St. Louis Air-lin- e also withdrew
from the Southern States Freight Associa-
tion, of which it was a member. A meet-
ing of exe mivu officers of the Western
roads was held yesterday in the office of
Third Vice President Morton, of the Santa
Fe. says a disi atch from Chicago, to talk
over the situation.

ENUMERATE BY BLOCKS

THC SCHOOL HOARD WILL PURSUE A
KW PLA.N THIS YEAR.

Data Needed in Locating Men- - Build-
ing; The llcellMtrletlnK on Ac-

count of Annexation.

Arrangements are being made by the
finance committee of the School Board to
tako the annual enumeration of minors of
the school age. Under the law the enum-
eration must be completed between April 10

and May 1 of each year. Just how the
enumeration will be made this year has not
yet been decided on, says Mr. Blackledge,
chairman of the committee. The committee
desires to have the enumeration made this
year, so that it will show the school popula-
tion by blocks. This data Is needed by tho
beard in deciding on the location of new
buildings. The ordinary building holds four
hundred pupils, and us a general rule no
pupils are required to walk more than six
blocks In getting back and forth from
school, so that as a general proposition any
new school located twelve blocks from any
other school would be at about the correct
radius, but In some of the more densely
populated districts this average will not
hold good, and in locating schoolhouses in
the past it has been necessary for the board
to do a good deal of guess work as to where
they ought to be located so as to be the
most accessible. All this trouble will be
eliminated when the population Is given by
blocks.

Last year the enumeration was done by
districts, each enumerator having work ap-
portioned out to him. For his services he
received 2 a day. The work is supposed to
be deme by the county superintendent, but
in reality it has been under the control of
the board in this city, as the work is paid
for out of the city general fund. Mr. Black-ledg- e

saiel that the plans the board had un-
der consideration will Include the suburbs,
as there is scarcely "any doubt that they
will be annexed before the work begins.
Under the law each county receives from
the State a certain fund, dependent upon
its school population, and It Is for the pur-
pose of determining the number of minors
between six and twenty years of age that
the enumeration is taken, so that the status
between the Stute an.l the county may be
determined. In this city, however, the pro-
portion of money received from the State is
less than that contributed.

Last year there were some peculiar diff-
iculties experienced by enumerators, who
were met by all sorts of objections when
asking for information. Many times no one
was at home but some female member of
the family, who was unwilling to sign the
return the enumerators are required to
take, for fear it had something to do with
taxes, or would compel the family to pay
something into the tax fund. In many-case- s

it was necessary for the enumerators
to go to the houses many times to get in-
formation when It might as well have been
given by the wife or mother at the outset.
For this reason it is difficult to comply with
the law which requires the enumeration to
be made within twenty days.

Mr. Blackledge says that, so far as he
knows, there has been but little discussion
of the subject of redistricting the city into
new school districts after the suburbs are
annexed, although the subject has been
given some thought since the Journal
pointed out that It would be necessary at
the time the ordinance's were annexed. He
says that so far as he knows there Js noth-
ing in the statute of the State which de-
termine how the districts are to be formeI.
and what matters are to be taken into con-
sideration. The law under which the board
was createel simply gives it power to
change boundaries, and provides that if ex-
tra districts are created there shall be an
additional commissioner from each. There
Is nothing in the law to prevent the School
Board from attaching the several suburbs
to the school districts to which they arc
contiguous, regardless of school population.
When North Indianapolis was annexed the
district next to It was simply extended to
include the stiburb. If this course is fol-
lowed the present commissioners will con-
tinue in office until their terms expire, when
the. new territory would take a hund in the
elections. If, however, the entire city is ted

and additional districts are cre-
ateel. it will be necessary to elect commis-
sioners from the new districts at the com-
ing election in June. There is a feeling that
this question should be determined in time
for the coming election. Mr. Blackleelge is
one of several .commissioners who do not
believe that any good will come from in-

creasing the number of school districts, at
least not to any great extent. At one time
there, was a sentiment In favor of enlarging
the School Board, but it is said that experi-
ence in other large cities has been that the
best and truest interests of tire schools are
conserved by small rather than large
boards. The power of the board on this
score Is unlimited. It Is said, but there does
not seem to be much dantrer of any radical
changes in this respect. There is a sugges-
tion that West Indianapolis. Haughville
and Mount Jackson might be-- placed in a
new school elistrlct In time to elect a com-
missioner at the June election. Then, by
extending the eastern districts to Include
Brightwood and territory south of it. the
subject would be settled without redistrict-
ing the entire city.

Mexico, after the foreclosure of the saleof the Atlantic Pacific western division.This will give the Atchison the ownership
of a through line from Chicago to SanDieo and Les Angeles. Cal.

President E. P. Ripley, of the Santa Fesystem, who returned to Chicago yesterday
from a tour of inspection of the entire sys-
tem, substantially confirmed the report ofa deal between the Santa Fe and the South-ern Pacific by which the former obtainscontrol of what Is known as the Mojave
division of the Southern Pacific, extending
from Mojave to Needles, a distance of
240 miles. The former methodl will beadopted If It can bo done without involv-ing any legal questions or complications.

Vice President Joseph Wood. Iate in the
afternoon a schedule meeting was held be-
tween the officers of the Pennsylvania Rail-
road Company and the officers of the lines
west of Pittsburg. At this meeting the
through train service was taken up and it
was said that there would not le any great
change made when the new time tables go
into effect. The Pennsylvania Railroad
Company generally makes a change in
April and another one in June, and from
then on as the service demands it. The
meeting yesterday was principally to dis
cuss through business. Some time ago there
was talk of placing another fast train be
tween New lork and Chicago. -- but since the
depression in business the matter has been
deferred. It is thought that as the improve-
ment expected has not as yet materialized
it will not le taken up for some time.

While nfither of
these companies are doing much engineer-
ing work it is well known that if times
were auspicious that many Improvements
would be made. The Pennsylvania Railroad
Company has considerable work mapped
out in the way of straightening the line be-
tween Ilarrisburg and Pittsburg, p.ut f
which has been commenced. This Is the
work laid out by the late President Rob-
erts, ami if it had not been for the depres-
sion In business it would have almost been
completed by this time.
