THE ANTI-POOL DECISION.,

The decision of the Supreme Court on
Monday, that the old ‘Transmissouri
Freight Association was illegal, under the
Bherman anti-trust law, has occupied the
attention of Wall sireet all week to the
practical exclusion of everything else. The
decision was announced too late on Mon-
day to have any appreciable effect on that
day’'s trading, but prices broke all around
on Tuesday and the general tendency
downward was not effectually checked all

through the week. This was the mere re-
markable as the market had already with-
stood some severe rhocks in the last lew
weeks, such as the recent severe slump in
Missouri Pacitic and New Jersey Central,
with nothing more than a momentary pause
in the trading. But the fear in the minds
of all owners of railroad shares that the
transmissour! decision meant the dissolu-
tion of all existing rate and wraffic associu-
tions and an outbreak of destructive wur
between railroad lines all over the
try. broke the market, which had held firm
through other vicissitudes. The Vander-
bilt stocks, which had been the sustaining
force of the market ever since the Lake
Bhore refunding plan was made Known,
succumbed quite as readily and completely
as any of the others. The industrials did
not entirely escape the effect of the judicial
decision, the Sherman antl-trust law hav-
ing been somewhat discredited as an in-
strument of aggression against corpora-
tions before it was thus sweepingly con-
firmed by the highest court.

The fears occasioned In Wall street have
been d“l"‘ll“)’ fed all week b)‘ the alarme-
ist views expressed on the decision by prac-
tically all the ratlroad men who have
talked on it. The immediate disintegration
of the assoclations of which the grangers
and the Southwestern ruliroads are mem-

coun-
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' bers was necepted by stockholders in the

same spiriit as though it had resulted from
a failure to maintain the rates agreed on
and werse ]lf'"‘llmi!'liii')' to a fierce compell-
tion for business, The announcement
which the Missourt Pacitic coupied with is
notice of withdrawal that it intended 1o
strictly maintain the existing rates, though
no longer acting with the traffic assocla-
tions, =served io quiet apprehensions in the
market more than anything else,  Littie aec-
count was taken, however, that a war of
rates could only be precipitated by the
volition of one of the roads, and current
comment in the stre«t uncovered the exist-
ence of a rather cynical distrust among
railroad manugers and opinion, expressed
with rough candor, that the only means
by which these authorities can be prevented
from underbidding one another and dis-
criminating in rates is an authority to in-
flict fines and penalties on them for doing
0. The prevalent alarm over the perllous
state of rate agreements tended to exag-
gerate the nervousness of tradera over the
evidences of legislative hostility as reflected
in proposed anti-raflroad legislation in some
of the Western States, the tone of debate
in Congress over the proposed anti-trust
amendments to the tariff bill and the entire
futility, according to reports from Wash-
ington, of any hope that Congress will at
present pass or even consider a measure to
authorize raflroad pooling. There were
other depressing Iinfluences at work in the
market also notwithstanding that the trad-
ing on Monday gave promise of 4 continu-
ance of the extended investment movement
which had radiated from the good buying
in the Vanderbiius,

THE GRANGERS SUFFERED.

The bad crop reports from the Northwest
and the poor shoWwing of earnings made
by roads in that region on account of the
impassable country roads were already de-
pressing influences in the grangers. The
anthracite coal group was a notable center
of depression, also, in view of the over-
and poor prices of coal and the
greatly reduced demand, New Jersey Cen-
tral being a constant resource for the bears
on account of the reiterated reports gf poor
in‘:‘nvi;tl condition and possible reduction
of dividend. It was a noticeable fact that
in the midst of the alarm over the possible
disasters to result from disrupted traflic as-
sociations, the anthracite coalers enjoyed
periods of steadiness. The increase shown
in the New Jersey Central earnings and
the declaration of the Lackawanna divi-
dend will have to be eredited with this in
part, but it was also pointed out that the
would not need to suffer {from the
lack of a wraflic association, on accournnt of
what is cuphemistically termed the har-
monious financial control of that group 01
properties, The improvement of business in
the South, as indicated by an Increase in
railroad earnings., has been very marked,
and has proved a steadying intfluence on
the price of stocks. The dis=solation of the
iron ore pool is regarded as a natural se-
quence of the disruption of other combina-
tlons in the allied industiries, and is expect-
ed 1o result in a largely increased volume
of business, although at lower prices. A
benelicial effect is looked for on g=eneral
business.

One of the Numerous Unpaid Em-
ployes Brings Suit—Litigation Not
Backed by the Company.

e

Yesterday George W. Armentrout, an em-
plove of the Indianapolis and Broad Rippie
Rapid Transit Company, filed suit to re-
cover $305.50 due for services and asking
for the appointment of a receiver. He also
files copies of the pay rolls of the com-
pan7 showing that the total amount due
employes is $1,623.60, of which 350 is due
M. B. Dawson for fifteen months' services.

The complaint alleges that the company
is insolvent and that if a receiver be not
appointed to take charge of the affairs of
the company, the assets will be dissipated
by executions for various outstanding ac-

counts. It is alleged that the property of
the company is bonded for $400,000 on which

interest has been defaulted. Other large
debts set out in the complaint are to the
State Bank of Indiana, §16,000; to Coe &
Roache, $3%; to the Electric Corporation, of
Boston, $150,000; other debts, about $§20,000,
making a total of debts not included in the
mortgage of $00,000 of §I186,385. Including
the amount owed employes, according to
the complaint, the total indebtedness |is
$558, 008.60, or about $100,000 for each mile of
the company’s track. Besides the indebted-
ness set out above, the complaint alleges
that there is a large amount of commercial
paper outstanding, most of which is past
due and of which a part has heen protested.
Taxes to the amount of $1,600 are due. and
unpaid. According to the pay rolis fled
with the complaint, the tollowing amounts
are due employes:
