Fpecial to the Indianapolis Journal,
WASHINGTON, March 20.—Representa-
tive Henry L. Johnson, of Indiana, created
a scens almost of disorder in the House this
afternoon by a vehement speech and pro-
test against further waste of time and dis-
cussion on {rrelevant matters when the
country is desirous of intelligent action on
details of the tariff bill, and every moment
of time given to unnecessary debate is dam-
aging to business interests, The chairman
of the committee of the whole, Mr. Sher-
man, of New York., endeavored for ten
minutes to suppress Mr. Johnson, who re-
fused to take his seat and continued, with
an appearance of great anger and violence,
to protest along the lines originally stated,
The more the chairman pounded on his
desk with his gavel, the higher rose the
voice of Mr. Johnson, The irate representas
tive could be heard distinetly over the noisc
and turmolil of the exceedingly tumultuous
scene. The House was in an uproar from
the time he began talking to the time he
suddenly sat down, which was when he saw
Mr. Sherman make a move to call Speaker
Reed from his anteroom. Seeing Mr. John-
son take his seat, Mr, Bherman resumed his
gavel, whereupon Mr. Johnson agaln broke
loose with more violence than hefore, This
time his volee was in a shriek, and he re-
pelled, with angry gestures and vecal vol-
leys, all efforts looking to his pacification.
Believing that he was powerless to induce
Mr. Johnson to quiet down, Chairman Sher-
man sent for Speaker Reed, who appeared
a moment later and glared at the Indiana
member as though he were about to eat
him up. The chalrman surrendered the
gavel to the speaker, but before the chalr
had a chance to sav a word, Mr, Johnson
subsided and remalued as peacejul as a
lamb. As soon as order was restored, how-
ever, he again arose in his seat and ex-
plained what he had done and why he had
it. His manner was as calm as a
May morning and his voice without the
“lightest trace of anger. The speaker as-
sumed a conciliatory manner and gave the
House a lecture over Mr. Johnson's head,
telling the members to be good boys and to
do the best they could, taking care not 1w

be disappointed if perfection was not
reached In the enactment of a tariff bill,
He said that he feared very much that it
would impossible all the
schedules of the measure in detall, but in-
timated that defects in these particulars
might cured when the bill reached the
Senate or when it came back to the House
with amendments.

The speaker's words put the House in a
good humor again and had the effect of
placating Mr. Johnson, very little being
heard from him during the remainder of
the afternoon. For fifteen minutes, how-
ever, he succeeded In creating about the
liveliest incident of the session so far. He

PROCEEDINGS IN DETAIL.

Dilatory Tacties Pursued by the Dem-
oernts=Tarifl Amendments,
WASHINGTON, March 23.—This was by
far the most exciting day the House has
witnessoed the tariff debate began.
The proceedings throughout were of a live-
Iy order and several times bordered on the
sensational. The Democrats blocked pro-
ceodings in the first instance by demanding
the presence of a quorum before allowing
any legislative work. Mr. Richardson of-
fered dilatory motions, but finally with-
drew them, saying: “l&t the other side

work out its own puzzle,”

“There I8 no puzzle,” remarked the =peak-
er, “except the indolence of members.”

“We have as many present on this side
as the majority has,” observed Mr. Rich-
ardsop.

At this point Mr. Dingley moved the ap-
proval of the jourmal, and, after an hour
and twelve minutes' delay, it was so or-
dered .y 22 to 1, On resumption of con-
gideration of the tariff bill Mr. Dingley an-
rounced that the ways and means commit-
tee had several amendments to offter., The
first th: rate on gelatin, glue,
prepared fish bladders valued at not above
10 cents per pound from 2 to 2l cents. The
second placed a duty of §1 per ton on baux-
ide, not refined.

In answer to a question by Mr. Wheeler
(Dem., Alabama) Mr. Grosvenor replied
that a strong appeal had come up from
Georgia and Alabama for protection on this
article. There were vast depesits in those
two States, sufficient to supply the world,

Mr. Dockery said that this was a novel
proposition in connection with protection,
Hereotofore, he sald, protection was accord-
ed 1o equalize laber conditions: now, for
the Jirst time, Jt was proposed to equalize
freight rates.

Mr. Dalzell denied that any new doctrine
was Involved in according protection to
bauxide. Labor was at the base of freight
rates, and the theory of protection is now,
and always has been, to equalize labor con-

ditions=.

