A ago a number of plans for im-
proving the city were advanced by public-
spirited ecitizens who referred to the fact
that within a short time the citv would
have a credit of half a million adallars,
avallable by reason of the payment o the
telt railroad bonds. At that time the Unl-
versity of Indlanapolis was being founded

year

the foremos=t citizens and business mwen of
the eity, hoped to see something Lo
start this big educational institution on a
career of prosperity. Since that tine the
credit has been acquired and about used up.
Already the clty has assumed an obliga-
ticn of $£50.00 in the way of park bonds
that are to run for thirty years and bear
interest at the rate of 4 per cent. To-night
in the Council there will be an ordinance
irtroduced at the instance of the Board of
Public Works, with the approval of Con-
troller Johnson and Mayor Taggart, call-
ing for the expenditure of $150,00 more of
the people’'s money, this time for a new
station house and equipments. This issue
of bonds will also run for thirty years and
bear 4 per cent. interest. Beside this there
Was a4 bonded debt of §70,000 made last year
Ior new buildings, Of this ammount §10,000
has been pald and $10,000 will be paid this
yvear, leaving this administration with the
record of having made a bonded debt of
200,000, all of which bears interest,

At the meeting of the Council to-night
ordinances will also be introduced at the
request of the controller to meet outstand-
obligations of West Indiunapolis,
Brightwood and Mount Jackson. Haughville
will be taken care of later, after the in-
Junction suit is determined. The otter
places are now part of Indianapolis.

It is possible that the contract with the

WEST INDIANAPOLIS BOOKS,

Controller Finds Street-Car Company
Was Given the Earth,
Controller Johnson found that the rece
ords of West Indianapolis, including the
bogk of the old town trustees and the sub-
sequent Council minute book, were *“*‘won-
derfully and fearfully made.”” Some of the
legislators of the suburb seemed to have
very peculiar ideas on the question of leg-
islation. The Citizens' Street-railroad Com-
pany was given the earth, as Mr. Johnson
expressed it. The gas and water contracts
are receiving some attention. Residents in
all the suburbs hope to get patural gas at
city ordinance rates, now that they have

been annexed. An effort will be made to
learn what can be done along this line. The
Indlanapolis Water Company has a con-
tract with Haughville and West Indlan-
apolis for furnishing water. The city al-
torney will be asked to examine them to
ascertain if they complicate the question of
a new contract in any wise. The ecity's con-
tract has expired, and although the com-
pany wis asked 1o make concessions before
a new contract is made, nothing ever came
of it. The water works question has had
to give room to annexation, ete. Some new
questions may come up as a result of an-
nexation. M. A. Downing, president of the
Board of Public Works, sald a few days
ago that the city was no nearer the so-
lution of the water question than a year
ago, when it was tacitly agreed that noth-
ing could be done owing to the fact that
the constitutional limit of 2 per cent. would
have to be exceeded to acquire the plant,
Mr. Downing sald that the city would like-
Iy appraise the plant in order to learn its
exact value.

“What's the use of appraising, if no way
has been found to buy It?7” he was asked,

“Perhaps somebody will come along and
buy it for the city,” kaid he.

Mr. Downing =aid that he had received
no intimation that any one with that much
public spirit might be found.

Just now the new station house Is en-
grossing considerable time from the Board
of Works and the mayor. Saturday Sdolph
Scherrer, who was appolnted supervising
architect, spent =ome time with the mayor,
Mr. Scherrer had a big roll of plans and
blue prints in his hands when he disap-
peared into the mayor's private office,

COUNCILMEN CALL A HALT,

Afraid the Extravagnnces Will Hurt
the Party This Fall,

Part of the $150,000 appropriation that is
to be made for the Department of Safe-
ty will be uzed to purchase and equip sub-
police stations where they are needed. West
Indianapolis has a good lock-up in the rear
of the firehouse and there is a good town
hall and building in Haughville which can
be utilized for police purposes, It i= belleved
that not a great deal will have to be ex-
pended in this directlon. As soon as tte
money is avallable and the board has de-
cided on the locations of the new stations
the question of the reorganizetion of the
police force will be taken up. This is a
subject that has received a great deal of
consideration, and has led to many confer-
ences between the board, Superintendent
Colbert and members of the Council, who
have bene consulted about the financial end
of the change,

