CHICAGO, April 12.-- The bulls on the
Board of Trade were In high feather to-

day. Trices were advanced all along the
line and the bears were called on to settle
to the extent of 2c In May wheat, lie In
corn, c in oats, 20c In pork, 7V2c in lard
and Zc in ribs.

The order of the day in all quarters
seemed to be covering up of short con-
tracts, tho result of the recent hammering
process by which the bears forced wheat
for May delivery to 64.c on Friday last.
There was a fair trade and moderately ac-
tive market in wheat during the early
hours, but the interest increased consid-
erably a3 the session advanced. The feel-
ing was firm, with first sales at a trifle ad-
vance, and soon rallied l4c more, weakened
lc, rallied lie, changed some and closed
IV'lTeC higher. The early strength was
due to the advance In Liverpool of Id, Ber-
lin also coming higher. There was a de-
crease on ocean passage of SW.000 bushels,
and the world's weekly shipments showed
some reduction at 2.U73.000 bushels, against
4,454,000 bushels last week and 4,640,000 bush-
els a year ago. St. Louis was strong and
higher and was active on the buying side
here and had considerable to do with the
rally. The weather map showed more rain
in Nebraska, and was looked on as unfa-
vorable. While war possibilities were notquite so certain, there was a feeling of un-
easiness among "shorts," and many cov-
ered. The government crop report was ap-
parently not much of a iactor, and sug-
gested a crop of about 305,000,000 bushels.
Northwestern receipts were liberal andwere something of a factor. The visible
showed a decrease of OOti.oOJ bushels, against
a reduction of 1.01S.000 bushels last year.
Total quantity now in the same is 37,7oti,ooo
bushels two years ago. Beerbohm cabled
that Argentina was asking for otters, but
the trade was inclined to discredit the
same. The English visible decreased 741,000
bushels. Advices from the Northwest as to
spring seeding were rather bullish, report-
ing that rain and floods would greatly de-
lay the same.
