CHICAGO. April 17.—A new and unique
institution is to be established in Chicago,
to be a unlversity of applied
Christianity. Its object will be to unité un-
der the direction of one institution all sorts
of practical religious and philanthropic en-
terprises. Rev. Dr. A. J. Canfield, pastor
of St. Paul's Universalist Church, is the
moving spirit in the project, and although
no figures will be given out, it is relinbly
that $£200.000 have already

It is settled that the

that the work of the one will supplement
that of the other. The broad and liberal
plane on which the new institution is to
be organized brings together many lines
o) Christian work which have been carried
on separately or have been practically neg-
lectedd heretofore. Work similar to that of
the Hull House will be carried on. Emerg-
ency ¢lasses will be held. A rescue mis-
gion depariment will be conducted, Con-
certs and lectures will be given in imita-
tion of London music hall methods, the
prices heing within the reach of all, and
the production of a standard which will
reflect the better taste of the auditors.
There will be workingmen's c¢lubs for the
help of the workers, such as there are at
Toynbee Hall in London. In the base-
ment will be a splendid gymnasium and
bathroom. The gvmnasium is to be fitted
with every facility for the holding of
gaumes of all kinds. In addition to the
gvmnasium appliances will be clubrooms,

with billlards and other entertainment. In
this way the young men will be given all
the attractions now offered by membership
in any of the existing downtown clubs,

Although it is to be a university of ap-
pled Christianity, as Dr. Canfield calls it
there is to be no lhtnlug‘\ no doctrine, no
dogma. Practical Christian work will be
dene without r:-i‘--rmu-e- to denomination or
croeedd. Free evening classes of every de-
scription will be held under tife direction
of experienced teachers. Dr. Canfield be-
lieves that there is great need of an en-
tertainment in every community, and there
is to be no lack of it at the new institution.
Entertainments will be given frequently
prices that will throw them opén to the
poorest, and of a quality to_ attract the
wealthiest and best educated. In order
to give others the sam<e opportunities a
bureau to furnish lectures and entertainers
at nominal prices will be established. The
emergency classes are
interest., It is proposed to instruct conduc-
tors, motormen, driver#® engineers and
other workers on the streets how to deal
“-nh vietims in an accident. The young
men’'s club and gymnasium have been sug-
gested especially by the work carried on in
that line by the Pilgrim Church of Cleve-
land.

This great institutional church is to sus-
tain the same relation to individual
churches as universities sustain to the col-
leges. Provision is to be made for the
training of voung men and women for the
carrving on of some of the classes of work
conducted at the institution itself. There
vrill be a large training school for ministers
irr practical Christian work. The pastor of
to-day needs a knowledge of how best to
handle a large number of persons who can-
pot be reached by ordinary methods, and
the best methods to approach such and to
deal with them after they have been inter-
ested will be part of what the training
school will guide them In.

Several wealthy members of St. Paul's
Church have assured Dr. Canfield that just
as soon as the time comes for the inaugura-
tion of the enterprise the money will he
forthcoming.
