HAVANA. April 17.-- As a result of the
reconnoitering and tlRhting which has re-

cently taken place, Captain General Wey-

ler Infers that it can le considered that
the province of Santa Clara and part of
tha province of. Puerto Principe, west of the
military line, have been pacified. He says
he does not care whether Maximo Gomez
and Qulntln Handera remain or do not re-

main on the other side of the military line,
as both of them, if they fall to cross, are
likely to be surprised and captured at any
moment, as was the case with Rlus Rivera
and Racallao. Then again, he says the
presence of Gomez and Handera in Santa
Clara means nothing, as they have neither
men nor resources with which to do any
serious harm. Based on this outlook, the
captain general said yesterday that he was
not asking for reinforcements nor for sub-
stitutes to take the place of losses.

During a number of skirmishes which
have taken place recently in the different
provinces the insurgents have lost 102 men
killed. Including Leoncio LamadrlJ, the In-

surgent governor of Matanzas, and three
officers. The troops also captured twenty-seve- n

prisoners and the Insurgents retired
in every case, taking with them a number
of wounded. Thc-se- , of course, are the otn-ci- al

reports. They add that fifteen armed
insurgents. Including Captain Carlos Del- -
gado. have surrendered to the Spanish au-
thorities" at Alatunzas. Kinally, the officialreports say that in these engagements tho
government forces only lost two men killed
and had forty-thre- e wounded.

General Prates, operating with two com-
bined columns In the Cineaga de Sapata.
has destroyed an insurgent prefectura. alsocapturing a boat and a quantity of supplies.

During the
same time and in the same territory it is
added, the regular troops only had one man
killed and twenty-si- x wounded. Reports
from some of tho columns are not yet re-
ceived.

SEEKING A REHEARING

RAILWAYS NOT SATISFIED WITH
Till: ANTI-POO- L DECISION.

United Mtat-- a Supreme Court Aked
to Reopen the Cane and Make

Clear Certain Point.

WASHINGTON. April 17.- -A petition for
rehearing of the Transmlssouri Freight As-
sociation case was hied in the United States
Supremo Court to-d- ay by Attorney John
FV. Dillon, counsel tor the Union Pacific, the
St. Joseph & Grand Island and the Missouri
Pacific Railroad Companies. The .petition
aks a rehearing1 on the ground that the
exact effect of tho recent decision Is doubt-
ful us to the particulars: First, whether it
merely decides that the particular traillc
agreement of March 13, lisol. Is void; or,
second, whether the decision of the court
authorizes a general injunction against the
eighteen defendant companies against vio-
lating the statute. The traflic agreement of
March 15, lsSl. it is cited, lias been ended
and this fact was noticed by the court in its
opinion. If the injunction is to go against
this traflic agreement, the contention is
made that it will be a useless formality.
If, however, under the supposed sanction of
tho opinion of the Supreme Court, the Cir-
cuit Court should undertake to issue a gen-

eral injunction to the eighteen defendant
companies against the violation of the
statute, then such a general Injunction, the
petitioners say, should not bo. granted, for
it would be contrary not only to the well-settl- ed

principles of equity, but to the ex-
press provisions of the anti-tru- st act and of
tho Constitution of the United States.

The petitioners set forth that if the anti-
trust act shall be construed as authorizing
the Issue of a general Injunction then It Is
contrary to Article 3 of the Constitution.
Furthermore, If the statute be construed
as giving authorty to the courts to issue
general injunctions. It is void as contrary
to tho fifth amendment to the Constitu-
tion, in that It undertakes to deprive the
defendants of their liberty or property
vrithout due process of law. Continuing,
the petition says that inasmuch as the
acts forbidden by the anti-tru- st law are
declared to be a misdemeanor, punishable
by line or imprisonment, or by both, they
constitute a crime within the meaning of
the third article of the federal Constitu-
tion, which requires that the trial of all
crimes, except In cases of Impeachment,
shall be by jury. A court of equity sitting
without a Jury has. under the Constitution,
no jurisdiction to try crime. They say that
the aim and end of the so-call- ed proceed-
ing In equity under the fourth section of
tho anti-tru- st act is solely punishment for
the commission of the offense, which char-
acterizes it beyond question as a purely
criminal proceeding. On this point it is
submitted that "when it was shown thatthe agreement of March 15, 1SS3. was dis-
solved and ended and the United Statesfiled no amendment to the bill alleging: any
subsequent agreement or conspiracy, thenecessary legal effoet was that the bill
should have been dismissed and certainit was that no injunction could issue, notvpon a speilic case, but in the air."It was further submitted that the court,
in determining tho scope of the anti-tru- st

act and in rendering Its opinion, may have
overlooked or failed sufficiently to considerthe proceedings of Congress in enacting thestatute of July 2. lKJW, entitled "To pro-
tect trade aad oommtrco against unlawfulrestraints and monopolies." If this anti-
trust act can properly be held to apply totransportation by railroads and othercemmon carriers. its terms andprovisions. , It is contended, must be con-
strued according to the common law andgiven their common-la- w meaning.

