The accused have engaged the
best attorneys In the State to delc-m-l them,
and while no consultation has been held
and no steps decided on, it is said that im-
mediate trials will be; asked.

Captain Noel Gaines, one of the indicted,
and the man who claimed that Hunter and
Ids lieutenants had endeavored to secure
his assistance in obtaining votes, gave out
a red hot interview this morning asserting
his innocence and saying among other
things: "A man may be forgiven for steal-
ing, as when starvation is at hand, but no
man should be countenanced for lying as
these men (Hunter. Wilson and others)
have done." He said that he was satisfied
that he would be dismissed as soon as his
case? was heard.

The session of the General Assembly this
morning was uneventful in the extreme,
the bribery indictments overshadowing all
else. Many of the members were absent,
and those who were not had made pairs.
According to previous agreement, a formal
ballot was taken and one vote was cast tor
each of the candidates. Hunter, Blackburn,
ilartin, lioyle and Stone.

It Is not believe ei here that the indict-
ments will force Hunter to withdraw. On
thf contrary. It Is believed that it will
solidify his forces and that he will stand
like a stone wall against all opposing
forces from now on. as the majority or
th Republicans here are inclined to the
opinion that it is nothing more or less
than political persecution. The bolting Re-
publicans, however, are gleeful and are
urging a call for another caucus. Hunter
men insist that if a new caucus is called
they will again win.

It !s reported that Dr. Hunter has at last
rebelled against liar.na and his agent here,
Mr. Samuel Taylor, of Ohio, and yesterday
afternoon sent a request to Mr. Taylor to
leave Frankfort at once and not return to
meddle In the senatorial muddle.

A KEMAIIKABLE CUKE.

A CASE OF PILES OF EIGHTEEN
YEARS' STANDING.

Special to the Inlianaiolis Journal.
WASHINGTON. April 17. General Gros-ven- or

thinks he has hit on a happy plan
for getting at the Democratic ollke holders
put under the protection of civil service by
President Cleveland's eleventh-hou- r order
and at the same time avoid outraging the
overwhelming sentiment in favor of the
civll-servic- o law. The bill he introduced to-

day lifts the Public Printing OlRce, with its
3,500 employes, and the Dureau of Printing
and Kngravlng rlht out of the classified
service, and provides that those persons
who entered the public service since ISIS
without soing through competitive exam-
ination and over whom the mantle of pro-
tection was hastily thrown must now
undergo that formality, the fact that they
hold positions to Kh'e. them no preference
or advantage in the open competition. The
Grosvenor bill is said to have the approval
of the administration, and an attempt will
be rrade to brand it with the designation
"an administration bill."

Mr. Grosvenor's Mil Is Intended "to de-

clare the true intent and scope of the civil-Servi- ce

act.' The bill declares that the
tivil-se- r Ice act shall not be con-

strued to embrace any of the em-

ployes In the Government Printing Of-

fice or the Ikreau of Engraving
and Printing. nor aiiy person em-
ployed merely as workman or laborer, nor
construed to allow the appointment to of-

fice or promotion In any classes of the civil
service covered by the act of any person
who has not passed a competitive examina-
tion or Is shown to be exempted from such
an examination, and all appointments since

Iarch 4. 1S:3, without u competitive exam-
ination, unless such appointees are spe-
cially exempted, are declared illegal and
ccntrary to the Intent and spirit of the
act. The bill proposes that all persons
who have I en employed or apiointed in
the classified service since March 4, 1SI'3,

without examinations shall apiear before
the Clvll-servic- o Commission for examina-
tion within ninety day, the examinations
x ot to give them preference over other citi-zr- .s

who are qualified to enter the service.

FRANKFORT. Ky April 17. The
Franklin county grand jury has returned a
true bill against . Dr. W. Godfrey Hunter,
the Republican nominee for the United
States Senate; John Henry
Wllfcon, of the Kleventh district; Hon. K.
T. Franks, of the Second district; Capt.
Noe--1 Gaines and his brcther-in-la- w, Thom-
as Taiiner, 'of Frankfort. Those named
have been indicted for conspiracy to bribe.
All are Republicans, with the exception of
Gaines and Tanner. The vital portion of
the indictment charges that the' accused
"did unlawfully, corruptly and wickedly
conspire, combine, confederate and agree
together to attempt to bribe them, the said
W. G. Gossam, Nergc Clarke and John H.
Johns (members of tho Legislature), and
to offer them the sum of $3,0oo each for tho
vile purpose of securing and Influencing
them to cast their votes at the time and in
the manner .provided by lav for said elec-

tion for the said WV Godfrey Hunter, and
by such unlawful moans secure his election
to the said office."

The Indictments were all included in one
bill and were tilexl in court at 10:20 o'clock
this morning. The news at once became
public and created the greatest indignation
among the Republicans, all of whom de-

nounced it as a conspiracy among Frank-
fort Democrats to defeat and humiliate
Hunter. They claimed that the Indictments
agalnsf Gaines and Tanner, the .Democrats,
were returned simply as "savers" to pre-

vent the public generally from galging the
impression that the grand Jury had been
made an engine of political persecution and
that they would be dismissed at the first
hearing cn account of Insulncent evidence.
Chairman Jones, of the Repuoucan caucus,
said that it was a "diabolical and hellish
conspiracy." and that the Republicans
would disprove and resent it in proper
spirit. State Senator Deboe was of the
same opinion and not one of the Republican
leaders hesitated to condemn the action
of the grand jury as partisan and preju-
diced.

Dr. Hunter was absolutely noncommital.
He said: "We. (meaning himself and advis-
ors) have held a meeting, but we do not feel
called on to make public our plan. When
asked If he would tlemand an immediate
trial, he said: "I do not care to talk upon
that or any other subject." When asked
what effect the indictment would have cn
his candidacy he asked a legislator stand-
ing by to reply for him. "Hunter Is the vic-

tim of a conspiracy and will be elected yet,"
vas the answer, and Dr. Hunter smiled
grimly. The same reticence is maintained
by Wilson, and Franks, but. nevertheless,
