Deuth of Two Actors.

WASHINGTON. April IS.-S- cth L. Milll-ke- n,

representing in the House of Repre-
sentatives the Third district of Maine, died
to-nig- ht at 9:30 o'clock. For some time Mr.
Milliken had suffered from a serious affec-
tion of the bronchial tubes which refused
to yield to treatment. Within a week more
alarming symptoms appeared, pneumonia
setting In and kidney and liver complica-
tions manifesting themselves. He did not
take to his bed, however, until last week
and. with a few intervals when he seemed
to rally for a short time, he continued to
grow worse. During the last few days his
breathing was very heavy and for much
of the time he was unconscious To-da- y he
failed rapidly and his physicians aban-
doned hope. Death finally came to his re-

lief at half past 9 o'clock. With him when
the end came were Mrs. Milliken, who had
be-e- n summoned hastily from her home In
Maine, his son, who reached the city last
night from West Point, his brothers, Frank
anil Byron, who are residents of this city,
and several Intimate friends. Mr. Milliken
also had a daughter in California, His rev
mains will bo taken to Maine for interment.

The death of Mr. Milliken marks the first
break in th" Maine delegation that has oc-

curred for a long time and removes a strik
Ing figure from the House. During the re
cent Republican Congresses Mr. Milliken
hrul been tho chairman of the committee on
public buildings and grounds and his work
on that committee brought him in contact
with persons from many of the important
cities of the country. Ho was tall of stat-
ure, spare of build, with hair that had leen
whitening for some years. He was favora-
bly regarded by the large number of off-
icials and employes with, whom he came in
contact.

Mr. Milliken was born at Montville, Wal-
do county. Maine, was educated at Union
College, New York, where he graduated
in lStJ. He was a lawyer by pmfesMcn and
was a member of the Maine Legislature
during two terms. He was also clerk of
the Supreme Judicial Court and was a del- -

egate to the Republican national conven-
tion at Cincinnati in 1ST;. He was a. presi-
dential elector in the same year. In lnsi
Mr. Milliken was elected a delegate to tho
Republican convention at Chicago. His
congressional career began with the Forty-eight- h

Congress and he served continuous-
ly since. He was re-elect- ed to the present
Congress.

ABSURD RU3IOR THAT SPANIARDS
HAVE DISCOVERED THE KEY.

Complex Code for Cryptographic 31e-ug- en

Ik Xot Frequently Chnugcd
Ity Stute Department.

New York Journal.''
Nothing could be more absurd than the

statement recently published to the effect
that the Spaniards have found the key to
the ciphe-- r used by the State Department
and. are reading the telegrams which pass
between Washington and Havana. The se-

cret code employed in this service is one
of the most Inscrutable cryptograms ever
devised, the key word changing automatic-
ally from time to time. The translation
of a message framed in it, without a key, is
practically an impossibility. Of course, a
key might bi stolen, a copy of it being in
the possession of every consul genertil and
minister of the United States in foreign
countries, but It could hardly be utilized
with success by an outsider, owing to the
shifting of the key word by prearrange-me- nt

between the parties corresponding.
In fact, the State Department's cipher

is so complicates! as to interfere seriously
with its usefulness. When a telegram Is

received it is apt to be a twenty-four-ho- ur

job to make it out. Tho code employs
groups of figures to represent words and
phrases, and a system of this sort always
affords opportunity for mistakes in trans
mission.

At tho same time, it is better in this re
spect than a system that uses crypto-
graphic words, Inasmuch as tho latter are
likely to go wrong over the wires. Suppose,
for example, that "domicile" stands ior
the President of the United States. A fore- -
elgn telegraph operator, unacquainted wiih
English, may get the word crooKeu auu
make a lot of trouble. Governments nave
often been frightened out of their wits oy
mistakes In ciphers. vFigures, however, are the same in an tae
languages of civilized nations The cipher
now employed by the State Department has
been in use for about twenty years. How
ever, the government nas always uunu
cryptograms In Its correspondence since
revolutionary times, in those day neanj
every public man had his own private ci-

pher, because of the practice of intercept-
ing or tampering with letters The Presi
dent of the United States uses the Mate
Deparment's code when he sends a secret
dispatch, but this rarely happens, and a
cipher telegram has not gone out from the
White nous! in tne last aozen years.

