OULTLOOK

IS GLOOMY.

War Departmeni Officials Feaur Fur-
ther Breaks in the Levees,

WASHINGTON, April 19.—The War De-
partment officials view the outlook in the
lower Missis¢ippi valley with the greatest
anxiety fearing that the levee system there
will prove unable to withstand the terrible
strain. Captain Martin, of the quarter-
master's department. has just returned Lo
Washington and Is preparing his report to
the secretary of war. He was sent out 1o
inspect the conditions in that section of the
country lyving along the Mississippl from
Greenville to Vickshurg and his  report
gives some startling facts as to the devasta-
tion worked by the waters. He says there

was under water last Wednesday a strip of
land on the east bank of the river with
Vickshurg at its apex, was a base of twen-
1Y miles and sixty miles wide, containing
L0 square miles, This is all cotton coun-
ry. It is generally ownoed in large planta-
tlons, the owners of which divide it into
simall parcels and allow negroes to work it
on shares. In N0 there was produced in
this strip 112000 bales of cotton. The popu-
lation is estimated at from 90,000 to 1u0,000,
about one-sixth of the people being white.
Captain Martin says that not more than 2)
Per cent. of this country & above water,
made up for th= most prat of little tracts
along Deer creek, Sunflower river and rail-
road embankments. Most of the negroes
have stuck by their cabins, having any
where from one to two weeks' supplies on
hand. However, when the officer left they
were heginning to swarm into the towns,
He estimated about sixteen thousand per-
sons in this distriet are in need of ald from
some quarter, The people themselves are
doing all in thelr power and Captain Mar-
tin cited instances of great liberality on the
part of the whites. As long as there s
promise of a good cotton crop to bhe made
the plantation owners may be generally re-
Hed on to feed thelr negro workers, but with
the disappearance of that chance will come
inabllity on their part to respond to further
demands, because of the loss of thelr credit
th the factors and bankers. Captain
artin thought the chances of making a
crop this year. though generally regarded
as gloomy at Vicksburg, ren!l;y were not so0
bad and had certainly beer very much im-
g;gvod by the breaking f the levee at
delta. Though this was a i1errible
misfortune to the dwellers below  the
crevasse it probably would lower the waters
in the upper reaches of the river very
speedily.

Louis will rise slowly and will again pass

the twenty-seven-foot mark on Wednes-
day. The upper Mississippi will continue to
rise llowlr from Burlington south.

DRESSED AS A WOMAN.

Arrest of Joseph E. Kelly, Accused of
Killing Cashier Stickney.

MONSTREAL. April 19.-Joseph E. Kelly,
accused of the murder of Joseph A. Stick-
ney, cashier of the Great Falls National
Bank. Somerworth, N. H., was captured
here to-night by detectives Campeau and
O'Keefe, acting under orders of Silas H,
Carpenter, chief of the detective of
Montreal, in a house of ill-repute. The
story that Kelly took the Canadian Paclfie
train at Cookshire Junction, Que., for Mont-
real on Friday night or Saturday morning
seems to have been true. As far can
be ascertained he proceeded on the train
to Montreal Juaction, about fourteen miles
west of here. There he jumped from the
train while it was zoing at a good speed,
and proceeded to St Justine de
Newton, about forty miles away.
After taking supper in Berard's Ho-
tel this evening he took the Toronto
express back to Montreal, arriving here
ahout 8 o'clock. Upon arriving in Montreal,
Kelly, who was in the garb of a woman,
procured a eab and drove around town,
Stops were made at several drinking re-
sorts, and Aggie Ashton's house was
reached about 11:30. Kelly was warmly
received in the house, and wine flowed free-
lyv. About midnight the detectives entered
the house and confronted the supposed
woman., They accused him of being Kelly,
and he calmly replied: *I guess vou
chumps have got yvour man this time.”” On
being taken to the central police station
$2.700 were found in his clothing. On being
questioned he declined to say anything
about the murder, except that he had an
accomplice. He added that the accomplice
told him that he had “fixed” Cushier
Sticiiney. Repeated questions failed to elicit
further information from the prisoner,

L im Kelly were found two letters, one to
his father stating that an  accomplice,
whose name he claimed he did not know,
but who was an inmate with him in a
roformatory somewhere in New Hampshire,
had done the deed and that it was at the
suggestion of the accomplice that Stickney
was murdered. The original design was to
scare Stickney by showing him a revolver,
Kelly waiting outside while the accomplice
accomplished his work. Another letter was

addressed to a girl named Olive, written
in a similar strain.

LONDON, April 18 7 p. m.—In spite of
the fact that the hostilitics on the Greek

EAMCITING SESSION OF A LEGISLATIVE
INQUIRY COMMITTEE.

Pennsylvanin Mine Operator Stirs Up

A Brother Manager-Lahor Lead-

ers- at the White House,

»
PITTSBURG, Pa., April 19.—To-day’s ses-

sion of the legislative committee appointed
to investigate the condition of the miners

in this district was devoted to hearing the
operators, W. P. Dearmot, president of the
New York and Cleveland Coal Company,
was on the stand all the morning. He said
the miners were getting 54 cents per ton,
and were paid for all coal mined. As re-
gards wages, the miner, he said, was get-
ting more than his share. As an illustra-
tion, the company on a $1..000,000 investment
had a profit of less than 1 per cent. last
year,

Mr. Dearmitt, at the afternoon session,
created a sensation by asking that the offi-

cials of the United Mine Workers, whom
he charged with being largely responsible
for the condition of the miners, be investi-
gated., He charged that they toil not,
nither do they spin, but always have
money, neverthelees, and that Solomon, in
all his glory, was not arrayed like these
officials, In a very dramatic manner he
concluded that the officials of the miners
should be investigated. )

Later in the afternoon G. W, Schluerder-
berg, general manager and a stockholder
in the F. 1. Robbins Coal Company, was
called. Mr. Schluerderburg was a member
of the subcommittee which worked among
the operators in the Panhandle distriet re-
garding uniformity, and during the course
of his testimony he stated that if Mr.
Dearmitt branded as a lie the report of the
committee he, as a member of that commit-
tee, branded Dearmitt as a liar.

Mr. Dearmitt said: I merely state that
the report of the committee which claimed
that % per cent. of the operators of the
district were in favor of uniformity in
1805 reported an infernal lie,” and Mr,
Dearmitt struck the table a blow with his
hand that startled everybody, and glared
fiercely at Mr. Schluerderberg.

“The gentleman don't know what he's
talking about,”” replied the latter, *for he
was not over the ground himself. 1 don’t
have to lie, and yvou utter a lie yourself
when you say it"”

The two men approached each other in a
threatening manner and the greatest ex-
citement reigned for a time. Just before
the close of the meeting Mr. Dearmitt, in
hot words, assailed William Warner, sec-
