TO CARRY ON Y. M. C. & WORK

$11,000 Contributed by Delegates to
the International Convention,

MOBILE, Ala., April 24.—The fourth
day's session of the international conven-
tion of the Y. M. C. A. was opened this
morning in Princess Theater by devotional
exercises, conducted by colored Secretary
Hunton, of Richmond, Va. Mr. Hillis sang
a solo in his usual impressive manner, and
Dr. Scofield continued his Bible study
course, talking for nearly an hour. He was
clesely followed, note book in hand, by the
earnest Bible students, who crowded the
auditorium. He was followed by Mr., Mes-
ser, of Chicago, who called on the resolu-
tion commiitee to read that portion of their

report which deals with the work of inter-
national committee. The regolutions,offerad
called for the ralsing and expenditure of
$62.9%0 for the remainder of the current
year, making a total of $0Ouw: the same
amount was authorized for 15385 Several
speakers told the benefit derived by theu
from the work of the international commit-
tee, and an effort was made to raise this
money. Five thousand two hundred and
ten Jdollars was pledged. The resolution
committee then continued its report which,
among other things, paid a glowing tribute
to the memory of the late H. Thane Miller,
of Cincinnati,

The afternoon session was devoted to the
consideration of several matters., Invita-
tions for the next biennial meeting were re-
cedved from London, Ontario and from
Denver, Col. The committes will decide
which. will be accepted. International Sec-
retary Wishard described his visit to South
Alfrica.

The evening session was the most inter-
esting vet held. A larger sum wuas raised
for the International committee in the next
year than has ever been ralsed at any
previous convention—311,00 in all being
subgeribed. From all parts of the hall came
offers to give or ralse sums from $10 to
$250. Great applause greeted an offer of
$£30 by Hon., E. L. Russell, lirgt vice presij-
dent of the Mobile & Ohio Railroad Com-
pany, and one of $250 by the colored voung
men's department.,

The work of the railroad branch received
great attention. International Secretary
Hicks said there were many points in this
work for congratulation. There had been
a steady increase in membership, in the
money given by the railroad corporations,
in the mileage of roads covered by the
work and in spirited activity. Much was
said of the interest taken by the higher
officials of the corporations in this work
and especial mention was made of a recent
request from the general manager of the
Santa Fe system for the commitiee to in-
spect his line and decide on points to he
opened by the assocliation. Similar requests
have come from all parts of the T nited
States and Canada. In the early part of
the evening an address was delivered hy
L. L. Doggett, Ph. D., uf Springfield, Mass.,
on “Epochs In Association History,” which

FEAR HAWAIIAN COMPETITION

Sugar Trast Makes 2 Deal with Cali-
fornia Beet-Sagar Refiners.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 2L.—Commenting
upon the result of the recent visit of John
E. Searles to this country, the Chronicle
says: "‘The recent agreement between John
E. Searles, secretary of the Sugar Trust,
and Claus Spreckels, whereby the trust se-
cured a large interest in the beet-sugar in-
dustry of lhla.Sla\v. has more behind it
than the mere desire to strengthen the
position of the Sugar Trust with American
refineries. The beet-sugar industry of Cal-
ifornia threatened the Sugar Trus:, and
both the trust and the beet-sugar industry

were threatened with competition by the
rich planters of Hawall whose contract
with the American sugar refineries will
expire this year. The planters are backed
by an immensely wealthy syndicate, and
If the reciprocity agreement between the
United States and Hawali can be main-
tained the product of the island plantations
will make, the Pacific const a controlling
factor in the price of sugar in the United
States, for the reason that, should the
trust make éxcessive prices for granulated
boct sugar, consumers could fall back on
the Hawaiian planters and their friends
in San Franeisco, who are prepared to erect
a great refinery here Independent of the
trust refineries, controlled by Spreckels,
Should the planters of the islands be able
to induce the United States to annex Ha-
wall they can, by an outlay of about $25.-
0 for each plantation, add to their sugar-
bolling plants machinery enough to produce
granulated sagar and put in on the Amer-
ican market in competition with the prod-
uct of the trust's refineries. The object of
the Sugar Trust In the deal with Spreckels
was primarily to head off competition from
the beet-sugar refineries of California con-
trolled by Spreckels. That was accom-
piished in the recent transaction, where-
3y an Interest in the Watsonville refinery
and interest in other beet-sugar industries
controlied by Spreckels were purchased by
the trust, though the seilers say he stiil
holds the controlling interest.””

SPALDING IN JAIL.

