not good, and that her and my actions had
required and received disapproval by public
aud general ostracism.

"Fourth That you did falsely state to
said Bennett that my wife had stated
throughout this garrison that he, Bennett,
was going with her to Washington as her
especial escort. And that you further. In
voluntary capacity as a Christian gentle-
man older than he. did warn said Bennett
that the social reputation of my wife was
not good, and that his. Bennett's, welfare
and social reputation would be Impaired by
maintaining friendly relations with my wife

which statements of fact and opinion
were false and wrong me and my wife In
like manner with your other statements to
said Bennett, as specified at another place
herein.

"Fifth That you did state to said Ben-
nett that three ladles of this garrison had,
because of disapproval of the reputations
and conduct of myself and my wife, refused
to take dinner at my quarters on Thursday,
the 11th Inst. which statement was wholly
false and wrongs me and my wife in like
manner with your other statements to said
Bennett, as specified at other places herein.

"And. I do require of you. within reason-
able time, by act of writing or in the pres-
ence of witnesses, an admission or denial
of each and all of the matters complained
of. and If you have done any or all of such
acts, that you do then make reparation
with equal publicity to that which at-
tended the acts done."

CAPTAIN ROMEYN'S REPLY.
To Lieutenant O'Brien's demand for a re-

traction. Captain Romeyn replied in the
following letter, dated Feb. 13:

"Sir Yours, date of the 14tb inst., has
been handed to me by Captain Randall.

First I have conversed with other officers
and with ladies of the garrison about the
conduct of your wife and Lieutenant Bam-fcr- d.

I have had a similar conversation
with Mr. Bennett, of Atlanta. I retract
nothing that I have said.

"Second An officer of the garrison didsay to mo In my own house that he would
not allow a member of his family to enteryour house, and thi3 was said during a con-
versation regarding your wife and Lieuten-
ant Bamford.

"Third I did say to Mr. Bennett that the
conduct of Lieutenant Bamford and your
wife at the garrison party on the 12th inst.was harshly commented upon by both la-
dies and officers; more than one of the lat-
ter having classed it as 'a. brassy thing.
and several of the former expressing, invery strong terms, their disapproval of herconduct, not only on the evening in ques-
tion, but at other times. You may not have
noticed that not over one-thi- rd of the gar-
rison ladies present spoke to her on thatoccasion. Others did notice It and com-
mented upon it at the time, and they are
not In any way connected with my family."Fourth I did say to Mr. Bennett thatthe conduct of your wife was severely com-
mented upon by ladles of the garrison. Inthis I spoke truly.

"Fifth You know how many persons sentregrets, instead of accepting invitations, tothe dinner at your house on the 11th inst.You can easily put two and two together
and call it four.' Do so in this case.

"I repeat that I retract nothing I havesaid concerning the matter. I broke off theengagement then existing between Lieuten-ant Bamford and a member of my family,and drove him from my home. Your wifeis welcome to his society, but if she claimsit as she has done, she must expect to becensured. Neither of you would feel nat-
tered if you could know the comments andstrictures passed upon her behavior bythose who have noted it during the past
month.

: Bearding going to Washington, etc..I told. Mr. Bennett that I had heard thatyour wife had said that she was going toWashington to attend the inauguration, andin Mr. Bennett's care. I did not vouch forthe truth of the story. I supposed, ofcourse, that he would knew."
On Feb. 11 Lieutenant O'Brien stated tothe officers of the post assembled on thoparade ground: "Major Romeyn has in-jured me and mine, and has refusal tomake reparation." It was then thatRomeyn struck O'Brien, and all possibility

of settling their difficulties for themselveswas destroyed.
O'BRIEN'S TESTIMONY.

