FORCES THAT AGGRAVATE EVILS.

**T"he forces that aggravate these evlils are
many. The yellow journals that disseminate
general misinformation with sabsurd com-
ment; the corporations that deal with men
as if they were wheels in a machine; the
political bosses who capitalize their controi
of votes and sell the stock to the highest
bidder; the labor agitators who promote In-
dustry by stopping work; all persons al :
agencies and institutions that find it to their
interest to foster ignorance and misunder-
stending and prejudice and a blind, thought-
less, sensational mode of life, are destructive
powers, threatening the welfare of the Re-
pubiic.

*Against these forces of obstruction there
is but one safeguard; and that is the in-

fluence which men of true culture may have,
and ought to have, in the Republic. What a
glorious time is this for such men to m‘uklu
their influence feit in the service ol tnhelr
country. We have advanced along the pmh-
way of industrial prosperity aud miktary
triumph to an eminence of wealth and powe:
where the real character of the Republic
must be put to the test before the eyes qf
an attentive world. How will-America meet
her crisis of success? Wlith fatuous self-
confildence?’ Or with sober courage? It may
be that the greatl Republic has at lua’t‘ won
the long-coveted and boasted power to ‘whip
all ereation." But that is not the chiel ques-
tion of to-day. The chief question is, has
she kept the L)ower to conquer and rule and
guldeallerself .

1 do not enter now upon the controversy
between opposing policies; the contirental
policy under which we have hitherto pros-
pered, and the colonlal Rolicy under which
it is proposed henceforth to proceed. But
this 1 say: The present is no time to follow
destiny blindfold. The present is no time
to discourage sober thought, to strifle free
discussion, or to appeal to the passiorn and
prejudice of the multitude. The people of
America will have what they want. There
is probably no power on earth that can re-
sist them. All the more reason why they
should have time and light to see what they
really want, to imagine vividly what it wiil
mean when they get it, and to think soberly
what it will involve for generations yet un-
born. :

“I believe that Democracy as it is em-
bodied in this Republic is, next to the Chris-
tian religion, the most precious possession
of mankind. I believe that it can be pre-
served only under the light and leading of
true culture, which makes the demagogue
ridiculous, the ararchist loathsome, the plu-
tocrat impotent, and the autocrat impossi-
ble. 1 believe that the best culture is that
which makes, not selfish and sour critics,
but sane and sober patriots. I believe that
no man has the right culture unless he is
willing to put his clearer vision, his loftier
imag‘lnation, and his deeper thought at the
service of his country and humanity. I be-
lieve in culture. [ belleve in Democracy.
By democracy purified, by culture diffused,
God save the State!”

CITY OF DETROIT MAY SOON OPER-
ATE ITS STREET RAILWAYS,

Commission Appointed by the Com-
mon Council to Parchase and Run
the Ro-d-—l.lv-.-ly.l)ebute.

>~

DETROIT, Mich., April 1L.—A long stride
toward Detroit's ownership of the
street railways was taken this evening, when
the Common Council carried out the intent
uf the Mcleod law, providing for municipal
wwnership and operation of Detroit street
railways, by adopting a resolution appoint-
ng Governor Pingree, Carl E. Schmidt and
rolliott G. Stevenson as the commission to
vuy and operate the roads for the city. This
esult was reached after a rather sharp two
nours’' fight, and the resolution was adopted
oy & vote of 21 to 11. The members of the
ommission had previously announced they
would publicly notify the Council of the
terms agreed on before consummating any
purpose,

The matter was taken up at 4:30 p. m,,
when a resolution was unanimously adopted
requiring that the proposed comm.ssion take
no steps toward actual acquirement of street
railways until the terms thereof had been
submitted to the Common Council for ap-
proval. A resolution was offered deferring
action for ten days and declaring a two
thirds' wvote necessary for appointment of
the commissioners. A substitute resolution,
which eveniually prevailed, was then offered,
appointing the commissioners in compliance
with the MclLeod law. Another substitute
followed, authorizing the Council to appoint
three citizens to negoliate with the street-
ralilway people and report upon the terms,
these citizens to become the commissioners
if the terms and their appointment be rati-
fier by a two thirds' vote of the aldermen.
Both substitute resolutions were treated as
amendments under the chair's ruling, and

a motion followed as a substitute for all
the resolutions, that a committee of five al-
dermen be numed to report upon the matter
ten days hence,

A spirited aebate ensued. Every speech
In favor of imunediate appointment of the
commitiee was cheered and the chair threat-
ened to order the lobby cleared on account
of the disorder. "Talks for delay were re-
celved by the spectators in silence for the
most part. Governor Pingree, being called
on, protested his entire willingness to sub-
mit he terms at the proper time to the
Council and to the public. He frankly told
about his negotiations with Tom L. John-
son, manager of the properties, but said
he had no definite terms to disclose now.
The option, he asserted, was a short one.
and he was sure the outcome would be 2-
cent fares with transfers, and, added the
Governor, replying to charges of having
rushed the act, *“I'm willing everybody
should know that I'm the ‘old cuss’ that
helped push that bill through.”

