Aristocracy" by the Grand stock company,

Is ejepected to
take front rank with the best work cf that
organization. "Aristocracy" has been seen
In this city at but one engagement, and
that was in October, 1SM. not long after its
successful run in New York. Besides being
a remarkably fascinating play, "Aristoc-
racy," from a literary point of view, is con-

sidered the best thing Bronson Howard ever
wrote. Hypnotism plays some part in this
drama, as exemplified by the power which
Prince Von Haldenwold exercises over
Diana Stockton, who dislikes and fears him,
yet is irresistibly drawn to him. The play
is promised an elaborate presentation, with
eome of the best jcenic display of the sea-
son and some marvels of the dressmaker's
art In the way of gowns. "Aristocracy" Is
a. vigorous protest against the practice of
American girls making matrimonial alli-

ances with members of foreign nobility. It
also deals in a timely manner with the
power of wealth used In obtaining social
distinction. The scene of the owning act
Is the home of Jefferson Stockton, a Sua
Francisco millionaire. His daughter Vir-

ginia, Is in love with young Stuyvesant Lau-
rence. Virginia's hand is sought in mar-
riage by an Englishman, the Marquis of
NormanJale, and ycung Laurence has been
engaged by a match-makin- g mother to a
Kin in New York. Tne, marquis writes to
Virginia's father, asking for ner hand. Mr.
tStockton answers him on letter paper
headed "Transcontinental Transportation
Company," with a side couimrnt, "in all re-

plies on this subject refer to it as P. 5.h."
The letter further stated that, through a
clerical error, the proposal has been laid
before the full board of directors. Tnus
discouraged by the methods of American
business, the marquis awaits his chance of
teeeing Mr. SiocKton. and In the meantime
Mr. Stockton is worried about the social
ambition of his young wife, Diana.

Ruth of Immigrants to America.

LONDON. April S. America's successful
competition la tho industrial market, which
she Is beating the Rrltlshers on their own
ground, i undoubtedly causing deep con-

cern and heart-burnin- gs in British engineer-
ing circles. Tho acrimonious protests of
English firms respecting the awarding of
the Atbara bridge contracts to a Philadel-
phia firm brought out clearly this feeling
and the attempts to explain America' suc-

cess by glut of work here do not harmon-
ize with the complaints rom Englis--h firms
who have not received orders which have
been sent to America. As the St. James Ga-

zette puts it, "If the British manufacturers
have so much work that they cannot ac-

cept contracts, they are to be congratulated.
But in that case, it Is difficult to see why
they are complaining."

The fact is that industrial circles hero
recognize that this contract means more
than mere evanescent competition, as in the
case of American engines the railroad
authorities here have conceived the very
highest opinion of American work. This is
borne out by the statement of Manager
Snell, of the locomotive department of the
Great Northern Railway, which recently or-

dered engines from America. He said to a
representative of the Associated Press:
"Apart from the fact that American build-

ers are able to make more speedy delivery
than the English, there Is no doubt what-
ever that American engines are of the high-

est excellence and that their present feat-
ures and improvements are of such utility
as to attract the custom of English corn-panic?- ."

The Dally Mall, taking up the question,
urges a system of prolit sharing, with the
introduction of the newest and best ma-
chinery, as "the method whereby America
can be fought and worsted." though the
paper adds: "We must own that the
nation is In some degree suffering from lack
of strenuousness both in employers and em-
ployed."

The secretarv of the engineers secretly
said to the Associated Press: "We certainly
regret the transference of work essentially
belonging to our rnarket. and it would be
affectation to deny there Is indignation and
much comment on the state of affairs. We
hope it will prove only a temporary trans-
ference, but you know the danger."

The Barrv dock directors have accepted
American tenders for the construction of
several locomotives. They assert that they
will get quicker delivery at a price $--

0 les
per engine, with equal and perhaps better
workmanship as compared with the English
tenders.

Inquiries made by a representative of the
Associated Tress regarding the Belgian syn-

dicate, which is able to send a party of en-

gineers to study the construction of a rail-

road from Manila to Batangas. south of the
bay of Manila, show the district has already
been surveyed five times. The work was
considered impracticable under the Spanish
regime. The Spanish government made of-

fers to the Manila Railroad Company for
the construction of the line, but there was
no response from any quarter, as the petty
exactions and intetference of the Spanish
authorities rendered the enterprise mest dif-
ficult. The prospects, naturally, have
changed under the American administration,
and the Manila Railroad Company has been
partly promised that the United States au-
thorities would take over the. existing rail-
roads and exploit them on the German state
system. In nv case the railroad company
expects to te ully indemnified for its losses
In consequence- - of the war. though an enor-
mous leap in business is inevitable as soon
as tranquility Is restored.

Queen Victoria is enjoying remarkable
health on the Riviera. She is improving in
strength diily. drives out nearly every aft-
ernoon, and otten. when seeing a picturesque
spot along the route, alights for the purpose
of taking tea in the open air.

Joseph H. Choate, the United States am-

bassador, has accepted an Invitation to dine
with the benchers of Lincoln's Inn on the
grand night of the Easter term, about the
end of the month.

