Prof. J. W. Mallett of the Opinion that
Canned Beef Ins Not a Gooddl Food—
An Undertaker's Discovery.

*

WASHINGTON, April 13—-Dr. W. D.
Bigelow, chemist of the Agricultural De-
partment, told the Wade court of inquiry
to-day that the canned beef was a whole-
some and nutritive product—even more
nutritious than fresh beef, because of the
preponderance of proteids. He also gave
the details of his general investigation in
the canned beef supply, showing the meat
to be a generally satisfactory ration. Pro-
fessor Mallett, professor of chemistry at
the University of Virginia, presented a con-
trary view. FHe expressed the opinion that
a chemical analysis was not a sufficient test
of the character of a food product, saying
that various conditions necessarily must be
considersd. He did not regard the canned
roast beef a desirable ration. Rudolph K.
Spicer, an undertaker, of Harrisburg, Pa.,
gaid he had discovered crystalline =alts in
the refrigerator beef in Porto Rico, which
reminded him of powders used in embalm-
ing.

Rudolph K. Spicer, a funeral director and
embalmer, of Harrishurg, Pa., was the first
witness to-day. He testified he was a mem-
ber of the Fourth Pennsylvania Regiment
and served in Porto Rico. He had paid
especial attention to tne meat issue. The
cooks had found it necessary to cut off two
or three inches of refrigerated beef because
of the greenish discoloration. “I also noticed
crystalline scales on this meat,"”” he said. It
was generally in the joints, and it immedi-
ately occurred to me that some article like
soda or boraclec acid had been used on the
meat, such as we embalmers use on human
bodies when they begin to crack. He had
eaten of this meat only once and it made
him sick. Mr. Spicer found the canned roast
beef slimy and disagreeable. Much of it had
been thrown awayv by the men.

DR. BIGELOW'S TESTIMONY.

The official report of Dr. H. D. Bigelow,
of the Agricultural Department, who was
selected to make an investigation of the
canned roast heef, was submitted. Dr. Bige-
low visited Chicago, Kansas City and Oma-
ha with the court, and he gave the result of
hi= observations of and experimemds upon
varlous samples of beef used by the pack-
ing houses in canning. Dr. Bigelow had been
present when beef was selected for canning
and he presented numerous tables giving the
results of his investigations. Describing the
mode of preparing the canned roast beef,
Dr. Bigelow stated that It was generally
parbolled from eight to twenty minutes be-
fore being placed in the eans and afterwards
was steamed for several hours, With the
meat was placed only a quantity of soup
liquor and salted gelatin. As to the food
value, Dr. Bigelow said he could speak only
from a theoretical standpoint. He had found
this keef to contaln more protein than the
same quantity of fresh beef, thirty ounces
of the canned beef being equivalent in this
respect to 48 »-30 ounces of fresh beef. On
the other hand, there was a slight produc-
tion of stimulative qualities. Considering
that food for the muscles was the great
desideratum in the tropics, he thought the
canned beef would be a most appropriate
food. It should be used, however, in connec-
tion with native fruits, rice or potatoes, to
supply starch, and it would be well to add
beel extract.

Dr. Bigelow was present and was ques-
tioned by Colonel Davis at length, with the
view of counteracting the effect of the tes-
timony of Drs. Brady, Currie, Castle and
others, who, in their testimony, had de-
clared that chemicals had been used in the
preservation of the meat supplied to the
army The witness said he had examined
buth the refrigerator and canned roast beef
and had found no evidence of the use of pre-
gservatives In either. In reply to a question
detailing the experiment made by Dr. Cur-
rie for boraecic acld, Dr, Bigelow said that
the result reported by Dr. Currie would in-
dicate the absence and not the presence of
this acld. He had never known of boracic
acid and salieylic acid being used together,
and if they should be so used on a food
product the taste would be =0 bitter that it
would soon be detected. He Introduced some
specimene of fresh beef, which had been
treated with salieylic acid and then to a
mixture of the two acids. The first result
i each case was to cause the meat to as-
sume a light pinkish tint, butl after about
twelve hours it resumed practically its nor-
mal appearance. There would be no odor.
He sald he had never known formaldehyde
to be used as a preservative of meat, but
that it was a powerful germicide.

NOT AN 1DEAL FOOD.

