MANILA, April 19 —Admiral Dewey has
been notified of the strange disappearance
of J. C. Gilmore and fourteen members of
the crew of the United States gunboat
Yorktown. On Saturday last the Yorktown
anchored off Baler, on the east coast of the
Island of Luzon, and about two hundred
miles from here, where there was a Span-
ish garrison of about fifty men, which had
been defending it=eif against several hun-
dred Filipinos for months past. Lieutenant
Gilmore, Ensign W. H. Standley and a
boat's crew were sent up the river from
Baler bay to communicate with the Span-
jards, the town of Baler being situated some
distance inland. Ensign Standley, who
landed at the mouth of the river, reports
that he heard three volleys, a bugle call and
cheers from up the river, but that the auto-
matic gun which was part of the equipment
of the boat was not heard firing. Standley
later paddled to the Yorktown in a canoe.
A search was made for the Yorktown's boat
and her crew, but no trace of them was
found and the Yorktown salled for llollo,
from which place her commander cabled to
Admiral Dewey his thecories that the Fili-
pinos had captured or sunk the boat or that
the Spaniards had rescued the American
 party.

A scouting party of American troops to-
day found a rebel skirmish line more than
a mile long east of Malolos. A sharp fusil-
lade was exchanged but no losses were sus-
tained.

Brig. Gen. Charles King, who has been
taken suddenly i, and who was unable to
continue In command of his brigade, has
Leen relieved of further duty and has been
ordered to return to the Unilted States on
the first transport sailing from here for
home,

Otis Reports on the Situaation.

WASHINGTON, April 19—<The following
cablegram was recelved from General Otis
to-day:

“Lawton returned from lake couniry on
the 17th inst., bringing captured vessels.
The insurgents are much scattered. They
retreat betore our forces and awalt an op-
portunity to attack detachments. The bet-
ter class of people tired of war and desire
peace. The enemy builds hope on return of
ous volunteers to the United States, Its
army is much demoralized, as its loss by
desertions and death is large. Will proba-
biy prosecute guerrilla warfare, looting and
burning the country which it occupies. The
health and spirits of our troops are good,
Volunteers will conrmence to return about
May 5. They will render willing service un-
til return transports are available.

DEWEY'S DISPAT(H CORRECTED,

What the Admiral Intended to Say
Concerning the Loss of His Men.

WASHINGTON, April 19.—The Navy De-
partment having requested a correction of
the portions of Admiral Dewey's dispatch
of yesterday, which were not decipherable,
was to-day ahle to furnish the full text of
the dispatch, which is as follows:

“Manila, April 18,

Some time ago the War
Department made inquiry as= to the number
of American prisoners held by the Fillpinos.
In reply, General Otis referred to three sol-
diers and sald they were being safely
treated by the insurgents, he supplying
funds to defray the cost of their food. The
reports made to the Navy Department by
Paymaster Wilcox, one of Dewey's officers,
who made a trip across the Island of Luzon.

In many =aid, the
officials were only nominally in confinement,
being allowed the liberty of the towns. The

FILIPINO JINTO “ADVICES™
140 of General Lawton's Men Alleged
to Have Been Captured.

LONDON. April 19—Tha Philippine Eu-
ropean junto claims 10 have received a
cablegram from General Launa, commanding
the Manila district, direct from Manila on
Friday, declaring that General Lawton.
“whose object was to proceed to Baler and
effect # junction with the Yorktown, was in-
veigled by the Filipino tacties into perilous-
ly extending his line, with the result that
a column consisting of 140 officers and men,
on reaching a place called Binangonam
was ambushed by & large Filipino force.
Communication with the main force
severed and the entire column was cap-
tured.” The Filipino advices further assert
that General Lawton, who was at Lagura
‘Bay., on hearing the news, “‘retired to
Manila,” stating that he had been re-alled by
AMlajor General Otis on the ground ‘“‘that a
native rising in Manila was imminent’

The foregoing i= sald to be a separate affair
from thic disappearance of the boat's crew aof
the Yorktown in the vieinity of Baler. The
Filipinos also claim that they have occupied
the town of Samboangn in the southern part
of the island of Mindanao, which was re-
cently evacuated by the Spantards, only a
few of the latter remaining to hand over the
place to the Americans. The Filiplnos are
also sald to have captured 7000 Mauser rifles,
all the ammunition and several Spanish
gunboats, which the rebels say they have
navigated up the Rio Grande and out of
reach of the Americans,

WASHINGTON, April 19.—The War De-
partment does not credit the Filipino asser-
tions contained in the toregoing dispatch, be-
cause {t I8 belleved General Otuls would have
cabled any such disaster. It Is further
stated that General Lawton could not possi-
bly have had in mind a junction with the
Yorktown as there is an impassable range
of mountains between the points he trav-
ersed and the sea, where the Yorktown was
cruising.

