The Panhandle statement of estimated
earnings for March will show gross earnings
amoupnting to $1.345.727.62, and orerating ex-

penses, §1.023,124 45,

on bonds, rentals, ote., leave the profits for
the month $48 21108, an increase of $IR.540.03.
The estimated gross earnings for the first
three months of the yvear are $4,007,033.80, an
increase osver the corresponding months of
Just year of $169.277.50. For the same period
the operating expeuses will show an increase
of $120.54.%. Prolits for the three months

in the estimated results are $215,008, an in-
crease of 55,8445 Panhandle statements
become more and more interesting each
month. For months last year, while thera
was always an increase in gross earnings,
it was oliset by an increase in operating ex-
penses, which left a decrease in profits. This
has heen gradually shifted about so that the
property now shows a materiai increase in
rlﬂﬂ!. At the =ame time, while this = be-
ng done, there is =till an inerease in operat-
irg expenses, much of which is accounted
for by those filgures covering expenditures
for lmprovements rather out of the ordinary.

President Thomas Seils the Vonon.

It seeras now settled beyond doubt that
Samuel Thomas and others who held the
controlling stock of the Monon have sold
the property to a New York syndicate

headed by the Vanderbilts. Thes Monon op-

erates &7 miles af road, a Jarge portion
of which is in excellent condition. The
company has 9 locomotives, passenger
cars and 6457 freight cars, and the rolling

stock is in good eondition. Samuel Thomas
and his friends have controlled the road for
eight years, The capital stock of the com-

pany is now $12.000.00, The change in own-
ership, It is sald, will mean no change In
the official roster, which i= looked upon as
being a very competent one. The purchase
of the Monon Is a step in a long-studied
pian on the part of a coterie of New York
raliroad financiers. prominent among whom
are the Vanderbilts, to obtain absolute con-
trol of the iransportation sitvation be-
tween the Mississippi river and the At-
lantie coast. Since the Eastern rallway
owners became convinced that Congress
would not permit any more pooling they
began to think of other schemes to bring
together the competing roads, at least the
more troublesome ones cutside the Vander-
biit-Morgan-Pennsyivania cirele, in
that rate cutting might be practically endad
by a wiping out of competition. The plan
finally adopted was to buy outright the
controlling interests in the roads that wera
outside the fold. The first move in this plan
was the purchase of the Chicago & Alton
line, which was the key to the Chicago-St.
Louls territory. The Alton was bought by
the Vanderbillts and others, who, it is said
on the best of avthority, are the purchasers
of the Monon., As soon as the Chicago-Si.
Louls district was gobbled up the syndi-
cate turned its attention to the Chicago-
Ohlo river Unes, and it did not reguire much
figuring to see that the Monon was the
one rcad in this territory not controlled by
the enemies of rate cutting.

Squally Times Ahead.

The time is near for the Interstate-come-
mwerce Commission to take a hand in the pas-
senger-rate business and bring the offending
roads up with a sharp turn. It is said that
pot only are rates badly cut on all elasses of
business, but gome of *he roads are paying
excessive commissions directly to scalpers,

He was now about to leave them. Denlal, be-

trayral, ignominious death were impending. The
much-vaunted "“kingdom’’ seemed on the edge of
a vortex. But candor, sympathy, courage beam
out of Jesus upon His troubled followers. His
self-oblivion is divine, i'nder ghadow of His
cross His whole thought Iz of others; is of the
men who had been ““given Him.”* He wants the

bud of faith to hlow into the flower of trust. This
will be their safeguard. So He cries: “Trust God!
Trust me!” He lifts their thought above the ma-

terial city with its house of God o scon to dis-
solve to the invisible city whose fnuu-‘!.in‘rm.v- are
secure and in whose countless dwelling places
there is rcom for all. There i= no illusion here.
He appeals to the candor which has maintained

between them. 1f the case had been otherwise
He would have informed them. His very going Is
one of the events which will prepare the way for
their reunfon. He has a right to assume that
after three years of tatelage ther koow His
destination, and the way He must take (o arrive
at it. Thomas, for himself and the rest, dis-
counts Jesus' declaration and econfesses, spite of
their phenomenal opportunities, their practieal
ignorance, We can afford to condons Thomas's
interruption. for ke Martha's at her brother's
tomb, it brings out an additional and forceful
declaration.

For the greater
part the market was dull and heavy, but
prices fluctuated without uniformity. Lit-
tle attention was given to the Samoan situ-
ation, but unfavorable crop reports were re-
flected in a moderate recession among the
grangers, which, however, left off un-
changed. There was evidence of realizing
and London sold Anaconda, Loulsville and
Southern preferred, but the two last named
were all taken and advanced on benefits

expected from their joint operation of Bir-
mingham Southern. Among the specialties
showing weakness during the selling move-

ment were Tennessea Coal and Iron. Brook-
Iyn Transit, Continental Tobacco, Anaconda
Mining. International Silver and American
Smelling. Strength appeared in New Jersey
l_:f-nrrai. \\;hm—.-ling & Lake Erle and Mexican
Central. Colorado Fuel and Iron jumped 4
points on rumors that it was to be absarbed
by Federal Steel, but the officials of the
latter company had often denied this. Colo-
rado Coal and Iron was alsa very strong.
Third-avenue, Metropolitan and New York
Central were weak. Interests usually prom-
inent in the market held aloof and com-
mi=sion business was at a low ehb, the total
dealings for the day being less than half a
mililon shares. The disposition was shown
in some quarters to await positive advices
A% to the condition of winter wheat. Maore-
over, there was a desire to see what the
money-market developments will be. Deal-
ings were largely confined to the board
room traders. The market closed strong.

Notwithstanding the unsatisfactory char-
acter of the stock speculation, railway bonds
continued to forge upward, with the well-
known issues in good demand. Total sales,
167000, T'nited Ktates new fours, regis-
tered, and the old fours, coupon, advanced
15 in the bid price.
