Threatened to Faint Again—Suit to

The trial of Mrs. Maud Goodin, who Is
charged with conspiring to injure Dr. Aimee
Haskinson because of the accused woman's
alleged jealousy of the attentions paid to
Miss Haskinson by Liveryman James Van
Natta, is drawing to a close in the Crim-
inal Court. It is expected that the argument
will begin some time to-day.

Yesterday the accused woman was on the
witness stand in her own de”ense. In her
direct examination she related practically
the same story which she-told in the former
trial. During the afternoon Attorney
Wiitsle, for the State, conducted a sharp
cross-examination. At one point in the pro-
ceedings it was feared Mrs. Goodin would
have another fainting spell. She suddeniy
rose from her chair and, glving a sharp
exclamation, placed her hand on her left
side. SBhe tottered toward the table where
her attorney sat and Mr. Duncan jumped
up to assist her. She did not swoon and was
goon able to go on the witness stand again.
The attorneys for the State sald last night
that they were well pleased with the result
of the cross-examination. While nothing of
a startling nature was gained the attorneys
say that part of Mrs. Goodin's testimony
was of an lmpeachina" character.

HE STANDS BY HIS WIFE,

The Family Affair of the Krenszers
Alred in Court.

The suit of Margaretha Krenzer against

Joseph Krenzer, jr., which went to trial yes-

terday in the Circult Court, is distinectly a
“family affair.”” The litigation is between

mother and son. Mra Krenzer {s a German
woman and speaks English with considerable

difficulty. About $300 is Involved in the suit,

She is using her son to recover the value of
three shares of bullding and loan stock and

also to recover about $50 which she claims
she advanced to him prior to his marriage

some time ago.

Mother a son are bitterly oppgsed to
each other and the young man is not friendly
to his father. Young Krenzer, on the wit-
ness stand, said his mother disilked him
because he married against the wishes of
his famlly. The Krenzers are Roman Cath-
olies, amly when the young man married he
sought a Protestant German girl. It is
claimed that Mrs. Krenzer had a wife plcked
out for her son and was much Incensed be-
cause he did not carry out her wishes. The
young man testified that his mother had
been trying to get him to leave his wife be-
cause sghe {3 not as strong and rugged as the
mother-in-law would have her. hen the
young man was called to the stand he pro-
cecded to tell about family affalrs without
being asked. The young man claims his
mother made him a present of the building
and loan stock, while she asserts, on the
other hand, that he obtained possession of
it by deception.

To Wind Up Broad Ripple Affairs.

An intervening petition has been filed in
the Superior Court in the case of the State
Bank of Indiana against the Indianapolis &
Broad Ripple Rapid-transit Company,
which is yet in the hands of a receiver. The
petitioner Iz the State-street Trust Com-
pany, of Boston, which asks that the mort-
gage executed by the company to secure
$400.000 of bonds issued in 1395 be foreclosed.
The mortgage was given to the petitioner
and to R. T. McDonald.

It was provided In the mortgage that
should the company fail at any time to pay
any part of the principal or Interest, the

trustees would then be at liberty to declare

the bonds and interest due and payable at
once. The titlon avers that the semi-an-

ASSETS SOLD FOR $11,000.

Indianapeolis National Creditors Will
Get About 1 Per Cent. Dividend.

Within two meonths the last dividend will
be paid to the creditors of the Indlanapolis
National Bank, which closed its doors six
Years ago. The dividend will be about 1
rer cent. Yesterday afternoon the remain-
Ing assets of the defunct concern were sold
tc Emmanuel L. Fisher, of the firm of Kahn,
Fisher & Co., brokers, for $11,000, and he
gave Edward Hawkins, the receiver for the
bank a check for that amount. It was re-
marked afterward that the profitableness
of the deal for the firm was doubtful, for
the reason that no one of the debtors rep-

resented by the notes was solvent, and it

would take a long time to sell the real cs-
tate profitably. It would be a walting game,
ft was said, with a distant hope that some

of the debtors i ht again have properiy
against which a *v.'gment could be obtained.
celver Hawkin ;: was the auctioneer, and
one who did nr. know might have thought
auctloneering .3 vrofession, so easily did
he assume the tec.mnigue of the art. The
lan of =ale, the receiver anaounced, wovld
to offer each jtamn individually and record
the bids, then to offer the items 1n jarcels
and record the bida on then, and finally to
offer all the assets *in & nunch” and record
the bids on the lot. The schoemae that proved
most profitable would be accepted and tke
other bids would be rejezted. Tre first
gscheme brought 37,060, 5+ cecond $7.700 and
the last §11.000. The bidding was not sensa-
tional; it was very aquist. [Little respect for
the paper was manifested. Thousands of
dollars were bid In for one dollar, but the
thousands were very unsubstantial. A num-
ber of business men spent the afternoon in
the receiver's office, bidding once in awhile,
but the most of the men who visited the
sale stayed but a Iay minutes. A broker
rr.:ned Wells, from Kansas City, was pres-
ent,

