and heart, have caused numerous inquiries
for the names of the various alum powders,
No full afficial list seems to have been pub-
lished by the authorities of this State, al-
though many of the alum powders sald here
are upon the lists published by the health
officials of other States, and can thus be
designated.

In Minnesota and Wisconsin of such im-
pertance do the food commission: deem the
matter that the names of the alum powders
are officlally made public, and the legisla-
tures of both States have provided that
there shall be printed in plain 1ype upon the
labels of all packages of this clase of pow-
deres the statement that they contain alum.

ket. They are constantly appearing in all
sorts of disguises and under all Kkinds of
coghomens. They can be avolded, however,
by thp housekeeper who will bear in mind
that all baking powders sold at 25 cents or
less per pound are liabhle 1o contain alum,
as pure cream bf tartar powders cannot be
p:oguced at anvthing like this price.
