LOUISVILLE, Ky.. June 2.--William Jen-

nings Bryan returned from Mammoth Cave
early this afternoon and addressed the Ohio
Valley Bimetallic League. Among other
things, he said:

"The Democratic party adopted at Chi-
cago a platform which applied Democratic
principles to the conditions then existing.
The conditions existing to-d- ay require the
application of the same principles. No
question brought to the attention of the
people by the last campaign has been settled
since the close of the campaign. The Ohio
Valley Bimetallic League, which Is holding
Its third annual convention In this city at
this time, has adopted resolutions declaring
that the contest for Independent bimetallism
at the ratio of 15 to 1 must be continued.
I am In hearty sympathy with this deter-
mination.

"The demand for the restoration of bimet-
allism does not mean there are no other is-

sues before the people, but it means that
this Issue cannot be laid aside or surren-
dered until the financial policy of the Amer-
ican people 13 determined by the American
people themselves without waiting for the
aid or consent of any other nation."

In reference to the gold Democrats, Mr.
Bryan said: "I want to talk to those who
are espousing that half-wa- y cause known
as the gold Democratic party. I wish to
say that the men who withdrew from the
party lu 196 are mistaken, in a large meas-
ure, and If I can help them to see the light
and regain them as supporters of the party,
I feel that the time will come when they
will thank me for it."

The remainder of Mr. Bryan's remarks
were confinod to condemnation of trusts,
the gold standard and tho so-call- ed imper-
ialistic policy of the Republican administra-
tion, along the same lines as laid down by
him in speeches In other sections of thecountry.

veying parties, the first conslsng of Oscar
Rohn, topographer, and E. C. Worthlngton
as assistant, together with axmen and
chainmen. This party was given the
meandering of the shore line of Port Valdes
and Swan Pert east, for the purpose of de-
termining tide limits and the summer; flow
of glacial streams emptying Into the head
of the bay from the Valdes glacier and
lower river country, and also take soundings
to determine the best anchorage and the
most desirable ground for the terminal of
the trail.

The second party was placed under the
topographer, who was sent up to the mouth
of keystone canyon to pick up the topog-
raphy through that canyon and over the
ridge forming its northern wall. Captain
Abercrombie states that neither party had
as yet made a preliminary report. Captain
Abercrombie says that on his arrival at
Port Valdes he found the conditions there to
be those usually attending the opening of a
ne--v country.
