The Next Speakey Says It Is Too Early
to Outline the Action of Congress
iu Regard te Expansion.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.., June 5.—The Jour-
nal to-day prints an intarview with Gen. D.
B. Henderson, of Tewa, in which he ex-
presses gratitude for the effective efforts of
Wisconsin congressmen in his behalf as a
candidate for speakership in the national
Congress, to succeed Speaker Reed.

In regard to the report that he is an anti-
imperialist and with reference to other like
maitters, General Hepderson said that now
is not the time for Individuals to fix poli-
cies. “‘See where we are,” sajd Mr. Hender-
son, "and then see whether it is reasonable
for us to anticipate the condition which
time brings. Here we are on June 5 in a
period of transition and Congress will not
meet until next December, unless, which is
not likely, there should be a special session
-—and we should not attempt to forestall
future action which the light of develop-
ments may show to be sivantageous and
proper. What we all should do at this time
is to steadfastiy support President McKin-
ley. As the chlef executive he is in posses-
tlon of hourly-acquired information as to
the ever-changing conditions. This, he, In
time, wlill give over to us, I have no doubt,
and, in the meantime, I believe the duty of

us all is to give him our firm, loyal support.
TRat is all I care to say—in fact, 1 have
sald more than I had intended saying."
General Henderson has been a member of
the inner circle of the House for some years,
and Is the first Republican member of the
ittee on rules, of which the speaker is
chairman. When Reed became speaker of
the House General Henderson wgs in line
for chairman of the appropriations commit-
tee, because Mr. Cannon had been dropped
from the Fifty-second Congress. But Mr.

FIGHT WITH ROBBERS

SHERIFF'S POSSE ATTEMPTS TO CAP-
TURE THREE TRAIN BANDITS,

&» —

But Meets with & Warm Reception,
and Is Forced to Retire—=Three of
the Pursuers’ Horxes Shot.

>

CHEYENNE, Wyo., June 5.—The sheriff"s
pcsse, which left Casper yesterday, in pur-
suit of three of the Union Pacific train rob-
bers, overtook them when thirty miles out
and were given a severe sethack in the fight
which followed, the robbers shooting three
of their horses and stampeding two others.
The posse consisted of Hazen, of Converse
county: Herstand, of Natrona county; Lee
Devine, foreman of the “Cy" outfit, and

seven others. They follow._ . the trall of the
robbers almost due north over high, sandy,
rolling prairie. The bandits had eaten lunch
at Teapot rocks, twenty miles from Casper,
where, with fleld glasses, they could 8ee the
country behind them for ten miies, and
probably saw thelr pursuers approaching.
They had been f8lowing both high ridges,
but after leaving Teapot rocks struck
down a draw to the head of Teapot creek
and followed along the creek bottom for
six miles, At a high cliff of rocks, the
bandits turned abruptly 1o the left and rose
into the rocks. They were &een by the
posse following closely, one man trailing
them, while the others rode to the side.
Within two hundred yards of the rocks

Charles Hallaby and E. T. Payton were in
the lead. »

Suddenly two shots rang out and Payton's
horse went down with a bullet through the
heart. The whole posse dismounted and ran
in among the rocks under cover. In a few
minutes other ghots were fired by the rob-
bers, but only two shots were fired in re-
turn, as they were completely hidden be-
hind rocks and could not be seen. A few
minutes later J. E. Long, of the posse, who
had been some distance behind, came up,
and the robbers put a ball through his horse
lengthwWise and rained bullets around him
like hail. Two more of thes horses stam-
peded down a draw to the east and the
posse was considerably demoralized. The
robbers took advantage of thizs to beat a
hasty retreat and as if was too dark to
follow them the pursult ceased until this
morning, when the trail was taken up at
the head of Dugout creek, forty miles north
of Casper.

Two of the posse returned to Casper where
reinforcements were mounted on good
horse® and immediately started out to take
the trall General Manager Dickinson.
Superintendent Harris, Mr. Buckingham of
the Union Paecific, Superintendent Danlels
and Manager Gentsch of the Facific Express
and Special Agent Vizard of the Union
Pacific are at Casper directing the pursuit.
If the robbers succeed in reaching the hole-
in-the-wall, the fastness will be surrounded
and a determined effort made to capture
them. At the scene of the ambush, one of
tha posse this morning found a shotgzun
marked “‘Pacific Express Company,”” which
had been dm[{-ped by the robbers. Frank
Webb and J. B. Miller, of the sheriff’s posse,
were knocked down by lightning during the
pursuit and seriously Injured.

WILL BE AT CAYENNE TO-DAY.

Dispateh Boat Has Gone to Devil's
Island for Dreyfus.

PORT DE FRANCE, Island of Mar-
tinique, June 5.—The admiral commanding
the French squadron In these waters re-
ceived yesterday an order to send the
crulser 8fax to take Dreyfus from Devil's
jsland. off the coast of French Guiana, and
convey him to France. The Sfax. which is
commanded by Captain Coffinieresdo Nor-
deck. left for Devil's Igland at 10 o'clock
yesterday evening.

