$1,000 rendered against the company In the
Cass County Court.

Yesterday suit for receiver was brought
against the company by John T. Smith who
says he has a claim of $050 against it. Fd-
ward W, Wickey, “general agent,” is made
a party defendant to the sult. According to
the complaint, the company’'s malin office Is
at East Chicago, Ind. The plaintiff says
that on Nov. 15, 1897, the company Issued a
policy on his elevator plant at Heron Lake,
Minn,, for $1,000. The policy was issued for
one year. Within the year the plaintiff's
elevator plant was burned. He says that
on Jan, 18, last, he had some negotiations
with the company and It was agreed that Qe
should receive $880 on his claim. He says
that Edward W. Wickey, general agent for
the company, gave him an order on the In-
dlanapolis office for the amount it was
agreed he should recelve and on March 18
he presented the order. Payment was re-
fused and the order was again presented on
March 21. He has been unable to collect
the money, he avers. He says the fact that
the company refused to pay his loss and has
falled to pay other “orders” presented in
the general course of business, leads him to
belleve that the concern i# Insolvent. The

complaint recites the fact that thesheriff has
seized on the assets of the Indlanapolls of-
fice and asserts that it is to the st in-
terest of the creditors that a receiver be
appointed. Ths plaintiff thinks the officers
of the company have been disbursing the
funds as they choose without regard to the
rights of the creditors.

THE BOARD OF WORKS HOLDS UP
ITS $200,000 CONTRACTS,

&

Proiest from Opposition Firms and
Also from Several Interested

Taxpayers.

& —

The Board of Works at its meeting vester-
day morning refused to close contracts
with the Indianapolis Creosote Company,
because several property owners objected,
and made varlous charges against the com-
pany’'s organization. The property owners
were W, H. H. Miller, who also represented
General Harrison, and property owners on
Park avenue, who were represented by At-

torney W. A. Pickens. The Board of Works
had previously awarded contracts for $200,000
worth of paving on Delaware, Noble and
Ash streets and Park avenue to the Indian-
apolis Creosote Company.

Mr. Mliller read a letter from Clarence A.
Kenyon, secretary of the Hoosier Construc-
tion Company, which bid against the In-
dlanapolls Creosote Company, protesting
against the Eoard of Works going further
with the latter company. The charges
against the creosote company are that it
had no corporate existence, and no plant
when it bld. The creosote company is com=-
pcsed of M. M. Defrees, Allen W. Conduitt,
John W. Cooper and H. C. Adams. Messrs.,
Ccoper and Conduitt are said to be inter-
ested in the Indlana Bermuda Asphalt Com-
pany, and Mr. Adams was for several years
agent here for the Warren-Scharf Asphalt
Company. Mr. Defrees said that the creo-
sote company intended to build a plant of
its own, that it was prepared to carry out
its contracts faithfully, and that there was
nothing *“peculiar” about the concern. The
bcard will probably take up the matter to-

morrow morning. The letter of Mr. Kenyon
was as follows:

“In 18086, in connection with the Fruin-
Bambrick Construction Com:l)a.ny. I made
tenders to pave with asphalt New York,
East and several other streets. The Fruin-
Bambrick Company was one of the largest
ana most responsible concerns in the coun-
try and offered to glve a bond double the
size of that prescribed by the specifications
t¢ do the work and guarantee it. They were
called before the board and subjected to a
thorough examination as to whether they
had a plant to do the work, when and where
ard how they were to get the asphalt, how
long ir?' of thelr pavements had been laid,
ete. ter such hearing our bids were re-
Jjected becauss we had not completely come-
plied with the specifications.

“Tnhe specificaticns for paving Delaware,
Market and other streets, upon which bids
viere receatly received, provided that those
gtreets should be paved wilh long leaf yel-
low pine paving blocks treated with creo-
sote of a certain kind and in a certain man-
per. The specifications further provide as
follows: ‘Persons making bids shall show
to the Board of Works that they have (not
that they will have) proper facilities, ex-
pert workmen and experience to perform the
contract in a proper manper. Samples pro-
posed to be used in the construction of the
work shall be deposited with the Board of
Publle Works on or before the day preced-
ing the day for opening the bids.’

