SCHOOL BOARD ACCEPTS THE DID OF
MASON, LEWIS A CO.

Premium of f18,750 Will Be Paid by
the Chicago Firm, Which Was

the Hlehest Bidder.

The Board of School Commissioners last
evening decided to sell the 5O0,00O worth
of refunding bonds, which will bear 4 per
cenL interest, to Mason, Lewis & Co., of
Chicago, at the bid of $13,750 premium for
all, or on a basis of 3.72 per cent. This was
the best bid offered, although the finance
committee of the board and other mer
bers thought the bid of Feder, Holzman Aj

Co., of Cincinnati, was much higher. The
bids were opened at r.oon and representa-
tives of all home and many foreign buyers
were present. Messrs. Kothe, Rlnne and
Baker, as members of the finance commit
tee, opened the bids, and the other mem
bers who were present were Messrs. Sloan,
Scott, Roblson and Maxwells Just before
closing the bidding one of the bidders took
a bid out of the bunch and left the room
with it. He failed to bring it back when
Mr. Baker called to him to do. so. Mr.
Kothe read the bids and Secretary Relss- -
ner, of the board, tabulated them. The bids
received were:

No check accompanied the bid of S. A.
Kean & Co., of Chicago, and it was re-
jected. Three or 'four representatives ' of
other houses were present who did not
offer bids, their firms having ordered them
not to after having seen the press dis-
patches. The bid of Feder, Holzman & Co.
caused much comment and some amuse-
ment. Mr. Kothe read it $3L2C0 premium
and It was so tabulated. Mr. Baker so an-
nounced the sum in a loud voice. When thereading of bids was completed, the repre-
sentative of Mason, Lewis & Co., as sec-
ond highest bidder, asked permission to
look at the bid of Feder, Holzman & Co.
Mr. Kothe found the bid and again said itwas for $31.60. This was denied by the rep-
resentative of the firm who stated it was
for S312.60 premium. The bid was carefully
examined and it was fo'ind that the figures
were underscored with a ;ne which slightly
pointed between the figures 2 and 6, and this
the representative claimed, was a punctua-
tion mark. The board was compelled to ac-
cept this, statement and the bid was so
tabulated. All representatives, except
Mason, Lewis & Co., then demanded the re-
turn of their certified checks, but this was
refused them, in spite of their pleadings,
and it was announced that all checks would
be retained until the board disposed of thematter in the evening.

The finance committee met in the after-
noon and considered the matter and two
of the three favored rejecting all bids on theground that there was a combination and
the board could do better. The members
were active In seeing what could be done
to tide the board over a temporary embar-
rassment in case this action was taken and
last evening the full board met to consider
the matter. All proceedings relating to the
sale of the bonds were conducted by the
committee of the whole and behind closed
doors. The session of the committee was
vigorous and prolonged. Mr. Kothe, Mr.
Scott, Mr. Rlnne and Mr. Collins were in
favor of rejecting all bids and readvertls-in- g.

They said they were satisfied a com-
bination existed between the bidders and
that each firm would receive Its proportion-
ate share of the bonds sold, no matter by
whom they were bid in. They cited the bid
of Feder. Holzman & Co. and expressed the
opinion that It was so fixed that in case
there was a bid from any one outside the
combination over , and above that of the
next highest bidder in the combination, it
could be cla'med to be $31,612 and the bonds
still go to the combination. Mr. Baker
was strongly in favor of accepting the bid
of Mason, Lewis & Co. He contended that
as there are about $300,000 wenh of bonds
which will fall due on July 1, for the re-
demption of which there is n money, the
chance should not be taken. He doubted
if a better bid could be secured in the face
of the decision by the Supreme Court and
the erronVous publicity given to it by the
Associated Press, and he thought the sit-
uation was too eerlous to warrant taking
the chance. Ir. Maxwell was of opinion
that to readvertise would cost a considera-
ble sum to temporarily tide the board over
in the bond redemption of July 1. and as
there was a chance that the board could
not do better, it would be wiser he thought,
to accept this bid.- - If an increased premium
should be secured by readvertls lng, he
hardly thought it would be an Increase sufu-cie- nt

to offset the cost of tho temporary
loan, and the chance of not securing as
good a bid as this would still remain. After
much dl.wrus.lon. it was voted to accept the
bid of Mason, Lewis & Co. The members
who voted against It were Messrs. Kothe.
Scott. Collins and Rlnne. As soon as this
decision was reached the committee rose
and the. board concurred in the action.
The door was then opened and It was an-
nounced that the contract was awarded to
Mason. Lewis & Co. Mr. Sloan then left
the meeting to distribute the checks of the
other bidders while the board once more
went into executive session to consider the
appointment of teachers for next year.

