ORDINANCE IN ABEYANCE

——

STOCK YARDS ROW FAILED TO COME
UP IN THE COUNCIL.

*-

Bridge Appropriation Ordinance Il
No Second Assistant City
Attorney.

L

Contrary to expectations the Common
Council took no action on the stock yards or-
dinance last night and not once during the
session was it even referred to, although a
new petition, signed by eighty-six residenta
of West Indianapolis, was introduced, ask-
ing that the ordinance be passed for the
reason that should the new yards be built
“it would be to the detriment of that part
of the city.” The protest was referred.

The other business transacted was of a
minor character, but took up considerable
time. Controller Johnson sent in a letter
stating that it would require $150,000 to bulld
new bridges over Fall creek and White river
and that this amount of money was not
available at this time for such purposes
He, therefore, recommended that bonds be
issued to run from five to fourteen years at
3% per cent. and submitted an ordinance
covering the matter. It was referred to the
finance commitiee.

Mr. Harston asked that President Ma-
honey appoint a committee to draft expres-
sions of sympathy felt toward Albert Zear-
ing cever the loss of his mother. Messrs.
Harston, Crall and Clark were appointed.

General ordinance No. 9 was rushed
through with a jerk. It originally provided
for the payment of $£2.50 to the first as-
sistant city attorney and $1,200 to the second
assistant. When it went through last night,
however, it had been trimmed in such a man-

ner that only the first assistant’s salary was
provided for, and the second assistant was
ignored altogether.

The General Assembly passed a law pro-
viding for the appointment of a second as-
sistant city attorney and specified that the
Couneil should fix the salary. By refusing
to name any salary the Council in effect re-
pudiated the law authorizing the appoint-
ment of the new official.

General ordinance No. 12 was also passed
in a hurry. It provides for the appropriation
of §1.500 for vapor lights in the suburhs,

The appropriation of §1.9% from the funds
of the partment of Safety, to ba used in
buying batteries for the Gamewell system,
was agreed to.

Mr. Von Spreckelsen introduced an ordi-
nance affecting three streets which are, in
reality continuations of each other. He
asked that Peru avenue, Davidson street
and Pine street be united under the name
of Cornell avenue,

DAM CONTRACT LET.

Backus, Disappointed Bidder,
Threatens to “Go Higher.”

The Board of Park Commissioners yester-
day awarded the contract for building the
dam and roadway in Riverside Park to the
Riverside Construction Company on its bid
of $8354. Before this conclusion was
reached, however, many difficulties had to
bé met and overcome. The most important,
perhaps, was that raised g Vie M. Backus,
who, representing the Park Construction

V. M.,

Company, claimed that the contract should’

have been awarded to him because his bid
was itemized, while that of the Riverside
Company was not. The bid was $10,000 high-
er than that of the Riverside Company’'s
and a consultation with the city aftorney

developed the fact that the lowest bid was
valid and, accordingly, every member voted
to give the work to the Riverside Com-
pany. The action ef the board stirred Mr.
Backus to such an extent that he threat-
ened to “take the matter higher,” and left
the office with the impression in the minds
of - the members of the board that he would
apgly to th: courts for an injunction.

Up to the time for taking a vote on the
matter, Mr. Merritt was not in favor of
buillding the dam this year, for the reason
that there was, in his mind, a question as to
what effect the spring floods would have on
adjacent property when the dam was buiit,
He wanted to delay operations until data
could be compiled next spring.

Mr. Coffin, during the discussion, wanted
to know if bullding the dam in the new lo-
cation would involve additional cost and
Superintendent Power said that, while the
dam would cost more, there would be an
equal saving In the cost of the construc-
tion of the roadway.

Tunnel at Rural Street.

