EY GENERAL TIIIXKS RE-

CEIVERSHIP A BOOMERANG.

Saya Prospect for State? Recovering;
3Ioney Are Much

Brighter.

Ex-Attorn- oy General William A. Ketch-a- m,

who, at tho request of Attorney Gen-
eral Taylor, has been retained by the State
to manage the cult against the Vandalia
Railroad, to recover pomething less than
$2,000,000 alleged to bo due the State school
fund, says ho now has the State's Interests
in such a condition a3 to make the pros-
pects for recovering the money better than
at any time heretofore. He pays he is
morally certain that the owners of the Van-
dalia road purposely threw it into the hands
of a receiver In the hope of staving onT

the payment of the money due the State,
and, at the time the receivership com-
menced, he 'was under the Impression that
it would embarrass the claim of the State.
At that time It was proposed to ask for a
termination of tha receivership on the
ground that tho road had always been a
money makinpr enterprise and that there
was no good reason for its being placed in
that . position. Since then events have
served to confirm Mr. Ketcham's opinion
that there was no real necessity for the
receivership, except that It tended to make
it Impossible, or at least difficult, for the
State to collect the money due the school
fund. Following out this line of reasoning,
it became apparent to him that the receiver-
ship was an indirect avowal of weakness- - on
the part of the railroad owners and this
led to a revision of the State's plan, and
it Is believed the receivership will tend to
strengthen the position of tho State and
make the collection of the money easy.

In discussing the matter yesterday, Mr.
Ketcham said that ho could see now that
what he at first regarded as a hardship
to the State's case was the beit thing that
could have happened to it. as, unless a
receiver had been appointed, the State
would have been compelled to precipitate
matters because of this. In his language,
"the State would have had to do some-
thing, or forever hold its peace." Tho re-
ceivership has afforded time for more min-
ute examination of the case, and, accord-
ing to Mr. Ketcham, materially helps the
State without also helping the railroad com-
pany. As an Indication of the optimism
with which Mr. Ketcham looks on the
State's case, he said yesterday: "We don't
care whether the receivership continues or
not. There was a time when it gave us
great concern, but we have learned much
since then, and I am satisfied that the re-

ceivership is the best thing there possibly
could be so far as the State is concerned."

BOARD OF REVIEW WORK

THE FIRST THREE CORPORATION S

TO nB ASSESSED.

Deputy Assessor Claims the Tnx Rate
Can De Rednced Ten

Cents.

The County Board of Review met yester-
day for a session of thirty days. J. E. Bos-We- ll,

county assessor, is chairman of the
board and Harry" B. Smith, county auditor.
Is secretary. The other members of the
board are County Treasurer Schmidt, Albert
Sahm and William Pollard. The same men
constituted the board last year. Tho first
ten days of the session will le devoted to the
assessment of corporations. The board will
then take up the banks, building and loan
and trust comjianles, and has allowed Itself
five days for this work. The remaining fif-

teen days will be devoted to real estate.
Three corporations were assessed yester-

day. The assessment of the Crescent Oil
Company was raised from $4,323 to IG.450.

The Crescent Mining Company, a new cor-

poration, was assessed at $300. The assess-
ment of the American Farmer, an agri-
cultural publication, was llxed at $3,&10, the
same as last year. To-da- y the board ex-
pects to get to work in earnest.

. Assessor Saulcy and his deputies are very
busy men these days, since the notices an-

nouncing the appraisement of real estate
and improvements have been sent out.
Many of thoso who come with a "kick" say
their property has been appraised too high,
and they usually base this contention on the
value placed on some other piece of prop-
erty situated In their neighborhood. One
man appeared yesterday with a unique re-
quest. He went before the County Board
of Review and introduced himself as Chas.
W. Baggerly. He said he owned property
on Cornell avenue that had been appraised
at too low a figure. His lot was appraised
at $1XX), which was the value fixed in 1X1.
The general appraisement made four years
ago was rejected by the Board of Review
because It was not thought to be accurate,
and the value placed on property In 1S91 was
continued as the basis for fixing values thisyear. In Baggerly's case the valuation
placed on his houso in 1SD1 was reduced"
this year from $2,3U to fl,iA. He was not
pleafced with this reduction, and, asserting
that his house was worth more than $1,'jw,
asked that the appraisement be raised.

