RECEIVER JAMES F. FAILEY IS FI-

NALLY DISCHARGED.

Distributed Nearly Two .Million Dol-lar- a

In Seven Years He Re-

ceives 2 Ter Cent.

The final report of James F. Failey as
receiver of the defunct Order of the Iron
Hall vii filed with Judge McMaster yes
terday In the Superior Court. The document
hows that the receiver has paid over the

final dividend ordered by the court on May 4

last, amounting to one-fift- h of 1 per cent.,
or, In the aggregate, J12,Xa).

After stating that he has deposited with
the clerk of the court all books artl papcra
showing the condition of the corporation at
the time tho receivership commenced, the
receiver asks the court to make such pro-

visions as would protect him from liability
for all outstanding checks issued in payment
of dividends, taaes for and court costs.
This provision is asked for because of the
experiences of other receivers who issued
checks to people, who, instead of cashing
them, deposited them In safety vaults, where
they remained until their death. In one
specific case, called to mind, the bank failed
beore the administrator of th estate found
the check and the court held that, although
tho check had been issued In good faith
and the money provided for at the time, the
receiver must etill be liable.

Continuing, the report states that the re-

ceiver "has reduced to cash all assets and
has carried out all orders of the court, caus-
ing records to be made covering about 7,000
pages of the court record. He had dealt
with more than 63,000 members of the order
and l.loO subordinate branches located in
several States and Canada, and with a large
number of local and atate receivers which
receiverships, with a few exceptions, were
made auxiliary to the Indiana receivership."

The report further says: "There has been
brought Into the fund administered by this
receivership more than $1,230,000 which was
not within the control of the Indiana court
at the time of the appointment of the re-

ceivership In this State. There cams into
his possession, by reason of the decree of
his appointment, Aug. 23, 1SU2, as assets
subject to the control of this court, 02,-43.- 52.

He has recovered since that date
from outside the State 11.374,2X47, making a
total or 51.976.776.93 administered upon in this
receivership, and which has been distributed
among eomo ia.wo claimants and creditors,
whose claims aggregated in round numbers
KUOO.CGO. All of his acta were taken with
the sanction and approval of the several
Judges of the court, as has been evidenced
by the orders of this court on record andpapers on file. The receivership has been
one of unusual magnitude and has developed
many new and complicated Questions of law.
as well as the practical administration of
a large trust. Much litigation has arisen in
the course of which there were settled many
questions of law as to the rights and duties
of receivers administering a trust similar to
the Iron Hall membership, and It is believed
tnat tne trust has oeen closed as speedily
as could have been done to the advantage
of the claimants."

Judge McMaater aDDroved the reDort and
discharged the receiver, bringing one of the
most ceieDratea cases, covering a period of
seven years, to an end. As nearly as can
be estimated at this time, the receivership
nas cost per cent, or the amount distrib-
uted. 2 per cent, beir? allowed the receiver
lor his own worK in the case.

SLIT AGAINST STATE LIFE.
Alleged Certain Policy Holders Are

Shown Favors.
A suit was filed yesterday la the Superior

Court to compel the State Life Insurance
Company to pay dividends promised to cer-
tain "preferred" policy holders as an In
ducement to them to use their Influence to
Increase the business pf the -- company in
this State. The plaintiff Is William W. Mil
ler, who alleges in his complaint that he
secured a flvethousanddolIar policy from
the company on Oct. 31, 1S08, and paid the re
quired premium of IZX). On Nov. 10, he al
leges, the company Issued to him a commis
sion as an "advieory representative," with
tho understanding that the number of such
representatives was to be limited to 500.
This last instrument was issued, as claimed
by the company. In consideration of the
plaintiff ugipg his Influence to promote the
business of the company in this locality.
Miller, on the contrary. In his complaint.
averred that he had never accepted the
"commission" or agreed to perform any of
its obligations, but that the "commission"
was Issued to him purely to Induce him to
take out the Dolicv of Insuranr ITa al.
leges that the issuance of tte "advisory
representative" contract 'was but uart ofa general plan whereby the company under- -
ioos to preier certain persons selected by it
in- - tne payment of dividends and to give
such preferred prt.ons special dividends and
Denenta not given to other policy holders.'
It is alleged In the complaint that the company selected 400 people to participate in a

special renewal dividend or Jl on every
jl.wo worth of Insurance written in the
State lor ten years from June 1. on
which there had been paid during the pre
ceding year one annual, two semi-annu- al

or four quarterly premiums, exclusive of the
first year's premium. Miller also alleged
that the company, in enlarging its plan, se-
lected 250 people who were to be known as

vice counselors and who were to be sim-
ilarly compensated.

Miller charges that the payments agreed
upon In these contracts have not been grad-
ed according to the services rendered, but
that payments made to members of the
same clas3 have varied widely, making the
contracts ami benefits unjust and inequit-
able to many policy holders.

It Is also urged that the attorney preneral
has given an opinion to the atate auditor
to the effect that the?e contracts are il-

legal and void, and the plaintiff therefore
asks that the contracts be rescinded and
that he be ?iven judgment against the com
pany for t-- w.

JAMAICA'S SCHEME

Trylnsr to Induce Canada to Admit
Weil India Sugar Free of Duty

Correspondence of th Associated Tress.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, July 4. It is now

announced the real object of the govern-
ment in sending the reciprocity delegates
to Ottawa after completing the negotiations
at Washington is to endeavor to secure the
imposition by the Dominion government of
countervailing duties on European beet
sugar. With a view to extending the trade
relations between Canada and the British
West Indies (which," never very considera-
ble, had been steadily declining of late years
a? that between the United States and the
Islands had increased) the Dominion Par-
liament recently made some material cus-
toms reductions in their favor. Among
these was a reduction of 20 per cent. In tho
duty on cane sugar from the West Indies.
It was thought that this would give an Im-

petus to sugar exports to the Dominion. It
is now pointed out, however, and the dele-
gates will have to Impress on the Dominion
government that the concession is not suffi-

cient to meet the case. So long as the United
States maintains a countervailing duty
against JTuropeap beet sugar and admits the
West Indian cane product on the present
favorable terms, so long must the trade go
there. The idea, therefore, is to induce the
Canadians either to Impose countervailing
duties on European sugar or to remove the
duty altogether on that of the West In-
dies. Just what the Jamaican government
seeks to secure by this, supposing the at-
tempt should prove successful, is not very
clearly understood here, If reciprocity with
the United States is to be secured with
a view to any permanent advantage, con- -,

sldcrlng the comparative limitations of the
Canadian market.

The island is at present suffering from
one of the severest droughts experienced
during recent years, one of the most serious
results of which is the falling of the water
supply of Kingston. The rivers are already
exceedingly low, obliging the water commis-
sioners to lock off the city supply during
eighteen hours in every twenty-fou- r, al-
though the Island Is but Just entering on the
normal "dry season." This has occasioned
widespread alarm on account of the recently
completed sewerage works, which are there
by threatened with an indefinite suspension
and the city, with all the evils for which
that stands. Even at present it is with the
greatest difficulty and care that any flush-
ing can be done.
