CHICAGO, July 20.—No friction developed
at the meeting of the Democratic national
committee to-day, and the silver men who
made such belligerent assertions last night
gfalled to make them good to-day. Not a
pingle warlike note was soumded and no
deflances were uttered either by the men
who demand that *“18 to 1" skall be the
rallylng ery In the next campaign or by
those who oppose its adoption. The only
snove made by the sliver men looking to-
ward recognition by the national commit-
12¢ was) during the afternoon,®*when the
©Ohlo Valley Bimetallle League was admit-
ted to the committee room and James P.
Tarvin, of Kentucky, acting as spokes-
man, read the resolution adopted by the
committee at its meeting early in the day
at the Palmer House. These resolutions
demanded that planks be inserted in the
fpext Democratic national platfcrm oppos-
Ing trustes, opposing “imperialism” and ad-
Bering to the silver ratio of 16 to 1. “And
along these lines we offer you our ald,”
sald Mr. Tarvin. There was a deflant ac-
¢ent upon the word “these” that seemed
10 Imply that the support of the bimetallists
could be secured along no other lines than
those marked out, but of thi® the commit-
tee took no notice. The Ohlo Bimetallic
League was courteously thanked for (s
profier of assistance and assured that it
swould be called on at such times as the
national committee felt in need of its as-
#istance. That was the beginning and end
‘ the silver episode. '

The fight against P. J. Devlin, editor of
the press bureau of the national commit-
tee, was brought to a finish, the Harrison
faction, of lilinols, securing his deposition
for the part taken by him as an officer of
the national committee in the last mayor-
sty election in Chicago.

CHANGES IN RULES.

Beyond making several changes In the
zules governing committees, nothing else
was done during the day. Section 1 of the
wules, which prescribes the formation of
the national committee, was amended so as
to permit the election of a vice chalrman,
10 act when the chairman is unable to be
present.

As soon as Viee Chairman Stone, had
called the meeting to order Congressman
Ferguson, of New Mexico, was elected to
fiill the vacancy from that State caused
by the resignation of F. A. Manzanares. The
chair then announced that it would be in
order to consider the question of admitting
the new member from Massachusetts, Com-
mitteeman Corcoran, a gold Democrat of
that State. having protested against hiz re-
meval to make room for George Fred V.-
lilams. The matter was settled in favor of
the latter, who retained the seat.

THE DEVLIN CASE.

Mr. Stone then announced that the com-
mittea of three appointed to investigate the
charges made by the Harrison faction of
Illinois against P. J. Devlin, editor of the
press bureau of the national committee, was
ready to report. The committee read the
lollowing:

“On Investigation your subcommittee finds
that Mr. Deviin holds his position by ap-
pointment from the chairman of the national
committee; that he receives no salary, but
has an allowance made to him for expenses,
covering office rent and assastance, which
varies from §5 to $175 per month; that his

duties, as far as your subcommittee can as- |

certain, are to furnish to the ready print
houses of the United States, weekly, such
matter as is deemed desirable in the inter-
ests of our party to have appear in the
ready print furnished to Democratic weekly
papers through these establishments. 8o far
as we can ascertaimn, Mr. Deviin seems (o
be a man speclally qualified for the dis-
charge of this duty. He is personally an
ardent Democrat and devoted to the princi-
ples of our party. He is a man of large
experience in this special line of business,
having editorial supervision of the publl-
cations of one of the largest ready print
houses in the United States.

“During our investigation of the incident
complained of by Mr. Gahan and the Illi-
nois committee we have had numerous con-
forences with Mr. Devlin He tells us his
authority from Senator Jones was general in
its character—mo special directions were
given him, and he understood ne was to ex-
ercise his discretion largely in the lpe of
work committed to his charge. He Insists
that the daily papers which published the
articles complained of are mistaken when
they aver that he stated that his article
had the indorsement of elther Senator Jones
or of the national committiee, He admits
no one in authority in the naiional commit-
tee was consulted In any manner prior to
the publication of the article, and Senator
Jones in a late letter to the chalrman of
your subcommittee avers that he never saw
the article until it was referred to him in
the course of this Investigation by the chair-
man of your subcommittee.

