A STORY INDICATING HIS POSSESSION
OF A “YELLOW STREAK.”

Owed the Foundation of His Fortune
to Thomas Scott, but Refused to
Come to His Benefactor's Aild.

~

“Megargee,"” in Philadelphia Times.

Our talk the other day about George M.
Puilman and the introduction and growth
of the sleeping cars that bear his name, has
led to many inquiries as to whether the late
Chicago mlllionaire was the inventor of that
condition of rallroad travel which has
brought peaceful slumber to many millions
of travelers., The answer Involves a remark-
able story which concerns an individual
known to fame and fortune as Andrew Car-
negle, and the telling may require more
than one chat between us.

This by way of preface:

When the late David Brooks, the famous
electrician, oue of the first amoug the tele-
graphic authorities of this country, one of
the men who put in operation the first com-
mercial telegraph line erected in America,
died there passed away one who never failed
to laugh mast heartily and shake his aged
head mysteriously whenever he heard or
read of the publle munificence of Andrew
Carnegie. 1f Brooks had been a bitter-tem-
pered man he probably would have ex-
pressed his feelings upon these occasions
with a sneer. But he was not of the sneer-
ing kind, and so the jovial old gentleman
would laugh with many inward chuckles
and sometimes add with a twinkle in his
blue eyes: *“Andy can build all the monu-
meénts to himseif that his money will per-
mit, but he can never make the friends of
Thomas A. Scott forget how he was faith-
less to the man who started him on the road
to fortune.” He was rather averse to tell-
ing the tale, but the day before the dedica-
tion of the mammeoth music hall at Seventh
avenue and Fifty-seventh street which owes
its rise to Carnegle’'s big endowment, he
was moved by the newspaper adulation and
notoriety which was being showered upon
the miliionaire iron manufacturer to tell the
narrator this story.

CARNEGIE'S START.

“Andrew Carnegie has sald,” began Mr,
Erogks, *‘‘that he owes his rise in life to
a game of checkers. 1 will explain what
is meant by that remark, and 1 can make
the explanation more authoritatively than
can even Carnegle himself. HIis father was
a moulder in a pottery. He was a Scotch-
man, He brought his wife and his son from

the land of their birth about forty years
ago and took up his residence in Pittsburg,
where he secured empoyment. Llke many
of his countrymen ke was very fond of
playing checkers or draughts, and in pur-
sult of that pleasure frequently visited at
night a well-known ale house in the Smoky
City in which one room was given over eén-
tirely to lovers of the game. When the At-
lantic and Ohio Telegraph Company had
been extendsd from Philadelphia to Pitts-
burg 1 was made mamétr of the Western

crossed the Alle.heniu. It was from Col.
George Washington Bowman, of to

President James K. Polk and concerned the
calling out of troops for the Mexican war.
At this time and for manly years later I was
very fond of the game of checkers and fre-
quently visited the ale house of which I
have spoken, and there became acquainted
with the elder Carnegie and had many
friendly contests with him. At times he
brought his son with him. He was a bright
iad and, although quite young, could play
draughts well and frequently tested my
rowess. [ took quite a liking to the boy.
ne evening the elder Carnegle remarked
that he did not know what to do with his
son In the way of occupation. I said: ‘Send
him down to my office and T will make a
messenger bhoy of him.” The proposition was
quickly and gladly accepted. The next day
he began his new employment. His salary
was fixed at $2 a week. I found that he was
intelligent and Industrious, and, taking an
interest in him, 1 had an old telegraph in-
strurhent fitted up in the office without any
connection, and when the boy was not en-
gaged and T was not too busy I taught him
upcn this how to tick out the Morse alpha-
bet. He was a quick learner and he soon
became a skillful operator.

PROTEGE OF SCOTT.

“At that time Thomas A. Scott was su-
perintendent of the Western division of the
Pennsylvania Railroad. A telegraph instru-
ment had been rigged up in his office and he
wanted some one to manipulate the key.
I recommended young Carnegie for the posi-
tion and he was employed. He showed such
aptitude in managing the movement of
trains by telegraph that he was soon raised
to a higher position, where he continued to

attract the attention of Mr. Scott and was
rapidly pushed higher. His employer and
patron gave him opportunities to engags in
some coal and oil speculations that were
successful and afterward gave him a great
orportunity to make money from the first
sleeping cars that were built on the Penn-
sylvania Railroad. These chances for for-
tune which were actually thrust upon him
by his friends enabled him to engage in
larger enterprises, and he soon became a
rich man. What was Thomas A. Scott's
reward for these Kindnesses? In 1872, when
Colonel Scott, as the result of his boundless
confidence in the future of the Texas Pa-
cific Ralilroad, found himeelf in financial
difficulties, a meeting of his largest cred-
ftors and his warmest friends was held in
the city of Philadelphia. His liabilities were
found to be about $7,000,0060, to offset which
were his holdings in Texas Pacific, which
at that time were not avallable assets
There was unanimous confidence in Colonel
Scott’s abillty to retrieve victory from dis-
aster. To aid him in his difficulty Simon
Cameron subscribed $§1,00000) and Cnl
James Duffy, of Marletta, Pa., contributed
a like amount. Other well-known men who
had been aided by Colonel Scott In varlous
ways were appealed to for assistance, and
among them Andrew Carnegle, and every
man thus addressed, with the exception of
Andrew Carnegie, made an affirmative re-
sponse, Carnegle, who was then a very
wealthy man, refused to advance one penny
to ald his benefactor. That Tom Scort did
not ask his friends to throw their moneay
Into a quicksand was quickly shown. When
he died, eight years later—and for this 1
had the word of his bosom friend and ad-
viser, Col. Duffy—he was worth $26,000,000,
nearly all of which immense fortune was the
resuit of the natural advance in the value
of his Texas Pacific securities. But Car-
negle was a canny 8Scot, and he did not pro-
pose risking any money the expenditure of
which did not promise to bring him public
credit. I have heard it sald that Carnegle
was the only one of Tom Scott's hundreds
of proteges in whom he was disappointed
and who proved ungrateful.”

Contained in David Brooks's reference
to Andrew Carnegie having been permit-
ted to make money out of the first sleep-
ing cars built on the Pennsylvania Rail-
road 1s a singular story. It is & further
striking {llustration of the methods where-
by Mr, Carnegie has achleved fame and
