Growing Out of War with Spain

WASHINGTON, Aug. 10.—The report of
Commiseioner of Pension Evans for the
fiscal year ended June 3 last shows total
disbursements of $138253923, leaving a bal-

ance of $1.557,188 in the treasury out of the
$140,000,000 appropriated. The toial number

of pensioners on the roll June 3 was 91519,
a decrease of 2195. There were 4,991 names
added to the roll and 43,188 dropped. The re-
port shows that the pensicn roll is decreas-
ing. Of those dropped 34,345 were because of
death and 85841 becausa of remarriage,
minors attalning their majority, failure to

¢laim pension and other causes.

Under the general law there were 1412
claims filed and 3,624 allowed. There were
6,184 original widows' claimg flled and 4,246
allowed.

The war with Spain brought a total of
16,988 claims, of which number but 23 haye
been allowed.

Under the act of June 27, 1890, original in-
walid pensions to the number of §560 were
flled and 2084i allowed. There were 11,54
original widows' clalms under this act filed
and 12,185 granted. OQut of 34,330 applications
for increase under the general law, 22460

were granted, and out of 31,770 applications
for increases under the act of 1890, 25.0i3
were granted. A recapitulation shows that
out of a total of 111387 clalms filed, 59,054
certificates were issued.

During the year sixty-three attorneys
were disbarred, ten suspended, two dropped
and one application for admission to prac-
tice revoked. Thd total number of attorneys
standing disbarred ;Iuly .1 1899, is 1,163,

In diplomatic quarters coples of the re-
port just presented to the Houses of Par-
llament by the committee which investi-
gated the currency of Indla have been re-
celved. It is on this report that Lord George
Hamilton, secretary of state for India, has
based his announcement within the last
few days that India would go to the gold
standard. This announcement has attracted
much attention in the United States and
the conclusions are, moreover, to some ex-
tent connected with the negotiations car-
ried on son:2 months ago by Senator Wol-

cott and others representing this country
as to International bimetallism. This com-
mission was made up of the most influential
statesmen and financlers of England, and
the testimony before them wasgiven hg- such
eminent authorities as Lord Rothschild, head
of the great firm of Rothschilds: Lord Al-
den former verner of the Bank of
England; the Ear! of North Brook, former
governor general of India; Sir Alex. Mack-
enzie, lleutenant governor of Bengal; Prol.
Hmhn.ll. of the University of Cambridge
and Index, practically all of the students
and scholars of economic questions in Great
Britain. The sessions were private, and the
testimony, as well as the final report, has
now been made public for the first time.
The report first sets forth the origin and
present condition of the monetary system
of India, and then says: '“We proceed to
consider the question whether in the light of
the six years' experience galned since 1803,
it is le to reverse the policy initiated
in that year, and to reopen the Indian mints
to the unrestricted coinage of silver. In our
opinion measures for gradual reopening
would be so fully and Iimmediately dis-
counted as to defeat the precise objects for
which they are suggested. It Is obvious,
moreover, that the certaln prospect of a
heavy fall in coinage would at once drive
capital from Indla. The policy of opening
the mints &t some fTuture date to silver
stands on a different footirg when urged by
those who look forward to an international
sgreement and consider that there is rea-
nable hope of such an agreement within a
%ﬁod. Such persons aim directly
at a le exchange between Indla and the
United Kingdom, and advocate delay only
in order that an international agreement
be reached. With regard to this antici-
Eﬂ we confine ourselves here to stating
the negotiations of 1887 with France

“We come next to the suggestion that
the present tem of closad mints handi-
capse India in her industrial competition with
countries on a silver standard.

HUNDREDS OF SOLDIERS DROWNED
WHILE FIGHTING ROBBERS,

Thousands of People Made Homeleas
by a Flood-=Intrigues at the Peking
Palace—An Imperial Edict.

— o

VANCOUVER, British Columbia, Aug. 10.
—The following mail advices were recelved
by the steamer Empress of Japan: “A ter-
rible flood has swept over the prefccture of
War-Chow, where 1530 houses were de-
stroyed and thousands of poor people ren-
dered homelese. A band of thousands of
robbers I8 ravaging the country. Ten junks
full of soldiers, sent to head them off, were
captured, arms taken from soldiers and the
junks burned. Hundreds of the soldlers
were drowned, Seven hundred natives who
resisisted the onward march of the enemy
were killed, while 2,000 saved their llves by
joining the robbers.

