The Boejs
occupy their lands by virtue of original dis-
covery, by right of purchase and the con-
sent of tho aboriginal possessors. England
had no part In the enterprise, has no right
to any participation In its profits, and would
never have given the Transvaal Republic a
second thought had not her ferocious cupid-
ity been aroused by recent discoveries of
f old and precious stones. Tre attitude of
England, as represented by Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain, Is aggressive and piratical.
Her purpose Is as clearly defined as it is
obnoxious to the civilized spectator. We
hope that our government will give no en-
couragement or sympathy to England in
this matter. The Boers never invited either
Americans or Englishmen, and If these be
dissatisfied with their position in the Trans-
vaal there is nothing to prevent their going
elsewhere.

The administration is bound to protect our
citizens everywhere in their legally acquired
rights, but the American people have no ap-
proval to bestow on freebooters and buc-
caneers, and they will not support their gov-
ernment in any policy of that kind.

JUSTICE, EVES WITH DLOOD.

Idea of Rev. Mr. Fhllpntf Sermon on
Dreyfus Verdict.

As a prelude to his morning sermon yes-
terday. Rev. Alan B. Philputt, of the Cen-

tral Christian Church, spoke of the out-
come of the Dreyfus trial. He said:

T feel that I would not be doing my duty
this morning if I did not give expression to
my indignation and yours at the result of
the Dreyfus trial. The great Judicial crime
cf the century has been committed. Poor
France! Wo cannot forget Lafayette and
the revolution. There has always been a
chivalrous sentiment of friendship between
the two republics. France has given some
great names to science and literature and
she built Paris. But there is little in com-
mon between the Anglo-Saxc- n and the
Frenchman.

"The civilized world will not condone this
act. It Is said that Captain Dreyfus has
been condemned to shield others in high
station and save the honor of the army. Jt
would seem that he is a victim to a great
conspiracy. He is a Jew. It U probable
that this fact has been counted upon to
make feasible the evil designs of his ene-
mies. There is a strong anti-Semit- ic feelirg
in France. It was a military tribunal that
tried him. France is at the mercy of herarmy. The secular spirit is strong.

"Dispatches inform us that an uprising
cf the people is prevented because they fear
economic disturbance. The. more Is the
pity. Better lose a few dollars and secure
justice. France has caused more bloodshed
than any other nation of modern times.
Carlyle once said it would take her 300 years
to get lighted up after the revolution.
How the German Emperor will construe the
indifference of the tribunal to assurances
inspired by himself that no transactions ofany kind had ever been had with Dreyfus
remains to be seen. This great wronr should
be righted. It will be righted some way. So
far as civil order is concerned the
thing in the world is Justice."

Mysteriously Left by Two Women
Who Claimed to Live In Rlch-mon- dy

There was much perplexity yesterday
morning in the home of Mrs. Sarah Van
Schoick, 218 North Capital avenue, on ac-

count of the presence in the home of a
baby boy. The child was about one month
old and had no mother to care for it. Mr?.

Van Schoick was, "what shall I do with it."
The child was one of those bright little
things over which women rave, and several
of the lodgers, including a bachelor or tvo,
offered to adopt it if the motner rlid not
return. Neighbors were called in and some
of them were desirous of taking the little
one away with them. Mrs. Van Schoick
would not permit this and tcler!in?d io the
police.

She said' that on Wednesday last two
women, stylishly dressed and apparently
refined and well-to-d- o, came to lux house
and after looking over the rooms sho had
for rent engaged a front room io. Saturday
and paid for it In advance. One of the
women was tall, a blonde, and very pleas-
ant. The other was short and Worker.
During the conversation the women said
they lived in Richmond, Ind. They left and
Saturday evening the tall blonde returned,
bringing with her the baby. The woman
went at once to her apartments and little
was seen of her during the evening. About
9 o'clock she asked Mrs. Van Schoick for a
glass of water, saying she desired to take
some medicine. She asked to be called at 9

o'clock Sunday morning. She was not teen
again. Yesterday morning when she was
called there was no respone. Thlnkin3 the
stranger was sleepy, further eflort to
awaken her was postponed for a short time.
A few moments later Mrs. Van Schoick
went out the front door and passed in front
of a window to the recently rented room.
She noticed the window raised, and, looking
inside, saw the baby sleeping in- - the bed.
The woman was not in the room. The land-
lady thought the woman had gone out for
a lunch or something else and gave no
further heed to the matter until a half hour
later when the baby began to cry. It was
then found that the door to the room was
yet locked, and entrance was had through
the open window. It then began to dawn
on Mrs. Van Schoick that her new lodger
had abandoned the Uibe, leaving tho room
by the window.

