DECEMBER t'P TO 73 1-- SC.

After the Storm Passed tlie Market
Stendled I)ovu Agniu Other Mar-

kets Firm nnd Hlajher.

CHICAGO, Sept. 21. The failure of a com-

mission house, which for a week had been
prominent on the selling bide, made a wildly
excited wheat market for a time to
day and sent prices skyward. The market
later settled back Into its old rut, closing
at afcout "jiSc advance. Coarse grains
and provisions were affected somewhat by
the wheatx flurry. December corn closed a
shade higher, but September ic lower. Oats
advanced c and provisions closed without
material changes.

Partly on account of a misunderstanding
In regard to the Northwest receipts and
partly on the advance at Liverpool wheat
opened strong and at a substantial advance,
December He higher, at TlSnc, and Sep-

tember c higher, at 72c. Duluth receipts
were placed at but 14S cars, and the total
at both Northwest points at 656 cars, which
induced considerable covering by shorts, the
falling off being totally unexpected. Min-
neapolis figures were In error, however, and
the total was corrected to 884 cars, against
S7 last week and 931 a year age. This
amount was heavy enough to Induce some
selling by the early buyers, and prices
sagged for a time, December declining to
71Vc. About an hour after the opening
the market, which in the meantime had
been gradually rising on heavy buying by
Barrett & Farnum. who were said to be
heavily short, was startled by the an-
nouncement of their failure, and in an in-
stant the pit was In an uproar. It was re-
ported the suspended firm was short at least
5,000,000 bu, although the heavy buying for
their account was done early in the ses-
sion, and this fact caused the December
price to Jump from about 71!c, to which
point It had previously advanced, to 73c
and then to 73Vc in an exceedingly short
time. For some time the market ran wild.
The price changed with great rapidity un-
der an enormous amount of trading, De-
cember dropping to 724c, back to 72c, then
to 72c and up again to 72ic. It was esti-
mated that about 3,000,000 bu were bought
for the account of the distressed firm in
about ten minutes. The skyward trend of
prices brought all classes of shorts Into
the market. The flurry over the failure
finally subsided and December settled back
to TITsC. During the latter part of the
session the market was almost at a stand-
still and prices kept within an extremely
narrow range. During the bulge in Decem-
ber September had advanced to 73c on a
very email amount of business. Offers to
sell about 25,000 bu September later brought
no bids, and the price was forced down to
70ic. but it later recovered to and closed
at 72c. Chicago receipts " were 243 cars,
thirty of contract grade. Total primary
receipts were 1,246.000 bu, compared with
1,272,000 bu a year apo. Atlantic port clear-
ances of wheat and flour amounted to 734.000
bu. The seaboard reported thirty-fiv- e loads
taken for export. December held firm at
about 70T4c, and closed at that price.

Corn was slightly affected by the excite-
ment Incidental to the failure, and fair ad-
vances resulted during the morning. The
Interest of the suspended firm was small in
corn, however, and later prices settled back.
Fluctuations were rather small and the
trade limited. Receipts were liberal, 915
cars. Fluctuations in September were wider
than In deferred futures and suggested the
presence of a still considerable short In-

terest The export business was good. New
York reporting forty-eig- ht loads engaged.
December ranged from 2914294c to WzC,
and closed a shade higher, at 29c bid.
September ranged from 330 to 34c. and
closed Uc lower, at 34c

Oata were also somewhat affected by the
wheat flurry and prices ruled higher all day.
Some evenlng-u- p trades were made for the
suspended Arm. and shorts were fair buyers.
Best prices did not hold, but the market
was steady at the close. Receipts were
274 cars. There was a fair demand for cash.
December ranged from 21c to 2244c and
closed ttc higher, at 2244c.

Provisions were about steady all day,
with little trading either way. The market
started firm. It weakened a little later on
a few sales attributed to Barrett & Far-
num, but later rallied and closed steady.

