lie Is Merely the Director of a Cor
poration of Slaveholders, Accord-In- s

to Itr. Dr. James Stetrart.

pedal to the Indianapolis Journal.
NEW YORK. Sept. 23. The Rev. Dr.

James Stewart, one of the most famous mis
sionaries of the world, Intimate friend of
David Livingstone and ono of the two men
to whom Great Britain owes her protecto-
rate in Central Africa, is in this city on his
way to the Pan-Presbyteri- an Council in
Washington, as representative of the Free
Church of Scotland, of the General Assem-
bly of which he is this year's moderator.
Speaking of conditions in the Transvaal he
says :

"No one can have a greater horror of war
than tfhave. It Is deplorable that force ever
has tor be resorted to. But even Christian
nations must at times deal in summary
fashion with evils not of their creation. It
is not a question whether they want to do
so or not. God seems to set the task before
them and bid them perform It. You say
that because I have spent thirty years of
my life in Africa, and am not long absent
from there, that I may be able to give you
an insight Into affairs in the Transvaal.
There is no connection between the Scots
mission and the political questions now ab-

sorbing tho attention of the British For-
eign Office. Whatever I say is not said as
a missionary, because as a missionary I am
an interested party, but as a resident of
Africa who has, under God, had something
to do with its development.

"The trouble of the moment is that Paul
Krugcr and his followers want to be free
to govern their Transvaal as they please.
And why may he not do so? Go back a
little and recall the fact that Kruger and
these followers of his are In the Transvaal
because they planted themselves there, just
as certain people planted themselves in your
own West, the Mormons, for example. They
selected a land for themselves because they
objected to conditions in the land wherein
they formerly dwelt. The Mormons did the
same. Now, the conditions to wjiich they
objected were Great Britain's laws, making
everybody, black, white and red, free and
equal. The Boers would not stay where
they could not hold slaves. That is why
they went to what is now called the Trans-
vaal.

"The Transvaal is no more a republic
than the ship I crossed the Atlantic in is a
monarchy. Paul Kruger is President, not
of a republic, but of a close corporation of
slaveholders, numbering only about one
fourth the population. The other three-fourt- hs

are slaves.. They have no rights,
they have no vote, they may not hold prop-
erty, they are not progressive, they may not
be educated, they may not be civilized. Now,
it is not a question whether Great Britain
chooses to assert her political rights by war
or not. Such condition of things cannot
exist In a land that progress is destined to
plant with civilized nations. Africa can-
not longer remain the home of the savage.
The day of human slavery has gone by.
Christianity has accomplished Its ruin.

"God calls upon certain people to do cer-
tain duty; to turn countries from evil into
better ways. He has called upon the Englis-

h-speaking race to transform Africa.
He called upon the same race to transform
America. Some of you believe He called
upon you to transform tho Philippines; to
do well what Spain has been trying to do
very badly. Africa must bo civilized; it
must be Christianized. If the English-sneakin- g

race fails In the task, God will,
as I believe, call upon a race that will, not
fall. He may be compelled to raise up a
people to do it. He can do so. The Boers
are In the way. There Is no progress among
them. They block everything as far as
they have control. They cannot bo per-
mitted so to do. They will not 'be permitted
so to do. They must give way. I hope they
will give way without war. But if God
wills, the war will come, and It will ac-
complish good. Just as other wars, other
evils have accomplished good. Kruger
wants to be independent. Slaveholders al-

ways want to be. He deplores raids. He
is the greatest raider the world ever knew."

Dr. Stewart's remarkable work in Africa
grew out of an inspiration which he had
from reading David Livingstone's first book
about that continent. He was at the time
a medical student in Edinburgh, and he
wrote a letter to Livingstone through the
British Foreign Office, which had the out-
come of the writer of it accompanying Mrs.
Livingstone on her last Journey to Africa
to meet her husband. It will be remem-
bered that she died soon after meeting her
husband. Over her sick ted and her grave
the explorer and the medical student formed
a friendship which has had much to do
with affairs on the continent of Africa, es-

pecially with British affairs. Dr. Stewart
traveled in Africa many thousands of miles,
and sought the foundation of a mission col-
ony.

