That the wheel should disappear from the
crowded streets of Manhattan was to be ex-
pected and desired.

It was also to
be expected that the exclusive haunts of
fashion should quickly drop a form of exer
else which permits of no distinction between
fashionable and unfashionable people. But
the real loss of popularity Is not limited by
these conditions. The suburban roads of
Long island and New Jersey which wit-
nessed the growth and glory of wheeling
are now watching its decay. It Is melan-
choly not merely as an illustration of the
fickleness of the public taste, but chiefly
as an evidence of the inability of the over-
age American to enjoy life.

Like our English ancestors, we take our
pleasures adly. We do not really enjoy
them and soon tire of them. We are always
ready to take up any novelty, and equally
ready to abandon it after having made It a
craze.

In the way of physical exercise we have
successively tried and abandoned every
form ot diversion. There was a velocipede
craze In every large city in this country
thirty odl years ago, wh'ch disappeared as
rapidly as it arose. It was followed by
the senselens roller-skati- ng craze. There
was a time when society skated. There was
also at one time a mild Infatuation for
archery, and a time when croquet was in
fashion. At one time basetiall was played
by nonprofessionals outside of college, nr.d
lawn tennis promised to gain a general fol-
lowing. But we have tired of them all, and
it is merely a question of time when golf
will lose lis hold on the public favor.

The American of the future, gazing at a
collection of bicycles or golf sticks prererved
in the museum of ethnology, will marvel at
the curious delusion of Ms ancestors who
once thought that rational exercise and
healthful pleasure were part of the scheme
of life.
