Of
late a number of interviews have been given
out in the East about this differential ques-
tion, and they have been of rather a dis-

turbing sort. The officials of the different
roads have been deeply concerned and have
attributed most of the utterances to Fres-ide- nt

Thomas; at least, he has been much
concerned in the matter of differentials,
and has been the one official who has In-

sisted on a conference to arbitrate the dif-

ferential problem, also the excess fare mat-
ter and that of commissions. He was the
man who broke over the ruling on the last
decision, because he said the roads were not
living up to their promises. The lack of In-

clination to attend the conference has been,
seemingly, on the part of the presidents ot
the standard roads, which have no desire to
have the matter of differentials come be-

fore an arbitration board. Their attitude
has stirred up the differential lines, and
President Thomas has secured the backing
of the other differential presidents and pro-
poses to either have the matter settled at
once for all or win in open battle what they
cannot secure by arbitration. .The standard
roads are seemingly opposed to a discussion
of the differential proposition at this time,
because they are not ready to have It set
tied. .They feel if the matter is discussed
now there can be but one conclusion, which
Is that the differential lines would win.

Affairs of the Grand Trnnk.
At the annual meeting of the Grand Trunk

shareholders in London yesterday Sir
Charles Rivers Wilson, president of the
company, congratulated the stockholders on
the fulfillment of his prediction that the
company would be able to pay not only the
half-year- ly 4 per cent, dividend on the guar-
anteed stock, but also 1 per cent, on the
first preference stock. The capital outlay
during the half-yea- r, he said, had been kept
well within bounds. The shareholders were
also congratulated by Sir Charles on the
completion of the Victoria Jubilee bridge
and the settlement of labor difficulties,
which would have been more easily settled
but for the politicians. Regarding the
Grand Trunk arrangement. Sir Charles ex-
pressed the hope that the first mortgage
bond refunding programme which that com-
pany is preparing to introduce would relieve
the Canada Grand Trunk line of furtheranxiety, as their guarantees were for in-
terest alone, and not for the principal of
the bonds, and would permit the Grand
Trunk to have a double track and put the
road on a good basis. In conclusion, he
predicted even a better showing for the next
meeting of the company, as Canada was
now enjoying "a full measure of prosper- -

Slow in riaclns Orders.
The price placed upon steel rails for 1900

delivery is 233, and at that price it is esti-
mated that orders for 230,000 tone have been
placed. The railroads are inclined to hold
oft and are curtailing work of this charac-
ter wherever possible. The unusual amount
of money which has been put Into the roads
and equipment during the past two years
makes any great outlay in this direction
unnecessary at present. The condition of
most of the roads is such that they can af-
ford to wait for a drop in prices before
placing heavy orders for rails or construc-
tion steel. The Vanderbilt roads and other
trunk lines east of Chicago, it is said, have
placed no orders yet for rails, and some of
them have abandoned their intentions to
add largely to their equipment. Railroad
managers have an idea that prices have
been advanced too much; that consumers
are being squeezed. It is a question how
long the railroads can wait. The demand
for steel products from other sources con-
tinues heavy. It Is thought that, should
there be a decline in prices of steel, manu-
facturers would be glad to concede some-
thing to the railroads.

MUST TAKE CUBAN SUGAR.

La Patria Says Americans Cannot Get
Alone: "Without It.

HAVANA, Oct. 12. The Patria says to-

day: "There Is no need to fear that the
United States can get all the sugar needed
by the Americans from the American sugar
islands. The most that Porto Rico can pro-
duce is 100,000 tons. Hawaii could not pro-
duce 430,000 tons. The Philippines are as
yet unconquered and, moreover, they are
twenty-fiv- e days distant. Hawaii, counting
the freight by sea to San Francisco and the
railroad freight to the Eastern coast, could
not compete in the Eastern States with
Cuban sugar, which takes only five days to
reach New York. The annual consumption
of sugar In the United States Is not less
than 2.00O.C0O tons, and it Is steadily In-

creasing. If we take away the 530,000 tons
supplied by Hawaii and Porto Rico there Is
a balance of about 1,500,000 tons to be ob-
tained from Louisiana and the Philippines.
Louisiana supplies only 230,000 tons, which
she will not be able to Increase on account
of the lowering prices caused by allowing
Hawaiian and Philippine sugar to enter the
United States free. The Americans, there-
fore, will be compelled to apply to Cuba."

At Matanzas the house of a Spaniard
jftcrtkeeper named Castella was mobbed by
over a hundred persons, some of whom wore
American flags. The crowd shouted to
Castella daring him to come out and fight.
Castella made complaint at the Spanish
Club and General Wilson, the military gov-
ernor, ordered a guard to be placed over the
house.
. In Algulzar a mob of about two hundred
went to the house of Father Abella, tho
parish priest, and demanded that he leave
town, with the alternative of being lynched.
The priest fastened the doors and refused
to leave his house. It is said that he was
very bitter against the Cubans during the
war. but is now trying to make friends with
them. The mayor, who is a Cuban, was
petitioned to compel the priest to leave town
immediately, but has not done so and the
police are now guarding the house. An at-
tempt was also- - made to lynch a former
guerrilla, but the man succeeded In making
his escape. -

Xe-- Line Fixed by the Interstate San-
itary Beard.

CHICAGO, Oct. 12. At to-da- y's meeting
of the Interstate Live Stock Sanitary Board
the report of the committee, on quarantine
line and open season was presented and
adopted. It makes sl change In the quaran-
tine line of last year, the counties of Lin-

coln, Canon and Cumberland, in Tennessee,
being placed above the line. The commit-
tee also recommended that, during the open
season, which was fixed from Nov. 1 to
Jan. 1, all stock shipped into Missouri, Kan-
sas, western Texas. Oklahoma, New Mexi-
co and Arizona must first be inspected.
Shipment of stock into other States during
the open season will not have to undergo
this inspection. This report will be sent to
the government at Washington and will be
taken as a guide In controlling the move-
ment of cattle.

The committee on resolutions reported a
resolution on tuberculosis recommending
that all States that have not already done
so shall authorize and empower the proper
authorities to adopt well planned and con-
servative measures to repel the encroach-
ments of the disease and to eradicate it
where it is already established. The con-
vention also adopted this report.

During the session reports were read by
Dr. Leonard Pearson. Mate veterinarian of
Pennsylvania, and Dr. Austin Peters, chair-
man of the board of cattle commlsfloners
of Massachusetts, on the principal work in
their States on the suppression of tubercu-
losis in stock.
