J. M., SWITZER'S OBSERVATIONS OF
FILIPINOS" WAR TACTICS,

-

Does Not Think the Recent Uprising

Plot Counts for Maoch—~Lawion
Highly FPraised.

>

J. M. Switzer, formerly of this State,
but now of 8an Francisco, was in the cily
for a #hort time yesterday between trains
as he was on his way to visit old [riends.

Mr. Switzer was a member of the First
California Volunteers, the first reglment of

United States troops to set foot in Hono-
lulu and the first troops to reach the Phil-
ippines after Admiral Dewey's victory.

Switzer was attending Stanford University
when the war broke out and he served

through the first campaign in the Phil-
ippines. He was mustered out last Janu-
ary, but remained in the islands and did
not come to this country until the latter
part of August. He was born near Colum-

bus, but spent much of his early life near
Peru. He expectis to return to California
and will probably go back to Manlla to
engage in business. He has a large col-
iection of pictures and curios from the
islands, and many of his pictures are those
taken by the Spanlards before the Ameri-
can troops took possession of the city of
Manila. Mr. Switzer also has many pic-
tures taken on the firing line. Other souve-
nirs which he has are letters taken from
the Insurgent postoffice which have never
been opened, and receipts for the delivery
of Spanish prisoners which he found In
Agulnaldo's desk.

Mr. Switzer talked Interestingly of the
Islands yesterday. Sald he, "The islands are
wonderfully rich, but whether they are
worth fighting for 1 will leave for others
to decide. At thi= time of the yecar it is
impossible for any military operations to
proceed because of the rain, but I believe
the present force in the islands Is large
enough to break the backbone of the re-
bellion. It is true that for many years
there will be bands of bandits in different
partg of the islands and to insure peace
throughout the islands will require at least
100,000 men. The four southern provinces
are the richest of Luzon, and the peo-
ple of those provinces are the greatest com-
mercial people of the island., They have
petitioned General Otis to have United
States troops sent there for their protec-
tion, but so far they have not been sent
and 1 suppose they cannot be spared. A
small number of men thrown across the
neck of tie peninsula on which those prov-
inces are located would amply protéct them.
The people who have developed the islands,
80 far as they have been developed, are
the Chinese. T'hey have done the work and
they have invested the money. They
have done more than the Spanish;
and the merchants of Manlla, ex-
cept a few German, American and Span-
ish firms, are Chinese, If the Chinese ex-
clusion act should be extended so as to in-
clude the Philippines it would be the most
severe blow to the commercial prosperity
of the islands that could be given. The Fil-
iplnos are a lazy, treacherous people and
none of them is g0 good as a dead one.
They are unreliable in every respect. They
will not work and they have no money in-
vested in the islands, There is no possible

way of determining how many of them, are
in the army opposed to our troops, '
MASTERS AT INTRENCHING.

“The authorities there do not reckon on
the number of men in the Insurgent army,
but they count the number of rifles. Our
authorities offered a reward for every ritfle,
but Aguinaldo met that with a higher re-
ward for every rifle brought in. The men
who have the riftes do nothing but fight.
Others do the intrenching, the cooking and
all other work connected with the army.
The men with the Jifles are expected to
fight, and do nothing else. They are not
good fighters, but they are experts in dig-
ging trenches and making fortifications.
When they tear up a rallroad they take up
the ralls, burn the tles and level the em-
bankment. They cut a span of a rallroad
bridge with cold chizels so that the span
will drop Into the river. The rails they use
in thelr fortifications, and over the top they
use iron pipes cut half In two and so placed
that there is a sloping roof of iron over
the heads of those behind the trenches. On
the top of the intrenchments they lay large
logs or plles of ralls in the form of a rall
fence so that the points farthest out are
slightly open. They are able to shoot In
three directions through these openings, but
it Is necessary for our men to shoot through
the small openings to hit them. The jron
roof and the ralls make our shrapnel use-
less against them. The most necessary
thing is to blockade the Islands so that
their supply of rifles and ammunition will
be entirely cut off and then to send enough
men there to put a stop to brigandage.

“American newspapers are thick in
Manlila, and the speeches and other public
utterances of tnose I this country go direct
to the rebel army. They are translated
from the papers which go there and are
gent out to the rebel army from Manila.
Many things are sent out which are not In
the speeches and documents, but enough
that is true is sent out to make the whole
geem true. Scarcely any Fllipino except
those in Manila have ever secen an Ameri-
ean, and Aguinaldo arnd the other leaders
who have been In Manila go out into the
provinces and tell the wn;ﬁ-\- things which
they believe as coming from thosze who have
gseen the Americans, They are an exceed-
ingly superstitious people, and these leaders
work on thelr superstitions. There I8 no
doubt but that the attitude of the people
in this country against further prosecution
of the war s a great help to Aguinaldo.

THE PLOT LAST WEEK.

