WITHDRAWS UNDER FIRE

JOSIAII It. ADAMS WILL XOT RX'X FOR
SUPREME COURT JUDGE.

eu-spnpc- r Attack on a Pennsylvania
Republican Candidate Induces Him

to Retire from the Race.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 19. Josiah R. Ad-

ams, of this city, who was nominated by the
Republican state convention, last August,
as a candidate for Judge of the Supreme
Court, to-nig- ht sent a letter to Gen. Frank
Reeder, chairman of Republican state com-

mittee, withdrawing' from the ticket. The
letter says, l.i part:

"I have been attacked by political oppon-
ents and have answered the attack in the
only way that best friendly, professional
and political advisers deemed adequate. I
can, before election day, in no further way,
diminish the effect of that attack which
must, therefore, influence voters adversely
to the ticket If I remain thereon. I have no
right to let my ambition Impede my party's
success and while I have no doubt of elec-

tion if I stand. I should not enjoy victory
by a lessened party vote, nor would I en-

dure a Judicial scat in any court where the
ViiimKloct CM itnr at the bar doubts mv Integ
rity. I, therefore, decline the nomination for
Judge of the Supreme Court."

Mr. Adams's Withdrawal is the sequel of
an attack on him by a Philadelphia morning
newspaper. Mr. Adams was charged by the
paper with being the president of corpora
tions which , are alleged to have swindled
many persons in Pennsylvania and other
States. The newspaper continued the at
tacks, and Mr. Adams was urged by news-

papers of both of the big parties and his
friends to answer the charges. Yesterday
he issued a long statement in answer to the
accusations, which he branded as being "ab
solutely and unqualifiedly false." He did
not deny his connection with the alleged
swindling concerns, but positively asserted
that ye hnd no knowledge that they were
other than legitimate enterprises, and that
when complaints reacnea mm ci qiu-suun- -

able transactions on the rart of agents of
the companies, he . Immediately withdrew
from all connection wun me concerns.

RIOTOUS SOLDIERS.

Colored Troops In Texas Clash with
the Police.

LAREDO, Tex., Oct. 19. Friction between
the Laredo police and the negro soldiers at
Fort Mcintosh resulted In a street riot last
night. A Mexican, C, Nuncio, received a
Krag-Jorgens- en bullet through the shoulder,
Policeman William Stoner was badly beaten
with clubbed rifles and at least a hundred
shots from the army rifles and pistols were
fired by the rioting negroes. Policeman
Stoner, about midnight, arrested a soldier
for some offense, and turned him over to the
military authorities. The report of the ar-

rest at the barracks Infuriated the soldiers,
who battered down the door of the ord-

nance room, secured their arms and started
on a rampage through the western part of
the city, fifty strong. Finding Policeman
Stoner they covered him with their rifles,
disarmed him and then clubbed and stamped
him. Then they rained a regular fusillade
down the several streets and bullets whizzed
all over the city. Only one casualty from
this shooting has been reported, that of C.
Nuncio, who was shot while walking along
Lincoln street and fatally wounded.

Lieut. J. M. Campbell, in command at the
fort who was attending an entertainment
in the city, hastened to the barracks, threw
out the guards and had the roll called, but
al the soldiers had reached there ahead of
him. The arms had also been returned to
the armory, but showed evidence of recent
use. The lieutenant is much concerned over
the affair and has issued orders confining
the garrison to the reservation for thirty
days. Lieutenant Campbell was a corporal
In the Seventy-fir- st New York Volunteers
and for bravery shown at San Juan hill was
appointed to a second lieutenancy In the
regular army and assigned to the command
here. He was to be married to Miss Ruth
Tompkins, of New York, to-morr-

BELIEVES IN PUBLICITY

FRANCIS LYXDK STETSON TALKS TO
THE INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION.

He Is Opposed to a National Corpora-
tion Law, and Says State Laws

Should Be Amended.

