DY.YAMITE TRUST AIDED II Y MISERS
IX Till; BRAZIL DISTRICT.

Independent Company of Terre Haute,
However, Were FIrM Friend- - of

the DlKKvr.

The officers of the United Mine Workers
of America are giving their attention to a
peculiar condition of affairs in the Brazil
district of this State, where for several
months past a war has been going on be-

tween the Independent Powder Company,
located at Fontanet, and owned by Terre
Hauto capitalists, and the "dynamite
trust," of which the Dupont Powder Com-
pany i3 tho head and fronL Some time ego.
tho Independent company made a contract
with the operators in the Brazil district to
use none but the powder manufactured by
tho Independent company, at 5L50 a keg.
This powder the operators sold to the min-
ers at 51.73 adceg, while operators and min-
ers in the Kvan.-will-e district,. In which the
Independent company does not operate,
were compelled to pay the "dynamite trust"
52.75 a keg for the samo grade of powder.
For .V time tho Independent company's
powder was used extensively by the miners,
us they were saving ?1 a keg on all they
used, but recently the trust made an effort
to tako the Brazil business away from the
Independent company and began to deal di-

rectly with the miners, offering them the
samo powder they were using at $1.25 a keg.
The miners, ho. of course, had to buy
their own powder, accepted the offer at
once and the Independent company found
its product discarded. The operators were
held to their contract, however, and the In-
dependent company has continued to send in
tho shipments of powder provided for in the
contracts, much to the annoyance of the op-
erators, who have generally no safe place to
store any vonslderable quantity of the ex-
plosive. E fiords are being made to show
the miners that it is not to their permanent
Interests to have the Independent companygo out of business, and that by patronizing
tho trust they are gradually killing the In-
dependent company, as most of Its patron-i-e- e

comes from its own immediate neigh-
borhood. It is figured out that each ton of
coal mined with powder at 51.73 a keg costs
the miner 10 cents, and attention is calledto the fact that if the Independent com-pany is forced to tho wall the trust willImmediately raise th price of powder to
th earae ligures as charged In the Evans
vllle district, which would practically double
the cost of powder to the miner, and, wherea ten of coal now nets a miner 55 cents. It
would cut it down to 43 cents, which is notregarded as a good living wage. In the
meantime the great demand for ccal from
the Brazil fields has sidetracked the issue
temporarily, and, inasmuch as the opera-
tors are being compelled to keep the Inde-
pendent company alive by buying powder
which they are not able to use, theyare the only ones being squeezed, but. If the
miners refuse to patronize the company in
the future. It is felt that the Brazil lield will
bo at tho mercy of the trust.

The absence of sulphur and phosphates in
the Brazil coal makes it much in demand
by Iron furnaces, which cannot use coal inmaking steel when it contains these ele-
ments.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY.

Agreement oa Temporary Line High-
ly Satisfactory to Mr. Fairbanks.

Theagreement on a temporary Alaskan
boundary between Secretary Hay and Mr.
Tower was highly pleasing to Senator Fair-hank- s.

He stated yesterday that it is an im-
portant step, as it defines for the time the
rights of subjects of Great Britain and
Americans In a territory which was dis-
puted ground, and in which there has been
serious danger of a collision between the
subjects of the two countries. The discov-
ery of gold in the Porcupine district, ho
said, added to the danger, but under the
modus Vivendi just adopted this danger is
averted and -- the future rights of every one
Interested will be respected. The present
line is subject to the ultimate dtermlnatlon
of the boundary.

Senator Fairbanks will leave to-morr- ow

for Nebraska, where ho will speak three
days of the campaign, after which he will
go to Ohio to take part In the campaign
there.

IT WILL LEND NO AID

COMMERCIAL CLUB RESCINDS ITS AC-

TION IX STREET CAR MATTEIt.

Strong Protest Arose In Organization
Asalnst Taking Hand In Alleged

Bribery Investigation.

The Commercial Club directors, at. a spe-

cial meeting yesterday noon, decided to
drop the Investigation of the rumored cor-

ruption in connection with the street rail-

way settlement last spring.
The action came up on the report of the

committee of three D. M. Parry, F. M.
Ayres and A. E. Metzger which was ap-

pointed by President English last Thursday
to receive subscriptions with which to em-

ploy an attorney to assist the rrosecutor in
Investigating the alleged corruption. The
report was as follows:

Your committee appointed to secure the
services of counsel to assist in the proposed
street-ca- r investigation, would, after care-
ful consideration, recommend that the mat-
ter be referred to the consideration of tho
members of the Commercial Club at a spe-

cial meeting to be held Saturday evening,
Oct. 25, at 8 o'clock.

On motion of Major Taylor the report
was received and the committee discharged,
but thl3 action was followed by another
motion by Mr. Taylor, asking that further
action in the matter be indefinitely post-

poned. This motion was discussed for a
few minutes, but the directors finally de-

cided unanimously to adopt it, and by so
doing rescinded the action taken last
Thursday, and Indicated that hereafter the
club will take no part in the matter.

At the meeting yesterday all the directors
were present, except Dr. Jameson, W. C.
Bobbs and W. H. Elvin. and the session
was held behind closed doors, with all tran-
soms shut. No authoritative explanation
was given as to the reasons for the change
in the plans, but after the meeting it was
said by one of the members that the project
was abandoned over the objections of sev-

eral directors, because a majority felt that,
the action of Thursday was a reflection on
members of the club who were also con-
nected with the street-railwa- y company.
Others felt that the matter was creating
bad feeling and factions inside the club.
and that for the Fake of the future of the
club the matter ought to be dropped. Some
of the members said that they felt there
was little logic in this stand. a. In their
opinion, if there was any corruption in
connf-ctio- n with the street-railwa- y deal, the
fact that members of the club were impli-
cated in it ought not to prevent the club
from taking the same acticr as though none,
of its members were affected.
