AMUSEMENTS.

“A Wife's Peril” at the Grand.
Victorien BSardou’'s comeay drama, “A
Wife's Peril,” was given last night by the
Grand stock company. “The play came off
in well-handled manner as far as the stag-
ing goes, but showed decided defects in the
wark of some of the actors. It was a strong

contrast of light and shade, in which, how-
ever, the light prevalled. There were sev-

eral unusual obstacles to overcome in the
staging of this work. Being by Sardou,
“A Wife's Perll” might be called relatively
tame, but in spite of this the stage man-
ager, Mr. Brooke, showed his excellent
taste by further *“toning” it down. It is a
question whether this sort of play is aito-
gether appropriate to be produced by a
stock company, but the audience last night
surely did not bother itself with the pos-
sibility of disagreement. It accepted thag
which was entertaining and let all serious-
ness alone. In other words, it accepted the
comedy an< overlooked the drama.

As usual the scenic effects were exquis-
itely done, great attention bdbelng paid to
that department and deservedly so. Next
came the handling of the ensemble. The
stage Is never crowded and an air of natur-
alneas pervades the single scenes as far as
the premeditated plan goes. However, |t
must be sald that last night's performance
suffered seriously under an unmistakable
hesitancy, which, of course, will be rem-
edied Iin the next performances. Upon one
occasion the flow of oratory was abruptly

shut off, like ﬁla or water, when one does
not pay his bill. Even Mr. Sheldon suffered
somewhat from nervousness, for when he
entered he received such applavd=e that the
ovation fairly applauded him out of his
lines. As Sir codbine Grafton he ap-
again before his old friends that
would not 4o without him. His work was
very good and both he and his “littie
cherub,” Percy, kept the audience In con-
tinuous merriment. S8uch characters as the
two Graftons, Mr. and Mrs. Beck and
Mademolselle hurionette. have such an ap-
peasing Influence over the outraged sense
ol‘rs;oprle!y that one cannot really hold
Sardou responsible for what he otherwise
sald. Mr. Reynolds's Percy Grafton, the lit-
tle“angel, who smokes his father's cigars
reads Boccaceio’s Decameron, and
furthermore carries on a flirtation with re-
alistic finishing touches with the French
mald, was a complete success. The same
must be sald of Miss Rand (Madamoli=zelle
Marionette.) The clever actress was greeted
with much applause.

So much for the characters of the comedy.
Turning to the main figures of the drama
the same amount of praise cannot justly be
bestowed upon them. True enough, 3
Macy’'s Dr. Thornton was an effort of genu-
ine merit. Mr. Macy has never plaved bet.
ter. He understands his part and it scems
to fit his natural abilities. In his constant,
untiring care for the welfare of the Ore
monde House a llttle love. story = beau-
tifully interwoven, and Miss Donico, as
Lucy Ormonde, was a very clever assistant
of the doctor. Mr. Kolker as Capt. Maurice
Bradford and Miss Shannon as Lady Or-
maonde have very trying perts. Now,
whether an Intuitive feeling of the well nigh
impo=sible situations prevented these able
artists from giving a convincing perform-
ance, or whether some other similar 4if-
fleulty imterfered; in  short, their work
Iacked spirit and truthfulness. Mr. Kolker
started out tco fervently and Miss Shan-
non exaggercied. The most tryving of all
scenes, that in the third act, when Brad-
ford’s passion bursts out like a wildfire,
was decidedly spoiled by orchestral accom-
paniment. This s an exhibition of bad taste
ané should not be tolerated in legitimate
work. Mr. Steppling. as 8Sir Ormonde. has
& thankléss part and seemed slightly un-
comfortable at times,

With a better balanced ensemble and
more self-rellance, which hardly ever are
offered in a first night's performance, the

He Wanted All of His 0ld Furniture
Destroyed and Replanced with New
Articles—City Affairs.

The City Beard of Health raised the quar-
antine vesterday on the building at No. 142
Virginla avenue, which was occupled by
Dr. P. E. Vize and his wife, the smallpox
patlents. The work of fumigation began at
once and the odor of formaldehyde per-
m-oated the atmosphere of the neighbor-
hr-(nd.

Dr. Vize inslsted on every article of fur-
niture in the house belng destroyed by the
authorities, as the city is compelled to re-
place or pay for fuRniture that is burned
by order of the Board of Health in a house
which has been infected by smallpox. Dr.
Vize even wanted his operating chair dec-
stroyed, so that the city would have to re-
place it with a new one.

Dr. Clark, the clity sanitarian, couidn’t
the matter in that light, however, and
he stated that Dr. Vize would not have his
wishes complied with. The mattress on the
bed occupled by Dr. Vize will be burned. No
bed clothes, carpets and other articles
whichh can be bolled will be fumigafed in
that manner. The remainder of the furni-
ture will be thoroughly cleaned and formal-
dehyde used Pml’u.«ely. All the necessary
precautions will be taken in the fumigation
to prevent any possibility of the disease re-
oceurring.

MRS. STEVENSON HERE.