Amendments were adopted increasing the
rate on “common yellow and brown earth-
en ware,” ete., from 20 to 5 per cent, ad
valorem. “Cylindered and crown glass, sil,
vered.”” were placed in the “cast polished
plate-giass silvered” paragraph.

Mr. Safroth (silver Rep., Colorado) in-
veighed hgainst obstruction, declaring that
the fallure of the tariff bill in the House
or Senate would be the most disastrous
biow that could be struck at silver. The
tariff bill should be passed and the issue
clearly drawn between gold and silver.

REED QUIETS JOHNSON,

A somewhat sensational scene occurred
at this juncture, which necessitated the
summoning of Speaker Reed from his room,

A MANUFACTURER'S: VIEWSR,

Soon after Mr. Lovering (Rep., Mass.) a
large manufacturer, followed Mr, McCall's
lead and again aroused the plaudits of the
opposition by declaring that the manufac-
turers of New England did not want the
duties in the cotton and woolen schedules
in the bill, neither the compensatory nor
the straight dutfes, “We want a tariff law
that will live and stand,” =aid he. “We do
not want to be strangled with free trade,
neither do we want to be smothered with
protection.” (Loud Democratic applause.)

Mr. Russell, one of the members of the
wayvs and means committes from Connecti-
cut, poured hot shot into the camp of the
Massachuset1s dissenters, exposing the fact
in the course of hig remarks that Mr. Lov-
ering, who {8 a cotton manufacturer, had
asked for increases on the finer grades of
cotton yvarns.

Mr. Walker, of Massachusetts,
tacked the position of his colleagues, and
the ‘“extraordinary discussion,” as Mr,
Dingley termed it, drew from the majority
leader a vigorous statement about the col-
ton and woolen schedules, He said it was
the unanimous testimony of the cotton
manufacturers that they could not main-
tain thelr own in the manufacture of the
finer goods without the duties in this bill.
The Wlson law, they testified, furnished
adequate protection to the coarser goods
which were being manufactured in the
South. jut the New Enpgland manufac-
turers. including Mr. Lovering, testitied to
the necessity for these Increases. 'l take
it.”" said he, “that the gentleman has not
asked for more than was necessary. He
does not mean to say that this duty will
‘smother’ the cotton manufacturer.” As to
the woolen schedule, he =aid it wus substan-
tially the schedule of the McKinley law,
and gave the manufacturer no more than
the cotton manufacturer obtained. It sini-
ply compensated the manufacturer for the
duty on wool. The mantufacturer had as
much protection under the act of 1884, but
the dutles were reduced at the expense of
the farmer. The duty on wool had been re-
stored in response to the demand of the
farmers that they recelve the same consid-
eration as the manufacturers. (Republican
applause.) “This bill." he concluded, *“is
deslgned to restore our industries and the
opportunities for labor. If the demand for
products s increased, prices will be in-
ereased and we will once more rise to the
condition which made us the envy of the
world.” (Republican applause.)

An Important Amendment to the Tar-
im Bill Proposed.
WASHINGTON., March 23.—The proposi-
tion which has been discussed by the Re-
pubiican members of the ways and means
committee since they began, work on the
tariff bill that all goods imported after a
certain date, before the enactment of the
bill. shall be made to pay the duties car-
ried by the bill, is likely to crystallizse into
definite form. It iz possible, If not proh-
able, that an amendment will be made to

MEMPHIS, Tenn., March 20.—The flood
gituation in the vicinity of Greenville, Miss,,
is alarming. The reported break at Way-
gide, nine miles south of that ecity, 2 fuily
confirmad, and the latest reports are to the
@ffect that the water is pouring through a
crevasse over =ix hundred feet in width
with tremendous force. But the most start-
ling news reached Memphis at & o'clock
this evening. A telegram from Perthshire,
forty-eight miles north of Greenville, and
immediateiy at the head of the fertile Yazoo
delta. states that a break has occurred in
the main levee there. Just how serious
this break is the telegram does not state,
but speecial trains loaded with laborers and
sacks of sand have been hurriedly dis-
patched to the scene. If the break at Perth-
shire assumes anything llke the proportions
of the crevasse at Wayslde, the destrution
will be enormous. The waters will sweep
over the rich farm lands of Bolivar, Wash-
ington, Sharkey, Issuquena, Warren, Ya-
zoo and Sunflower counties in Missis-
sippi and the loss ic stock and propertiy
will be appalllng. Ten thousand inen line
the levees between Memphis and vicksourg
watching and working with a desperation
almost pitiable. The warning sent out by
the Weather Bureau from Washington last
night is having its effect, Many of the in-
I"ulrllunt.-« of the delta have corralled their
animals on high strips of land and moved
their famlilies out of danger's reach.