The appointment of twenty new patrol-
men a few weeks ago makes an additional
expense of $1.200 a month—$14.4%, To ap-
point four more sergeants or four llenten-
ants at high salaries would further increase
the expenses of the department. All these
matters have received considerable thought,
Now that a campalign is approaching some
of the councilmen are inclined to call a

halt in extravagant expenditures. Nothing
can be done without the Council makes ap-

propriations, Some provision will have to
be made to pay every additional offfcer that

is appointed, as= tne ceontroller and mavor
adopted the policy last fall of cutting every
department down to the lowest notch in
order to avold an increase in the tax levy,
and there is no emergency surplus, The
Safety Board has already felt the effects of
. narrow policy, a= there s not enough
money availabe to make repairs that are
necessary at some of the firchouses,

The remains of ex-Senator Voorhees will
lie in state at the Indiana Capitol Tuesday.
The funeral party will Washington
this afternoon at 2:30 o'clock, arriving here
to-morrow morning at 11:4 o'clock. To-
day Governor Mount and other state offi-
cers and prominent men of the city will
complefe arrangements to have the body
taken from the Union Station to the State-
house,

It was the original intention to take the
bhody direct to Terre Haute and hold the
funeral services there Wednesday or Thurs-
day, contingent upon the arrival of the ex-
senator s eledst son, Charles, who is en
route from Spokane, Wash, Yesterday,
however, Governor Mount and Mayor Tag-
gart telegraphed condolences to Reese N,
Voorhees, a son of the ex-senator. and re-
quested that the arrangements be so made
that the remains might be brought here to
lie in state,

The following telegram was sent by Pri-
vate Secretary Wilson to Sergeant-at-arms
Bright, of the United States Senate:

“In behalf of the people of Indiana and
agreeable to universal desire, Governor
Mnu.m. reapectfully urges that the remains
of Senator Voorhees he allowed to liv in
state at the Capi‘ol, in this city. Please
confer with the family and advise.”

To Reese H. Voorhees the following was
sent:

“Governor Mount tenders his sincere sym-
pathy in the aflliction you are called upon
to enddure in consequence of the death of
vour distinguished father, and begs to be
informed ir it will he agreeable to the fam-
fly to have the remains lie in state at the
Indiana Capltol en route to Terre Haute.

We leave
here on the Chesapeake & Ohio road at 2:20
to-morrow, due at Indlanspolis at 11:40
Tuesday morning.”

The public
will be admitted to view the remaihs to-
morrow afternoon and the body taken to
Terre Haute later. It will be taken to the
Terre Haute House, which hotel the sena-
tor made his home for the last twenty
vears, Private residences were offered. but
the children sent word that they preferred
to go to the hotel.

To the Editar of the Indianapolis Journal:

It is well to say all the good things pos-
eible of the dead, but it is not well to mis-
state history or malign the actions of
others to praise even the dead. In the very
interesting sketch of the late Senator Voor-
hees, in your issue of Sunday, you say that
it was in 187 he was unseated on a con-
test, and after reflecting upon the congres-
sional committee which passed upon the
case, you say: "“There cannot be an honest
doubt at this distance from the excitement
of the time that their report was inspired
by the malignity of partisan injustice.” A
little further along you say: “Overwhelm-
ingly re-clected by the constituency of his
native Wabash, he strode two vears later
into the House of Representatives.” In
1864, and not in 1848, the election which the
contest was made was held. The opposing
candidates were Henry D. Washbourne and
Mr. \"Ni!‘h--n'f-‘. On the face of the returns
Mr. Voorhees had a majority of 5%4. The
seat was contested on the grounds of gross
fruuds charged to have been committed.
and a careful reading of the testimony
taken gives at least a very fair show of
color for the action of the commitiee and
of the House.

He was un-
seated in 1865, and it was not until 1369 that
he again entered Congress.

THREE-CENT-FARE CASE

THE PRELIMINARY STEF TO BE TAK-
EN TP THIS MORNING,

+

City Has Not Revenled the Position It
Will Take=Order Not Likely to
Be Granted To=-Day.