In conclusion the petitioners ask that arehearing be gTanted at the same time asthe hearing of tho joint traffic case or atlfast that the question of granting itshould not be decided adversely until afterthat caso is heard. To do otherwise, they
contend, might work hardship and injus-
tice to the defendants, tho TransmlssouriFreight Association et al.

"Rise of Christendom," ISC'2. that the He-
brew Bible is a hundred years younger than
the Moslem Chronicle of Al Tabani, which
was redacted about A. I. 100. and that the
New Testament was composed after A. D.

According to the Moslem Scriptures Jonas,
a prophet of the children of Israel, was sent
to a city of the territory of AIoussoul, which
embraced Antioch and several ether trwns.

swamp nearly or quitet two miles wide, and
beyond thU aitn lie beautiful cotton
plantation in a high state of cultivation.

When walking nlong the levee on a. trip to
th? crevasse, the wrecks of houses were
visible drifting past in the opposite direc-
tion at a rate of three and four miles an
hour. In two instances a complete lloor
was seen drifting along in this way on the
swift current, while fragments of roofs,
doon. sections of fences and other wreck-
age were continually drifting northward to
b lost in the awarnps or stranded in jams
or wreck or raft-- s that were rapidly form-
ing all along the line. At one point, a mile
from the crevasse, a small cabin completely
afloat was seen, but it was at a point where
the wing current was setting northward at
some distance from the levee, the minor
current upon which It was floating being
sluggish. Taking advantage of this circum-
stance the old negro proprietor of the cabin.
his two son and a neighbor had fastened
a stout inch rope around one of the cabin's
logs and as they were afraid to drive a
stake in the levee for fear of inducing an-

other --crevasses, thre boys, with their
feet braced in the grassy sdope of the levee;
were striving to serve as an anchor for the
cabin, while its owner. with his boat,
moored to the gable was taking out his
very limited supply of household belonging.
At times the little cabin became partic-
ularly fractious and threatened to drag the
boys Into the backwatetr. hut they gamely
declined to turn It loose until everything
had been saved except three sacks of cot-
ton seed.

Effort to Save tli- - Levee Tlmt Pro-
tect the City of Nevr Orlexum.

NEW ORLEANS, April 17. All along the
State line the ilver ha been rising so fast
that men have been working day and night
to avoid disaster, which seemed almost
certain. The day was full of alarms, but
only ene came near proving serious. That
was in front of Columbia plantation, in St.
John parish, a, short distance up the oppo-

site side of the river. A runaway mule
got on the slope of the levee and sank so
deep Into the mud as to show that the
bank had been reduced to slush and was
llabl to give way inside of a day. A large
force was raliied and by night a new and
safe protection had been built. Such weak-
ness is becoming moro frequent, due to the
long-continu- ed strain, and even the banks
adjacent to the city are beginning to.show
the effects of the attack. The Carrollton
levee, at the head ft the city's finest resi-
dence section, is being strengthened to-da- y,

while at Southport. where the Illinois Cen-
tral lias Its grain elevator, an entirely new
stretch of levee is being constructed a.s a

measure. The break on Uayouiirecautlonary proving much more serious
than at lirst anticipated. . It is over two
hundred feet wide and no attempt is being
mad to close it. Its efects will be more
disastrous than either the Geudron or L.e
lilano crevasses, as every one. Irom La-
fourche to the gulf, on the right bank of
the bayou, will suffer to a great extent.

To-nlf,- ht the local situation may be pro-
nounced as serious. The acute dangerous
stage has not been reached and probably
neer will be. but It is useless to discredit
the fact that considerable uneasiness Is
felt. The leveo officials maintain an ap-
parent cheerful composure, but it does not
require an expert to discern the fact that
It will necessitate continued vigilance ami
ar. enormous amount of hard work to pre-
serve certain sections of the parish leees
in an intact condition. It is consoling to
reflect that no better system of levee over-
sight could b maintained than that no-- v

exercised. Stringent resolutions were