So manv mistakes occur in the transmis
sion of cryptographic messages that thti ci
pher Is used only when necessary ior i se
crecy or economy it cuts uown me 'i'slof telegrams very greatly, thus making
an Important saving in cases where, as' In
the difficulty with Chile, continued corre
spondence heu to bo kept up at an expense
of 2 or more a word. Nowadays not nearly
so much attention as formerly is paid to
the keeping of diplomatic secrets, the eicai-in- gs

of the nations with one another being
much more open and frank.

Dlnlomacv used to be a mere game or
tricks, and the ablest embassador was he
who could He most skillfully. The rifling
of letters was considered a legitimate part
of the business, the art belmr brougnt to
such perfection that dispatches were opened
without apparent injury to tneir seais. une
of the mest famous experts in this line was
W'alslngham, secretary or state to jueen
Elizabeth.

Neariv every one of the executive depart
ments uses a cipher more? or les in Its cor-
respondence. The treasury in 1883 adopted
a code that Is still In use, though it has
undergone many Improvements since then.
One purpose or It is to save teiegrapn tons,
the wires being worked very freely between
the treasury and the various subtreasurles
and mints in different cities.

Rut freouentlv It would be undesirable
that the public should have knowledge of
the contents of the dispatches. It might
not be well to warn train robbers that a
big shipment of gold was to be made at a
certain time and by a stated train irom
Carson to San Francisco. Furthermore, in
formation gathered by the department
might be utilized for stock-Jobbin- g pur-
poses. Many of the dispatches have refer
ence to nnanciai conumons ana. prospects.

The most notable filature of the treasury
cipher is its simplicity. There Is nothing
for an outside translator to start with. It
consists of a lot of words with arbitrary
meanlncs: also of peculiar associations
and sequences of words with meanings at
tached. The words are names of people.
animals, plants, gems, etc. Dispatches In
this crvptogram can be read offhand by
those who understand It, and usually with
out reference to the key.

It Is not necessary to lock tne door and
co to work on a telegram as if It were an
inscription In cuneiform hieroglyphics from
a Rabylonlan tomb. Keys pi tnis cipner
are kept at all the subtreasuries, mints
and assay offices. When the code Is
changed, as has happened twice since 1SS3,
new keys are forwarded to those establish-
ments by reglstereel mall, and the old ones
are carefully destroyed by burning.

There Is another cipher in use in tne
fTreasury Department, by the Rureau of
the Secret Service. A Key to it is in tne
hands of every detective. The first crypto-
graphic code devised for the War Depart-
ment was made by Anson Stager, in Octo-
ber. lSfd, and the first key to it was in-

trusted to the famous detective, Allen C.
Pinkerton, while employed by the govern-
ment on a dangerous mission in Kentucky.
The War Department to-d- ay has a cipher
of its own, but rarely uses it. it was em
ployed at the time of the Chicago riots and
during the Indian campaign of IS'jO-9-1.

Department Stores.

lishments which formerly nourished. If the
'trusts tend towards the restraint of trade

nnd the discouragement of competition.
then tho same can undoubtedly be said of
the department stores. Roth reduce the
ccst to the consumer and both make It al-mc- st

Impossible for small manufacturers
and , small tradesmen to maintain them
selves. This is without doubt very hard on
the men who must give up being independ-
ent proprietors to ln?come employes; and
It may be that It is a bad thing, pro tanto,
lor the community, inasmuch as a pro-
prietor Is very apt to be a more conserva-
tive citizen than a hired man. The great
question after all, however, must be
whether this tendency towards concentra-tic- n

of capital In the work of production
and distribution is .a good thing for the
masses of the people as well as a good
thing for the proprietors of trusts and
stores.

Our own idea Is that these anti-socialist- ic

"trusts" and deparment stores are the re-
sult of an intermediate condition which will
develop Into a more advanced condition
which might be called seml-soclal-tet- ic.

THE RATTLE AT KAHYA.