Treasurer of the University of 1.
nois I nable to Find Bondsmen,

CHICAGO, April 24.—Charles W. Spald-
ing, president of the Globe Savings Bank
and treasurer of the University of Illinojs
board of trustees, was placed in jail to-
day on order of Judge Dunne, of the Cir-
cuft Court, who was dissatisfied with the
bond given by Spalding on the occasion
of his arrest a few days ago on a charge
of embezzlement preferred by the uni-
versity alumni. The hearing of the case
came up to-day and Spalding walved ex-
amination. He was given a short time to
find new bondsmen, but was unable to do
s0, and was placed in jail at the expiration
of the stipulated time. The formal order
of the court was that Spalaing be held to
the grand jury in the sum of $5.000. The
grand jury took up the case to-day.

THE NICARAGUA CANAL.

Warner Miller Urges the Administra-
tion to Take Action of Some Kind.
WASHINGTON, April 2{—Ex-Senator

Warner Miller, of New York, Is urging a

definite stand by the administration on the

gubject of the Nicaragua canal. There has
been conslderable gossip here about the
probability of the negotiation in the near
future of a new canal treaty with Nicara-
gua, and Guatemala along the lines of the

Frelinghuysen-Savilla treaty, which was

withdrawn from the Senate in 1885, imme-

diately after Mr. Cleveland's first term.

Senor Rodriguez, the minister of the

Greater Republic of Central America, is

here ready to enter on negotiations should
Sceretary Sherman indicate a desire for a
new treaty. Mr. MilHer saw both Secretary
Sherman and the FPresident to-day. The
Nicaragua Canal Company, he says, de-
sires action. It is  indifferent, he savs,
whether the government enters on the ca-
nal project through a treaty arrangement
which will make the United States prac-
tically the owner of the canal, or through
legislation on the line of the Morgan bill,
by which the government would guarantee
the bonds of the company and control
three-fourth of the stock and directorate,
Mr. Miller found that the pressure of busi-
ness had left the administration no time to
consider the canal question, but he hopes
for o decision in the early future.

Gold Ordered for Export.

WASHINGTON, April 2.—The secretary
of the treasury to-day received a telegram
from Assistant Treasurer Jordan at New
York stating that $77.000 in gold had been
ordered for export. This Is the first with-
grawal of any considerable amount since
July 1596, when $2,000,000 was withdrawn,
the last of a series of heavy shipments ex-
tending through a number of months, To-
day’'s order has been anticipated for a num-
ber of dayse, sterling exchange having been
dangerously near the shipping point. The
treasury officials are not disturbed and do
not anticipate any general gold export
movement. In any event they say they are
perfectly sure that European holders are
not selling American securities because of
any distrust or want of contidence in them.
The outbhreak of hostilities between Greece
and Tarkey I8 regarded probably re-
sponsille for the present demand for gold,

Aluminium Beeoming Cheay,

WASHINGTON, April 24.—The fact has
been recognized among metal workers that
the sole obstacle to the wide use of alumin-
fum was its high cost as compared with
other useful metals. Therefor: it will be
good news to learn through United States
Consul Germain at Zurich, that in 2 short
time, probably within a year, the price of
this metal will fall to about 5 cents per
pound, so that but three minc-als will be
cheaper than aluminium-—namely, iron, lead
and zine. The consul bases this statement
on the Agures he has coliected, showing
the production of aluminium and the pros-
peetive outputs of the plants. Last yvear
the ourtput was 14,74 pounds daily, of which
4,902 pounds were produced In the United
States, This year the plants will be in-
ereased to bring the daily production up teo
42,450 pounds,

BREAK SOON PATCHED

CREVASSE NEAR BATON ROUGE
MEAMDED IN A FEW HOURS

+

And Part of Louisiana Saved from
Overflow=Situntion Along the Low-
er Portion of the Mississippi.

*

MEMPHIS, Teun., April 24.—A break in
the levee at Burton's sawmill, a few miles
south of Baton Rouge, occurred to-day and
for awhile it looked as if a disaster simi-
lar to the Biggs crevasse had befallen that
section. The engineers and laborers went
to work with a will, however, and a few
hours later succeeded Iin mending the
crevasse, and to-night the strong current
is passing on to the Gulf of Mexico. The
water continues to rush péll mell through
the Biggs crevasse, just south of Delta,
and is spreading over a great area in North
Louisiana. Throughout the Mississippi
delta the flood is slowly receding. An ap-
peal has been forwarded the government at
Washington for tents to ghelter the home-
less and destitute. At Vicksburg Camp
Warren has been pitched and several thou-
sand refugees are being carved for. At Hel-
ena the backwater is falling and the situa-

tion is more encouraging. The river at
Memphis to-night is falling. Cairo reports
a fall of seven-tenths of a foot, while at
Paducah, Louisville and Cinclnnati a de-
cline in the Ohio river Is noted,