The testimony at the trial this week has
been of the sensational order. Most of the
officers and a few civilians have given evi-
dence for or against the accused. On
Wednesday Lieutenant O'Brien was placed
on the stand and related the incidents of
the ball mentioned in his letter to Captain
Romeyn. He that he had been cordial-
ly received by all except Captain and Mrs.
Romeyn and Lieutenant and Mrs. Martin.
Mrs. Romeyn had cut him. Lieutenant
O'Brien then rehearsed the facts about thecycle trips of his wife with LieutenantBamford and said that he knew of every
one that had been taken, all of which hadbeen done with his full knowledge and con-sent. When the judge advocate asked:"Lieutenant O'Brien, have you any knowl-edge of your wife taking bicycle rides withLieutenant Bamford?" O'Brien replied:"Yes. My wife rides a wheel. I did notat tho time these occurrences are said tohave taken place. Mrs. O'Brien used torids frequently accompanied by Mrs. Kel-
logg. One day my wife told me that whileMrs. Kellogg was riding Inside the post shehad seen a sight of a disreputable nature.This I thought made It perilous for ner toride out any place unless accompanied byan able-bodi- ed man. Lieutenant Bamfordthen began taking rides with my wife withmy full knowledge and consent and abettedby me. They rode in and out of the garri-
son In tho openest manner possible andthere was not the slightest secrecy at-
tempted. I often assisted my wife Inmounting when the two would start for a
rids and afterwards took the wheels Into
the house myself. I spoke freely to manypersons about the matter. At my instanceLieutenant Bamford once hired a tandemfor a week and took long rides with Mrs.O'Brien. They made trips to Adamsville,
Jonesboro, Decatur and once went to Stone
mountain. They always took lunch along
and would spend the greater part of theday, perhaps. On one occasion when they
started for Jonesboro I tied their lunch on
the tandem and It was got up under my
direction. I was never at any time un-
aware of a bicycle ride taken with my wife
unless perhaps one occurred when I wasattending a court-marti- al at Jackson bar-
racks."

Here Lieutenant O'Brien was turned over
to Captain Romeyn for cross-examinatio- n.

The latter said: "I do not care to cross-exami- ne

such testimony as that." This
caused a sensation, but later the captain
apologized to both the court and the lieu-
tenant for his remark.

AN INDIANA WOMAN TESTIFIES.
Much of the testimony of the various wit-

nesses examined so far go to show that
Mrs. O'Brien's conduct was deemed indis-
creet. On Thursday Mrs. Anna Glover, of
New Albany, Ind., a cousin of Captain
Romeyn, the defendant, walked into the
room on tho captain's arm and seemed per-
fectly at homo as she took the witness
stand, facing the stern-vlsage- d officers.
Mrs. Glover gave her testimony In a clear
voice. She said that she visited Captain
Romeyn's family last winter, and while at
tho post frequently attended hops, ger-
mane and other social functions. Captain
Romeyn asked the witness whether, at a
certain german given Feb. 12. she had no-
ticed anything out of the way in the con-
duct of Lieutenant Bamford and Mrs.
O'Brien.

"Yes. Indeed." replied she. "I was very
much shocked at seeing anything of the
kind going on. It was tho universal sub-
ject of unfavorable comment."

"Did you hear others than members ofmy family speak of their conduct?" saidCaptain Romeyn.
"My, yes." replied Mrs. Glover.
"Had you heard their names unpleasantly

associated before this ball?"
"Yes."
"How many spoke of it to you?"
"Everybody was talking about it. Their

conduct was the subject of very unfavora-
ble comment by ladies and gentlemen."

"What was your opinion of their relation-
ship, from what you saw?"

"It was very improper and Indiscreet in
both of them."

On cross-examinati- on by Judge Advocate
General Carbaugh. Mrs. Glover laughed
merrily when asked how many times Lieu-
tenant Bamford and Mrs. O'Brien danced,
together. She replied that they were con-
stantly in each other's company.

"Didn't Mrs. O'Brien dance half the timewith her partner?"
"I am not going to answer that question,"

said the witness with another laugh.
Captain Romeyn worked a coup de mainThursday. He summoned Lieutenant

O'Brien as a witness for the defense and
then took the position that LieutenantO'Brien, being a witness, could not remain
In the room. This placed Judge Advocate
General Carbaugh in an almost helpless
condition, for Lieutenant O'Brien hail bonsitting by hi side giving points in the case.
The judge advocate general insisted onhaving Lieutenant O'Brien in the room,
but captain Romeyn's position was sus-tanlr- d.