The vote on the motion for reference to a
commitlee was lost by a vote of 16 to 16
The second substitute resolution was voted
down—5 10 H. Considerable eloquence was
expended by aldermen explaining their votes
while the vote progressed on the substitute
resolution appointing the commissioners, but
it won easily by a vote of 21 to 11. The
&ommissioners will furnish bonds and under-
take their negotiations at once.

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GERMANS NOT PLEASED

TERMS OF ANGLO-FRENCH AFRICAN
CONVENTION UNSATISFACTORY.

Rights of a German Colony Alleged to
Have Been Infringed-—Socialists
Quarreling Over a Book.

BERLIN, April 1.—Certain papers and
large and influential clrcles express dissat-
isfaction with the terms of the Anglo-
French-African convention, and the colonial
soclety, at its annual meeting at Dantzic,
passed a resolution asking the government
to protest against its ratitication as, by its
terms, German rights In the Gandu coun-
try, around Lake Tchad and in Kanox and
Kokoto are infringed. Several papers take
up the cry and announce interpellations on
the subject when the Reichstag reas-
sembles.

The Socialist party is being disrupted in-
ternally in consequence of a book written
by Herr Bernstein, one of its chief intel-
lectual leaders, recently published, in which
the fundamental doctrine that the poor are
constantly becoming poorer and that cap-
ital 1s being more and more concentrated
is strikingly disproved. The Bocialistic press
admit that if the claim is correct the fun-
damental doctrine of the party iIs demol-
ished, but the Soclalist paperc nelther ad-
mit nor deny the truth of the allegations.
The nonsocialistic press, on the other hand,
point out that one by one the Socialist doc-
trines have shown their fallacies and if
left alone the Soclalist party will go to
pieces. Herr Bebel announced at a Social-
ist meeting at Jena this week that if the
party splits, which he considers iikely, an-
other and much more radical party will
come nto existence.

Official figures referring to Germany's for-
eign trade for February show that imports
and exports were larger than ever before.
The Hanover Courier publishes a serious ar-
ticle on the subject of the steaming qualities
of the new home-bullt war ships, which at-
tracts much attention.

TRIAL OF LYNCHERS.

Fifteen Carolinians to Be Prosecuted
for RKilling a Postmaster.

CHARLESTON, 8. C., April 1.—Fifteen
prominent citizens of Lake City, 8. C., will
be put on trial here in the United States
Circuit Court next week to answer the
charge of having lynched Postmaster Fra-
zer B. Baker more than a year ago. Be-
sides the killing of the postmaster, who was
a negro, the alleged lynchers will have to
answer for having killed Baker's infant
child and for burning the Lake City post-

office, with all its effects. It is said here
to-day that other arrests will be made be-

fore the case is taken up. The indictment
will go to the grand jury and the hearing
will begin at once. Eighty witnesses for
the government have been summoned and

there is a grecat array of witnesses for the
defense.

This is the first time on record when the
federal government has come into the
South to take up a lynching trial. The mur-
der of Baker was probably the most brutal
crime known in the history of the State.
Baker was appointed postmaster at Lake
City and before he took charge of the office
he was warned to keep away. He refused,
and an attempt was made to kill him m
after his commission was received. is
failed and a regular band was organized to
put him out of the way.

DR. KENNEDY'S CRIME.

New York Dentist to Be Electrocuted
for Killing a Beautiful Girl.

NEW YORK, April 1.-Dr. Samuel J. Ken-
nedy, who was sentenced yesterday to death
in the eleetric chair during the week of
May 22, Eilled “Dolly” Reynolds, Aug. 18
last, at the Grand Hotel. When asked if he
had anything t0o say why such sentence
should not be passed upon him, the culprit
replied: ‘I am not guilty of the charge.”
Notice was then given by his counsel that
&n appeal would be made for a new trial,
Thus the curtain falls on one of the most
mysterious tragedies that have for a long
time puzzled the New York police, and only
a remarkable train of citcumstances led to
the detection of the criminal.

“Dolly” Reynolds was a beautiful girl of
twenty-one years of age, whose parents
lived at Mount Vernon. She was found dead
in a room in the Grand Hotel, and beside the
body lay a lead pipe ciub, The head was
bruised and the neck broken. Dr. Samuel
J. Kennedy, a dentist of excellent reputa-
tion, who lived with his wife and child and
his parents at New Dorp, S. 1., had passed
himself off at the hotel as the woman's hus-
band, and the two had been seen 10 g0 to the
room together near midnight. Two hours
later he was seen to steal down the stair-
case and out the side entrance. It was 9:30
o'clock in the morning when the servants
discovered that a crime had been com-

mitted. D'r. Kennedy was arrested at his
affice later in the day.