Tho emigration season to the United
States opened this week with the usual rush.
The steamers have steerage passengers
booked several weeks ahead, and it is cal-
culated that the Irish exodus will approach
that of recent summers. The Teutonic. Can-
ada, Ultonia and Campania, sailing within
four days, take topether 2,Of Irish immi-
grants. The Teutonic's contingent is fcoO,

and even then she will have to leave sixty
behind, as there are no berths available for
them.

The Casino at Monte Carlo wound up Its.
financial year on March 31 with a total In-

come Of 1,104,000 ($5,520,000), being an In-

crease of 40,000 ($2"X,000) over 1S9S. The ta-

bles have been exceptionally fortunate.
There have been few lucky players. The
revenue will be absorbed by the payment to
the Prince, of Monaco of $oe!0,(k) and the ex-
penses of the principality and the mainten-
ance of the casino. S2.22u.000. The remaining
$3,300,000 is going to the shareholders as In-

terest. The Prince of Monaco Is now esti-
mated to be worth $l),0e0,0W. The house of
Monaco was practically penniless In lS"rfJ,

when Baron Blanc arrived there from Ham-
burg with the idea of establishing a casino.

Tho battle of the Sunday papers will begin
w, when both the Dally Mail and

Dally Telegram will attempt to outvie each
other with the first numbers. Both of them
will preso.it a brilliant array of contribu-
tors. The Sunday Mail will have articles by
General Lorel Kitchener on Khartum; Hall
Cain, the Earl of Roslyn, on his reasons for
becoming an actor, Ranjitalnh Ranjitsinhii.
the famous Anglo-India- n cricketer, and
Clement Scott, who has finally severed his
connection with the Daily Telegraph. On
tho other hand the Sunday .Telegraph has
enlisted Sir Edwin Arnold. T. P. O'Connor,
Miss Braddon, H. D. Traill, William L.
Courtney and Bennett Burleigh. In . the
meanwhile there have been numerous pro-
tests from country town councils and re-
ligious bodies against Sunday labor.

. The returns from the Irish County Council
elections have not all been received, but
enough is known to show that the Unionists
have suffereel disaster, a majority of the
scats going to the Nationalists. Among the
Unionist candidates defeated are Baron

"Well,"
went on the old man in the same odd
quaver, "when It is put on would you mind
saving me a -- cent seat?" Under some
conditions it might have been a case for
laughing, but not thf. Everybody who saw
the pitiful figure r heard the pathetic
quaver was touched. Even the box office
man, proverbially cool and cutting, had a
note of kindness In his voice as he told the
old man that there was no such thing as a
r0-ce- nt scat in the opera house at any time.
The man turned away without a word, hut
there were tfoso that but wonder just
what "Faust" had at ono time meant to
him.

with coffee. There was a loud smell of cof-
fee In the air, and through the open doors
I could see bags of coffee piled up on all
sides. In soma half-nake- d negroes were
shoveling the green berries from great piles
upon the floor into bags, drops of Jetty per-
spiration standing out upon their black
skins. At other places women were sewing
up the bags for shipment. Here men were
sorting coffee, singing at the work, and
there they were carrying in the coffee bagB
on their heads. ; 1 :

Wc had to keep clone to thA walls to avoid
the wagons filled with coffee which mule
teams were dragging through the streets,
and upon the wharves I saw the coffee bags
lifted from the railroad cars by great'
swinging cranes and dropped into the ships

We passed several .restaurants on the
way. I went into one and asked for a cup
of coffee. It was brought to me without
cream, in a little white cup not bigger than
an egg cup. 1 tasted it. It was good, but it
was as strong as lye, as hot as liquid dam-
nation .and it only cost me a cent. '

UP THE MOUNTAINS OF BRAZIL,
After we were through With the customs

examination I went to tho railroad depot.
Here I took tickets for Sao Paulo and was
carried up over the mountains on one of
the best railroads of Brazil. It has the
monopoly of the coffee transportation from
Sao Paulo to Santos, and it somtimes pays
dividends of 50 per cent, a year. Tho cars
are of the American style, with an aisle in
t" center. I had to pay as much for my
tiuiik as for my ticket, and rind that all
baggage is here charged for by weight.

Leaving-- Santos, we-- first passed through
a banana estate, in which the tall plants
were bent over by their great bunches of
yellow fruit. We next burst into a jungle
of tropical vegetation. On both sides of
tho road were thickets so dense I could not
see twenty feet from the track. Here and
there tall trees rose above the thickets,
and these trees were loaded with orchids of
all sizes. The orchids seem to choose the
dead trees as their favorite homes, wrap-
ping themselves around the gray limbs and
making them green again. Further on
there were forests in which there were mil-

lions of orchids. You could have tilled a
big wagon at almost any place, and could
have had all you wished for the taking. The
trees are covered with these orchids, the
largest branches bending down with their
weight. Tho forest hero is tropical, the
woods being bound together with creepers
end vines.

We were carried up the mountains by a
series of cables moved by stationary steam
engines, rising by three Inclined planes un-

til we reachetl the plateau. Here a rall-roa- el

locomotive was again fastened to the
train,, and we were rapidly taken over the
thirty, odd miles which brought us to Sao
Paulo.