At the afternoon session, Mr. Bigelow
continued his testimony, undergoing an ex-
amination at the hands of Mr. Lee. He

sald he had made experiments to show
that a combination of boracic acid and sali-
cylie acild would be bitter, while neither
acid alone had any perceptible taste. He
considered beef extract a stimulant rather

than a nutritive. The meat left after its
extraction., he sald, would be nutritive as

the proteids would be left. Whether, how-
éver, it would be palatable would be a
matter for each individual to decide for

himself. Probably it would not be an ideal
food. He sald that all the meat canned in
his presence was selected by the canners,
but they had no notice of his coming. It
was all good meat, but his information
was that the beef of the poorest cattle
was used for canning. Canned roast beef
was preferable to bacon as a food for the
soldiers,

Major Lee reminded him that the soldiers
always manifested a preference for the
bacon.

“A man does not always choose the food
that is best for him,” was the reply. “but
a man's cholee In such a matiter should be
considered among other circumstances.” He
did not consider that the bolling of beef
would diminish [ts nutritive wvalue. Dr.
Bigelow =ald he had heard through the
newspapers that horse flesh had been used
in the preparation of canned meat, but he
had never been able to ascertain that such
reporis were (rue.

Prof. Jobn W, Mallett, professor of chem-
istry _.at the University of Virginia, was
next examined at General Miles's instance.
He expressed the opinion that no one on a
chemical analysis alone could decide
whether food was wholezome or unwhole-
some. nor wovkd an ordinary analysis deter-
mine whether it was horse meat or beef.
True, a chemical analysis determines cer-
tain limitations or possibllities of food
products, but it does not definitely determine
the food value of a given arttu?e. A com-
bination of horse flesh, tallow and glue
might give practically the same results as
those reported from the examination of the
canned roast beef. In determining the food
value of a ration it was necessary to con-
sider its digestibllity, capaeity for absorp-
tion, [ts adaptabllity to chemical changes
and also, secondarily, its palatability. It
was also necessgary to know the pus.sliillty

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upon the body. Considering all these ques-
tions, Mr. Mallett did not belleve the canned
beef supplied to the army in the Spanish
war a proper article of food. He stated that
he experiment had been made of feeding
to hogs the residue of beef after beef ex-
tract had been made of it, which had re-
sulted in the practical starvation of the
1‘-.0_1.‘.

Major Lee asked Mr. Mallert what infer-
ence he would draw from Professor Chit-
tenden’s statement that there had been an
absence of phosphoric acid in six of the
beef samples analyzed by him, and replied
that he did not see how it was possible to
escape the conclision that a large part of
the nutritive matter had been cooked out
of it

COAL INTERESTS COMBINED.

Monongaheln River Operators Organ-
fzed Into a R30,000,000 Trust.

PITTSBURG, April 13.—The big combina-
tion of all the coal interests on the Monon-
gahela river, predicted in these dispatches,
severnl weeks ago, is now an assure fact.
Options have been secured on practically all
river mines, mine property, coal boats, tow
boats, etc., and appraisements will begin
within ten days. Whitney & Stevenson,
brokers, of this city, who are engineering
the scheme, say the combination will be
capitalized at $30.0600 000, divided into $15,000, -
o common stock, $7,5000.000 preferred and
$.00000 bonds. Eastern capitalists are
anxious to invest, but Pittsbhurg capital will

be given the first chance to subscribe for the
bonds.

Cooperage Famine,

CINCINNATI, O., April 13.-—~The Enquirer
to-morrow  will say: “Distillers, especially
those Iin Kentucky, are seriously affected
by a cooperage famine which continues in-
creasing in severity. Iron hooped whisky
barrels sold here to-day for $2.25 each, which
Is an advance of 4 to 3 per cent. above
the minimum marke: price. Thi= famine is
lesgs due to an increased production of
whisky than to a diminished production of
cooperage staves during the last two years.
Cooper shops have contracts for all stock
on hand and will take no orders. Distillers
on the short side in barrels are offering for
them a premium of $1 per barrel above the
contract price. If the famine continues
much longer some Kentucky distilleries may
have to shut down.”

Repeated overtures have been made
to us at various times, but we have refused
all propositions.”

OVERTURE TO QUAYITES.

Antis Ask for a Conference in Regard
to the Senntorship.