WASHINGTON, April 19.—~Probably the
most Important capture in the history of
the secret service was madi
Philadeiphia by Chief J. E. Wilkie and his
agents when they arrested Arthur Taylor
and Baldwin 8. Bedell, the makers of the
famous counterfeit “Monroe head” $100 efl-
ver certificate. These arrests were followed
to-day by the capture in Lancaster, Pa.,
of Willlam M. Jacobs and Willlam i.. Kens
dig, two prominent Camden cigar manufac-
turers, and James Burns, who was in
Jacobs's employ. There were also captured
the onginal plate from which the silver
certificates were prirted, a new hundred-
dollar plate and a new $0 plate and also
three sets of plates for the printing of coun-
terfeit revenue s=tamps, rolls and other
paraphernalia and about five tons of paper
and a large amount of counterfeit stamps.
The *“Monroe head” plate, and also the
stamp plates and the other materials were
found in Lancaster, where the printing was
done. The plates for the new $100 note ana
the £0 note were found in Philadelphla. The
officials have taken possession of the {ac-
torice of the cigarmakers and also
attached their bank account.

Taylor and Bedell, it iz said., were cap-
tured while actually at work on the new
plutes. They are young men who were ems-
ployed in Philadelphia at «aifferent times,
but recently started in business for them-
selves., They are =aid to be expert engravs
ars and never before have leen under sus-
picion. The men will be Lrought before the
United States commissloner and undoubted-
Iv will be brought to irial at the carliest
poseible moment. They are soid 1o have con-
fessed to-day that less than $10.00 of the
famous notes were put into circulation.

The silver certificate which was first dis-
covered a yvear ago last fall by an official
of the subtreasury at Philadelphia, was
prohably the most dangerous counterfeit
ever put in circulation, and even the experts
for a long time were
undecided as to whether the nole was gen-
uinae or counterfeit. After a most careful
search, heowever, a distinguizhing mark
wis discovered which decided the question
and enabled the officials readily to distin-
guish the genuine from the spurious. Secre-
tary Gage recognized the very great danger
of this new note and at once called in the
entire issue of many millions of dollars. At
the same time he sent warni.gs to all parts
of the country fully deseribing the note.
This prompt action balked the counterfeit-
ers at the very beginning. Although not
than hundred notes were [ssued
only about twenty-six bave been discover-
ed. Plans wera et on foot to apprehend
the counterfeiters, and, acting on the
vice of Assgistant Secretary Vanderlip, John
E. Wilkie, a rewspaper man of Chicago,
who was known to have done some very
clever detective work, was sent for and
placed in charge of the secret service bu-
reau. He immedintely laid his nlans, and on
Feb. 1, 1888, found the clew which resulted
in yvesterday's and to-day's important cap-
tures.

No counterfeiting case In the history of the
government has given the secret service
people so much trouble as the one just
brought to a facus. The counterfelt United
States silver certificate, series of 181, check
letter *'C,” portrait of James Monroe, was
first discovered at
treasury. So perfect was the counterfeit in
every detall, that for 2 long time bankers
and experts refused to believe it was a coun-
terfeit, arsd insisted it was printed from the
genuine plate. It was turned over to the
secret service divislon, and after a careful
inspection it was pronounced a counterfeit.
It was found that the notes had been in cir-
culation since June, 1887, When Chief John
E. Wilkie assumed charge of the secret
service division February, 1888 he took up
the matter and assigned the investigation to
William J. Burns, of the Washington office.
Every engraver in the United States who
was competent of performing work con-
tained the counterfeit certificate was
placed under survelllance. The only defect
in the original counterfeit was that the cer-
tillcate notes were printed on paper made by
pasting three pieces together and placing
the sllk fibre between the flrst and second
To overcome this defect the con-
spirators, it is alleged. built the machinery

SENSATIONAL ARREST.

S

Lawyer and Politician Charged svith
Bribing a Detective.
PHILADELPHIA, April 19—-A sensa-
tional arrest was made in this city to-night
in connection with the capture of the coun-
terfeiting gang. Harvey K. Newitt, who
was assistant United States district attor-
ney in this ecity during the administration
of President Harrison, was taken into cus-
tody by secret service men on a warrant
sworn out by Chief Wilkie, charging him
with bribing Detective McManus, of the
Philadelphia office. He was given a private
hearing before United States Commissioner
Edmunds and held in $15,000 bail, which was
furnished by a wealthy friend. It was
shown that at the hearing of March 6§ New-
itt gave McManus $§0 as a bribe and on
March 28 £00 more. This money was turnec
over to Mr. Wilkie as soon as it was re-

celved,

Acccaording to the story told by an officer,
Kendig, of Lancaster, suspected early this
vear that he and his confederates were be-
ing watched hy secret service men In Lan-
caster. He came to this city and engaged
Newitt go-between to bribe Officers
Burns and MeManus, who were woerking on
the case. Burns was not approached, but
Newitt saw McManus, and the latter agreed
to accept the bribe, All of the meetings be-
tween Newitt and® McManus were witnessed
by members of Mr. Wilkie's force and the
evidence against him is said to be most
pesitive,