The face value of the paper sold was
about half a million doliars. Nearly all of
it was ugalnst the Coffins' companies and
indorsed by the Coffins' companies. The re-
iteration of the names of the Indianapolis
Curled Hair Company, the Indianapolis
Desk Company, the lnrlianagol!s Glue Com-
pany, the Indianapolis Cabinet Company
and the United SBtates Office Furniture Com-
pany brought to mind the conditions that
were shown at the t-ial of the officials of
the bank. The receiver would not guaran-
tea that the real estate was not incum-
bered, but to his knowledge and belief it
was not. He anrounced that he would give
a receiver’'s’ deed to purchasers, but would
not furnish an abstract. The Lldding was
tcrpld for the paper, but it became some-
what brisk at times while the real estate
was for sale. When the representative
of Kahn, Fisher & Co. neared the point at
which the whols assets were knocked down
to him, the other prospective purchasers
declded that they didn't need the money
er.ough to take the risk, and quit the arena.

Edward Hawkins was appointed receiver
for the bank Augﬁ'a'. 1893, by the controller
of the currency. e has acted as the agent
of the controller. Because of the tangled
litigation in which the affairs of the bank
have been involved, the delays have been
long in s=ettling them up. rom time to
time dividends have been pald, and when
the last dividend of 1 per cent. Is pald the
creditors will have received 60 r cent. of
what was due them. A few of the creditors
were paid In full, Among them was the
government and the banks from which T. P.
lH{aughey borrowed $50,000 on the day befora
his bank failed. The reason for paying this
last debt in full was that Mr. Haughe_-{ade-
rosited $37,000 of the best assets of his bank
to secure the loan, and the receiver paid the
whole debt to get the assets held for It
"ha amount of the hank’'s debt is $1,200,000
ard the amount id in dividends on this
debt is $720,000. ere are yet a few collec-
tions to be made, and when the last divi-
dend Is paid the receivership will end.

Y. W. C. A’S/PROGRESS,

Some Statistices from Annual Meeting
Held Last Night.

The annual meeting of the Young Wom-
en's Christian Association was held last

evening at the house, on North Meridian
street, and, as is usually the case when any

considerable number of the members attend,
tha bullding was too smalll to accommo-
date all. Miss Blizabeth Wishard presided
and the programme was opened with a solo
by Andrew Smith. Mrs. M. E. Crowell made
a report on the work of the physical depart-
ment and called particular attention to the

lack of room in whieh to properly conduct
the department. Over two hundred young

women take advantage of these classes, and
it {8 with difficulty that the work can be
carried on in the present space. The report
of the treasurer for the year of June 1,
1898, to June 1, 1899, showed total receipts
of $12,397.72. of which $155.83 was balance in
bank: nocu rest, $10,389.34; subscriptions,
§661.50; menberships, $948.65; rent, $110.60;
building fund, $9, and miscellaneous, $53.90.
The disbursements were: Noon rest, $8.-
560.68; salaries, $1,499.50; water, llﬁ:t and
fuel, $271.75; house furnishings, $351.46; state
and international work, $125; bullding fund,
$970; missions, $20; miscellaneous, $#23.561;
balance in bank, $175.84; total, $12397.72,
Rent, light, etc., are not ineluded In the dis-
bursements for the noon rest.

Mrs. H. G. Gayiord gave a report of the
extension work and spoke of the branch
which has just been opened at No. 908 West
Washington street. About thirty self-sup-
porting young women live in the vicinity of
that branch, and it has been opened now to
give them a place in which to have their
lunch and rest during the noon hour. It is
expected that during next winter the regu-
lar work will be carried on there and
classes formed.

The report of Miss Caroline Palmer, the
secretary, showed an Increase in every de-

artment of the work during the last year.

Miss Teal will be al-
most entirely supported by the Indianapolls
and Fort Wayne associations and by the
associations of ten colleges in the State.