There is no truth in the report that Drey-

fus has embarked on board the steamer
Ville de Tangier. The 8fax salled from here
quite unexpectedly. It was not until 4
o'clock in the afternoon that her command-
er was notified to sall and the cruiser left
as soon as he could get up steam and take
on board the necessary provisions. The au-
thorities of Cayenne foresaw, four days ago,
that the Sfax would leave for Fort De
France on her present mission and at 2
o'clock this afternoon the dispatch boat
Goeland, stationed in the waters of French
Gulana, left Cayenne, the capital, for Dev-
il’s island, having on board the superintend-
ent of the penitentiary and the commander
of the marine artillery. These officials are
delegated by the French government to offi-

| cially notify Dreyfus of the revision of his

trial. Drevfus recelved, the day before yes-
terday, a cable message announcing the de-
cision of the Court of Cassation. Dreyfus,
however, will be under charges after being
officialiy notified of court action In his case,
but he will be able to resume wearing the
military uniform of his rank, in order to so
appear before the new counell of war. The
Goeland will be back at Cayenne to-mor-
row,

The dispatch boat Goeland took also a
captain of the Cayenne gendarmerie, with
a squad of gendarmes, to act as a guard to
Dreyfus who, from thig day, ceases to be
under the surveillance of agents of the pris-
con administration.

BORAX NOT INJURIOUS.

So Say Packers Who Use It to Fre-
serve Meats and Butter.

CHICAGO, June 5.—~The pure food inves-
tigation was resumed here to-day, Senator
Mason alone being present. From the testi-
mony it developed that borax Is employed
in preserving meats and butter. The pack-
ers said that borax was not injurious to

health, and Dr. Frank Billings, of Rush
Medical College, declared that only certain
individuals might be hurt by it.

Robert T. Lunhan, of the Lunham Pack-
ing Company, declared that a law prohibit-
ing the use of borax would tring the busi-
ness of exporting meat almost to a stand-
still. “I do not believe the meat absorbs
the borax,” said the witness. “I eat it and
g0 do customers of my firm without evll
results."’

Dr. Walter H. Alport and Dr. Ferd Hen-
rotin testified as medical experts. Dr. Al-

rt summed up a vigorous defense of
ggmx in its different forms by saying that
it was a disinfectant to the blood, did not
retard digestion, caused cessation of germ
life, contained only antiseptic properties
and had not, to his knowledge, ever resuited
in harm when given in scientific doses or
used intelligently in trade.

Robert T. Lunham said most of the for-
eign orders for American pork specified
that the meat be packed in borax. Ninety-
five per cent., said Mr. Lunham “of the pork
g:;porled from this country was packed in
sorax.

Side excursions were taken by the com-
mission into various forms of food adultera-
tions. J. Gould Warner, a retired dealer in
condemned provigions from the United
States navy, was a witness. He explalned
that when a vessel of the navy came home
from a cruise all left-over provisions were
put up at auction. bread was usually
full o "skiﬁpera." It was bought by specu-
lators and by them lo}d to the proprietors
of “pure drug mills.”” The “pure drug”
dealers then roasted the bread in order to
incinerate the “skippers,” ground it and
used it in the adulteration of coffee, mus-
tard, pepper, spices, etc. Witness sald he
had sold many tons cocoanut shells,
which had been ground and used as coffee.

The Indiana Republican delegation in Con-
gress will cast its ballot for General D. B.
Henderson, of lowa, when the vote is taken
on the speakership contest, Yesterday even-
ing, in response to a call made by Repre-
sentative Landis, of the Ninth district,
seven of the nine Republicans representa-
tives of Indiana met at the Denison House
to confer on the subject of the speakership
of the House. There were present Repre-
sentatives Jesse Overstreet, George W.
Faris, James E. Watson, George W. Comer,
James A. Hemenway, E. W. Crumpack-
er and C. B. Landis. Reprezentatives Steele
and Prick were not present. During the aft-
ernoon Mr. Landis received a telegram from
Mr. Steele saying that if all tze other Re-
publ.can representatives were In faver of
General Henderson he wanted his vote cast
that way. After the meeting had been held
a message was rezeived from Representa-
tive Brick to the effect that he too was
for General Henderson.

The members of the delegation present
were unanimously for the lowa man and
sent him a telegram extending greeting and
pledging him support.

After the conference last night Mr. Landis
expressed the belief that General Hender-
son's name will be the only one mentioned
by the Republicans of the House when the
times comes to select a speaker. “The
country, and the Republican party in par-
ticular, are to be congratulated,” said
Mr. Landls, “‘on the already apparent so-
lution of what promised to be a heated con-
test over the speakership. When Mr.
Reed’'s determination to retire from Ceon-
gress was first announced, prospective can-
didates cropped out all over the countyry,
and it seemed probable that the fight would
narrow down between Bherman or Payne
of the East and Hopkins or Hendersoen of
the West. This might have made it appear
&s a sectional fight, which would have
been extremely unfortunate.

While it will be a long time before
another Thomas B. Reed presides over the
House, yet no one at all acquainted with
General Henderson's abllity, experience and
qualifications will question for a moment
his eminent fitness for the speakership.
He is a splendid parliamentarian and, as a
member of the committee on rules, is thor-
oughly familiar with House procedure.
While he is an intensely earnest man, he
is cool headed and dellberate, and will not
lose his head, however fierce the storm may
rage. He has a big head and a big heart,
and an _inexhaustible supply of common
gsense. My judgment s that no member
of the House on the Republican side |s
mora pular, even with the Democrats,
than General Henderson. They know him
to be fair.”