“The lowest tenders on the recent work
were the Indianapolis Creosote Company,
as the lowest tenders in 155 were by the
Fruin-Bambrick Company. It now appears
that the Indianapolis Cresoting Company
had no cnnlmmte existence at the time of
making at least a part of its bids. It had
no S.iant of any kind, either for creosoting
or doing the work, had no cresote, no ma-
chinery for maklnﬁ it, had, and has no ex-

rts either in making creosote or in treat-
ng timber with creosote, and yet expects
to do all this work itself. They do not in-
tend to avail themselves of the creosgote
plant that is here erected which has done
work, has a supply of creosote, expert men
and all the other requisites on hand to per-
form the work at once, as the rest of the
concerns who bid upon the work expected to
do. It further appears that the men who are
back of the Indianapolis Creosote Company
are the same men who were not the lowest
bldders on the asphalt work alluded to of
1§56. They are *he same men who protested
that the work should not be given to the
Fruin-Bambrick Company then, and which,
after a much better showing by that com-
pény than the so-called Indlanapolis Creo-
soting Company can make, their protest
was sustalned and the contracts not given
to that company. I think all will agree
that the same rule that applies to one com-
pany should be apglled to all. The Indian-
apolis Credsoting Company did not comply
with the specifications. T' may be argued
that other bidders did not file samples or
show their facilities for doing the work; my
aorswer is that we had samples on file and
the Western Creosoting Company had sam-
ples on file, and those who have iona work
and expected to have thelr creosoting done
by that company if they did the work, had
their samples on filé and had the evidence
before you of their ability to perform the
work promptly, and have complied with
your requirements. It seems to me that to
allow this company to have this work now
is to reversa the construction of the specifi-
cations adopted in 188, which at that time
geemed wise to your honorable body. If it
was the law then and your wisdom and pru-
dence sanctioned it, it is also the law now,
and the advanced state of the season, the
necessity in many cases for the prompt
prosecution of the work, all confirm the
wisdom of such a clause in the specifica-
tions, but I submit, would not tais good
clause lose its virtue and become vicious
by its unequal enforcement. We therefore
respectfully protest that contracts be not
entered into with the Indianapolis Creosot-
ing Company on thesa bids; that they have
not complied with your specific regulations,
and that the same rule lm'nk'ed as to others
be applied to this company.”

City's Gas Proposition.

The artificial gas litigation case will prob-
ably be taken up at to-morrow's meeting of
the Board of Works, Although the city offi-
cials say that, as yet, no conclusion has
bheen arrived at, it is generally believed that

a counter proposition will be_made to the
Indianapolis Gas Company. General Man-
ager Pearson, of the gas company, still de-
clares that it would be impossible for his
concern to make the city better terms than
$£1.068 a thousand feet.

Letting of Hose Contracts.

At its meeting, to-morrow, the Board of
Safety will open bids on the contracts to
supuly the city with four thousand feet of
fire hose. There is much rivalry between
the different hose companies and it is
thought that there will be very lively. com-
petition to secure the award of the con-

THE JURY SWELTERING.

At Midnight It Was Out Fifty-Four
Hours In Goodin Case.

At midnight last night no verdict had heen
reached by the jury in the vitriol-throwing
case and at that hour moet of the jurors
were sleeping. At midnight the jury had
been out about fifty-four hours. In the
former trial of the case the jury remained

out fifty-one hours. The attorneys inter-
ested in the case are now of the opinion that
a verdigt will not be reached.

NEW YORK, June 5.—As the completion
of his training approaches Bob Fitzsim-
mons, the heavyweight champion pugilist,
increases his work instead of easing up on
it. This was one of the liveliest days that
tha lanky boxer has put In since his prep-
aration for his fight with Jim Jefferies for
the world's championship, which is sched-
uled to take place before the Coney Island
Sporting Club next.

He took a short walk
before luncheon, and after he had partaken
of his midday meal he essayed to ride the
pony. As he sat astride of the animal the
lanky boxer's toes tipped the ground. The
pugillst had his trousers rolled up at the
bottom. The pony struck one of his inshod
hind Foofs into the lap around Fitzsimmon’'s
right ankle, with the result that Fitzsim-
mons was rolled over in the dust and the
pony ran away. Fitzsimmons was unhurt.

About 8 o'clock tne champion donned his
fighting togs and boxed twelve fast rounds
with “Yank" Kenney, Dan Hickey and Jack
Everhardt. The last named made his first
appearance as an opponent to the big fel-
low to-day, as hitherto during this course
of tralning Kenney and Hickey have been
the only ones to take chances with the
champion.