No time was lost by the representative
of Mason, Iewls & Co.. and he at once se-

cured the signatures of the officers of the
board. He demanded the original opinion
by Charles W. Smith, attorney for the
beard, on the recent decision of the Su-

preme Court. After the meeting had ad-
journed, members of the board iiid they
had estimated that the loss to the board
by reason of tho decMon of the court was
between $12.00y and $14,000. They had as-
surances that bids much higher than the
premiums offered would have been pre-
sented. Mr. Kothe was disgusted, and said
he was still, greatly opposed to the sale of
the bonds at that figure.

FRITZ HICKS TO BE SENTENCED IN
CRIMINAL COIRT TO-DA- Y.

May Get Off with Two Years for Mar.
derinjj Mrs. Josephine

Rotnbllt.

The case against Fitz Hicks, who shot and
killed Mrs. Josephine Romhllt at the Illinois
House on ths nleht of Jan. 24. last, will
bo disposed of in tha Criminal Court to-
day. Henry N. Spaan, attorney for Hicks,
was yesterday riotified by Prosecuting At
torney Pugh that his client would be per
mitted to plead guilty . to manslaughter.
This will give-Hick- s a sentence of from two
to twenty-on-e years in prison.. Under the
Indeterminate sentence law ha will have
an opportunity of securing his release at
the end of two years.

The proposition, to let Hicks plead guilty
to manslaughter came from Attorney paan
several weeks ago and It was received
favorably by the family of the murdered
woman. Recently a written request signed
by Mrs. Romhilt's relatives was presented
to the prosecutor asking that Hicks be per
mitted to plead guilty and take a sentence
of from two to twenty-on-e years. The rel-

atives of the murdered woman stated that
they had carefully investigated all the facts
leading up to the killing, and it was their
desire to be spared the notoriety of a trial.
Among those who signed the statement
were Mrs. Romhilt's mother, brother, sister
and son. Superintendent of Police Qulgley
also recommended that the proposition of
Hlcks'9 attorney be accepted.

Prosecuting Attorney Pugh pays It is
doubtful if the State could have convicted
Hicks of anything more than manslaughter,
considering the fact that the relatives of
Mrs. Romhllt stood opposed to a trial. Many
or her relatives would have been called as
witnesses and would oerhaDS have been re
luctant about testifying.

At the time of the murder Mrs. Romhllt,
the victim, was proprietress of the Illinois
House on South Illinois street. She was
about forty years-o- age, and Hicks, who
was a boarder in the house, was twenty- -

two.' At the time of the tragedy it was
faia he was infatuated with Mrs. Romhllt.
She had two children. Arthur and Gertrude
Romhilt. The son, who is about Hicks's
age, was a clerk In the hotel. The daughter
is about sixteen. The tragedy occurred
early in the evening in the laundry of the
hotel. Mrs. Romhllt had dressed! and was
fireparlng to go out. She had gone to the

ask on3 of the girls there for a
handkerchief. Hicks suddenly appeared at
the door and, according to the statement
of witnesses, Mrs. Romhilt closed the door
in his face.

"Go away. I want to talk to Mary," she
called out to Hicks.

"You come here. I want to talk to you,"
Hicks shouted back and then went to a
window, opened It and stepped In. He had
a weanon in. his hand, it was said, ana
Mrs. Romhllt screamed. As Hicks came In
the laundress ran out of the room. She
heard two shots tired. Mrs. Romhilt was
found bleedintr and unconscious. Both shots
had taken effect. Hicks left the house be- -

fore he could be captured, warning people
not to follow him. He was arrested about
11 o'clock that night in a lodging house on
West Washington street, by Detectives Col
bert, Morgan and Gerber. Thev recognized
him by the aid or a protograpn ir nimseu
which he had given Mrs. Romhlit. Hicks
did the shooting with a pistol vhlch he
borrowed from William Essmann, brother
of his victim. After his arrest h claimed
ho killed Mrs. Romhilt in self-defens- e, in
sisting that more than two shots were fired
that night. Attorney spaan announcea
some time uzo that if the case was to go to
trial he proposed to take a change or
venue.