The recent decision of the Supreme Court
that a railroad company may be compelled
to open a street across its tracks when it
is necessary to the welfare of the city,
brought about a conference between the

mayor, city engineer and members of the

Board of Works yesterday afternoon with
a view to opening Rural street across the
Pennsylvania tracke. Superintendent Mans-
fleld was present and accompanied the party
on a viewing trip to the place it was pro-

he situation, Mayor Taggart decid that
the company must elther establish a grade
crossing, elevate its tracks or build a tun-
nel, ag the people of Woodside Insisted on
an opening across the tracks. Superintend-
ent Mansfield sald he would report to his
company recommending that a tunne! thirty
feet wide be constructed.

Pat War:i's Electrolysis Claim.

Pat
Ward, a West Washington-street salobn
keeper, has filed a claim against the city

on acount o»f damage done to his water
plpes by electrolysis. He alleges that
the electric current from the streetear
system has eaten hiz pipes in such a way
that he has had to replace them twice with-
in a year. He first tried to collect damages
from the railway company but falled, and
now falle back on the city for relief. He
will present samples of the pipe showing
the effects of the current on the metal

To Inerease Garbage Wagons.,

In response to a demand from the Board
of Health that better garbage equipment he
provided, the Indianapolis Sanitary Com-
pany reported, yesterday, that it has twen-
ty-eight wagons in service on garbage and
nine on paper refuse. This number, the re-
port says, will be increased at once.

GREENSBURG HOME COMMITTEE TO
MEET HERE WEDNESDAY.

&

A Statement from the Standpoint of
the Greensbhburg Tax-

payer,

—

The controversy over the location of the
Odd Fellows' #Mfome will probably be de-
termined in this city to-morrow é&vening.
A meeting of the committee having the mat-
ter in charge has been called for that time
at the Denison and the refusal of the
Council of Greensburg to extend the cor-
poration line of the cily so as ¢ include
the home will be then considered. The
Board of Trade decided last night to ap-

point & committee to look after securing
the home for this city. Mrs. Wiley, chair-
man of the committee, who has called the
meeting, is of the opinion that the Councll
of Greensburg will extend the corporation
line so as to include the home and furnish
light and water free. She does not express
any opinion as to the action of the com-
mittee. The Greensburg slde of the con-
troversy was stated yesterday by T. H.
Stevenson, of Greensburg, who is an Odd
Fellow. He said:

“The article published In the Journal to-
day and several others heretofore pub-
lished have so misrepresent¢d the facts in
regard to the I. O. O. F. home here that I
deem it time to let the citizens of the State,
and especially the Odd Fellows, know the
whole truth. Some of the statements pub-
lished make it appear that the great charity
undertaken by the Odd Fellows and Daugh-
ters of Rebekah of Indiana might be aban-
doned entirely, and certainly removed from
this place for the reason that our City
Council refuses to furnish free § worth
of water per annum for use in the home,
To any one unacquainted with the facts it
would appear as' though our councilmen
were exceedingly conservative on the ques-
tion of spending public money. Other pub-
lished statements might easily be construed
to show that the committee representing a
charity backed by #0000 Odd Fellows and
30,000 Daughters of Rebekah, as this pur-
Eorts to be, would change their proposed
ome from what was reported, after in-
vestigation, to be the best and most desir-
able location obtainable because they could
not fet $300 worth of water per annum for
nothing. Such statements were not belleved
by our people. Then we were informed that
in case the City Council refused to take into
the corporation a forty-acre tract of land
which adjoins the eity and on which the
proposed home is belng erected that the
Commercial Club of Indianapolis had its
ocketbook out ready to pay all expenses
ncurred to date and move the home to In-
dianapolis. No)| one seemed scared about
that, especially §fter Mr, English and other
gentlemen of thé club said to a Journal re-
porter that they had not heard of such a
thing. Then comes a statement that work
on the buillding had been stopped for some
time pending a settlement of the qguestion
in dispute between the committee and City
Council. That is as near true as some of
the other statements. Work has never been
stopped by the contractors for an hour, and
they to-day have a large force of men at
work. The next statement, that a former
Ciiy Council agreed to take into the cor-
poration 140 acres of land and furnish water
and light free, is not true. The resolution
of Council referred to does not mention the
question of taking all or any part of the
land Into the corporation.