Afsessor Saulcy says it has been the nim
to appraise property at from 75 to SO per
cent, of Its selling price. On South Meridian
street below the Belt Railroad thirty-fo- ot

lots have been appraised at $1X. In some
parts of the city, more particularly the
northwest part, there has been a consider-
able decrease in the appraised value, but the
assessor says this Is due to the fact that
the appraisement of 191 was entirely too
hlsh in this part of town. On Indiana ave-
nue some lota that were appraised at 1,3"0
In IsOl. he says, have lately been selling at
$1,000. and this year were appraised at $$'.
In the northeast part of the city there have
been heavy Increases in the appraisement,
he claims. This is especially true of Lin-
coln and DouRlass parks and Morton Place
property. There has also been a heavy in-
crease in the appraisement of North Capitol
avenue property. The assessor says that in
Jsorth Indianapolis there is a marked in-
crease In the value of real estate. Iots that
sold for $73 in 1K)1 are now selling at $4o).
Thi Increase is said to be largely. due to
the extension of the electric car line to tho
suburb. It is claimed that in the neighbor-
hood of Thirtieth etreet and Northwestern
avenue lots that were offered for sale In llfor Jir.0 are now selling for $SoO and Jl.CO).
In. Brightwood there has been no increase
In values.

The high valuation placed on suburban
property, in some instances at nearly I) per
cent, of its actual selling value as indicated
by bona fide sales within the last sixty
days, has caused a protest and Is responsi-
ble for a number of the complaints. This
class of property is by no means as stable
In values as down town property, and as
most of the people who have houses on
suburban lands have built them for their
own homes they are apt to be the first to
claim discrimination or unjust assessment.
One man who bought a place on Graceland
avenue for $:v not a leng while ago finds
it assessed for that amount.

Deputy Assessor Jefferson says that tho
new assessment in this township will per-
mit a reduction of at hast 10 cents in the
tax rate. A man who has handled consider-
able real cstote. In commenting on thi.4
possible reduction yesterday said the heavy
increase of valuations in this township, com-
ing so close to actual selling prices, would
be a good thing for the State if tho same
basis were followed In every county in thoState, but as it is thin county would be
paying much above its proportionate share.

Appointment of Committees Election
or Officer Set for

Thursday.

Tho delegates to the eleventh annual con-

vention of the International Printing Tress-me- n

and Assistants' Union were welcomed
by Governor Mount and Mayor Taggart yes-

terday morning, when they gathered in the
hall of the House of Representatives at
the Statehouse. The Governor said the
auditor of state and the secretary of the
printing board were union printers and he
believed much of his success as Governor
was due to his secretary being a union
printer. He continued: "You pressmen have
accomplished much for your craft. You have
taken it out or the line of mechanics and
placed your work in the list of fine arts.
I find pleasure In welcoming you to the
State which offers the best opportunity for
good citizenship of any State in the Union.
Indiana la not a State of millionaires. Our
people are nearer a common level than
those of any other commonwealth. It Is a
State of prosperity. Industry and happy
homes. Our people are learning their in-

terdependencethat each 13 dependent upon
the other. The Hoosler has a pride, and
he has a natural right to It."

In a short talk Mayor Taggart said:
"We number among our best citizens those
who come from the organized trades. There
is not a sheet of paper printed in the city
that is not turned out by a press run by
a union man. We have taken the doors off
the city and it is yours while you are here."

Charles P. Froschauer, chairman of the
local convention committee, turned the gavel
oter to James II. Bowman, president of the
international organization, when the
speeches were over, and the work of the
convention began at once. All the desks
In the chamber were occupied. The dele-
gates are the masters of the fastest work-
ing machines In the world, and there was
a corresponding lack of delay in the con-
vention. The credentials committee reported
that there were present sixty-fiv- e delegates
entitled to vote. The trouble between the
New York pressmen and assistants cropped
out, but all the delegates were seated. This
trouble Is of long standing. It is claimed
that the pressmen "do not treat the assist-
ants right."