“Mr. Devlin explains the incident by stat-
ing he wrote the article complained of, in-
tending to send It out througis the press
bureau as alleged, but that before its pub-
lication he concluded not to do so; that in
his absence and without his knowledge it
was set up with other matter in the publi-
cation for that week, and before he discov-
ered it a number of copies had been printed:
that upon discovery of the error he caused
the entire issue, as he thought, to be de-
stroyed and reprinted the issue, eliminating
this article; that a copy which in some way
egcaped destruction fell into the hands of a
newspaper man, and that the publications in
the Chicago dallies were the result. Since this
investigation has been In progress, however,
the members of your subcommittee have
recedved from Mr. Devlin's office copies of
the Democratic press bulletin, which is pub-
lished by him as manager of the press bu-
reau of the national committee, in which,
over his own signature, he takes oceasion
to justify t act complained of and reit-
crates large the statement made in the
Chicago dallles hereinbefoe referred to.

“Our investigation convinces us that no
officer or member of the Democratic na-
tlonal committee was concerned, cither di-
rectly or indirectly, in the preparation or
publication of the article compiained of by
the Illinois committee and Mr. Gahan; that
the responsibility for their preparation and
publication, whether accidental or other-
wise, rests on and must be borne entirely
by Mr. Deviin; that occupying the position
which he did, It was very injudicious and
Indiscreet for him (no matter what his pres-
ent convictions as to the relative merits
of partles or candidates in the municipal
contests in Chicago) to permit the national
committee, which he represented, to in any
way be drawn into such controversv: that
it waa very injudicious and unwise for him
to have prepared such an article in the first
place, even though he afterward reconsid-
e€red his first determination to publish it;
but your subcommittee desires to call espe-
cial attention to the fact that after the
article complained of was Fublhhed in the
Chicago dally press, distinctly claiming that
it was by authority of the national com-
mittee and its chalrman (a claim then
known and now admitted by Mr. Devlin
to be false), Mr. Devlin remained absolutely
silent from then until the election was over,
allowing 200,000 copies of those papers con-
taining this article to be circulated in Chi-
cago and victnltg. and permitting it to have
its full effect (whatever that may have been)
and made absolutely no effort to correct
the false impression conveved or to extri-
cate the national committee from the faise
{oodtion in which it was designedly placed.
n this your subcommitte believes .{Ir. Dev-
lin was unfortunately unmindful of the

“In view of the fact that a press com-
mittee has been provided for aspa subcom-
mittee of our national committee, and with
the understanding that said committee is in
the future to supervise and control all
methods of publicity in which the commit-
tee and the party are Interested, it is our
opinion, and we hereby recommend. that
the national committee press bureau, of
which Mr. Devlin has been and is now in
charge, should be placed under the control
©0* the press committee of the national com-
mittee, and that its organization and future
operation should be directed and supervised
by such press committee.””

A motion was promptly made by Mr. Ga-
han, of Illinois, that the report of the com-
mittee be adopted, and it was carried with
three dissenting voices—O'Donnell of Colo-
rado, “Ilj!ams of Massachusetts, and Ab-
bott of New York—voting in the negative.
Mr. Bryan did not vote, notwithstanding the
fact that he held two proxies. :

The matter of rules was then taken up,
but Benator Tillman, of South Carolina,
moved an adjournment, as not all the mem-
bers of the committee were provided with
coples of the rules and he objected to fur-
ther proceedings until they were supplied.
The meeting then adjourned until 3:30, a re-
cess of one and one-half hours.