The French authorities in Indo-China have
concelved the idea of converting the China-
man into a soldier, following the example
of the British at Wei-Hal-Wel. They are
forming a regiment of Celestial tirallleurs,
wno, it Is belleved, will be more efficient
soldiers than the Anamites now in the
French service.

On the surface Peking Is qulet, but be-
neath there 18 ferment. The Empress dow-
ager still holds the reins of office, but the
palace is a veritable hotbed of jealousies
and intrigues — prince against minister,
eunuch against both, and the Empress
dowager and her favorites against the rest,

The EBmpress dowager has issued an edict
at Peking in which several sweeping re-
forms are ordered to take place in all the
state departments of the empire. The edict
opens with a perfect tirade on the whole of
the officials in all the provinces concerning
their duty in order to prevent what is stated
to be a perpetual “‘squeezing’ among those
who are in charge. The edict proceeds to
say that the directors of the Peking sta-
tions and all the departments have been
guilty of “squeezing,” and that in order to
remedy these wrongs it would Le necessary
in the future that the viceroys at Tartar,
the generals and governors, should take
notice of the condition of things, which was
deplorable. The Peking & Tien-Tsin Rail-

way, the edict goes on to state, has made
a handsome profit, but there will be no
further construction of rallroad lines unti)
the Lu-Han sysiem has been completed.
When that is done and it has been found to
be profitable other lines will be lald down.

The Nunobiki Mark, 1,440 tons gross, for-
merly belonging to the Mitsul Bussan Kwal-
sha, sank In the vicinity of the SBaddle archi!-
pelago, at the mouth of the Yangtse-Kiang,
tweénty miles from Shanghal. Of the crew
twelve only were rescued by the British
steamer Kyuchiang. It I|s supposed there
must have been 120 or 130 passengers on
board, almost all of whom were drowned.
The steamer was built in England In 1864,

The text of a treaty between Russia and
Siam has been published in Hong-Kong.
The treaty expires Dec. 1 next. The chief
claugse reads: “That in evervthing relating
to the jurisdiction of commerce and naviga-
tion Russian subjects in Siamese territory
and Slamese subjects in Russian territory
will enjoy henceforth, until the expiration
of the present arrangement, all the rights
.and privileges accorded the subjects ol
other rations In Russia or in Siam by the
treaties that shall be made in the future."

For a considerable time the Manila news-
papers have been making outspoken refer-
ences to the large shipments of arms and
ammunition to the Philippines from Hong-
Kong. A proclamation of the government
prohibits traffic in arms, but it still goes
on. Hong-Kong is also sending arms into
China at an alarming rate. Revolvers are
commen articles among the Chinese ruf-
fians who infest the Canton river delta and
Kowloon hlﬁllands. and who piunder and
murder British subjects,

News has been received of the murder at
Viadivostock of C. E. Hamlin, of the Vac-
uum Ol Company. He was murdered at
night by a Chinese servant, who, with a
Yatchet, smashed in the head of his wnaster.

FAVORS TWO TICKETS.

Altgeld Thinks Kentucky Demoerats
Can Capture the Legislature.

CHICAGO, Aug. W.—Ex-Governor Alt-
geld declared to-day that he had great con-
fidlence in Willilam J. Bryan's political sa-
gacity. He sald that if Mr. Bryan went to
Kentucky to make speeches for Willlam
Goebel he would do so because he belleves
it the best thing to do and only the good
of the Democratic party at heart. Mr.
Altgeld said: *“Mr. Bryan evidently knows
what he is about. He has shown in the
past that he is a remarkably clever poiiti-
clan, and if he should go into the State
to make speeches for Mr. Goebel it will
come out all right. It seems to me that if
the Brown Democrats put up a full state
ticket the Legisiature will certainly be
Democratic, and that means the election of
Joe Blackburn to the United States Senate;
and, after all, that i the great thing to
look for. If but one Democratic ticket is
put up there might be enough disaffected
Democrats stay away from the polis to per-
mit Republicans to capture the Legislature;

but with two Democratic tickets in the
ficld the entire Democratic vote will be
polled for the legislative candidates and
there will not be two sets of them. I do not
know what the Brown men will do and can-
not draw any conclusions until after their
convention meets at Lexington. 1 have not
been invited to make any speeches in Ken-
tucky and I do not know whether I would
accept an invitation.'