An examination of the room showed that
nothing but clothing for the child had been
left. No effects of the strange woman were
there. There was an abundance of baby
wearing apparel and it was all of fine qual-
ity and evidently band made. The detec-
tives were put on the case, but nothing ad-
ditional was learned yesterday. Late In the
afternoon Matron Reisner was sent to the
home of Mrs. Van Schoick and the little
one was taken to the Orphans' Home.

ENGLAND AND THE BOERS.

Basis for Chamberlain's Demands by
No Means Clear.

Washington Post.
The fundamental question underlying the

threatened conflict between Great Britain
and the Transvaal Republic Is whether the
Boers have ever surrendered the right, or
any part of it. to control their domestic af-
fairs and to maintain their national auton-
omy. If the South African Republic has
retained its prerogative as an independent
government, then the pretensions of Great
Britain are absurd. . If this prerogative has
been abandoned, or in any way impaired,
we have vet to see outside of the frothy
vociferation of Hon. Joseph Chamberlain L

tne proor or tnat aoanaonmem.
No doubt if England had foreseen in 1SS4

the discovery of gold and diamonds in the
Transvaal the treaty of that year would
have been differently framed. But England
did not foresee it. and thus the treaty falls
to support the Hon. Joseph Chamberlain's
hypothesis. So far as concerns England's
claim of suzerainty and that, even, has noc
yet been establis-he- there Is nothing in it,
even if It were conceded, to warrant Mr.
Chamberlain's attitude. Suzerainty does not
imply the right of the suzerain to regulate
the internal affairs of the nation under its
protectioa There was nothing in the con-
vention of 1SS4 which could be construed as
a vacation by the Boers of their autonomy
and Independence. There is nothing in in-

ternational law. in custom, or in precedent,
to Justify the claim that any independent
state must enfranchise aliens at the dicta-
tion of the pretending suzerain. The state's
sovereignty is universally recognized. The
Boers might easily and properly have for-
bidden the Influx of Englishmen, but it does
not follow that, having permitted this influx,
they are bound to surrender their right of
sovereignty to these intruders.

Mr. Chamberlain's contention is. In fact,
as grotesque as he himself frequently is.
As we see the matter, he is demanding
that a certain number of British subjects
shall be permitted to transfer their alle-
giance to the Transvaal Republic, thereby
transforming themselves into aliens. This Is
an absurdity on the face of It, and, of
course, concenls a hoitllfi purpose that pur-
pose obviously being to inject into the
Transvaal a great number of enemies dis-
guised as citizens and eventually to destroy

HIS GRAVE THROWN OPEN

.MAN FOIMJ HANGING OX A MICHIGAN
ROAD TltHC IDENTIFIED.

He Wan John Dnvl, of Hairerstoirn
Ills Brother from Anderson

Views the Body.

The. body of the man tound hanging to a
tree near the Michigan road, in Hamilton
county, last Sunday, has at last been pos-

itively identified. I. A. Davis, a barber of
Anderson, saw the body yesterday and says
it Is that of his brother, John Davis, of
Hagerstown. I. A. Davis and Attorney W.
B. Foley, of Anderson, were in Indianapolis
last night, having driven here from the
little cemetery in Hamilton county, where
the body of the suicide is burled. They
visited the 'grave yesterday morning about
9 o'clock.

Mr. Davis received a telephone message
from his mother at Hagerstown last week,
telling him that she believed the body of the
unidentified man was his brother and ask-

ing him to go to the graveyard and Inves-

tigate. Mr. Davis and Attprney Foley were
accompanied to the cemetery yesterday by
Deputy Coroner Hershey, of Carmel. They
first went to the neighborhood where the
body of the suicide was found hanging and
there several people remarked the resem-
blance between Davis and the man they
had helped to cut down. Mr. Davis, with
the assistance of some men of the neighbor-
hood, dug into the grave and removed the
top from the box in which the body lay.
The body was badly decomposed, but Mr.
Davis at once recognized the hands of the
dead man and also some of the clothing he
wore. It was decided not to move the body
cn account of its decomposed condition. .