On the wholesale streets yesterday the volume
of business In most lines is said to have been In
excess of that of any day In many years. Sel-

dom, if ever, were there mora buyera In to look
stocks over, and some of the buyers wera sur-

prised at the variety and immensity of the
stocks wholesale men carry. Ona of the stimu-

lants to trade at the present time In most lines
of trad Is the proneness to the advance in rates
rather than declines. At the present time there

SYSTEM IN CAR LOADING

WHAT TITC IVATIASII HAS ACCOMP.
L1SIIED IS THAT Hilt FACTION.

In Nineteen Hour 741 Pans en (rev
Trains) Handled at Boston New

Station General and Personal

Tn the ten ycirs ending with 1803 the Wa-

bash Company's train load did not vary
far-fro- 180 tons, and certainly no note-
worthy Increase had been shown. The rec-
ord of 1895 was ITS tons. Since that time
the gain has been continuous and signifi-

cant. The possibilities in this direction are
receiving careful attention, and In view of
the new equipment that is coming into
service every reason exists for the belief
that the limit has by no means been
reached. Starting with 176 tons as the av-
erage freight train load In 1S95. Mr. Ram-
sey has brought up the record to 193 tons
In 1SS. 233 tons in 1897, 217 tons In 1898, and
235 tons in ISM. A considerable part of the
gain in train loading upon the Wabash lines
Is due to the careful attention that is now
paid to loading. Mr. ttamaiy is reasonably
an enthusiast with regard to the opportu-
nities for saving In this field. Practically,
however. It is not so easy to increase train
loads by packing more freight into each car
to the manifest advantage of the car mile-
age account as it is to increase them by
putting more cars behind the more power-
ful locomotives of the present day. On the
Wabash improved loading of cars is prac-
ticed as well as preached, and accordingly,
from an average load per loaded car of
little more than twelve tons In 1S02-"?- ;, the
loading has been raised to 13.64 tons, the
largest amount of gain in a twelve-mont- h

being realized during the past year. By
systematic train loading the Chicago, Mil-

waukee & St. Paul has increased Its ton-
nage train load from 11 to ISO tons, and
this directly resulted in an increase of
2400,000 in net earnings.

For the bonds which have been de-
posited in pursuance of the Philadelphia
plan, receipts have been issued to be ex-
changed later for certificates which will bo
listed on the New York Stock Exchange.
These, in turn, will be exchanged, after the
plan has been carried through, for the new
securities. It will probably take three or
four months to transfer the property to thenew management, as the affairs of the re-
ceivership must be cleaned up and the usual
court formalities taken to bring about a ju-
dicial sale of the roads to the reorganiza-
tion committee. The upset price will be that
which is provided for by the Philadelphia
committee and ratified by a majority of the
bondholders. The victory of the Stillwell in-
terests is said to presage extensions, alli-
ances and traffic agreements of far-reachi- ng

importance. The details of the plan
which has been agreed on have been closely
guarded, but there is believed to be ample
ground for the prediction that it will give
the Pittsburg & Gulf road Atlantic and Pa-
cific coast connections, as well as entrance
Into Chicago."

Mr. Bush claims
that the car can be rebuilt at a cost not to
exceed that of an ordinary first-cla- ss box
car. This sample car has an iron frame-
work with the lower half of the box built
on the same principle as the gondola car
with heavy three-Inc- h siding running hori-
zontal and these pieces stiffened by check
blocks the same as any gondola car. Thetop part of the box has vertical Inch siding
similar to the old car. Many points of ad-
vantage are claimed for it and all those who
have examined the car are taken with them
and pronounce it a coming carrier in theway of box cars' By having the framework
iron and the siding of the gondola part
dropped in In panels there are no posts, and
several Inches In width are thereby gained
ever the o!d box car. The old trouble inthe way of repairing cars h saved, as the
Inside, linings have always been breaking.
Then. too. if this horizontal siding shrinksthe vertical bolts through the pieces can betightened up. thus always making a perfect-ly tight bottom , for small grains or otherarticles.