Finding the time not ripe, he went to
Lovedale in South Africa and there trans-- ,
formed things. Within a few years the
work had grown four-fol- d, and it is now
the greatest missionary center in South
Africa. It is a vast educational center,
which sends out yearly farmers, journalists,
magistrates, teachers, evangelists, minis-
ters and many others to undertake the task
of African civilization. While at Lovedale
Dr. Stewart was called upon to escort Liv-
ingstone's body back to England, that It
might lie in Westminster. Directly from
Livingstone's grave In the Abbey he re-

turned to Africa again, and with sufficient
financial suppoTt started for central Africa,
He was the leader of the expedition, but
he took his turn at running the Inland
steamer, and was one of two men who were
the first to set white foot at the north
end of Lake Nyassa. The famous Scots
mission, which bears the name of Livlng-stonl- a,

was the result. Within the last
twenty years $600,000 has been expended
there. Thi3 expedition and this mission
pioneered the way for four others, and the
five created the vast colony of British
Central Africa and Rhodesia, stretching
from' the Zambezi north to the Congo Free
State.

The siUrts are habit backs,
orening in the front, the scam down the
front being stitched. There has been a sort
if reaction in the flounce skirts, only few
of them being shown. There are several
edd separate skirts, some of w hich have the
yoke effect around the hips, very finely
tucked and edged with a trimming in de-

sign of narrow braid, either plain or in
colors. I'laid skirts are also in great de-
mand, and the merchants cannot get them
fast enough to supply the demand. The
heavy double-face- d material made up into
skirts will also be fashionable. They can
be purchased in either the long or what is
called the "rainy-da- y skirt," with plain
n aterial on the outside, lined with the plaid.
The tailor-mad- e gowns sell all the way from
$10 to and the separate skirts from $3
to Some very elaborate ones can be
bought for the latter amount in black taf-
feta, with accordion plaitings and flounces.

The demand for homespuns, cheviots, me-
langes, camel's-hai- r and materials on the
rough order seems to be increasing, nor has
there been any abatement In the demand
for plaids, and at the present rate the fallypanon will be one of memorable trading in
plaid dress goods. The ready-mad- e plaid
skirt is also a favorite, and the combina-
tions are soft and brilliant. Cloth face ma-
terials, fifty inches in width, with plaid
backs, are also much sought after, while
broadcloths, Venetians and cloth effects are
also in line for the fall and winter gowns.
Souffle crepons in black and two-tone- d ef-
fects, pretty worsteds with vertical stripes
and soft colors, mercerized striped worsteds,
will all be favorite cloths for winter
gowns.

One of the retail stores received last week
from Paris some perforated cloth pattern
dresses, which retail at $50. It was thought
by some of the store managers that they
would never be sold in Indianapolis, but yes-
terday they had but one left out of six.
Kmbroidereil silks are in high favor, and
pome beautiful designs will be seen In these.
The favorite designs shown are the Kscu-ri- al

patterns. These are winding line effects
that give the goods the appearance of a rich,
woven brocade, the name being derived from
the Kscurlal, the palare of the Spanish
Kings, from which these designs, which
have something of a Moorish idea, perhaps
originated. Liberty soutache is an em-
broidered satin liberty in soutache work,
which will also be popular.

Another style which will be new this

season is the conversion of plain goods into
fancies by punching In the stuffs holes of
various shapes and sizes and filling these
with laces, in flower or leaf patterns, which
makes a very pretty effect and will be
used for waist trimmings or for entire
waists. Painted silk is an Idea which
comes from Paris, and ono of the
stores on Washington street shows sev-
eral patterns which are very beau-
tiful.

Satin duchesse and peau de sole have by
no means been displaced, but the names are
old and too well known. Variations of these
two weaves are rleur de soie, which is a
soft peau de sole, and fleur de satin, which
Is a soft satin duchesse.

Velour panne is a pile
fabric of the plush order, but very light
and with a short nap. It is an Improve
ment on satin solid and is used in millinery
and alo for dresj trimming, and it is likely
to become very popular. It is similar to
hatter s plush and will be seen In plain as
well as printed effects, favorites among the
latter being Persian patterns.

Tho world-wid- e popularity of golf hats,
outing hats and other brands on this order
has been of incalculable assistance to the
retailers. Tho introduction of the many
tasteful and practical designs comprised in
these ready-trimme- d lines that have ap-
peared for fall wear means a renewal of in-
terest in this end of the stock and a volume
of business that can hardly be appreciated
at this early date. To-morr- ow several of
the millinery departments will give the an-
nual opening, at which some beautiful im-
ported hats will be shown. Demand contin-
ues to center on velvet and fancy feathers
and ornaments, birds and quills. Velvets
are everywhere, with full draped effects
preferred. Tucks, shlrrings, cordings,
stitching, long, full plumes, pompons of
chiffon, rcalines, libety or net ore all no-
ticeable features of the season's hats which
will be shown at tho coming millinery
openings this week.