“I noticed in the papers this morning
the discovery of a plot for an uprising in
Manila. That does not count for much, as
the plot was In a quarter in which there
are scarcely any foreigners, and It is what
might be termed the ‘tough’ part of the
cityv., All the natives think of is loot and
plunder, and this plot was in the native
part of the city. General Lawton Is highly
thought of there. I could not say too much
of him or speak too highly of the way the
men feel towards him. He is undpubtedly

reckless, but he is a born fighter, and that
is what is needed there. 1 do not care to
say a word as to General Otis's fitness or
unfitness for the place he occuples. 1 will
say that he iz an overworked man. The
governor general of the islands should have
nothing more to do, and General Otis has
all he can attend to in the duties of that
one position. I was sorry to see General
Wheeler sent there. There IS no one who
has a higher regard for General Wheeler
than I have, and 1 am a great admirer of
the man, but it Is no place for him. The
kind of campalgning necessary there is
that which young men should do, and It is
no place for gray-haired men like Wheeler.
1 saw Egbert die there, and none of us
could see why Wheeler was sent out after
we saw as fine an old man as Egbert killed.
I belleve Funston should be sent back. He
is a natural fighter, and, while he may not
have the coolpness which would be better
for him, he will stop at nothing, and he and
Lawton would make a fighting team that
would be terrific. The men there would do
anything for either Funston or Lawton,
but they all feel sorry for Wheeler. [ ex.
pect it is sentimental, but it is the way they
feel. MacArthur is a more cautious man,

but he is a good leader and a good general.”

TWO HAVE SMALLPOX.

A Dentist and His Wife on the Via-
duct—=Many Were Exposed.

Two new cases of smallpox, which the
City Board of Health fears may be the
means of starting another epldemic of the
disease in this city, were brought to light
yesterday by Dr. Charles E. Ferguson, the
smallpox expert of the board. Yesterday
morning a physician notified the Health
Board that he had two patients whom he
belleved were suffering with smallpox, and
Dr. Ferguson was at once sent to 142 Vir-
Einla avenue, where he found Dr. P. E.
Viza and his wife In a serious condition.
Dr, Viza i a dentist and has been {ll for
about two weeks, during which time he has
attended to his practice, with the help of

anather dentist whom he hired of
the time. He did not suspect that he had
mallp: and uch :
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move both Viza and his wife to the isolation
hospital and quarantine the house, which
Is & two-story brick block on the north ap-
proach of the viaduct. Dr. Viza occupled
the second floor as an office, and had living
apartment= in the same building. Since his
lliness many people have been treated by
him, and a number of acquaintances have
called to pay social calls on him and his
wife. On election day Viza was so ill that
he had to be driven to the polls in a car-
ringe, and the Health Board fears that, as
it Is impossible to know all of the people
who have been exposed to the disease, it
will spread raplidly before anything can be
done to stop it

at the time Mayor Taggart accepted the
third ngmination he asked that nothing be
done to embarass the ticket by reason of

Mack’'s connection with the administration,
as it was not the intention to reappoint
him, but, on the other hand, it would be

useless to oust him and appoint another
man for so short a term.

In connection with the attitude of the
different labor organizations of the city and
its bearing on the appointments by the
mayor, it was sald yesterday that ‘‘or-
ganized labor” was opposed to the selection
of David I. Scott, the Republican sugzested
for a place on the Board of Safety, on the
grounds that he was “an enemy to or-
ganized labor.” Thomas Blackburn, who
has been much in evidence in the painters’
controversy for the past year or more, is

“organized labor" is arrayed against Mr.

At the present time every city employe
has placed his resignation in the hands of
the mayor, but it {s probable that few of
them will be accepted.

DIRECTORS DECIDE TO GIVE ONE.

Business Men and Merchants Think It

of Great Advantage to
the City.

*

Senator Albert J. Beveridge called a meet-
ing of the board of directors of the Indi-

anapolis May Musical Festival, ¢f which he
is the president, at his office yesterday aft-
ernoon. He and other members of the board
had received numerous letters and personal
golicitatiors from business men and others
to arrange to hold another May festival
next year, and the matter was discussed
at length by those present at the meeting.
It was argued that the general conditions
were go improved that it would not be a
difficult matter to give a festival next
spring that would be a success financially
and otherwise. Mr, F. L. Mayer said that
the Business Men's Assoclation, of which
he is a member, and which had brought
many excursions into the city in the last
three years in the interests of lrade._had.
at a recent conference, agreed that the
people from out of town who came to the
festival had made more purchases than
those that come on any of the other ex-
cursion rates. He said that a number of
the leading retailers had urged Lim to do
what he could to bring about a resumption
of the annual May festival. Senator Bev-
eridge and other members of the board
sald they had had similar experiences.

After a full discussion of the varlous
phases of the subject a resolution was
adopted that a festival be given next May,
and the following committees were ap-
pointed to do the preliminary work:

Finance — Messrs. Mayer, Taylor
Coffin.

Music—Messrs. Vonnegut,
Smith.

Advertising—Messrs. Perry,
Johnson.

Under the plan of organization of the
Music Festival Assoclation the present di-
rectors and officers hold office until thelr
successors are elected. The guarantors of
the festival fund elect the directors and
the latter in turn the officers. The present
organization will do all the preliminary
work until a guarantee fund is obtained,
and the subscribers to that fund will then
meet and make the new organization.

As the time is comparatively short to get
the festival affairs In good shape It was
decided to go to work at once, both in get-
ting guarantors, organizing the chorus, se-
lecting artists and a musical director. The
secretary was instructed to enter into cor-
respondence about these various affairs, 0
that no time may be lost. In the discus-
slon of the subject it developed that, judg-
ing from the talk about town, there was a
general demand that the May festival be
resumed purely as a public enterprise. Sev-
eral of the directors reported that a number
of well-known men had come to them vol-
untarily and offered to make large sub-
scriptions to the guarantee fund.