WASHINGTON, Oct. D.-- The Industrial
Commission to-d- ay heard the testimony of
Mr. Francis Lynde Stetson, of New York,
former law partner of ex-Presid- Cleve-
land, and Mr. Elbert H. Gary, president
of the Federal Steel Company. Mr. Stet-sq- n,

speaking on the' general question pf
corporation management, said that, as a
rule, the directors ofa company represented
the majority Interest and that the number
could be of no good general concern. He
advocated the fullest freedom of compact
on the part of corporations and said that
persons having business with them should
learn to inquire concerning their responsi-
bility Just as they would In dealing with
individuals. He deprecated the tendency to-

wards paternalism In such matters and said
that legislation could not make business
men of lunatics or paupers. Any undue In-

terference of law with corporations would
inevitably have the effect of doing more
harm than good. Still he believed that all
stockholders In any company were entitled
to know who their co-own- ers were, and for
all purely public corporations, such as rail-
road and insurance companies, he sug-
gested general publicity.

Mr. , Stetson recommended a general
amendment to the corporation laws of the
States, authorizing corporations to organ-
ize with the power to issue shares of capi-
tal 6tock without any nominal or par value,
but constituting merely a stated propor-
tional part of the total capital. He opposed
a national corporation law as useless and
dangerous. New Jersey's popularity as an
Incorporation State, he said, 'was due to
the tact that taxes were low; to the im-
munity cf stockholders from personal lia-
bility and to the tact that no limitation
is put upon the amount of indebtedness a
company may contract.

Mr. Stetson said he had been concerned
as an attorney in the reorganization of sev-
eral railroad companies, including the
Southern, the Northern Pacific, the Reading
and tho Krie. He said that all these re-
organizations had been made necessary by
the Inability of the companies to earn fixed
chnrpes. due to ' the ruinous reduction of
rates, and in no case to overcapitalization.
In some cases the capitalization had beengreater since the reorganization, but where
this was the case the increase was accom-
panied by a decrease In the Interest rate.
He thought the railroads of the United
Slates better officered now than ever be-
fore. He believed In validating pooling con-
tracts, but would give the Interstate-commerc- e

Commission certain supervision In
case of excessive or unfair rates, but not
the power to make rates. He advocated
making a Judicial body of the Interstate-commerc- e

Commission.
Mr. Gary explained at length the organi-

zation of the Federal Steel Company, whose
authorized capital stock Is $;ju,OCO,000, of
which almost $100,000,000 had been issued.
He explained that the stock issued Included
the actual book valuation of the property
owned by the various plants, I43.OO0.0CO; cash
capital. 110,000,001); increase In value of prop-
erty not represented on the books, $31,000,-0- W;

money advanced by J. P. Morgan &
Co.. bankers, who had engineered the con-
solidation. $14,000,000. The remaining stock
had not been issued and would not be for
less than par value in cash. Morgan & Co.
had received about $300,000 for their serv-
ices in the transaction. He contended that
the Federal Steel Company was not In any
sense a trust, because the constituent mem-
bers of It had never been rivals In busi-
ness. Nor Is It, he said, a monopoly, be-
cause It does r.ot control the entire prod-
uct in any article. The various companies
constituting the parent company co-oper- ate

freely and the combination was made to
enable them to do so.

In reply to questions, he said that thecompany had never made any contribu-
tions to assist In political campaigns, and
the laborers of the various companies were
iree to do as tney might please in the mat-
ter of politics. He advocated the utmost
publicity in the affairs of corporations. The
Federal Company had incorporated In New
Jersey because the laws of the State gave
the power and authority needed, which the
laws of other States did not do. Referring
to the tariff, Mr. Gary said that some pro-
tection was necessary, but that it should
not be high enough to give a monopoly to
any one. He also said that he did not be-
lieve the tariff had anything to do with thepresent prices of steel.

GENERAL STRIKE PROBABLE.

Great Northern May Be Tied Up Com-
pletely.

ST. PAUL, Minn., Oct. 19. A general
strike on the Great Northern will probably
occur within a very few days. It will in-

and switchmen, and the men expect
to tie the road up from end to end. In

A MERRY ROW.