Widow of the Novelist Is Staying at
the Bates,

Mrs. Robert Louis Stevenson, the widow
of the late novelist, is at the Bates, with
her =on, Lloyd Osborre. Mrs. Stevenson,
who is a native of Indianapolis, stopped off
here on her way to northern California,
where she intends to make ‘her home. Her
visit her was to see her sister, Mrs, Benja-
min Thomas, of Danville, Ind. Mrs. Steven-
son Is still a handsome woman, although
her hair has turned gray. Her eyes are
bright, however, and when she talks there
is always a smile on her face. VWhen seen
vesterday she pleaded fatigue, due to a long
journey, but said she was pleased to say
anything that would be of interest to peo-
ple who remembered her as a girl in this
city.

Regarding the condition of affairs in Sa-
moa, where she made her home during they
latter portion of her husband's lifg, she said
she was not in sympathy with the attitude
assumed by the English and American gov-
ernments. She said it had always been
Mr. Stevenson's belief, and, therefore, her
own, that the people of the islands should
be allowed to choose their own rulers and
that this was exactly contrary to what the
English and American governments were
trying to establish there. She said the

Germans, who, by their attitude in the re-
cent difficulties there, were unpopular in
both England and America, were in the
right in the matter, and, as a matter of
fact, the Germans are now smndlnﬁ on the
ground that the question of the kingship
should be left to a vote of the people, as
provided for in the Berlin treaty., She said
all the people had asked for was that their
internal aflairs be let alone, and it was be-
cause the provisiions of the Berlin treaty
were not complied with ¢hat the recent
‘“eruel ond unnecessary war'’ was precipi-
tated. In her opinion there was no neces-
sity for the loss of a single life, and that
there wis any lost was to her an Indication
that the British and Americans showed a
lack of tact. She said the real trouble in
Samoa was in the nature of a quarrel be-
tween missionaries, where the Protestant
divinity students stood arrayed against the
Roman Catholic clergy. She said their res-
idence in Samo was known as Fort Steven-
son, and that during the trouble the British
man-of-war Porpoise bombarded the build-
ing, firing sixty-two shot sat it, of which
ten six-inch shells took effect, but, strange
to say, did little damage. The house was
held by the Mataafans, who were friends
of the family and partisans of King Maua-
taafa. Mr. Osborne spoke of the trouble as
“essentlally a British attempt to grab the
island."”

“And they used the Americans as cat's-
paws,” added Mrs. Stevenson. She said
that, although the English and American
press were full of high-sounding phrases
about DBritons and Americans standing
shoulder to shoulder in Samoa, they were
doing so really in attacking defenseless vil-
lages, occupied by women and children. She
sald that unprejudiced and unsentimental
newspaper men in Samoa spoke of the at-
tack by the British and American forces as
something despicable and in reality as the
attempt of two great nations to cower peo-
ple who had striven for years against great
odds for merely the shadow of tneir liberty.
Sne sald the youth who was crowned Kin
of SBamoa Is a mere gupé):t to a debauche
chief, and she says the Bamoans care noth-
!ng whatever for him,

in England. It consists of the letters of
Robert Louis Stevenson, as edited by Sldney
Colbin.

WANT CORN PROTECTED

CUBAN FARMERS DESIRE THE AMER-
ICAN CEREAL SHLT orT.

They Also Protest Against the Duty
on 0Oil=Gen. Rivera's Dismissal
Not Relished by Veterans.

HAVANA, Oct. 30.—Governor General
Brooke has recelved a petition signed by a
number of Cuban farmers urging protection

against American corn. The farmers say
they have no money to buy machinery, but

have to plant by hand and to egrry their
produce on their backs to market, where
they obtain little for it, owing to the fact
that there is scarcely any duty on foreign
grain. The petition goes on to say that this
condition of things greatly handicaps the
Cubans in taeir attempts to recover a de-

gree of thelr former prosperity. Incidentally
the farmers protest against the protective
duties on oil, alleging that these are In
force solely to protect one American re-
finery, whereas a protective duty on corn
“would mean the welfare of thousands of
small farmers whose only source of revenue
is what they make by growing corn.”

Senor Domingo Mendez Capote, secretary
of goverament in General Brooke's advisory
cabinet, when walted upon to-day by a com-
mittee of the veteransg of independence, who
osked him to explain the dismissal of Gen.

Rivera from the civil governorship of Ha-
vana, implying that there had been some
distinction mada between the two classes of
revolutionists, replied that the dismissal was
in no sense a personal matter, but that af-
fairs could not be allowed to go on in tiyg
way thzy had gone, Riveru aving pei-
sistently refused to recognize that he was
rot at liberty to do as he pleased. This re-
ply the committee pronounced unsatisfac-
tory.

At Breu, province of Santa Clara, a depu-
tation of citizens called on the mayvor and
esked him to issue an order directing Ce-
ballos, a former guerrilla, to leave town Im-
mediately, as he had spoken against the
Cubang. The mayor told Ceballos he had
better go In order to avoid trouble, and he
complled with the suggestion. One Borjes,
a Cuban, was accused in court of having
spoken against the Cubans, He was also
ordered to leave town and did so. This man
fought for the Spaniards during the war.

Governor General Brooke has appointed
a srecial eriminal court for Havana to ex-
ercise jurisdiction for a -period of three
monthsg, and to bring to trial a long list
of criminals now in the Havaaa prison.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 3.--General Greely
recelved a cablegram from Havana this
afternoon sayving that the hurricane thers

had done great damage to property and
that the lines of communication betweeén
Havana and Santiago had been all cut. Sig-
nal service men are repairing ihe lines.