The Commercial-Appeal’'s Greenville
{Miss.) special says: The solid line of the
Missiszippl levees has been broken at last,
At 1 o'clock last night the levee al Deer-
field, ten miles below Greenvillle, sue-
cumbed to the pressure of the waters of Lhe
mighty Mississippl. The levee was a large
one, and one hundred yards of the vast
embankment gave way in a trice and the
torrent of waters rushed upon the country,
Soon the section between the river and the
embankment of the Riverside division of the
Yazoo & Mlissiesippi Valley Rallway was a
sea of water. Hogs and cattle were
drowned, while the people, mostly colered,
rushed to the levees above and below the
break and huauled iogether until they were
rescued. No loss of human life has been
reported. Deerfleld is near Wayside, a sta-
tion on the Yazoo & Misslssippt Valley Rail-
way, and nearly all of the splendid country
around west of Deer creck, south of Ar-
cola, to the Yazoo river will be flooded.
Thousands of acres of the most fertile lands
in the delta, already planted In corn or
ready to be planted in cotton, will suffer
from the waters pouring through this crev-
asse. The backwiater will reach nearly to
Greenville.

The situation immediately above and be-
low Greenville s materially improved to-
day. The weak places have received close
attention. Lawyers, business men, clerks,
merchants and all have worked side by
side with the negro laborers wheeling
dirt to strengthen the embankment. The
line of . levee is in good condition for miles
above the city and the people of Greenville
feel confident once more that the town it-
self will escape the fleod. The weak places
in the Arkansas levee at Possum Fork and
a few other points are reported under con-
trol to-night. The levee at Riverton, on
the Missiszippi side near Rosedale, reported
weak this morning. Is now considered safe.
Thirteen carloads of sacks reached Green-
ville last night for use on the levees in
this section, thousanrds of these bags being
sent to the places needed by steamers to-
day. The river at Greenvilie shows a de-
cline of nearly an Inch to-day, dus Lo the
crevasse at Deerfleld, while at Lake Porr,
opposite Deerfield, on th¢ Arkansas side,
the fall was four Inches.

The crevasse near Perthshire will 2lso re
lleve the pressure in this territory and the
engineers feel that no further break will
occur, but already great damage to much
of the back country has been done. The
two breaks already recorded will likely stop
every car wheel in the delta during the
next few days, while & vast area of farming
lands In the Yazoo Mississippi delta will
be submerged for weeks to come. The loss
of cattle and hogs will be heavy, while the
demoralization of labor will prove a4 con-
siderable item to the planters,

The situation at Memphis is about the
game as on yesterday. The river continues
to fall slowly, the gauge to-night register-
ing 88.2 feet.

A dispatech from Gunnison, Miss., says
that a break in the levee is momentarily
expected at Sunnyside, but it is thought
this catastrophe can be averted if 150 men
and material could be had at once, Ac-
ceordingly one hundred white men were dis-
patched on a special train from this city
to the scene, The negroes at Camp Congo
were offered §1 a day and all expenss=s to
lend a helping hand, but with one exception
the offer was refused. There is much in-

CRITICAL DAY AT HELENA.

The People Forced to Figkt Hard to
Proteet the Levee.

HELENA, Ark., March 2.-To-day has
been the most critical day In the history of
the city. The river has been steadily rising
and stands to-night at i 610 feet. All night
long the wind blew and the waves beat
upon the levee, and weary hands piled sacks
of dirt where breaches were showing. It
was a gallant fight, and it left everybody
exhausted. This morning the mayor issued
a proclamation reciting the desperate cir-
cumstances surrounding the city, and re-
questing that stores be closed and all able-
bodied men be sent to the front. The proe-
lamation met with a hearty response, and

in a few minutes several hundred fresh men
with spades In their hands were taking the
places of the hired men who had been la-
boring all night.

To-night the wind has abated somewhat,
but the work still goes on. The govern-