> —

Preliminary steps in the suit of the Cen-
tral Loan and Trust Company of New York
to enjoin the Citizens' Street-raliroad Come-
pany, the City of Indianapolis and
Charles 8. Wiltsie, state prosecutor, from
operating under and attempting to enforce
the J-cent-fare law will be taken up in the
Federal Court this morning at 9 o'clock

City Attorney Curtis =ays that he does
not know just what steps will be taken by
the city. 1t is usually the practice for the
plaintiff in such aections to demand the tem-
porary restraining order upon affidavits.
Copies of the affidavits that will be pre-
sented, If this course is followed, have not
yet been furnished, and until the trust com-
pany proceeds nothing ecan be Kknown
as to what steps it will be necessary to
take. It does not seem likely that the tems-
porary restraining order will be grantead to-
day, as it is the practice to only grant
such orders when there is imminent danger
to the rights or property of the plaintifl.
In this case the law is nol yet operative,
and it is the impression that the proceed-
ings will be delayed for a few days until
the laws are proclaimed., This will not be
done until receipts for copies of the acts are
received from all the counties by Secretary
of State Owen. Governor Mount has hoped
to proclaim the laws by April 15, next
Thursday. Until that is done there is no
danger of the damages to stockholders
which the complaint of the trust company
points out are likely to acecrue if the street-
car company carries out its intention of
collecting S-cent fare.

The complaint, published in the Journal
last Friday, states that the Citizens' Street-
rallroed Company, to avold lawsulty  will
instruct its emploves to collect only 3 - nts,
It also states that the city of Indian.apolis,
if the company fails to obey the law, will
declare its franchise and all its rights and
privileges forfeited. 1t is a misdemeanor,
under the 3-cent-fare law, for any officer,
agent, servant or employe of the company
to collect more than 3 cents for a single
fare or to refuse to issue transfers, punish-
able, upon conviction, by a fine of not less
than $50 nor more than §00, The defendant,
Charles 8. Wiltsie, as prosecuting attorney,
would be required to conduct criminal cases
against employes, The complaint closes
with a prayer that the court will issue a
temporary restraining og‘dvr enjoining el
ther of the defendants from acting unaer
or attempting to enforce the law, and that,
upon final hearing, the injunction may be
made perpetual,

Those who have examined the complaint
of the trust company &gainst the street-
car company note two or three peculiar cir-
cumstances., In the first place, the com-
plaint was filed by Ferd Winter, who has
long been recognized as an attorney of the
Citizens’ Street-rallroad Company. How he
can appear as counsel for plaintiff when he
ig and has been recogrized as counsel for
the defendant may be a question for the
court. Representatives of the city are un-
willing to digcuss the subject when inter-
viewed as to whether the suit would be re-
gisted on the grounds of its being collusive.
It is always regarded by attorneys as a
difficult thing to show collusion, and that
is not set up as a plea without good evi-
dence to back it. This complaint is to be
heard by Judge Woods., Speculation is
pretty strong as to what Judge Baker
would do if he were to hear the complaint,
after his expression with regard to the di-
rectors of the company in a case that was
before him recently.

STORY OF A SNORE.

Haggard Purnsides, having decided to
move, exacted but two requirements of his
new boarding house. The rate was not to
be over 8 a week and the neighborhood
had to smack of the swagger part of town.
He had longingly sized up a place on North
Meridian street which, he observed, neces-
sarily must feel the pulsation of swell so-
ciety, and was only deterred from applying
by the remark of a friend who casually
mentioned that table d'hote dinner was
gerved there, To Mr. Burnsides this ex-
pression had a chalienging ring about it,
and he would not dare combat it—even so
far as to make Inquiry—wnen $6 a week
was the very most he could pay for what
he wanted., A small advertisement in a
morning paper brought him stacks of mall,
one letter of which finally landed him in a
North Delaware-street boarding house,
where, he thought, he would begin to lay
the foundations of a high-toned and dig-
nified life. His card from a Logansport
church was deposited in one of the fashion-
able churches of the neighborhood, the pas-
tor had given him a glad hand, or rather
two glad hands, and in turn introduced
him to one of the elderly maidens of the
congregation. Mr. Burnsides noted his own
progress with satisfaction and self-gratu-
lation. He attended three successive church
socials, adding as many young women ac-
quaintances to his list, observing meantime,
however, with some trifling vexation, that
the elderly spinster seemed to have pre-
empted his attentions, apparently asserting
that right, always presumed among women,
of priority of discovery. To make matters

more embarrassing to Haggard, whose nat-