Related Aeeonnt of the First Encoun-
ter lletween Regular Troops.

ELASSONA. Headquarters of the Turkish
Army In Macedonia, April 17. (Delayed in
transmission) The correspondent of the
Assoclateel Press, at this hour, has just
returned from Karya, on the Greek front-
ier, north of Tyrnavos, and three hours'
ride from here. A fierce battle between the
Turks and Greeks Is now raging at Karya.
The fighting has been in progress all day.
The correspondent left the Turkish head-
quarters here on horseback this morning
and arrived at Karya three hours later.
The battle was then proceeding, and the
correspondent was enabled to watch the
fighting frona a point near the tent of
IJamdi Pasha who Is In command of the
Sixth Army C5rps. the Turkish force there
engaged. Hamdl Pasha, suriounded by his
staff, was watching the movements of the
opposing forces. The were
posted on the faces of two hilis overlooking
a .small valley, a distance of about a
mile.

It appeared that the Gree-- k force, which
v.as evidently eomposed of regular troops
of Greece, crossed the frontier at 8 o'clock
jesterday eveiing and advanced upon the
valley referred to at an early hour this
morning. The Greeks, later, were engaged
by four battalions of Turkish infantry,
end after some sharp fighting, were driven
back towards the frontier. The Greek
force, however, then took up a position on
the cre-- of several hills, and the combat
v as resumed at 10 o'clock. Among the in-

vaders are considerable numbers of Sicilian
volunteers. At intervals of about two
houis the Greeks renewed their attacks on
the Turkish position. The Turks remained1
calm and stood on the defensive, though
suffering considerable loss.

The number of killed and wounded among
the Turks could not be ascertained at that
time, but the correspondent say forty-eig- ht

Turkish wounded brought to the rear, with
the bodies of fivo Turkish officers. Only
the-wounde- d Turks and the bodies of the
officers were being brought from the front
to the field hosHtals, hence the number of
men killed could not be learned. The dead
were left where they fell. At 4 o'clock in
the afternoon, when the coriespondent left
Karya, more Turkish wounded wero being
carried Into camp. The Greeks appeared to
be contenting themselves with occupying
the position v which they hael taken upon
the crest of tho hills and maintaining a
heavy fire from it without advancing, but
at the same time preventing the Turkish
trcops from crossing the frontier. Tho
Turks returned the fire of the Greeks with
persistent spirit.

While the correspondent was at Karya
Hamdl Pasha, the Trukish commander, re-

ceived a dispatch from Edhem Pasha, the
Turkish commander-in-chie- f, saying that a
general advance of the Turkish forces had
been ordered for to-morr-ow, war between
Greece and Turkey having been declared.
This news was received by the Turks with
enthusiastic shouts meaning "Long live
war." At the same time that Hamdl Pasha
received the news of the declaration of war
he received news of a fresh attack by a
Greek force in the direction of Eleutho--
chorl, to the north and left of Zarkos. Dur-
ing tho correspondent's return Journey here
he heard further firing, both rifle and artil-
lery. This was after nightfall, though a
full moon was shining. Edhem Tasha at
this hour Is holding a council of war and it
is expected that a great battle will be
leught to-morr- The Turkish troops are
eager for a general engagement. The
weather continues very cold.

Fifty Thousand Troops Enj?nKed.
ELASSONA. April IS. The Greeks, from

all their positions in the Karya district.
began the advance toward the frontier at 7

o'clock on Friday evening. The fighting
lasted all that night and extended to Sat
urday to within ten miles of the frontier. It
Is estimated that 15,000 Greeks were engag
eel. The battle continued with great vigor
throughout Friday night and Saturday,
when, all together, 50,000 were engaged. On
Sunday morning the firing was concen-
trated toward the southeast of MRouna
About noon to-da- y (Sunday) the Greeks be
gan to give way, after the hottest fighting
of the engagement. The Turks advanced
only a little beyond the frontier Into Greek
territory. Considering the rapidity of the
firing anel the great expenditure of ammu-
nition, the number kllleel is comparatively
small, probably under two hundred. Alto
gether the behavior of the Turkish troops
was letter than that of the Greeks. Their
officers remained! cool and collected. The
tiring still continues, but it is expected to
cease at nightfall, as the troops have been
engaged ior tnirty nours witnout rood or
sleep.