A dispatch from Vicksburg, Miss., says:
The removal of the refugees into Camp
Warren began to-day and will be com-
pleted by Monday. The camp will be spe-
cially policed, both night and day, and will
he under the medieal and sanitary care of
the city physiclan, while a capabis super-
intendent will be on the ground at all times,
It is proposed to have the cooking done for
the refugees in a general Kitchen for eco-
nomic reasons, The steamer Melgs returned
to-day from a rellef expedition as high as
Greenville, having suxplh-d the destitute at
all points én route, trip to Red river on
the same errand is planned for to-morrow,
and she will leave if loaded in time. Licu-
tenant Patterson will go in charge of the
distritnition. Much want is reported on the
Mississippl shore, and it will have his at-
tention, Advices from the Loulsiana levees
north of hera continue satisfactory, and if
no storms occur it is believed they will
stand. They protect East Carroll parisno,
the only portion of Jowland and territory
tributary to Vicksburg that is free of wa-
ter. The river continues stationary here,
but a slight fall is reported at Rolling Fork.
Some demoralization of labor, owing to
continued high watér, is reported.

CREST OF THE FLOOD WAVE,

People of New Orléans Are Anxious
to Know Where It Ix.

NEW ORLEANS, April 24.—The river has
been stationary around the nineteen-foot
mark for about three days now, and, while
the strain has been terrifie, it is nothing in
comparison to the anxiety as to what the
river is going to do next. The scientific ex-
perts frankly admit that they are uncer-
tain as to the whereabouts of the crest of
the flood wave. Beveral of them prediet
that the danger period will not be over for
thirty days yet. On the other hand, prac-
tical men living alongside of the river, who
have watched the Mississippi face to face
for years, are certain that the fall is about

to begin and that the danger point will
soon be over. In the meantime the con-
stant warfare day and night, the frequent
alarms, the perpetual dread, is beginning
to tell upon the weakest nerve. The effoct
is apparent in the frequent attempts to cut
the levees, and the redoubled vigilance on
the part of the defenders. The attempt to
blow up the Bonnet Carre levee with dyna-
mite was probably the work of some crank
whose mind gave way from constant terror,
although it i blamed on the city of
Orleans. A crevasse there
carry off an ocean of wilter
into the lakes and thence to the gulf. An-
other favorite and suspected levee cutting
spot is at Socolas canal, avout sixty miles
below the city, where the water would only
have a barren stretch of four miles to
reach Lake Bergne, with a fall of about
eighteen feet to facilitate 1 = progress, This
cut is one of the pet pluces of the outlet
theorists, The weak levees are reported
every day, there being over half a dozen
between New Orleans and Baton Rouge.
Trains of men and material are kept fly-
ing and all night forc 8 were at work.
New Orleans, llke Gretna. on the opposite
side, or Donaldsville, above, continues to
fortify herself. The fdea is to bulld so as
to be able to stand two feet more of water.
This will Insure safety against the river's
highest possible stage as well as placing
the towns beyvond the danger from cre-
vasses elsewhere in the nelghborhood,

Rivers Swollen by Rains.

ST. LOUILS, April 2i.—Heavy rains have
swollen the Des Molnes, Skunk and lowa
rivers, whose waters eventually flow into
the Mississippi river, and as a result, at
Warsaw, 1ll., the outlook is the worst so
far this season. The north and south forks
of the Fablos river, flowing into the Mis-
sourli near Quiney, I, are over their
banks, and all other streams are becoming
swollen in the vicinity of Hannibal, Mo.,
and the outlook is not good. The Missouri
river, on the contrary, shows a decline. At
St. Louis to-day the Migsissippi showed a
rise of two feet, with .3 rise at Hannibal,
Above Keokuk the river is falling. The
weather observer mukes the following pre.
diction: The river at St. Letas will fall
glowly for a day or two. The Missouri will
continue to fall. The Mississippi above the
mouth of the Missouri will rise to 18 feet
at Hannibal by Sunday.

Rain May Weaken Levees,

NATCHEZ, Miss., April 24.—A slow, driz-
zling rain started to-night, which, if it
of long duration, is liable to play havoc
with the levees in this vicinity. The river
has remained stationary during the last
twenty-four hours, and the entire situation
remains  unchanged. Hardscrabble levee
now shows a much better prozpect of re-
maining intact than it has for many days,
a large force having worked hard on it
ull day and night, and will continue to
work indefinitely. The back water from
the Biggs crevasse has Tensas river boom-
ing, and the water is spreading rapidly
over the lowlands. The trains on the New
Orleans & Northern Raliroad, running
through Concordia and Tensas parishes, are
not interrupted.

Raifilway Tratiic Interrupted.,

OTTUMWA, Ia., April 2i.—Another heavy
rain last night made the railroad situation
very critical. The Rock Island abandoned
its Ottumwa and Des Moipes line early this
morning.