During the hearing this week CaptainRomeyn asked a nunilx--r of questions cal-
culated to bring out the fact that he had
been court-martiale- d, desiring to head off
thi. opposition on this point. The facts in
the case are these: Rcmeyn was tried and
convicted by a court, which sat at FortRiley, Kan., on May IS. 175. of neglect ofduty in permitting a large amount of grain
to be stolen from the government storage
house at that point. He was sentenced to
suspension from rank and command for
uiw year, and to be confined for that period
of time. He finally brought the case before
1 'resident CJruat. and almost the last act

and army post gossip are reivonslblo for
a scandal that Is attracting gnat lntert-s- t

here and elsewhere. Several officers con-

nected with Ft. McPheron, are Involved, as
well as the reputation of the wife of
one of them. Other people are rhore or
less concerned, not as principals, but they
Ec-em-

, according to thl4 week's develop-
ments, to have added fuel to the scandal
by their gossip. The scandal has resulted In
an army court-martia- l. The chief moral
point at Issue seems to be: "Can a mar-
ried woman, even with her husband's con-

sent, go bicycle riding, with another man,
sometimes and retain her good
name?" The gossips at Ft. McPherson
seem to think she cannot, but the husband
of the woman, who should know his wife
best, has implicit faith In her and is doing
his utmost to defend her name.

Recently First Lieutenant M. J. O'Brien,
of the Fifth United States Infantry, tiled
charges against Captain Henry Romeyn,
accusing him of conduct unbecoming an of-

ficer and a gentleman. A court-marti- al

was ordered, and It began Its sessions at
Ft. McPherson on Tuesday of this week,
with Lieutenant Carbaugh as judge advo-

cate (prosecutor.) The charges recite that
Captain Romeyn made false, slanderous
and defamatory statements about the wife
of First Lieutenant O'Brien. It Is also al-

leged that Captain Romeyn struck First
Lieutenant O'Brien without just cause or
provocation, on the open parade ground, in
the presence of officers of the army and
others. Immediately after the dismissal of
dress parade, Wednesday, Feb. 17. Captain
Romeyn pleaded not guilty to each of the
charges and specifications.

ROMEYN RETALIATES. .

Captain Romeyn retaliated by filing for-
mal charges against O'Brien with the ad-

jutant general at Ft. McPherson. They
will be forwarded to the headquarters of
the Department of the East at Ft. Hamil-
ton, N. Y. These charges call for another
court-raartia- l, and it is probable that the
present court will be ordered to continue
until all the accusations against Romeyn
and O'Brien have been disposed of. The
first count charges that the officer is guilty
of conduct unbecoming a gentleman, and
cites many Instances In corroboration there-
of, both in this country and In Japan. The
second charges gross neglect of duty. Un-
der this head tho most grievous charge is
that Lieutenant O'Brien, while officer of the
day. left the garrison and came to At-
lanta, where he imbibed very freely. It Is
cited that tho officer was judge in a cavalry
drill by the Governor's Hors Guards of theGeorgia Volunteers, at Piedmont Park", on
May 24, 1SW, and that In the afternoon he
became too Intoxicated to see the horses.
The charges tell that while being enter-
tained by a prominent citizen of Atlanta
that night he acted in an ungentlemanly
manner and In such a way as to bring upon
himself harsh, social censure. Numerous
other incidents are mentioned of alleged
escapades of Lieutenant O'Brien, and thecharges cover his career "for several years,
taking It up to a few weeks ago, when the
affair on the parade ground took place.