The murder was a mystery to the police
for weeks, and they have never been able
to get any but circumstantial evidence. The
woman had come to the hotel in the after-
noon and written on the register, “E. Max-
well and wife.”” At 6 o'clock a man, who,
seven witnesses later testified, was Kennedy,
joined her, and they had a bottle of wine in
the room. Shoruy after they went out, re-
turning about midnight. in the elevator
they talked in @ quarrelsome tone.

The brutality of the crime and the fact
that the woman's diamond earrings had
been torn out and her reticule cut open first
led the police to believe that the deed had
been done by burglars after Kennedy had
left the apartment. It was not thought that
a man of his education and refinement
would resort to such a revolting method to
ut her out of the way. When arrested

cennedy told conflicting stories concerning
his whereabouts on the night in question.
He denied that he had ever known the girl,
that he had ever been at the
hotel. He denied that he had ever worn the
hat or other articles of dress attributed to
him on that night. His attitude tangled the
skein of evidence, and the police were weeks
in unraveling the threads.

They learned that Dr. Kennedy and “Dol-
Iy Reynolds had been assoclated for some
time previous to the crime; that she had
284,000 to her credit in various banks: that
a week bafore her death he had told her
of an electrical device to be placed under
the saddle which would make a race horse
run away and win: that she had given him
$50 to plece his bets, with a promise that
she should be repaid several foid; that he
had lost, but led her to believe he had won
$20,000; that she became impeortunate for her
share, and he had given her a fictitious
check for 21309 on the Garfield Bank,
signed with the name of Dudley Gideon, a
supposed bookmaker: that she became sus-
picious and threatened if there were no
funds in the bank for the payment of the
check she would prosecute him for forgery
and expose his relations with her to his
wife. Dr. Kennedy knew that “Dolly”
Revnolds meant what she said. It is
thought that the fear of exposure and pros-
ecution led him to take her life, and that

| he planned the whole affair the day before.

In the trial the efforts of his counsel were
devoted entirely te an attempt to establish
an alibl and to show the defendant's good
character. :

It was brought cut that Emeline C. Rey-
nolds had attended school in Mount Ver-
non until she was fifteen vears old, and
then worked there in a confectionery store
for two years. She was an extremely pretty
girl and ambitious to study music and go
on the stage. She came to New York and
was employved in a broker's office for a few
Then s=he became mistress of a
flat at 37 West Eighteenth street, the rent
of which was paid by Maurice B. Mendham,
a broker with high social connections, who
lived with his invalid mother in a fine home
At Long Branch. She had assumed the
name of Mrs. Reynolds, She first met Ken-
nedy through Mendham, who sent her to
the dentist to have her teeth treated. The
morning that she was found dead at the
Grand Hotel a telegram came to her flat
from Mendham saying that he would visit
her that evening.

DICTATOR’S HAND STAYED.

General Torres Afraid to Arrest Amer-
icans gt Dluefields,

NEW ORLEANS, April 1.—Advices from
Bluefields, Nicaragua, under date of March
25, tell of the wholesome effect of the deter-
mined stand taken by this government in
the protection of its citizens abroad on the
petty dictator, General Torres, now in con-
trol of that coast. He has been arresting
hundreds of natives for alleged participa-
tion in the Reyes revolution, and when
asked why he did not arrest some Amer-
fcans who were supposed to have taken a
leading part, replied: "I would like to very
much, but Honduras tried that sort of thing
and managed to get into serious trouble.”

course to the courts. Now he has decided
to allow the courts to settle the question.
The reportaed uprising at Castilio turns out
to have been nothing but a frolie of drunken
soldiers. There {s a great scarcity of labor-
ers on the coast and the fruit is suffering.
Torres is drafting all the natives into the
army or arresting them as revolutionists,
Those he could not catch have taken to the

General Reyes, who led the recent revolt
and who has been in New Orleans for two
weeks, will leave for Bocas del Toro to-day.
He has had enough of revolutions for a
while,

The Source of the Martial Spirit Iin
Pennsylvania,
Philadelphia Inquirer.

He
also says that for seven centuries a larpe
number of the descendants of Rtirid Flaidd,
or Rhirid the Woif, have continued to show
extraordinary military ability, inferentially
inherited from Rhirid himself, who, besides
being a man of substance, delighted in bat-
tle and slaughter and is said to have laid

Rhirld
was the eldest son of Cwngenen, and his re-
moter ancestors, running all the way back to
Brutus, the first King of Britain, who ruled
some 1.000 years before the birth of Christ,
bore such muszical names as Moreiddig,
Gwrystan, Ilywarch, Phullan, Peredur Teir-
noedd, Tyvoede, Cunedda Wiedig (who was
King of Gwynedd, until we come to Lyr, the
King Lear of Shakspeare).