HARRISBURG, Pa., April 13—A meeting
of the anti-Quay Republicans, presided over
by Willlam Flynn, was held to-day, at
which it was declded to send the following
communication to Senator John C. Grady,
chairman of the Republican caucus, that
nominated Senator Quay:

“Dear Sir—Those Republican members of
the Legislature who are now opposing the
election of M. S. Quay to the United States
Senate, hereby suggest that a committea of
conference on the part of those voting for
Mr. Quay confer with a like committee
on the part of those opposing him with a
view of adjusting factional differences and
the election of a senator.” .

This evening Senator Grady handed to
Senator Flynn the following reply:

“I am in receipt to-day of your communi-
cation suggesting ‘that a committee of con-
ference be named on the part of those vot-
ing for M. 8. Quay to confer with a liRe
committee on the part of those opposing
him.” The joint caucus held in January last,
which has now passed into the domain of
legislative history, did not, as chairman,
clothe me with the authority to appoint a
conference committee, but as the proposi-
tion submitted by vou may have an im-
portant bearing on the matter, it should be
brought to the attention of those now vot-
ing for the caucus nominee of the Repub-
lican party, so I feel it my duty to at once
Issue a call for & meeting to he held on
Monday evening next. [ should have called
it sooner, had not many members left the
city before your letter was received.”™

Senator Grady issued a call to-night for
a conference of the Republican senators
and members voting for Mr. Quay. in the
‘Su]:rcmc Court chamber on Monday even-
ng.

Farmers Warned to Beware the New
Army Worm—Carter Harrison on
Corruption in FPolities,

—®

MILWAUKEE, Wis,, April 13.—The Jef-
ferson Club, of Milwaukee, observed the
natal day of the founder of Democracy in
a most fitting manner by a banquet at the
Plankington House to-night, which was at-
tended by over four hundred guests. Col.
William J. Bryan, of Nebraska, was the

guest of honor and delivered the principal
address. Delegations of Democrats were in
attendance from many towns throughout
the BState and nearly all the Democrats
from the State Legislature were present.
Colonel Bryan was escorted on an early
train from Chicago by a large delegation
from that city and Mayor Harrison came
later, also with a large number of escorts.
The banquet hall was beautifully decorated
with the national colors. Colonel Bryvan
spoke on “"Democracy.” He said in part:

“We are now near enough to the next
campalgn to be able to form some idea of
the lines along which the contest will be
fought, and 1 am taking no ricsk when |
say that those who, In 156, gave their alle-
glance to the Chicago platform, are as
united to-day in the determination that no
step taken in 1886 shall be retraced. The
platform applied to the conditions then ex-
isting—the principles which had been Dem-
ocratic sinee the beginning of the govern-
ment, Suggestions that we abandon the
money question sometimes come from those
who deserted the party in I8, but those
suggestions are not supported by evidence
léenaing to show thal position in 185 was
wrong, but was predicated on the theory
that the jssue on which the party once lost
can never be revived, and, what seems most
strange, this argument 15 made by those
who have followed a different course in the
past.

“In 1888 Mr. Cleveland was defeated on
the tariff issue, and yet the tariff was made
the main issue in 132 and Mr. Cleveland
was elected. In 1882 Mr. Harrlson was de-
feated largely on account of the McKinley
bill, and four years later the author of the
bill was nominated on a platform reatfirm-
ing the belief In protection and was suc-
cessful. Thus it Is seen that in two in-
stances recently a losing issue in one cam-
palgn became a winning issue in the cam-
paign following.

THE TEST AS HE VIEWS 1T.

“*The test ought to be not whether the
lzsue has been presented before, but wheth-
er the position taken is right. If the gold
standard was unmerited in 189 it is unmer-
ited now. If its maintenance was a detri-
ment to the interests of the people of this
country then it is a detriment now. If, in
1896, it was so hurtful that the Repub-
icans promised to put forth their best ef-
forts to substitute international bimetal-
lism for it, and, after the election, was stil!
80 hurtful that the President sent a com-
mission to Europe to secure aid in abandon-
ing it, what has happened since then to
make the American people accept it as a
blessing? If an Increased discovery of gold
in Alaska has been of any advantage to the
United States, it is but another evidence
that the quantitative theory of money is
correct. If a large balance of trade in favor
of the United States gives any rellef bhe-
cause of the money thus brought into the
country it is an additional argument in fa-
ver of the quantitative theory of mouney.