Newitt is well connected and has prac-
ticed law here sinee redoug from the United
States district attorney’s office. He has also
been prominent in politics and was agreed
upon as the candidate of the anti-adminis-
tration faction of the Republican party in
this ecity, last vear, for receiver of taxes,
He had been put in the field by the fac-
tional opponents of David Martin, who had
captured the convention and nominated his
brother-in-law, W. J. Roney, for the office,
Before election day, however, a temporary
truce was patched up and Newitt was with-
drawn.

It is stated here to-night that enough
counterfeit stamps were captured by the de-
tectives in  Lancaster to cover 440,000,000
cigars. As near as can be learned, about
140000 worth of bogus stamps have been
used on cigars thus far sent out from Lan-
caster. Much of the money realized has been
spent on experimental work in manufactur-
ing “scattered fiber"” paper, such as is used
by the government,

As detalled in the Washington dispatch,
Arthur Tavior and B. 8. Bedell, of this city,
were arrested and glven a hearing, charged
with counterfeiting. They were held in $4.060
hail. One of the men is said to have told an
interesting story of the manner in which
the paper for the counterfeit $109 silver cer-
tificates was obtained. This was done by
splitting $1 notes, bleaching the paper and
then pasting the two halves together. Upon
this sheet a $100 bill was printed which so
nearly resembled the genuine treasury note
a4s to deceive the most expert eye.

HARRISBURG, Pa., April 19.—The great
hattle for United States senator ended to-
day without an election and unless Gov-
ernor Stone calls an extra session, at
which there should be an election, Penn-
syvlvania will have only one representative
in the United States Senate during the next
two yvears. After the taking of the ballot in
joint convention a motion was offered by
Mr. Fow, Dem., of Philadelphia, and
adopted, that a vote of thanks be tendered
to the officers and that the Legislature ad-
journ sine dle to-morrow. Adjournment will
be at noon, therefore there will not be an-
other ballot for senator. There was no
change in to-day’'s voting, 'the friends of
United States Senator Quay (93) standing
by him and the anti-Quay Republicans (6%)
by B. F. Jones, while the Democrats cast
their votes (%) for George A. Jenks, who
has been their candidate since the deadlock
began.

The senatorial contest began on Jan. 17.
On that day Senator Quay received his
highest vote, 112 senators and representa-
tives casting their ballot for him. This was
thirteen less than the number necessary to
a choice and he never came nearer an elec-
tion during the more than three months
of the struggle. No guch bitter political con-
test was probably ever before waged in
this country. The tight has been distinctly
on Quay and anti-Quay lines and both sides
had numerous representatives here at all
times Keeping a close watch on the mem-
bers and on each other. Both sides promise
that the contest for supremacy will be cur-
ried into every county in the Stale and
waged Incessantly until tinal supremacy is
assured. The next fight will be on the chair-
manship of the state committee, After that
will come the battle for the control of the
state convention, which will nominate a
candidate for stale treasurer.

The Nice resolution, calling on the at-
torney general to prosecute all those, in-
cluding ex-Senator Quay, who had been
charged with receiving interest on state
money, almost precipitated a riot in (he
Benate to-day. It was a bitter fight be-
tween two factions, and finally the resolu-
tion was laid on the table by a vote of B8
to 6. Tha first speaker was Senator Grady,
Quay. He had scarcely begun his speech
before Mr. Henry, anti-Quay, demanded the
question. Mr. Brown, of Lawrence, Quay,
turned to Henry and said: “We do not pro-
pose to vote for a lie.” Mr., Grady then pro-
ceeded, declaring that the tender of such
a resolution while the trial of a great cause
was pending was in bad taste and an at-
tempt to prejudice the case. He asserteq
that there was no oceasion to instruct the
attorney g(-nr-r'al. Mr. Brown, of Lawrence,
said there was but one truthful sentence
in the whole resoiution and that was the
line declaring state funds to he trust
funds. He felt that it was monstrous for
the Legislature to pass judgment on a man
whose liberty was now at stake in a court
of justice.

“l have the word of Senator Quay him-
self,” =sald Mr. Brown, ‘““that he never re-
ceived a cent of Interest on state money.”