“Mrs. La Follette, in her statement to the
Journal, as published to-day, gives the true
reason for all the trouble. She =ald: "“"We
would not think of remaining outside of the
corporation, not only for the reasons I have
given, but also because we want the school
advantages for the children.”” In other
words, the I. O. O, F. committee is demand-
ing to have their forty-acre tract of land
taken into the corporation to the end that
this little city may be compelled to furnish
school privileges, water, light, fire and -
lice protection free of cost to the Odd Fel-
lows of Indiana. To do this wounld cost the
sixteen hundred taxpayers of Greensburg
hetween $,000 and §7.000 a yvear as long as
the Home shall be maintained. It would also
mean a temporary loan to ba protected by
bonds of the city of $30,000 for new school
house and street repairs, all to be pald by
our citizens. Those who oppose the propo-
sition do g0 on the ground that to ask any
such sacrifice on the part of our people is
unreasonable and unfalr, especially as the
institution is exvlusive in its benefits and
adds nothing to the tax duplicate. In Greens-
burg, as in every other town or vity, there
are many poor people who find their taxes
burdensome and it would be a hardship,
wholly unjustifiable, to impose such an addi-
tional load upon them with the distinet un-
dersanding that they and their children shall
not receive any benefits therefor. When the
Odd Fellows of the State know that the
proposition pending would add 33 1-3 per cent,
to the taxes to be paid by our citizens, I
do not believe for a moment that they would
desire it to be done, much less demand it
A=z an Odd Fellow I am in favor of the char-
ity, and am wlillng to pay any assessment
made by the Odd Fellows of Indiana on the
meéembership for its support, but I am not in
favor of asking the City Council of Greens-
hu!r:z to meet the demands of 1, O, O, F. com-
mittee.”
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Free Water, Fire Protection and Are
Lights Were Promised.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
GREENSBURG, Ind., June 19.—-Work up-
on the I. O. O, F, Home has not been
stopped as reported. 1t is going on and will
until the contract is completed or the con-
tractors are relieved of the heavy bond they
are under to complete the building by Jan.
1, 1900, or it is cancelled. Pulse & Co. have
contracted for nearly all of the material to
complete the building and the most of it
has been delivered to them or is in transit,
and a large portion is on the grounds. It is
stated that they will demand $i8,000 in addi-
tion to what they have recelved. The Com-

mon Council as an Inducement for the loca-
tion of the home pasgsed the following reso-
lutlon and sent a representative to fmllan—
apolis who made the offer in person to the
committee: :

“Resolved, That we, the city Council of the
city of Greensburg, do here agree that In
ciatse the I, O, O. ¥, Home is located in this
city:

“Firgt—To macadamize said estreet lead-
ing to =aid home; also give said home good
and sufficlent fire protection and water for
all use around said home: also place and
erect on gtreet and highway leading to said
home and also on sald grounds the same
quality arc light and the same distance
apart as lights in said city. All this said
city agrees to furnish sald home free of
charge during it® location in sald city or
county."”

The building is located about 1,400 feet
grom a fire plug and the fire company has
sufficient hose to reach the building frem
this plug. The opposing members of the
City Council have agreed that if a majority
of the taxpayers of the city will sign a pe-
tition asking the Council to take the grounds
into the city, that they will vote for it. The
city has been divided .into twenty districts
and that many petitions will bé circulated in
the next few days. To remove the home
from this city would bankrupt ohe of the
strongest and largest lodges In the State,
it is claimed, for the reason the lodge here
has stood good for the amount of money
donated for the grounds, and a tition will
be circulated to be signed by the members
setting forth the grievances of the local
lodge, and_ asking the Grand Lodge to
save it