In the afternoon Eugene V. Debs ad-
dressed the convention. He talked of the
beneflcient effect on mankind of organized
labor. The only chance for the laboring
classes to get what is due them in this
world is to organize, according to Mr. Debs.
He urged that all bickering between organ-
izations and within individual organizations
be put aside, and that all join hands In
working for the common end. Mr. Debs's
audience complimented him by Its rapt at-

tention to what he said.

THE NINE-HOU- R DAY.
Thee committees will consider the busi-

ness called up or created by the delegates.
There are no important questions to con-
sider. The big concern to the organization
at this timo la the decrease of. working
hours. The nine-ho- ur day will go Into effect
Nov. 21. Thi3 was agreed on at a conference
several months ago. In many cities the
nine-ho- ur day has been in effect for several
year and it Is not expected that a hard
struggle will be necessary to put the sched-
ule into effect over the. country. The death
benefits paid by the organization are $200
to pressmen and Sl to Hssistan ts. The ap-
propriation to pay death benefits is i) per
cent, of tho total funds. This appropriation
has proved to bo too mall, and it Is proba-
ble that either It will be enlarged or the
amount of the benefits will be decreased at
this convention.

The election of officers will occur Thurs-
day. James 11. Bowman, of Chicago, will
undoubtedly be re-elec- ted president, it is
aid. The present secretary and treasurer

is Theodore F. Galoskowsky, of St. Louis.
He declines to serve anotner year, and It
seems likely that William G. Loomis, of De-
troit, the present first vice president, will bii
elected to fill the vancancy, though he has
an opponent In W. J. Webb, of New York,
for the office. J. D. McDonald, of Boston,
the present second vice president, .will be
opposed for re-elect- ion by William Scott,
of Denver; Ignatius Robinson, of New
York, and Gforge F. Kinney, of New York.
The office of second vice president is al-
ways rilled by a representative of the as-
sistants' branch of the organization.

The convention will continue until Friday
evening. Last night an informal reception
was given at the Grand Hotel and the dele-
gates talked qf th2 affairs of the organiza-
tion and the amendments to Its laws that
are suesreMed t this convention.

A session will be held this morning and
the afternoon will be giten over to a street-
car ride. The cars will start from the Grand
Hotel at 1:30 o'clock for Broad Ripple Park.
The return trip will be made by way of 11

linois street, and an hour will be spent at
Kalrbank. Later In the afternoon the party
will gather on tho steps of the Soldiers' ami
Sailors' Monument and a photograph will be
taken of it. Wednesday. Thursday and Fri-
day will be spent In the convention hall.
Wednesday night a banquet will be served
at the Grand Hotel.

Memorial to Ex-Presid- ent Prescott.
W. B. Prcseott, of this city, who was for

seven years president of the International
Typographical Union, has been presented
with a memorial, the offering of the organi-
zation over which ho presided for so long.
At the last meeting of the International
Union in Syracuse. N. y the executive
council was Instructed to prepare a memo-
rial and present It to Mr. Prescott In rec-
ognition of his services as president of the
international body. The presentation was
made last Sunday at the headquarters of
the local typographical union, by President
Donnelly of the International Union. 'The
memorial reviews Mr. Prcscotfe career as
president of the International Union and re-

fers to the transition from hand composi-
tion to machinery during his term of ofilce
without loss of membership or reduction of
wages. Reference Is made to the closing
hours of Mr. Prescott's administration
when he saw the inauguration of a shorter
work-da- y in book and Job printing offlcea.
This. It Is realized, was largely due to Mr.
Prescott's efforts, and notwithstanding these
trade conditions, tho memorial continues,
the typographical union has grown in the
confidence and esteem of publishers and cm-ployi- ng

primers and In usefulness to ltd
meaner?. The memorial says further: "The
council acting for the membership at large
places on record its recognition and appre-
ciation of the untiring energy and prompt-

THE INDIANA VARNISH C03IPANIES
INVITED INTO IT.

Lilly Plant, of This City, Reeelves a
Proposal To Control Car-

riage Supplies.

According to what may be considered as
authoritative Information plans are being
matured for the organization of a trust to
control the manufacture and sale of car-
riage builders' material of all descriptions.
In vhat stage the negotiations are at pres-

ent it Is impossible to ascertain, but the
fact leaked out yesterday that unless all
signs fail the trust will be formed. An In-

dianapolis man returning frcm Cincinnati
Sunday night gave out the first intimation
of the scheme received in this city. Care-
ful inquiry yesterday developed the fact
that negotiations have been under way to
effect the consolidation of the different
branches of the Industry for several days
past.

So far the only concern in this city to be
approached by the organizers of the trust
ha3 been the Lilly Varnish Company, whose
interests in this State, if the plan is car-
ried out, will be merged with those of the
O'Brien Varnish Company of South Bend.
None of . the officials of the Lilly Varnish
Company were in the city yesterday. When
Inquiry was made of the superintendent of
the works that ofilcial said bluntly that the
general plan of a consolidation of the var-
nish interests of the country had been sub-
mitted to the Lilly company, but that no
option had as yet been given on the plant.
When asked wnere President Charles Lilly
was yesterday the superintendent of the
factory said he could not say positively,
but volunteered the statement tnat Mr. Lilly
was not expected back for several days.
It was suggested to him that Mr. Lilly
might be in consultation with some of the
promoters of the trust in some other city,
but the superintendent said that he was
not Informed on that point.

According to the first information received
by the Journal the principal firms to be
brought into the trust will be: The Mur-
phy Varnish Company, Valentine Varnish
Companj', Parrott Varnish Company, all of
New York; Buckeye Varnish Company, of
Columbus, O.; Standard Varnish Company,
Pratt-Lambe- rt Varnish Company, of Chi-
cago; O'Brien Varnish Company, of South
Bend, lnd.; Lilly Varnish Company, of In-
dianapolis, besides other varnish companies
In Newark, N. J., Cleveland and Cincinnati,
the names of which the Journal's informant
could not give. Besides the varnish manu-
facturers it. is hoped to bring the De Voe,
Heath & Mllligan. Sherwin-William- s and
Detroit white lead works, all color manu-
facturers, into the trust along with the
present white lead-trust- .

While nothing definite was said about
other branches of the material trade. It was
intimated that a revival of the wheel trust,
which flourished In this city a few years
ago, is expected, and. with all these inter-
ests working In harmony, it is expected
to control the prices of all material In the
carriage trade and painting industry alto-
gether. The negotiations for the formation
of the trust have been carried on with great
secrecy. The original proposition for the
consolidation was made to the Lilly Var-
nish Company over two weeks ago, at
which time it is probable that similar
propositions were made to the other con-
cerns in the combine.

BOARD OF TRADE GOVERNORS

Appointment of Committees The
Secretary's Salary.

The Board of Trade Governors met last
evening and spent over an hour discussing
the salary of the secretary. A motion was
made to make J. W. Smith' secretary by ac-

clamation, but it brought out opposition
from Fred P. Rush. He did not object to
Mr. Smith and said he thought he was as
honest and as good a secretary as could be
secured, but he did think the expenses of
the secretary's office were too high and that
they could be reduced. He wanted to make
the salary $1,500 instead cf $l,SO0 a year. This
proposition provoked a long discussion in
the course of which E. B. Martindale said
it was a rule of business to cut a man's
salary as low as possible and yet secure
blood, but he was not in favor of reducing
Mr. Smith's salary. Mr. I. S. Gordon was
In favor of increasing tho salary of the sec-
retary to $2,000. and authorizing him to em-
ploy what assistance was needed. . Tho ne-cesi- ty

of the office of an assistant secretary
and the duties of the secretary occupied all
the time of the meeting, and R. O. Hawkins
finally said that the question before the
house was the election of the secretary and
not the salary. tMr. Smith thereupon arose
and said if he was elected secretary he
would abide by any future decision of the
board as to the. value of his services. Hewas thereupon elected by acclamation and
the question of salary arid expenses of the
secretary's office was referred to the finance
committee to report at the next meeting.

D. M. Parry called attention to the pos-
sibility of the Odd Fellows' home being
moved from Oreensburg and moved the ap-
pointment of a committee of five to see
about securing it for this city. The motion
was carried and President Iazarus will an-
nounce the committee to-da- y. After the an-
nouncement of the standing committees for
the year the members enjoyed lemonade and
other refreshments.