When the meeting reconvened Mayor
Rose, of Milwaukee, addressed the com-
mittee, inviting the members to make a visit
to Milwaukee. and Mr. Cox, the head of
the Kansas City delegation, which is en-
deavoring to secure the next Democratic
convention for that city, made a short
speech, setting forth the advantages of
Kansas City as a convention city. No ac-
tlon was taken regarding the talk of Mr.
Cox, as it had been determined before the
meeting was called to order that the com-
mittee should not at the present meeting
conzider anything relating to the location of
the next convention.

EIMETALLISTS HEARD.
Committeeman Norton, of Ohio, who was

acting for Mr. MclLean, the regular member
from that State, then announced that the
members of the Ohlio Bimetallic League
were at the door and moved that they be
invited to enter, and that Mr, Tarvin, of
Kentucky, thelr chairman, be asked to ad-
drese the committee. The motion was
passed and the members of the league were
admitted. Mr. Tarvin read the resolutions

passed by the league at the meeting held
at the Palmer House early in the day, call-

ing for the insertion in the next Democratic

national platform of planks antagonistic to
trusts, in opposition to “imperialism” and
for a declaration of adherence to the silver
Slank of the Chicago platform. His ad-
ress contained nothing calculated to con-
vey the impression that unless the members
of the league received the recognition they
demanded they would bolit from the ranks
of the Democratic party. “We ask,” said
Mr. Tarvin, "“to be allowed to co-operate
with the national committee along these
lines,” and he accented the word “these”
in a significant manner. No action was ta-
ken by the committee save to pass a vote
of thanks t: the members of the Bimetallic
League, and they were informed that the
committee would call upon them whenever
assistance

the committee and asked the passage of a
resolution to the effect that all sections of
the rules from two to ten, inclusive, be
stricken out. This was carried with some
debate. Thompson, of Nebraska, moved that
consideration of the plan of organization
work the committee is expected to carry out
be taken up. Vice Chairman Stone then took
the floor and made a lengthy address, out-
lining the work the committee should pur-
sue. He made no motion and no action was
taken.

Mr. Willlams, of Massachusetts, moved
that the matter of the press committee be
referred to the executive committee of the
national committee with power to act. This
was referred to the committee appointed
to assume charge of the press bureau. Mr.
Blanchard moved an amendment to Mr.
Williams's motion empowering the chair-
man to appoint a committee of five to have
charge of the press work, three of the mem-
bers to constitutée a working quorum. The
amendment was adopted, Mr. Willlams's
motion being lost. Mr. Johnson, of Kansas,
introduced a resolution grouping the States
for the purpose of facilitating campaign
work. He made no specifications or sug-
gestions in his resolution and it was re-
ferred to the executive committee with pow-
er to act.

Committeeman Woodson, of Kentucky,
delivered a long address on the methods
used for collecting money in Kentucky for
the ways and means committee.

Mr. Clayton, of Alabama, then moved an
adjournment sine die, which was carried,
the session coming to an end at 7 o'clock.

Committeeman Gahan invited the mem-
bers of the national committee and their
friends to make an excursion down the
drainage canal to-morrow morning, which
was accepted.

Before the meeting it was generally
rumored that there would be several
changes made in the subordinate commit-
tees, the principal one being the ejectment
of ex-Governor Altgeld from the ways and
means committee, but Vice Chairman Stone
anncunced that hé would positively appoint
no members of subcommittecs until after
the return of Chairman Jones from abroad.

It was declded that the management of
the press bureau should be left in the hands
of the committee which had investigated
the charges against Mr. Devlin until such
time as a permanent committee should be
appointed.

. J. Devlin has issued the following
statement: “The assertion that I have been
di=missed by the Democratic national coms-
mittee s absurd. Equally absurd is the
story that I will be superseded in the
future. A press committee has been ap-
pointed to supervise the work. Such a com-
mittee will in no way interfere with me. I
will have sole charge as heretofore.”

JUDGE TARVIN'S LEAGUE.

It Is for Bryan and 16 to 1, and Wants
Goldites Kicked Out.

CHICAGO, July 20.—At the meeting of
the Ohio Valley Bimetallic League this
afternoon the first move for the consolida-
tion of existing free silver clubs and or-
Eanizations into one big association and
the formation of other clubs was made. In
his opening addre=s Judge Tarvin, pres-
ident of the league, said: *“We are for
Bryan and 16 to 1. If there Is any one in
the party with different sentiments we
don't need them."”

A committee composed of delegates from
each State represented at the meeting was

appointed to confer with the national com-
mittee in regard to the formation of a na-

tional silver organization and to offer the

aid of the league in any efforts for the fur-
therance of the cause of Bryan and bi-
metallism. The following resolutions were
offered by Mr. Troop and adopted:
“Resolved, That it is the sense of this
meeting that the Democratic national con-
vention of 1900 shalt adopt the Chicago
platform of 1896, together with specific and
appropriate declarations against imperial-
ism and trusts; that they specifically de-
clare for independent bimetallism at 16 to
1; that we favor the nomination of William
J. Bryan for the presidency bg;nlhe Demo-
cratic nationai convention in 1900,
“Resolved, That the organization commit-
tee of the Ohio Valley Bimetalllc League,
at whose call this meeting was held, is now
requested to adopt and formulate a pian
of national organization by clubs, having
as a basis one member from each State, in
addition to those now on said committees,
and one member from each Territory, with
the purpose of further organization by con-
gressjonal districts and counties.
“Resolved, That this organization intends
to act as an aid to the Democratic national
committee and to assist in carrying out the
purlgoses and policles of said committee,
“Resolved, That a meeting of =aid organi-
zation, when so formed on such national
basis, be 'c'allrrd by the chairman for some
time in November or December, 1809, at a
place to be designated in the call.
“Resolved, That a committee consisting
of the chairman of the organization com-
mittee and one delegate from each State
here represented call on the Democratic na-
tional committee, now in session, and state
to sald committee the purposes and objects
of this organization and offer to said com-
mittee the aid of this organization in any
manner asked for and whenever asked.”

BISHOP WARREN RETURNS.

He Reports Methodist Institutions in
South America as Fiourishing.

NEW YORK, July 20.—After a seven
months' tour of Inspection along the west
coast of South Americ. Bishop H. W. War-
ren, of Denver, returned to this country on
the steamer Majestic. The bishop has been
in South America looking after the interests

of the Methodist Church in that part dt
the world. He visited the most extreme
southern citles, and, coming north through

Chile, he crossed the Andes into Argentine.
He sald that he found the institutions of
the church in a flourishing condition. “One
who had visited those couniries years ago,”
he said, “would be surprised at the change.
The church schools are dolng well, and,
though there is still a mixing up of church
and state, a more lberal spirit is abroad.
There would be a development in that sec-
tion both in religilon and commerce if we
had a few vessels running to South Amer-
ica. Most of the lines are English, and 1
was forced to cross the Atlantic, as In my
case the longest way round was the shortest
way home.

“An example of the growing liberality in
reiiglous matters in South America 1 may
say that Argentina takes the lead. While
I was in that republic I had an interview
with President Rosas. He is a liberal man.
and as a result of our talk he informed me
that he would i{ssue an order that all sol-
diers who were Protestants would here-
after not be obliged to attend mass. This
order was afterwards issued. I considered
it the greatest step toward religious liberty
that has been made in that country. It is
the sign of the times."

The bishop will make a short visit in this
city before leaving for Colorado.

BRITISH CRUISER ASHORE

Her Majesty's Ship Bonaventare in &
Bad Position.

WEI-HAI-WEI, China, July 0.—The Brit-
ish crulser Bonaventure is ashore in a bad
position at Cornilov. There is small chance
of getting the vessel off.

H. M. S. Bonaventure is a twin-screw
crulgser of the second class, of 4,360 tons
displacement and 9,000 indicated horse-pow-
er. She s built of steel, is 320 feet long,
49 feet 6 inches beam and 19 feet draught.
She was built at Davenport, in 1882, at a
cost of £247,128 Her armament consists of
two six-inch quick-firing guns, eight 4.7-inch
guns, eight 6-pounders and four muzzle load-

ers. She is commanded by Captain Robert
A. J. Montgomerie.

BRYAN AND ALTGELD

——

THE LIONS OF THE SILVER DEMON-
STRATION AT CHICAGO.

———

Auditorium Packed with Followers
of the Ex-Governor, Who Cheered
Every Mention of His Name,

-~

MANY SPEECHES DELIVERED

—

AND ALL IN FAVOR OF BRYAN AND
16-T0O-1 SILVER DOLLARS.

Trusts and Expansion Vigorously
Condemned—Hemarks of the Nebras-
ka Orator and Mr. Tillman,

——

CHICAGO, July 20.—Four thousand pec-
ple crowded into the Auditorium to-night
despite the sweltering heat to attend the
political meeting given under the auspices
of the Chicago platform Democrats. It was
from first to last a silver meeting, an Alt-
geld meeting and an anti-trust and anti-ex-
pansion meeting. All of the speakers save
ex-Governor Stone, of Missouri, who was
il and talked for less than two minutes, de-
clared in favor of 16 to 1 and against the
war in the Philippine islands,

The speech of Mr. Bryan evoked great en-
thusiasm among his hearers, eg&peclally
when he declared that the Amcrican gov-
ernment should pursue in Luzon the same
policy as was pursued in Cuba. The Philip-
pines, he said, came into our hands by acci-
dent of war, and, being there, they should
have been treated on American principles
and not on those practiced by European
governments. The policy of the United
States, he claimed, should have been to
create a republic in the Philippines and say
to all the world, *‘Hands off and let that re-
public live.” His audience was in sym-
pathy with his suggestions regarding the
Philippines and punctuated his speech with
cheers.

The meeting was largely made up of the
local adherents of the (‘hlég platform and
personal followers of ex-Govérnor Altgeld.
The meeting therefore partook somewhat
of the nature of a personal tribute to him.
Many of the speakers alluded to him in
laudatory terms, and at every mention of
his name the audience shouted approval.
Mr. Altgeld did not occupy a seat on the

latform, but throughout the meeting re-
g:alned {fn the rear part of an upper box,
and only made bis appearance at the front
of the box when the demand of the audi-
ence to hear from him became too loud for
Chairman Clarence S. Darrow to subdue.
About one-half of* the members of the na-
tional committee occupied seats on the plat-
form, the balance of them failing to put in
an appearance.

Chtfi‘;man Darrow made an address defin-
ing the cbjects of the meeting and urging
his hearers to stand firmly by the principles
enunciated in the Chicago platform of 1896,
He introduced the first speaker, John P.
Tarvin, of Kentucky. The mention of the
name of Altgeld by Mr. Tarvin produced a
great demonstration, men standing up on
their chairs and cheering wildly.

WANT NO TIME SERVERS.

The next speaker, who was neatly intro-
duced, was James F. Brown, of New York,
who spoke as follows: *1 am not here to
make a speech, but as chairman of the Chi-
cago platform Democracy, 1 desire to as-
sure the Demoerats of Chicago that the
Democratic masses of the State of New
York are true to the Chicago platform and
to Willlam Jennings Bryan.

Grand Jury Took but Thirty Minutes
to Decide on a Presentment of
Murder in First Degree.

NEW YORK, July 20.—The grand jury
found an indictment for murder in the first
degree against Roland B. Molineux this aft-
ernoon. The jury took thirty minutes to
finish its consideration of the case. Up to
this morning there had been no case of Ro-
land B. Molineux considered. All witnesses
were summoned in the name of John Doe,
who was charged with having caused the
death of Mrs. Kate J. Adams. Justice Wil-
liams, in his opinion dizmissing the indict-
ment against Molineux, based the quashing
of the indictment on incompetent and illegal
evidence brought before the grand jury. The
aim, it appears, of the district attorney, was
to avaid this fault In another indictment.
S0 all the witnesses were summoned in the
name of John Doe. During the week these
witnesses were minutely examined as to
the case, both experts and others. They all
gave it as their opinion that Roland B. Mol-
ineux was connected with the case, and by
some that he was the gullty person. To-
day the evidence was presented formally
against Roland B. Molineux and hls indict-
ment followed. _

GRAND SIGHT N HAWAIL

Long-ldle Voleano Resumes Spouting
Streams of Lava.

HILO, Hawall, July 8, via San Francisco,
July 20.—After a term of rest and nearly
complete idleness extending over a period
of several years, the volcano of Mokuweo-
weo has again broken out and gives promise
of one of the greatest demonstrations ever
furnished by this volcano. The eruption
was first noticed at the Volcano House early
on the morning of July 4 The outbreak
occurred on the side of Mauna Loa at an
elevation of about 10,000 feet and at about
the same place as where issued the flow
of 1880-81. Two immensé fountains of lava
were forced Into the air at an elevation of
many hundred feet, and from these and the
constant overflow from the mountain were
rapidly formed the three lava flows which
are now steadily making their way down
the mountainside toward the sea. These
streams of lata have taken different direc-
tions, and the rapidity of their movements
is dependent on the obstructions and de-
pressions of the country through which they
pass.

The eruptions show no signs of abatement
and the sight by night is one of unusual
grandeur and brilllancy. At the Volcano
House, which is probably some twenty-five
miles from the outbreak, lights are not re-
quired through the night, and the country
for many miles around the mountain is
brightly illuminated. George Paty, who has
resided on this island for the past thirty
pears, and who has witnessed all the out-
breaks during that time, says this seems
to be the most extensive of all, starting as
it did so far from the summit and the pros-
pect of a long siege is favorable.

AN UNUSUAL CASE.

Mother Must Pay for Apprehension of
#a Son Who Killed His Brother. -

ATLANTA, Ga., July 20—-The Supreme
Court to-day handed down a decision in
the case of Mercer et al. against Mrs.

Sarah Campbell in which the defendant is
ordered to pay a reward for the apprehen-
slon of her son as his brother's murderer.
The case came from the Jasper Superior
Court. The story begins with the murder
of Wm. C. Campbell, the elder son of Mrs.
Sarah Campbell. Mrs. Campbell was asked
if she would guarantee the payment of a
reward for the murderer. She says A. L.

Mercer and others told her the real mur-
derer was a negro who had quarreled with

her son. Mrs. Campbeil signed her name to
the paper offering the reward and guaran-
teeing its payment. When the arrest was
made Mrs. Campbell was horrified to find
that it was her only son, James M. Camp-
bell. She then resisted the payvment of the
reward, saying that she had been deceived,
believing that the murderer was a negro.
“What natural mother would have signed
a paper offering a reward for the arrest
of her own and only son on the charge of
murder,” asked Mrs, Campbell in her an-
swer filed to the petition on which suit was
broughkt by the arresting rty for the re-
ward. But the gquestion of law and fact was
gtronger than sympathetic appeal and the
Supreme Court affirmed the decislon of the
lower court. Mrs. Campbell, having lost both
sons, will be compelled to pay the reward

THE HAGUE, July 20.—The first com-
mittee of the international peace confer-
ence met to-day. M. Van Karnebeck, rep-
resenting Holland, submitted amendments
to the report, omitting the prohibition
clause from the first four points of Count
Muravieff's circular, but expressing the de-
sire that the remaining three points be
made the subject of a formal convention. A

long discussion followed, after which the

committee unanimously supported the pro-
hibition of firing explosives from balloons,
The delegates representing the United
States and Great Britain voted together
against the prohibition of the use of as-
rhyxiating gases and explosive bullets.
Because unanimity was impossible, Cap-
tain Mahan, of the Amerftan delegation,
declared that he could not modify his views
and that he would maintain his previous at-
titude. The American delegates explained
that they voted with the British delegation
on the subject of expansive bullets because

they did not wish to modify their objection
to any kind of restriction upon the produc-
tion of war material.

Captain Mahan and Sir Jullan Pauncefote
finally moved the suppression of the clauses
proposing a formal convention on the other
three points of the Muravieff circular. This
was agreed to and the amended report will
be submitted to the full conference to-mor-
row, when it will be decided whether the
conclusion of a convention on these dis-
puted points is possible. A fresh conven-
tion for adapting to mnaval warfare the
Geneva convention of 1864 will also be sub-
mitted to the conference to-morrow.

The third committee adopted the thirty-
four articles of the arbitration scheme,
with the exception of the five clauses re-
lating to international courts of inquiry, ac-
tions from the Roumanian and Servian
governments to their delegates. An effort
was made to obtain the substitution in Ar-
ticle 27 of the words *“‘deem it useful” for
the phrase “‘consider it their duty,” by Mr,
Holls, secretary of the American delega-
tion, and Dr. Zorn, one of the German del-
egates, vigorously defended the original
reading, which was adopted unanimously.

Captain Mahan's Views.

LONDON, July 21.—The Times corre-
spondent at The Hague says Captain Ma-
han, U. 8. N., retired, one of the American
delegates, to-day re.terated his argument
that the use of asphyxiating shells was far
less inhuman than the employment of sub-
marine hoats and other methods of destrue-

tion which are still permitted. According
to the correspondent Captain Mahan said:
“We would do much to secure unanimity,
but we cannot deny our conviction, nor can
we admit as true what we belleve to be con-
trary to reason. We hold that it is better
to be right by ourselves than to be wrong
unanimously.”

In an interview later Captain Mahan re-
marked that the use of expanding bullets
was a question belonging to the province of
Captain Crozier, of the Ordnance Depart-
ment, U. 8. A., but he thought the defini-
tion adopted by the first commission was
wanting in precision. It applied to details
instead of adopting a principle, as Captain
Crozier proposed,

RUSSIAN COMMITS SUICIDE.

The Grand Duke’'s Remalins,
BATOUM, July 20.—The fleet of war ves-
sels conveying the Empress Dowager of
Russla and the grand duke's remains ar-
rived here this morning simultaneously with
the train bearing the remains of the
czarewitch.

was transferred to a splendid floating
catafalque decorated with palms and ex-
otics, and placed under a rich white silken
baldachino.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN HOPEFUL.

The Transvaal's New Franchise Law
May Avert Trouble,
LONDON, July 20.—Replying to a ques-
tion in the House of Commons to-day re-
garding the relations between Great

Britain and the South African republic, the
secretary of state for the colonies, Mr.
Juseph Chamberlain, sald that the modifica-
tions made in the franchise law of the
Transvaal lead the government to hope that
the new law may prove the basls of a set-

tlement on the lines laid dowwn by Sir Al-
fred Miiner, the British high commissioner
of South Africa. The government, however,
Mr. Chamberiain added, observed that the
Volksraad had still retained a number of
conditions that might be interpreted so as
to take with one hand what was given by
the other. It would also be easy by subse-
quent legislation to alter the whole charac-
ter of the concessions, but, Mr. Chamberlain
added, the government feels assured that
President Kruger, having accepted the prin-
ciple for whick the British government has
conténded, is well prepared to reconsider
any details of his scheme which might
posslbly hinder the full accomplishment of
the object in view, and that he will not
allow it to be nullified or reduced in value
by subsequent alterations of the law or any
act of the administration.

Scenor Siivela’s Appeal.
MADRID, July 20.—In the Chamber of
Deputies to-day Senor Silvela, the premler,
on behalf of the government, appealed for
the assistance of all parties in disposing of
the financial questions confronting the gov-
ernment. He announced that the govern-

ment considers it indispensable to deal with
the proposals regarding the public debt
promptly, and would then take up the re-
organization of the public service and the
economics demande by public opinion.
Other financial measures, Senor Silvela sald,
would be discussed at the next session of
the Cortes.