Toledo Jones Misquoted.
TOLEDO, 0., Aug. 10.—Mayor Jones in

an interview states that he was misquoted
and that he did not say his campalign at

Cleveland has been put In the hands of the

striking street car men. He clailms that no
such asrangement was made. He has an-
nounced that he will degide whether the

people of Ohio desire him to run for Gover-
nor on an independent ticket before the

Democratic convention meets at Zanesville.

St. Louis After a Conventlon.

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 10.-The Business Men’'s
League to-day resolved to inaugurate a
vigorous campaign to secure the Republican
convention next year and authorized Presi-

dent C. P. Walbridge to appoint a special
committee for the purpose as well as to
officially notify each national committee-
man of the city"s candidacy. It is proposed

to offer the exposition coliseum for the
convention.

PIG IRON STILL SCARCE

.

INCREASE IN BLAST FURNACES HAS
NOT SUPPLIED THE DEMAND.

Most of the Buying for Dellvery Ear-
1y in 1900 Based on Present Prices

—Foundry Iron Sales Large.

=

NEW YORK, Aug. 10.—In its review of
current trade conditions the Iron Age to-
day will say: “Our monthly blast-furnace
statistics agaln show a more moderate in-
crease in output than there was reason to
expect, the growth in capacity being from
257,845 tons wezekly of coke and anthracite
fron on July 1 to 261,483 tons weekly on Aug.
1, an Increase of 4138 tons, or, say, 17,000
tone a month. The furnace stocks have de-
clined 7,600 tons and the warrant stocks
7,100 tons, a total of 14,600 tons, so that the
balance of production and consumption

would seem to be pretiy close now if it were
not for the consideration that consumption
has been actually hampered by the scarcity
of pig iron. A considerable number of fur-
naces are being prepared for work, but,
to judge from the experience of some whe
did start prematurely, that Is an unwise
course. There Is a good deal of banking
to await raw materials, and some experi-
enced furnace men now wisely wait with

their start until they have a stock of ma-
terial on hand.

“A comparison is Instructive between the
capacity at work on Aug. 1, 1899, and on the
corregponding date of last year. In the East
and in central Pennsylvania there were run-
ning on Aug. 1, 1898, thirty-eight furnaces,
producing weekly 3257 tons. In the be-
ginning of thizs month there were active in
the same districts fity-eight furnaces, pro-
ducing weekly 42,97 tons. In the central
West, Including western Pennsylvania, the
Wheeling valley, Cleveland, Illinols and the

Northwest, there were at work eighty-three
furgaces. with a productive capacity ot
140,539 tons per week, while now 115 are
working, making 176,126 tons weekly. In
the South the increase during the year has
been from thirty-four furnaces, making
27,222 tons of Iron, to forty-six stacks, turn-
ing out 36,140 tons per week.

“Both the East and the South are still
exrandlng. The West is up to its limit, the
only addition possible being the new stacks
approachlmi)completlon at Loraine, Youngs-
town and lusbur?'. Buying for delivery
during the first half of 190 is decidedly ex-
panding in the pig-iron trade, and evidence
Is accumulating that the business is being
done on the basis of present prices to a
very considerable extent. In some sections
and In some cases prices are guaranteed
by the seller. In some the buyer may have
ci08ed with some mental reservation as to
deliveries if a drop should come, but in a
good many Instances the transactions are
bona fide and blndjnf.

“In foundry iron large ®ales have bean
made In Chilcago, Butfalo and at other
points, largely for 190 delivery. There have
also been resales of warrant iron for im-
mediate delivery, that being the only means
to secure iron at once. We understana
that about 10,00 tons have been placed in
this manner. From Pittsburg comes the re-
port of the gale of about 30,000 tons of Bes-
semer plg for the first half of %0, at the
record-breaking price of $21.30 at Valley
fuinace. Steel Is very quiet, but a good run
of orders Is still coming up in the llne of
fnished material."”

Plan to Boom American Coal.

NEW YORK, Aug. 10.—The plans already
ander discussion for securing a European
market for American coal, particularly
anthracite, will be forwarded by the action
of Ferdinand W. Peck, commissioner gen-
eral of the United States exhibit at the
Parls exposition in 1900, who announced to-
day that he desired to make the American
coal exhibit one of the most interesting and
prominent at the exposition. The coal ex-
hibit will be prominent in the United States
department and will be arranged in hand-

some glass cases seven feet high and four
feet In length. Necesearily no large sam-
ples can be accommodated in such an ex-
nibit, and it is preferable that small cubes
of about four pounds weight should be sent,
Tha place where found or mined, the thick-
ness of the seam, the analysis of the coal
are particularly sought from exhibitors.
Views of collieries, works, shipping arrange-
ments, steam colliers, barges, ete., will also
be shown. The Anthracite Coal Operators’
Assoclation in its letter for August, issued
in full to-day, deprecates the fact that the
commissioner has not seen fit to give enough
space to mineral exhibits, and suggests that
unless this can be done the exhibits will
have little or no commercial value. The as-
soclation will therefore make no united ef-
fort to demonstrate the value of American
coal as it would have done had sufficlent
space been given.

The Woolen Industry.
BOSTON, Aug. 10.—The American Wool

and Cotton Reporter says: “The first half
of the year 1399 has slightly surpassed the

last half of 1888 In the number of new and
proposed textile enterprises entered Into in
the United States. Thus, the total nuniber
of new enterprises launched in the first six
months of this year was 116, against 107 in

the last half of 1898 and 156 in the first half
of 1888, The South continues to lead in

new mill constructicn and the number of
new enterprises compares very favorably
with those of any previous year for a long
time. The number of new enterprises in the
North is considerably greater than that of
the last half of 1838, but is decidedly less
than that of the first half of that year,
The record of enlargements and improve-
ments shows up very favorably as ~ompared
with last year. The textile mills of this
country are to-day running full, almost
without exception, and more new machinery
has been ordered during the past =ix months
than for a like period in many years. One
result is that the various machinery shops
are enjoying a period of remarkable pros-
perity, several of them being overruan with
orders, so It is necessary to work a por-
tion of the night to fill them. The Lowell
machine shop, for Instance, is said to have
1,750 hands employed, the largest number
ever at work in that establishment."

Meat Trust Puts on the Screwns.

NEW YORK, Aug. 10—The retail meat
dealers of New York whoe purchase their
stock from the packers have been served
with notice that hereafter they will have to
make weekly settlements of their accounts,
On every Monday morning the retailers
must settle up for all the provisions bought
during the previous week. The wholesalers
who have sent out the notices are Armour
& Co., Swift & Co,, Schwarzschild & Sulz-
burger, Nelson Morris and the H. G. Ham-

mond Company. These firms practically

control the meat market of New York. The
arrangements between the wholesalers is
that any firm that does not settle with the

wholesaler with whom it has been dealing
cannot purchase meat from any otner in the
combine. The retallers protest and say they
will establish slaughter houses of their own.
A representative of Swift & Co., when
seen in regard to the new rule, said: “We
are tired letung men do business at our ex-
pense. We have to carry some of our cus-
tomers month after month. Finally they
close up business and we lose. We have ac-
counts amounting to 30,000 weekly. This
makes a big load to carry when you con-
sider that we have to pay cash for what
we buy. I expect the new order will drive
out of business many of the little fellows,
but the wealthy retailers like the order.”

The court is asked to issue a subpoena
against the owners of the above concerns to
force them to bring thelr property into
court and fulfill the terms of the contracts.

ANOTHER LETTER FULL OF ADVICE
FOR RADICAL CUBANS,

*—

The General Urges His People to As-
sist in Working Out Their Own
Salvation—Americans Doing Well.

——

HAVANA, Aug. 10.—In an open letter pub-
lished to-day by la Lucha, Gen. Maximo
Gomez says he has remained in Cuba to
fulfill a great duty. Now that exaggerated
and mistaken notions are current regarding
that state of Cuba, he desires to explain the
true situation. “It is absolutely false,” he
says, “that great differences exist between
the Cubane and Spaniards, or between the
Cubans and Amemcans, or among the Cu-
bans themselves. On the contrary, all is
going well.” An old institution, the Cuban
army, is being dissolved; the people think
only of absolute independence; a national
party which opens its arms to receive all
without asking questions as to where they
were during the war, is being formed. More
could not Lave been done in so short a time.
The impatient population does not realize
that it is not the work of the day to or-
ganize soclety. Turbulence of highly strung
minds must have time to abate in a people
thirsting for independence and for liberty
restrained by rational precepts, There has
been intervention by a foreign nation for
the sakc of peace, and now the moment is
propitious, All who were previously dis-
united should unite for the same end, which
is to form a council representing the soul of
Cuba.

“In the meantime the intervening power
will fulfill the obligations it has incurred
and the Cuban people, heroic and sensible,
will take the situation calmly, working and
waiting for the independence and liberty
which the future will surely bring. As for
the suggestion that the intervening power
contempiates robbing the Cubans of their
own, I do not belleve it. Such a rumor is a
calumny against an honorable people. The
Cuban, left poor by the war, should dream
only of work. Let us allow bygones be by-
gones, T.et us see a brother in every man in
Cuba.” 2

With regard to himself, General Gomes,
whose letter is addressed to his son Do-
mingo, says the latter must not trouble him-
self regarding his father’s future and repu-
tation. He declares that he considers him-
self suffictently defended by his own record,
by a career he has *“‘always adjusted to the
rational order of events.” He describes
himself as “without ambition of any kind
that could disturb my conscience, and happy
in the lot of a people who shall one day be
themselves happy. Cuba, which adopted
and fought for the highest principles,” he
continues, “is now in peace. She is behaving
like a cuitured country in order that her
people may constitute themsélves a nation
without need of an external mentor. If
such conduct is continued, if such an ex-
ample of self-restraint is maintained, all
American militarism must disappear, giving
place to a true democracy.”

The *“‘noble people of Havana,” he mays,
“have once more earned his gratitude by a
signal demonstration of good will toward
his wife ard family, but he is socn going
away from among them, as he longs to be
in his own country again.”

El Diario de la Marina devotes consld-
erable space to-day to a riot which took

Elaco in Clenfuegos. It appears that a
read cart, having a Spanish flag painted
on it, with the names of the owners printed
beneath the flag, was stopped by a party of
Cubansg, who threatened to kill the driver if
he attempted to resist. The board on which
the flag was painted was first hammered
with stones. As the hammering did not
obliterate the design, an ax was brought,
and this finished the business. The news-
paper asks whera the police were while this
was going on. It says: “The authorities
shoula not shut their eyes to acts like these,
It cannot be argued that the emblem on the
car provoked the riot, for it had been on the
vehiele at least two years.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 10.—When* the Mazet
investigating committee resumed its session
to-day, Mr. Moss, counsel for the commit-
tee, said the only book furnished by Captain
MeClusky's detective bureau, showing rob-
berles, was a record of property recovered.
A copy of this little book was put in evi-
dence by counsel. The record showed that
property from all over the United States
was brought to New York and disposed of
in pawnshops and other places; that in 188
there was $232,000 worth of stolen property
recovered by the police and returned to
owners, and thus far this year $110,000 worth
had been recovered and returned.

After recess Jeremiah Moran, a patrol-
n:an of eilghteen years' service, said he had
teen transferred three times since Jan. 1
Many charges had been made against him,
but he had beaten all but one. That was
an unfounded charge, but Commissioner
York found him guilty and fined him three
days’ pay. He scid he had been asked by
a brother policeman to contribute $i0 to the
Patrolmen’'s Benefit Assoclation. Witness
refused to contribute and he was watched
day and night.

In answer to questions, Moran said he did
not enforce the excise law for fear of losing
his position. All patrolmen felt like that
about the excise law. They were also
afraid to Interfere In cases in which local
politiclans were interested. Moran said he
expected to be punished for giving such
testimony, but he thought the committee
would look after his interests.

“We will watch and see if the police com-
missioners punish you for telling the truth,”
sald Mr. Moss. “We have watched them
carefully and have seen that they have not

punished those patrolmen who came here
and refused to tell the truth.”

Mr. Moss brought up the case of a ser-
geant named Porter, who had assaulted
one Crogan, who owed him money. Crogan
Lrought ch aFainat Porter, but the Jat-
ter was fin only two days’ pay. Other

licemen had warned Crogan to look out
or Porter, who was & dangerous man and
had to be disarmed of his revolver when

Dramatie Story of the War Told by
Mzajor General Lawton.