Mr. Davis last saw his brother alive about
five weeks ago when he visited his mother
at Hagerstown. His brother was there
then and they attended the county fair to-
gether. John Davis was about 42 years old.
He has three children, a eirl and two boys,
living at Abington, Wayne county. I. A.
Davis thinks his brother's trouble was due
to domestic unhapplness. Ten years ago
his wife, to whom he was much devoted,
died at Abington, leaving three children In
his care. lie remained single about five
years and was then married to a woman at
Dayton, O., who was the mother of three
children. They did not get along well to
gether and separated about three years ago.
Mr. Davis says that alter his brother s sep-eratl- on

from his second wife, he drank a
good deal and drifted about from place to
place. He was a stone mason and plasterer
and could make good wages. About three
years ago he went to Hagerstown to live
with his mother. I. A. Davis says that
week before last a saloon keeper in Ander-
sen told him that his brother had recently
been in his place and that he had given
Davis two drinks. He said the man was
poorly dressed and appeared to be
despondent. ,

The association which built it was organ-
ized in 1S67. Two years later a site for the
asylum was purchased and in 1S72 work was
begun on the building. On Jan. 2. 1S73, three
orphans were accepted at the asylum, these
being the first to find refuge there. Since
then 297 waifs have been cared for. The
institution has now 71 inmates. The totalreceipts yesterday from gate admissions and
donations amounted to 51.636.09. At the
men's gate $1,070.01 was received. The wom-
en contributed $oo7.0H. In addition to the
speaking various kinds of amusement had
been provided. There was good music and
the large crowd spent a pleasant afternoon.

COST OF MOTORCYCLES.

The One L'neil ty Untler at TV err by Ovnl
Made In France.

Because of the chill rain and air yester-
day afternoon, Tom Butler and his motor-
cycle did notdo their stunt at the Newby
Oval, and the crowd of bicycle cranks that
had gathered was disappointed. A great
deal of Interest Is felt In the big race a week
from to-mcrr- ow night, and It is expected
the capacity of the seats at the Oval will
b3 taxed on that occasion. The race will be
the first four-corner- ed motor-pace-d race
east of New York, and the metropolis has
eeen only one such. The race will be for
twenty-fiv- e miles, with $1,000 In purses. The
four riders are among the best in the cou-
ntryTom Butler, Harry Gibson, Charles
Porter and Frank Starbuck.

These four men have been doing well In

the East, and because of the fact that they
are to race at several "Western cities it is
expected their tour will he prosperous.
From here they will go to Louisville, from
Louisville to Pittsburgh, and from there to
Chicago, where there will be twelve nights
of bicycle racing at Tattersall's during the
Jubilee. The motors are new to the West,
and have proved "a taking show. Butler's
motor was bought in France for $300. The
other three motors, which have not yet ar-
rived, are American made, with the excep-
tion pf the .'vital part, the engines, which
were made In 'France. American manufac-
turers are away behind In this particular.
Tre little gasoline engine which squats be-

tween the wheels of Butler' pacing ma-

chine looks like a toy, but it has two-hor- se

power, and can send the 2i-pou- nd machine
over tne rracK in i:jt as nas oeen rrovec.
The engine is a marvelous!- - well-mad- e piece
of machinery, and can be perfectly con-

trolled.
The machines which will pace Starbuck.

Porter and Gibson cost $CCO each, and weigh
somewhat moro than Butler's machine. Two
men will ride each machine, and they have
to be- men who are on to their jobs, for it
Is 'shuddery even to think what the result
would be if the four heavy machines and
the four racing men. all going at a terrific
clip, should spill together. It Is natural lay-
men should have some curiosity as to the
way the start will be made. The men will
take positions at the tape with sufficient
room between each for one of the machines
to pass. Then the machine will be sent
around the track. They will po up behind
the men and between them. Tho pistol will
be fired, and each man will tack on behind
his machine. Then they are off for twenty-fir- e'

miles racing behind the puffing, time-killin- er

motors. There will be no lagging,
and the machines will go to the finish un-
less the men behind them can work up
enough speed to pass their pace at the last
stretch.

Butler says if he makers enough time on
the twenty-fiv- e miles he will continue and
try for the hour record, which Is thirty-fou- r

mllts and something over. As an ad-
ditional attraction, two amateur events will
bo arranged, and likely a professional tan-
dem race. Butler will continue to train
daily with his machine, and if he feels like
it. he may make another try for the ten-mi- le

record this week. The other threo
rider will arrive some time this week, for
the Indianapolis track has come to be knownamong racing men as one of the best in the
county. If, Indeed, it does not hold first
place. No better time has been made any-
where this peaon than on the Newby Oval.
The oner.i of the Oval have not made