Spiritualists Mix Politics and Religion
at Chicago.

sion. Lack of patriotism, disrespect of the
Constitution and disloyalty to the flag were
some of the charges made against members.

After quiet had been restored a compromise
resolution was adopted, although many
present declared that they voted for It be-
cause they feared for the life of the or-
ganization if the radical stand was insisted
upon. As adopted the resolution reads:
."We extend our cordial sympathy to the
struggling masses of other countries, as
well as our own. in their efforts to achieve
larger liberty and better their condition
morally and socially." The peace confer-
ence at The Hague was indorsed, the en-graftm- ent

of the words "God," "Christ" or
"Christian" upon the Constitution of the
United States was objected to and capital
punishment was declared to be a blot on the
page of history. The equality of men and
women in politics was also strongly Insist-
ed upon. Cleveland. O., was chosen as the
place for holding the next convention in
llXtO.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. W.- -In his ad
dress before the International Commercial
Congress Minister Wu Ting Fang said:

"Persons are generally disliked on account
of their indolence, Immorality and other
bad qualities, but I believe this Is the "first
instance in the history of the world that a
people are considered as undesirable and ex
cluded from a country because of their in-

dustry, perserverence, honesty and other
good qualities. China does not make such
Invidious distinctions. What Is open to one
nation Is open to all others. All are equally
welcome. So far from taking any retalia-
tory measure, she Is still holding the most
friendly and cordial relations with the
United States, and I hope rand trust these
relations will long continue. In view of the
certain Increase of this vast trade and com-

merce between China and the United States
and In view of the unrivaled opportunities
China offers to American capital and enter-
prise, the question naturally arises whether
it Is worth while to keep on your statute
book a discriminating law against a people
with whom It Is your interest to keep and
maintain relations of the most friendly na-

ture. This Is a question for the merchants,
manufacturers, capitalists and laborers of
this country to decide, and I am sure they
will decide it rightly and fairly when the
facts are laid before them."

An important statement made by the min-

ister In his address, which met with un-

stinted applause was In reference to China's
position toward the open door policy of
Great Britain and the United States, to
which policy frequent reference had been
made by other speakers. The minister said:
"I will take this opportunity to say, by way
of a general answer to the preceding
speakers who have referred to the open door
!n my country, that China always favors
the open door. China opens her doors to the
people and the trade of every country with-
out distinction as to race or color."

At the conclusion of Minister Wu Ting
Fang's address John Foord, of New
York, secretary of the American Asi-
atic Association. presented a resolu-
tion reciting that the exports of
American manufactures to China are
growing in value and In volume with a ra-
pidity unexampled in any other market: that
no other market in the world offers such
vast and varied opportunities for the
further Increase of American exports; that
these opportunities are absolutely depend-
ent on the maintenance of equality of com-
mercial privilege, which treaties made with
the United States secure throughout the
whole of the Chinese empire; that certain
foreign powers seem to show a disposition
to restrict that market to the advantage of
their own citizens and the exclusion of
others by the creation of spheres of Influ-
ence, and that it is resolved, as the judg-
ment of the representatives of American In-
dustry and commerce engaged in the China
trade, here assembled as delegates to the
International commercial congress, that an
emphatic declaration should be made by the
government of the United States of its In-

tention to protect to its fullest extent the
rlghs which Its citizens enjoy under exist-
ing treaties to pursue their trade in the
Chinese empire. The resolution was unani-
mously adopted.

The Chinese minister, rising to a point of
privilege, speke as follows: "I wish to an-
swer one of the speakers here who made the
remark: 'It is nil very fine to say that It is
not just to exclude tie Chinese from Amer-
ica, but China has 4CO.000.000 Inhabitants, and
If the exclusion law Is repealed will not they
come to America?' I am very hlad the ques-
tion was asked so as to give llie the oppor-
tunity of answering. The Chli se that come
here come only from two provinces in Can-
ton. You never see a northern Chinaman
here: no men from Shanghai, for Instance,except In the diplomatic corps. These two
provinces have a population of only aboutone million, so that even should all come,
which is manifestly absurd. It would not bevery serious.

"The total number of Chinamen now in
America is about 100.000. Why did the peo-
ple come? Thirty years ago. when you wereconstructing our Western railroads, you sentagents to China and begged the laborers tocome here. Of course, others followed theirexample later. But had you not done this,
I do not believe there would have been any
Chinese laborers here.

"These men do not rob you They workday and night and make faithful servants.I admit that they want to make a few dol-
lars and go home, but is not that Just whatyou Americans who come to China want? IDeueve mat to get the trade of China it Is
V,CT1 .whlle to repeal this objectionable
statute."

Adulteration of Food.
CHICAGO, Oct. IX The adulteration of

food and the enforcement of the dairy and
food laws were the subjects of general dis-
cussion at to-da- y's session of the National
Association of State Dairy and Food De-
partments. Nearly forty dairy and food
commissioners from thirteen States were in
attendance and gave their views on the sub-
ject of debate. The discussion was led byElliott Grosvenor, of Michigan, secretaryand treasurer of the association. Paperswere read by N. C. Adams, dairy and foodcommissioner of Wisconsin, on "A Dairy
Commissioner." "A Dairy State" and "ThePracetice Under Milk Statutes." by H.Brown Cannon, of Colorado. The principal
address was that of J. B. Noble, dairy com-
missioner of Connecticut who spoke forcibly
of the loose laws of several States whichpermit manufacturers of oleomargarinft,end
other fraudulent articles to inflict theirproducts upon the public.

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RETURN TO WASHINGTON

PRESIDENT M'KIXLEY AXD PARTY AT

THE CAPITAL AGAIN. s

Mrs. McKinley in Better Health-Alas- kan

Boundary Modus Vivendi
Xot Yet In Effect.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 19. President Mc-

Kinley and party reached Washington at
12:25 o'clock this afternoon, nearly an hour
behind schedule, owing to delay on the
grade In the Baltimore tunnel. The party
consisted of the President and Mrs. McKin-
ley, Secretary Long, Secretary and Mrs.
Hitchcock, Attorney General Griggs, As-

sistant Secretary Cortelyou and Mr. Finney,
private secretary to the secretary of the
navy, members of the press and the White
House attendants. All but the three Cabi-

net officers mentioned had left the party at
various points on the road. The train was
met at the station by Secretary Root, Ad-

jutant General Corbin, District Marshal
Palmer and John Addison Porter, secretary
to the President The President's carriage
drove to the door of the car and the Pres-
ident and Mrs. McKinley stepped directly
Into the carriage and were driven to the
White House. Mrs. McKinley was looking
stronger than on her return from her last
trip West, and it was agreed by the mem-
bers of the party that shek had improved
in health. V

Leaving Washington Oct 14. the Presi-
dent's train traveled a distance of 009 miles
and passed ovr the tracks of eighteen rail-
way systems. Arrangements for the trip
were made by the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company, which furnished the entire equip-
ment. The Itinerary having been arranged
by the White House officials. George W.
Boyd, assistant general passenger agent of
the Pennsylvania system, put himself in
communication with the general passenger
agents of the various railways over which
it was the wish of the party to pass and a
schedule was quickly made up. D. N. Bell,
tourist agent of the Pennsylvania system,
was placed in charge of the train, with a
corps of men from his own road.

In order that the immense amount of
telegraphic correspondence originating on
the train might be expeditiously handled
the Western Union Telegraph Company sent
with the President a9 its representative Wil-
liam Ht Young, night manager of the office
at Washington. He had directly in charge
all of the official telegraphic correspondence
of the President and the members of the
Cabinet besides the dispatches of the repre
sentatives or the press,

The annual report of Brigadier General
James F. Wade, commanding the Depart-
ment of Dakota, was made public to-da- y.