The First division of the Turkish troops
Is at Dodmik, the Second at Elassona, the
Fifth at Skompa and the Sixth at Karya
(or ivoskuyj. ine last two are engaged
in defensive operations. Tho Greeks who
have Invaded the district of Mount Godo- -
man have been repulsed. Rattallons from
the divisions at Apium and Karahissar are
arriving at Ismudt en route for Rodosts and
Muratli in order to reinforce the troops in
that district.

BATTLE IX A PASS.

Desperate Flelit for nn Ailrnntaeeonn

FOOT OF MILOUNA PASS. April IS 10

a. m. A fierce battle raged In tho pass all
night long. The Greeks who entered and
descended toward the valley encountered
four battalions of Turks, who drove them
back and at the point of the bayonet res-cue- nl

the force garrisoning the Turkish
blockhouse, which the Greeks hael encircled
before entering the pass. Neshad Pasha,
commanding tho Fifth division, occupied
Mount Parna with a great force, while
Hairi Pasha, commanding the Sixth divl
sion, prepared to enter tne lcnaisnan pass,
and Haidar Pasha, with the Fourth division,
occupied the Milouna pass. Refore dawn
Edhem Pasha rode out to direct the dispo
sition of these divisions.

A general engagement ensued. The battle
still continues along the entire pass, over
LUUM) men being engaged. The combat turns
on tho possession of the Greek blockhouse,
which was most obstinately defended. Sev
eral vigorous attacks were made by the
Turks without success, but finally, about 5

o'clock, by a magnificent dash, they took
the blockhouse at the point of the bayonet.
Tho Greeks are still defending their posi
tions on the summit or the hill. At the
present moment four battalions of Men-duk- h

Pasha's division are advancing to the
frontier positions already taken. The Turks
are fighting like Hons, the Turkish artillery
doing splendid execution under the com
mand of Rlza Pasha.

The correspondent of the Associated Press
says: I regret to nave to announce the
death of Hafiz Pasha at Milouna. The bat
tle Is still undecided, but the Turks, with
out calling up the reserves, have taken al
most tne wnoie pass, it is impossible to
give eletalls as to the losses. I saw many
groups oi wounaeu men, out tney were
mostly on the heights. Ambulances have
been sent to bring them in. I cannot say
whether the Turks intend to advance oit
Iarissa."

The so-call- ed outrage at Frevesc. tins
morning, when the lurkish batteries mere
sank the Greek steamer Macedonia, further
justified Greece, In the minds of the Athe
nians.

Greek minister at Constantinople and not
waiting, according to the Greek version,
until Prince Mauroccrdato was handed his
passports.

Little news of a reliable nature has been
received here or is allowed to leak eut re
garding what ha.s really transpired on tne
front er. It is krown. however, mat i:i"
whole frontier of Thessaly has been blazing
with murderous tiring since cany uus
morning and that the Greeks have cap-
tured a fortified position at Menexe, in
Maceelonia.

According to the general understanding
here, the Turkish, plan of campaign is a
concentration of the Turks near the impor
tant Greek frontier town of Tyrnavos, with
a view of forcing the mountain passes lead-
ing toward Ijirissa. One report, which is
generally cre-dite- has it that Edhem Pa-
sha, at the head of 12.000 men. has already
wgun this movement, and rumors in mis
respect are flying, the substance of them
being that the battle which is expected to
be fought at or near Tyrnavos has already
commenced.

The Greek plan of campaign, so far as it
Is understood by the Antheirians. Is founder!
on the defense or Larissa in tne nrsi in
stance, an attack on that place having been
anticipated and prepared for by occupying
and taking every possible advantage of all
strategic points. The country there is
admirably suited for defense, and
while this defense Is unaertaKen,
the Greek fleet is relied on to
destroy the coast ports of Epirus and Mace-
donia. The Greek belief In ultimate success
is based on the expectation of a universal
rising of the Macedonians and Epirotes. so
soon as tne Greeks succeed in winning a
brilliant victory anywhere over the Turks.

Numerous conferences have taken piace
to-d- ay between the King and the Cabinet,
anel as the result of them the two last
classes of 18VJ reserves have been called
out.

The government has addressed a note to
Ai-si- Bey, expressing surprise at the alle
gations contained In his note to M. bkouzes
and pointing out facts proving that Turkey
Is the aggressor. The government dis-
claims ail responsibility for any events
that may now occur. The metropolitan of
AthMis h.nn orlrerl nrnvera In all the
churches for the success of the Greek arms.

In the fighting on the frontier the Turks
have occupied Ana and Milouna pass, but
they have not succeeded In taking Kata.
The engagement at Milotna pass was of
the fiercest character and the losses were
heavy on both sides. The Turks destroyed
two pieces of Greek artillery. The Greeks
captured an entire battery from the Turks.
Three Greek officers of high rank were
kllle-d- . A large body cf Greek troops is now
marching against Menca and brisk firing
is going on along the whole line as far
west as Arta.

A telegram from Trikhala. sent at 8
o'clock this evening, says that the Greek
brigade defending Revena has advanced in
to Damazi plain and occupied V lglia.
which cemmands the plain, after capturing
the Turkish battery there. It is also re
ported that several bands have entered
Macedonia. Ihere is no official news yet
as to the reported capture of Menexa.

GREECE ACCEPTS WAn.
31 r. DelvniiiilN Make n. Statement to

the Legislative Assembly.
ATHENS, April IS. A late special sitting

of the legislative Assembly was held to
day. The public galleries were crowded.
Amid intense excitement M. Delyannls, the
premier, announced that the Turkish gov
ernment had to-d- ay notified Greece of the
rupture of eliplomatic relations on the
ground of the aggressive attitude of the
Greek government. In cool but elellber- -

ate speech he reviewed the recent events to
show, on the contrary, that Turkey had
been the aggressor; that her troops had at-

tacked the Greeks and attempted to occupy
neutral positions, and that her batteries at
Prevesa had sunk the Greek ship Mace
donia.'

Turkey." said M. Delyannls. "declares
war afcainst us. We accept It."

J his statement was received with pro
longed cheers from the galleries and the
floor of the chamber. The premier then
read dispatches recltlrg the events which
had happened on the frontier, and with

CONSTANTINOPLE, April lS.-- The Porte
has banded his passports to Prince Mauro- -
cordato, the Greek minister to Turkey, to-
gether with a note announcing the break
ing off of diplomatic relations between the
two governments, and the recall of Assim
Rey and the Turkish consuls. It invites
Prince Maurocordato and all (Jrcek consuls,
merchants and others on Turkish territory
to quit the confines of the empire, giving
the Greek subjects fifteen days' notice.
Prlr.ce Maurocorelato will leave on Tuesday
by the Austrian mail boat.

Tewfik Pasha, the Turkish minister of
foreign affairs, visited the foreign envoys
yesterday and Informed them tiat the
Turkish frontier had been crossed on Fri
day night by fresh bands of Greeks, among
whom were a number of Greek regulars. It
was this news which led to tho calling of
a council of ministers and precipitated the
decision to announce that war had broken
out between Greece and Turkey. ,

An official communication to the news
papers states tnat tne imperial govern
ment has spared no pains to preserve the
Ieace. but that Greece, having sent troops
to Crete In defiance or the wish of tne
powers, and having begun hostilities on the
frontier, has complied Turkey to defend
her Integrity and to retaliate by an act of
war. The minister of war has given ex
plicit orders to Kdhtm Pasha, in accord'
ance with an imperial irade approving the
decision of the council and adopting the
plan of operations formulated by the mil
itary commission. The irade throws the
entire responsibility for the ' wtr upon
Greece Edhem Pasha is uuthonzed to
take immediate action, elefenslve or offen
sive, in accordance with this plan ind in
the exercise of his best judgment.

The Porte has received a dispatch from
Edhem Pasha, dated Saturday, saying that
in consequence of an Invasion of Turkish
territory by the Greeks, his treopi have
seized the heights of Perrar and Velschko.