FRANKFORT, Ky.. April 24.—The unex-
pected happened to-dav. W. J. Deboe, the
Eepublican caucus candidate for senator,
was not elected in the joint convention of
the Legls=lature to-day. He received only
=iIXty-sixX votes, four short of enough.
ernor Bradley is again charged with caus-
ing the trouble,

The biggest crowd of the extra session as-
sembled in the House of Representatives
shortly beéfore noon, the hour for the joint
session at which it was expected that the
long and- tedious wrangle would be ended
by the election of Deboe, All during the
morning there were rumors to the effect
that Senator Linney, of Louisville, who was
one of the bolters in the Hunter race,
would not be present and that Representa-
tive Lieberth, of Newport, would also be
missing, both without pairs. This caused
the Republicans great uneasiness. To add
to this, the gold Democrats held a caucus
at noon and decided to assist the silver
Democrats in an effort to break a quo-
rum.

When President Worthington took the
chair, soon after noon, there was a strong
smell of fire, and there was greal excite-
ment for a time; but it was quieted by the
aetion of the officers of the House, who ap-
pointed a committee to ascertain if there
was a fire in progress in the Statehouse.
No fire could be found, except some pa-
per burning in a corner, and the excitement
subslded., Governor Bradley appeared on
the floor, with Congressman Colson and
others of his friends, and this fact in itself
caused some uneasiness among the Deboe
men, as it was the first time the Governor
has been on the floor since the extra ses-
sion convened.

Just before roll call Representative Lie-
berth appeared, but Senator Linney de-
clined to answer., One sound-money Demo-
crat answered, but this was offset by Lie-
bertn, who was present and declined to
answer to his name. The roll cail showed
sixty-eight present; necessary to a quorum,
seventy. A call for the absentees was de-
manded and the Deboe men e¢rowded about
Linney and Lieberth in an endeavor to get
them to answer. Linney finally answered,
but Lieberth left the room, leaving only
siXty-nine present. Senator Bronston, Dem-
ocrat, moved an adjournment, but Presi-
dent Worthington overruled him and said
that a ballot must be taken, quorum or
no quorum. When Senator Linney's name
was reached he announced that he was
paired with Senator Henry L. Martin, who
has been urged as the compromise candi-
date of the Democrats, Only sixty-six vot-

(iov-

(ed, which left Deboe four short of an elec-

tion, and a call of the absentees was again
demanded. This was productive of nothing
to Deboe’s benefit, and the ballot, as flinally
announced, stood: Deboe, 66, No quorum
and no election. A recapitulation was de-
manded, but resulted in no changes and
the vote stood as originally announced.

At the end of the ballot Governor Brad-
ley smiled grimly, arose from his seat and
walked from the Statehouse In company
with the friends who had accompanied him
there. He had scored another victory.
There was a scene of the wildest excite-
ment when it finally became known that
Deboe had been “knifed,” and the galleries
and even the members of the lL.egislature
lost their dignity for the moment. An ad-
journment was moved and earrled, but
there was the deepest feeling manifest on
all sides, and curses were called down on
the heads of the two Republicans who had
deelined to support the nominee,

In the corridor Governor Bradley found
Representative Lieberth, whom he implored
to vote for the nominee. Mr, Lieberth, how-
ever, steadfastly refused to do s, and the
Governor had to content himself with a re-
fu=al. This action on the part of Governor
Bradley proved rather a puzzler to the poli-
ticians, many of whom were inclined to
believe that the Governor was in earnest
and is really doing all he can to elect Deboe,
while others claim he is oppose¢d to him and
that the talk with Lieberth was a play to
the gallewies., At any rate, Governor Brad-
ley seemed very much in earnest and very
much perturbed when Lieberth declined to
listen to him.

After the joint session Senator Linney,
who voted to make a quorum, but who
claimed he was paired with Senator Mar-
tin, said that he honestly velleved that
Deboe would be elected Monday., He would
not say what he would do.

The Republicans do not conceal the fact
that they were greatly disappointed at to-
day's failure to elect a senator. They were
very secretive about their future intentions,
but to-night it is known that no pressing
attempt to elect Deboe will be made till
next Wednesday, some of the pairs now out

not expiring till that day. There are many
wheels within wheels here again, and the
truth ig hard to obtain. Deboe is in dan-
ger, and the Blackburn “no-¢lection™ work-
ers are again smiling and busy.

The trade schools of
the prisons at Mansfield, O., and Elmira, N.
Y., were visited, as the law provides that
trade schools shall be established in the
Jeffersonville Reformatory, and Superin-
tendent Hert hoped to secure some pointers
on how to begin the work. The appropria-
tion for the work is not very large and
the schools will not be as complete as the
one at Elmira. It is probable that a grad-
uiate of some school of technology will be
appointed to assist in the work.