Captain Iiomeyn, the defendant in the
case now on trial, is well known in Indian-
apolis, having spent a six months' leave of
absence there with his wife, son anddaughter several years ago. He Is a man
of years and dignity. Those who know him
well say he Is a Christian, a scholar and agentleman, and they express unshaken
faith in his character and high motives, as
well as their firm conviction that the trial
"ft-i- ll result In his triumphant vindication.
He has an interesting war record, being an
enlisted man, having served In the army
continuously since 1S62. He has been ex-
amined three times for promotion and each
time has been recommended, up to thegrade of lieutenant coloneL He has been
five times brevetted., and has a medal forbravery, won in fighting Indians in Mon-tana, where he was shot through the body
in 1ST7. He Is a member of the Loyal Le-
gion and has held many high offices in theGrand Army. Miss Una Romeyn. unfortu-nately Involved in the unpleasant publicity
of the case, will be remembered at Indian-
apolis as a young woman of intellect andaccomplishments. She was a pupil in Mrs.
Sewali's school. Charles Romej-n- , the son,
Is now at West Point.

O'BRIEN'S LETTER TO ROMEYN.
To properly understand the causes lead-

ing to the court-marti- al of Captain Ro-
meyn, It is necessary to read the corre-
spondence given below. On Feb. 11, O'Brien
wrote to Romeyn as follows:

"Sir I am informed that for several daysyou have made within this garrison, to
officers, and others, statements involving
the names of members of my family, andespecially of my wife, tending to impairtheir, and especially her reputation, and un-favorably critical of their actions and con-
duct. My family comprises myself, my
wife and our two children. Further, thatyou did yesterday, the 13th Inst., proceed toAtlanta, and did then and there make likestatements, tending to the same effects, toMr. Stephen Bennett, a resident of Atlanta,not connected with the military service ofthe United States. And I now, herein andby hand of Capt. Edward L. Randall. Fifthinfantry, present to you for speedy actionof redress, detailed complaint of said

V!ifmen,a and their effects as follows:'First That to the classes of persons
named and to Mr. Bennett you have statedthat my wife was Improperly receiving,and had so received attentions from Second
L1u.uL-- Frank K- - Bamford. Fifth Infantrvwhich statement was false and in itself.ni by its natural effects, wrongs me andmy wifo in our reputations.

'Second That you have, to persons of thegarrison, stated that an oilicer of this gar-rison, not yourself, had said that he wouldnot allow one member of his family toenter my quarters to take dinner upon in-vitation, and had required the refusal offald Invitation. And. that this, your state-ment, was false, and wrongs me and my

Sayaj She Was EnKurctMl to llnmford,
Despite the Latter' Denial.

A' sensational feature of the case is the
manner in which Miss Romeyn was dragged
into it. Lieutenant Uamford i3 said to have
denied his engagement to Miss Romeyn,
while Miss Romeyn says the lieutenant's
statement that they were not engaged is
talse. Last Wednesday Lieutenant Bam-
ford called at the office of the Atlanta Con-

stitution and made this statement, asking
that it be published:

"It was believed by many that I was en-
gaged to Miss Romeyn. Several of my
iritnds congratulated me. When they did
so 1 made no denial of it. 1 allowed them
to do so, so 1 afterwards spoke to Miss
Romeyn about It and asked ner to please
give It out around tho garrison that tne en-
gagement had been broken oif. i did this
notwithstanding the fact that no engage-
ment had ever existed. tine refused to
do so.

"Yes, It Is also true that Captain Romeyn
ordered mo from his house. Inese were tne
circumstances: Owing to certain alterca-
tions between Captain Romeyn and myself
I had not been a visitor tor some time at
his house. I received a note from Miss
Romeyn asking me to call, as sne wished
to speak to me about a matter. A little
later 1 met Mrs. liomeyn and she repeated
tho statement that her daughter desired to
see me and I called at Captain Itomeyn's
quarters.

"1 hud been sitting in Captain Romeyn's
parlor talking with Miss Itomeyn but a
few moments when the captain entered.
He said, 'Lieutenant Uamford, l must or-
der you from my house.' I said. 'Captain
Romeyn, I will leave your house tjuiuiy.
1 am here by Invitation of Miss Romeyn.
I think your conduct is most ungentleman-
ly.' With this I left.

"That afternoon Just after tho retreat I
approached Captain Romeyn on the parade
ground. 1 saiu to him: 'Captain Itomeyn,
I think you have acted the part of a cur
in ordering me trom your house as you did
this morning.' You have acted a cur your-
self, sir,' said Captain Itomeyn. I told him
that was false and that ended the incident.

"I am aware that many will criticise me
for speaking in this way to a. man so much
my superior in age as is Captain Romeyn,
but he had insulted me and I did not con-
sider that his ago was any protection for
him."

When Miss Romeyn was told of Ram-ford- 's

statement she was overcome with in-
dignation. "It is false." she said with
great emphasis. "It is false. How can he
say such a thing? How can he put me in
such a position.' "What he says is abso-
lutely untrue, as many people here in the
post can tell you."

Miss Itomeyn's indignation grew more
and more Intense as the thought of the
matter and she denounced the lieutenant's
action. "It is not a matter of which I am
proud, goodness knows," she said, "but as
I have said that 1 was engaged to him I
cannot be put in this position. It is cow-
ardly. I certainly am not proud of the fact
that I ever was engaged to him. I regret
It deeply, but as it has gone out to the
world that such was the fact I cannot un-
derstand how he could make such a state-
ment now.

"Why, it Is simply astounding," con-
tinued Miss Romeyn. "It is beyond belief.
Why, he has admitted it to a number of
friends. He has admitted it in my pres-
ence. He asked father for his consent and
obtained it. His statement Is false."

If Mrs. Romeyn was Intensely exercised
over this report. Captain Itomeyn was un-
speakably enraged. When he was told that
Lieutenant Ramford had made this state-
ment for publication denying that he had
ever been engaged to M;ss Itomeyn he
sprang to his feet In anger. "If Ramford
says he. was not engaged to my daughter
he lies." said Captain Itomeyn. "The whole
matter Is beyond all question of doubt. Tne
correspondence that passed between us and
the many conversations I had with him on
the subject are more than ample verifica-
tion of this statement. He asked my con-
sent for my daughter and I gave it to him,
although reluctantly. He was attentive to
her for about three years. My wifo and
myself opposed It. We used every Influence
to induce her to give up the match with
Uamford. Rut she was insistent and I
finally gave my consent. If Lieutenant
Ramford denies this he Is a contemptible
liar."

Captain Romeyn's Indignation was al-
most beyond bounds and he restrained him-
self with great effort. He told of the inter-Vie- w

between himself and Lieutenant Ram-
ford in which the lieutenant had asked for
his daughter's hand. He read a letter
which he had written to Lieutenant Ram-
ford withdrawing his consent to the en-
gagement. He told how he had ordered
Lieutenant Ramford from his house and
stated that he had afterwards had a fiery
Interview with the lieutenant on the parade
ground.

Miss Romeyn declared that many people
in tho post had had It from the lieutenant
himself that he had been engaged to her.
In proof of this she invited the reporter to
visit with her the quarters of a number of
otttcers, where the assertion was confirmed.
The pretty daughter of the captain was
thoroughly aroused, and she meant to vin-
dicate the-- report that had gone out con-
cerning the engagement. Nearly a dozen
friends of Miss Romeyn and of Lieutenant
Uamford stated that they believed that
there had been an engagement between the
young ladv and the lieutenant. One ladv,
the wife of one of the most prominent orti-cer- s.

stated that Lieutenant Ramford had
acknowledged as much to herself and her
husband. Another lady stated that she had
all along had the impression from Lieuten-
ant Ramford's acts that they were en-
gaged. One officer stated that Lieutenant
Ramford had stated to him that he had
asked Captain Romeyn for Miss Romeyn's
hand in marriage. Statements showing
that the impression was general that theengagement had existed were made bv
nearly a dozen ladies and officers at the
post.

Lieutenant Ramford was seen later at his
quarters and told of the statements that
had been made at the post.