“Blmetallists have contended that times
will be made better by the return of the
double standard and by the increased sup-
ply of standard money thus furnished for
the business of the country. While it is un-
necessary to discuss the question of ratio
under some other ratio, as proposed, it may
not be out of place Lo suggest that 16 to 1
weing the rati¥ at which the present gold
®d silver coins circulate it is the natural
ritlo at which the mints shduld be re-
opened. To increase the ratio by Increasing
the size of the silver dollar would neces-
sitate the recoinage of our present silver
dollars into a less number of dollars and the
increase of the ratio made throughout the
world would result in a large decrease in
the volume of standard money, and since
the value of a dollar depends on the num-
ber of dollars such a change would neces-
sarily increase the purchasing power of
the dollar and Increase the burden of
debts. It would be equivalent to a transfer
by legislation of a vast amount of wealth
from the producing classes to the money-
owning classes,

“The attempt of the Republican party to
retire the greenbacks and substitute for
them national bank notes will give to that
question a greater prominence than it en-
joyed in 1896. During the war the nativnal
bank note never became more valuable than
the greenback because it was redeemable
in the greenback. The national bank note is
good only because the national government
stands as an indorser of the bank. If the
value of the bank note is dependent upon
the government how can it be any better
than the government's own paper, and why
ghould the government pay national banks
a bonus to induce them to issue bank notes
which are In no respect superior and in
some respects inferior to the greenbacks fs-
sued by the government, and for which the
people pay no bonus?

THE TRUST CRAZE.

“The trusts are now absorbing an increas-
ing share of public attention because of
their rapid growth during the last two

years, We had a sugar trust and an oil
trust some years ago. We now have a

biscuit trust and a match trust, and a meat
trust—in fact a trust in almost everyvthing
that s used. The milk trust reaches the
infant as he enters the world; the fce trust
cools him in the summer, the coal trust

keeps him warm in the winter, while the
cofhn trust waits to receive him when life's
fitful dream is o'er.

*“The people are beginning to see what the
principle of monopoly really means, and
yet the principle of monopoly, so plainly
illustrated by the industrial trusts, does
not differ at all from the prineciple of
monopoly which underlies the gold-standard
and the paper-money trusts.

“The Democratic party is prepared to face
the future and meet new issues without
abandoning the old. The Republican psrty
has demanded that the standing army be
increased to 100,000 men. If cltizens born in
the United States are ignorant of the bur-
dens of a standing army, they can recejve
instruction from those born in Europe. Many
Europeans who are now worthy citizens of
this gree  Republic left their European
homes beécause of the burdens imposed by
the enormous military establishments. A
great army may be a good thing for the
raliroad companies, which will carry them
from place to place. and contractors who
furnish food and clothing for them, but it
is a distressing burden on the plain people
of the country, especially on the laboring
men and the farmers, on whom an unfair
ghares of the load has fallen.

“When 1 was a boy 1 remember visiting
a wheat field which had been attacked by
army worms. It occurs to me that this ten-
dency towards a large army establishment
—this new army worm—will prove more de-
structive to the crops of the farmer than
the army worm which the farmers now

know,
IMPERIALISM.

“On the subject of imperialism I need oniy
add a word. The idea of forcible conquest
and of colonization after the plan adopted
by European countries cannot recelve the
support of the people of this country when
the principles involved are clearly under-
gtood. In 1857 Abraham Lincoln was invited
to attend a Jefferson banquet given by the
Republicans of Boston. Those whose mem-
ories run back to ante-bellum days remem-
ber that the Declaration of Independence
formed a large part of Republican speeches
in the early days=. It was made a part of the
first platform on which Abraham Lincoln
ran, it Lincoln was wedded to the doe-

trines in that declaration no one will dis-
pute, * * ¢

“In the proclamation issued to the Wli-
g e T M A T B s -
ople e P

ploes of the cordial good will and fraternal

feeling which 12 entertalned for them by the

*resident of the United States and by the
Americans. The object of the American gov-
ernment, apart from the fullfilment of the
«olemn obiigation it has assumed toward
the family of nations by its aceeptance of
sovereignty over the Philippine islands, is
the well-belng, prosperity and protection of
the Filipino people and thelr elevation and
wlvancement to a position among the civi-
Hzed people of the world.”

“Compare this language with the lan-
guage used by the Queen in her proclama-
tion to the people of India in 1556, when
she sald: ‘We hold ourszelves bound to the
natives of our Indian territory by the same
obligations of duty which bind us to our
other subjects, and In their prosperity will
be our strength, in their contentment our
security afhd in their gratitude our best re-

ward.’

“I* will bhe mnoticed that benevolence
hreathes through both declarations. And
then as to their participation in government
the proclamation to the Filipinos says:
“There shall be guaranteed to the Filipino
people an honest and effective civil service
in which, to the fullest extent to which it
is practicable, natives shall be employed.’

“The Queen’s proclamationt® reads: ‘And It
i= our further will that so far as mayv be
our subjects, of whatever race or cre be
freely and impartially admitted to offices
in our service, and the duties of which they
may be qualified by thelr edveation, ability
and integrity duly fo discharge.’ And yet
in spite of those promises made to the peo-
ple of India forty years ago the people of
India to-day complain that the offices are
fillod by the yvouneer gons of the English
aristocracy, while the taxes are paid by rhe
people of India.

“Thae policy of imperialism is always de-
fended on the ground that it is for the good
of the people governed, but we have never
recognized the rlﬁht of any nation to
benevolently assimilate another nation.”

Ex-Senator John T. Mitchell, of Wiscon-
sin, whose theme was “Thomas Jefferson,”
devoted his entire address to a eulogy of
the founder of Democracy. John F. Doher-
ty. of Lacrosse, answered to the sentiment
“The Young Democracy:” Thomas L.
Cleary, of Plattesville, spoke on *“'Party
Honesty is Party Duty."”

HARRISON ON CORRUPTION.

Carter H. Harrison, o1 Chicago, responded
to “Corruption in Politics.”” He said In

part:

“1t liee in the power of the young
Democracy of the Nation, if it will but set
to work in the first trenches, to carry for-
ward the crusade of purity in polities until
corruption shall have bheen driven from high
places, until honesty shall control in every
department of the municipal. the state and
the national government. Stalwart young
Democracy needs not look far for an in-
centive, The example is set for it in the
person of our national leader. Two years
ago the party made its fight under a leader
with private life so stainless, with personal
character so hlameless the people followed
him and follow him still with such zeal as
lllui- crusaders displayved In the paladins of
0ld.

“Ours §s the party of the people. Unless
we serve the people honestly and fairly we
are faithless to our trust. Duty requires us
to strike the first blow at ¢.‘orrug:|nn within
our own party ranks. Let the word go
forth, the Democracy will not tolerate a
man, no matter how profuse his professed
devotion to the party cresd who does not
place his abligation to the public above
any and every personal consideration. If
Democracy means anything it means the
honest service of the people. No man can
be a Democrat whose integrity is not above
susplicion.

The property of “The Christian,”
which was being given at the theater, was
not seriously injured.

Destructive Prairie Fires,

OMAHA, Neb.,, April 13.—A dispatch from
Newport, in Rock county, on the line of the
Elkhorn road, says the loss of property
from the prairie fire on Tuesday was enor-
mous. Henry Habercost, John Mauch,
Jonas Conrad, W. Beebesness, E. Sixberry
and Opp Bros. lost their ranch buildings,
including big stocks of hay and some
cattle. The fire is spreading into Holt and
Garfield counties. Reports from Ogallala,
the county seat of Keith county, say the
entire northern part of that county Is being
swept by ftires. The flames, driven by a
stiff wind, reached North Platte at 11
o'clock this morning. The ranches of the
Holcomb brothers, Jonathan Smith and the
two Farnstroms, among the heaviest stock
raisers In western Nebraska, have been de-
stroyed. At Loup City, George W. Misner,
an old resident of Washington township,
was burned to death in a prairie fire yes-
terday.

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Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, Chancellor
of the Exchequer, Explains the
Government's Necessities,

.
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DENOUNCED AS A “COWARDLY PIECE
OF DEFICIT DODGING,”
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Farther
Case—Speech by Lord Beresford

Disclosures in the Dreyfus

on the “Open Door.”
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LONDON, April 13.—The chancellor of the
exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, pre-
sented the budget in the House of Com-
mons to-day. The House was crowded
when he rose to make his speech. He said
the trying periods of last year's Spanish-
American war and the difficulties on the
Niger and Nile had no prejudicial effect on
the country’s revenue, the result for the
yvear being a small surplus. Continuing, the
chancellor said he confessed to being dis-
appointed with the tobacco receipts. 1f they
were able to leave tobacco alone he felt

confident the anticipations of an increase
of revenue from the increased consumption

would be more than realized auring the
coming year. He estimated the expendi-
tures for the coming year at £112,927,90,
an increase of L£6,008,000 over last year, the
total increase of expenditures during the
last four years being no less than £19,075,000,
If this increase was to continue, the speaker
pointed out, Parliament must agree to a
large increase in taxation or discover new
and productive sources of revenue, or the
result would be a reaction against great
expenditure, and he feared that such a re-
action might impair the efficlency of the
defensive services to the peint in which
they unhappily stood during the past gen-
eration.

The chancellor then said: “We must, how-
ever, be hopeful that the approaching con-
ference of the powers, who are animated
by a desire for peace, may devise a check
for this terrible competition in armaments,
so wasteful of our ability, energy and
money, from which even the wealthiest na-
tions may well pray to be dellvered.
(Cheers.) At the same time if the expendi-
tures on armaments is reduced I am con-
vinced we shall have to increase it in an-
other dhrection. 1 fear the expenditures of
the present year cannot be regarded as
merely temporary. The sum of £7725 000,
the largest on record, will be avallable for
the reduction of the debt.” The new sink-
ing fund, the chancellor added, will, in con-
gequence of various increases, augment till
it reaches £9,104,000 in 1%5. It was never
intended that the fund should iIncrease to

such an extent. He proposed to prolong
the savings bank terminable annuity,
amounting to £2,200,000, from March, 1%2,
to 1911, The market for consols to be pur-
chased by the government, the speaker also
pointed out, had been dangecrously nar-
rowed, which had the appreciable effect of
raising the price of consols, and by pur-
chasing the government was practically in-
creasing the price against fitself. Persist-
ence in that policy, he added, constituted
a real denger. “In the true interests of the
sinking fund,"” the chancellor then re-
marked, “we shall not only prolong the
savings bank annuity and set up other an-
nuities besides, but we shall reduce the fixed
debt charge from L£Z5 000,000 to L£I3.000,000."
This course is justified by the facts. The
tax pavers of the future will benefit by our
expenditures and armaments, The strength
of our navy during the past year was the
main factor In saving us from war.

“In the event of proposal being adopted
we shall still have to meet an expenditure
of £110,92i,090. On the basis of existing taxa-
tion we expect to get £110,287,00, Therefore
there will be no necessity for a new de-
parture in taxation. There are grave objec-
tions to reralsing the tobacco duties. It
would be unwise for the sake of a small
temporary advantage to surrender the hope
of what may ultimately be a golden harvest.

“We propose two new stamp dutles—5
shillings per £10 sterling on foreign and
colonial bonds, stocks and shares, which are
now not Hable to duty. The new tax will be
payable on the first occasion the document
is negotiated in this country. The sgecond
stamp duty will be an ordinary mortgage
duty of 2 shillings per £100 on loan, capital
and debenture stock created by corporations
or companies under the statutes, The com-
panies’ capital duty will be increased to §
shillings per £100 and the stamp duty on let-
ters of allotment will be increased from 1
penny to 6 pence. It Is estimated that the
total increase from this source will be
£150,000."

The chancellor also proposed fresh indi-
rect taxation, saying there was nothing in
the condition of the wine trade or the treat-
fes with foreign countries to prevent the
imposition of reasonable duties, He pro-
posed, therefore, to increase the duty on
wine not exceeding 30 proof to 1s 6d and
between 31 and 41 proof to 3 shillings, and
a surtax on sparkling wines of 2s 6d per
gallon. It was also proposed to impose a
new duty on still wine imported in l{::ltles
to the amount of 3 shillings per gallon.

In conclusion, the chancellor remarked:
“Now, therefore, we are able to estimate
a revenue of £111,157,000 to meet an expendi-
ture*of £110,927.000, leaving a surplus of
E£Z0.000. The large expenditure is not due to
an aggressive policy on our part, but has
been forced on us by the increased and in-
creasing armaments of others and consid-
eration of the unique position of our nation-
al prosperity and security. Our proposals
have recognized the exceptional circums-
stances we have had to deal with and we
have dealt with them not only without add-
ing to the debt, but by making its reduc-
tion surer than at present. The taxation
proposed has not violated the great fiscal
principles from which we have derived such
an abounding revenue and will not seriousl$
interfere with the trade or commerce of the
country or appreciably add to the burdens
of the people.”

Sir William Vernon Harcourt, Liberal
member for West Monmouthshire, who fol-
lowedd the chancelior of the exchequer,
strongly deprecated a suspension of the
sinking fund.

Sir Charles Edward Howard Vinecent, Con-
servative and Industrial member for Central
Shefliold, suggested that a tax on foreign
manufactures would have enahbled the chan-
cellor of the exchequer to reduce the in-
come tax.

Sir Charles Wentworth Dilke Radical
member for the Forest of Dean division of
Gloucestershire, expressed a fear that tax-
ing foreign wines would encourage foreign
countries in protective retaliation,

The chancellor of the exchequer, replying
to these general criticisms, sald he did not
share 8ir Charles Dilke's apprehensions, he-
cause the wine-growing countries wanted
the raw materials they imported from Eng-
land. As for the observations of Sir William
Vernon Harcourt, these seemed to him to
savor of an insinuation that he (Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach) had not proposed taxation
which would have made the government un-
popular,

The resolutions affirming the wine and
stamp duties were then adopted without di-
vision.

Comment of the Press.

LONDON, Apr. 14.—The budget meets
with a doubtful reception. The Times says:
“It {s unfortunate that Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach has falled to rise to the level of his
opportunities. He has chosen, as is natural
enough, though it is neither very original
nor very courageons, the line of least re-

gistance.” Even the most favorable comment
merely excuses the chancellor of the ex-
chequer for the suspension of the sinking
fund.

DREYFUS CASE REVELATIONS,

Documents Considered by the Court
Martial After Members Had Retired.
PARIS, April 13.—The semi-official Temps

makes the following announcement: “Cap-

tein Freystaetter, a member of the court
which condemned Dreyfus, has written to

M. Lockeroy, minister of marine, stating

that documents calculated to carry the

conviction of the guilt of Dreyfus were
communicated to the court-martial in the
recoms to which its members retired to de-

I'berate on their verdict. M. Lockeroy has

referred the letter to M. De Freycinet, min-

ister of war.”"

The Figaro, continulng the publication of
testimony offered before the Court of Cassa-
tion in the Dreyvfus revision inquiry, says
that General De Bolsdeffre, who was chief of
the French general staff at the time Dreyfus
was condegined, d-clined to reply to ques-
tions concerning the communication of the

secret dossier to the court-martial. He sald
he was aware that the confessions of Drey-
fus on the day of his degradation®were kept
in silence because a foreign power had been
mentioned. Colonel Picquart’'s Investiga-
tions. claiming to substitute Commandant
Esterhazy for Dreyfus, General De Bols-
dffre said. as Picquart failed to find proofs
of Bsterhazy's treason and yet continued
his efforts in that direction, he was sent
abroad. Lieutenant Colonel Henry's forgery,
in view of the origin, was never suspected.
The witness confirmed the statement of
General Gonzee that two different versions
were given of the cipher telegram from a
foreign attache, dated Nov, 2, 18K, and were
ignored. He denied that Colonel Sandherr
ever emplgyed Esterhazy as an intermedi-
ary. He sald also that he had only an im-
pertect knowledge of the doings of Colonel
Du Paty de Clam.

Regarding the charges brought against
Dreyfus of being a gambler and maintaining
improper relations with women, General
De Boisdeffre expressed the opirion that
the investigation was not pushed far
enough. He denied that he had lt'ngl‘ﬂ‘th‘tl
Esterhazy in London to return Lo Paris,
promising to protect him, and he said he
never heard any one in authority speak of
a letter from Emperor Willlam relating to
Dreyfus. His testimony emled‘ with a
declaration that Colonel oquart’'s invfs_ﬁ-
gations concerning Esterhazy were very ir-
regular.

Their Majesties
stood throughout at the saluting point, in a
soaking rain, and then returged on foot to
the palace. Going and coming they were
greeted with enthusiastic cheers.

French Vice Admiral Fournier, command-
ing on the Mediterranean and Levant sta-
tion, accompanied by his stafl, proceeded to
the palace in state carriages and presented
a letter to the King from President Loubet
of France.

WASHINGTON, April 13.—~The Spanish
government has been asked if Mr. Bellamy
Storer will be persona grata as United
States minister and while no doubt iz en-
tertained of a favorable response an answer
has not yet heen received. The appoint-
ment of ministers to Spain and the United
States will be followed quickly by appoint-
ment of conguls of each country. No policy
with regard to reappointment of our former
consuls has been decided on but, generally
speaking, those consuls who rendered effi-
cient service in Spain prior to the out-
break of hostilities and succeeded In not
making themselves personally obnoxious
stand an excellent chance of reappointment
if they desire to return.