The proceedings were interrupted by one
of the most extraordinary scenes ever wit-
nessed In the Senate. Mr. Flinn walked over
to Mr. Merrick, who had the floor, and
glanced over the copy of the resolution. To
this Mr. Merrick objected and Mr. Grady
remarked: “Why don't you let the speaker
alone?"

“Why don't you mind your
ness?" sald Mr, Flinn, angrily.

“That is my business,” rejoined Mr.
Flinn.

“*But it is not,” replied Mr. Flinn.

“You tend to your own business, for I will
have no interference from vou."

The Senate was Iin an uproar instantly
and Lieutenant Governor Gobin, who was
in the chair, called upon the sergeant-at-
arms to restore order. Finally, on motion
of Mr. Cochran, the resolution was tabledd.
Senator Flinn then offered a resolution to
extend the session of the Legislature until
May 4. In his opinion the Legislature had
not passed sufficient revenue bills and more-
over had failed to elect a United States
senator. The resolution was defeated by a
vota of 38 to 6 and the Senate concurred
in the House resolution that the hour of
final adjournment shall be noon to-morrow,
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STATE CLOSES ITS CASE,

Counsel for Mr. Quay Will To-I)any An.
noance a Course of Procedure.
FHILADELPHIA, April 14—~ nexpectedly
to almost every per=on interested, the prose-
cution in the trial of ex-United Btates Sena-
tor Quay, for conspiracy, closed its case to-
day after nine days full of argument,
clashes of counsel and testimony largely of
an expert nature.

The
end came at 2 p. m., just one hour before
the usual hour of adjournment, and after a
brief consultation among counsel for defense
and Judge Biddle, the latter adjourned court
until to-morrew in order that Mr. Quay’'s
lawyers might have time to consider what
steps they shall take with respect
presentation of thelr side.

TERRIBLE HURRICANE.

Details of a Sonth Sea Storm That
Cnused lLoss of 415 Lives.

VANCOUVER, B. C., April 1% —Mail ad-
vices from Australia give full particulars of
the terrible hurricane which swept the
northeast coast of Queensland early in
March ahd in which fourteen white and
about four hundred colored men were
drowned, Eighty luggers and six schooners
were wrecked., The damage is estimated at
$250,000, The channel i=sland lightship and
four men were lost at Douglas spit. A col-
ored man reached shore with two women,
after swimming four days. Many porpoises
were found at the height of fifty feet. They
were thrown up by the sea, Stones were im-
bedded in trees to the depth of six inches
and rocks weighing tcns were thrown up.
Two colored women swam for ten hours
with their children loaded on their backs,
but the children were dead when they
landed.

WASHINGTON, April 13.<-A conference
held at the White House to-day between
the President, Secretary Alger, Secretary
Long and Adjutent General Corbin resulted
in the confirmation of the original decision
of the administration to at present refrain
from availing itself of the authorization
conferred by Congress to organize a volun-
teer army of 3,00 soldlers in addition to
the present regular army. General Otis's
latest cablegram, descriptive of the condl-
tions in the Philippines, was carefully con-
aidered, and it was concluded to accepl his
estimate of the military needs of the case,
g0 that as he has alrcady indicated that
his present army is sufficlent for the pur-
poses he has in view the decigion is tanta-
mount to a resolve to avold recourse to the
additional volunteers, A cablegram was
=ent to Genernl Otis, however, called forth
by the recessity for withdrawing the State
volunteers from the Philippines, again ask-
ing him whether, he would need more men
after he has received the reinforcemnis now
on the way to Manila or under orders to
embark as soon as transportation can be
secured. Otls now has a force believed to
aggregate about 2200 effective men, Secre-
tary Alger Informed him that the troops
now on the way and to be ordered there
would give him an army of about 30,000 men,
after allowing for the return of the Stale
volunteers. This is believed at the War De-
partment to meet all of the needs of the
summer season. It Is intended to withdraw
one regiment from Porto Riceo, 1o send
three regiments now in this country to the
Philippit es as soon as they can be equipped
and transported there, though 1L1e Dot be-
lieved they will reach Manila for two or
three months. It is also stated that the con-
diticns in Cuba are such that it is guite
probable some troops can be withdrawn
from that island for service in the Philip-
pines,

The matter of returning the wvolunteers
was also discussed. The department Is ar-
ranging fo~ their return to tae United
States as soon as the nucessary transpor-
tation can be secured. To General Otis has
baean left the selection of the organizsations
10 be sent home first, and it Is expected
that he will follow the plan he has out-
lined of relleving first the men who have
been longest in the Philippines.

The information at the War Department
is that all the State volunteers who went
to Cuba are now away from the Island.
Some of them are on board ship and will
arrive in this country in a few days. The
oaly voluuteers remaining in Cuba are the
Santiago, and they will be
brought hume as soon as the Tenth Cavalry
arrives at that place.

A dispatch from Des Moines, la., says:
