DISEASE IN INDIANA.

Reporis Received from All Parts by
the Stnte Hoard of Health.

Reports (o the Stata Board of Health for
October show the following diseases to
bhave increased over Seplember: Typhold
fever, tousilitls, bronchitis, scarlet fever,
diphtheria, pneumonia and measles.

The diseases decreasing in area of preva-
lence were: Rheumatism, intermittent
fever, dissrhoen, dysentervy, cholera infan-
tum, choleran morbus, erysipelas and cerebro

spinal meningitis. The discases which did
not increase or decrease wers: Puerperal
fever, influenza and pleuritis.

Ht-, cholera was reported as prevalent in
the following coumties: Ciinton, Franklin,
Henry, Warrick, Warren
Wayne. )

Wayre county very probably got its hog
cholera from a carload of infected hogs
which were purchased at the Indianapolis
st wkyards last August and which were
shipped to Linn, Rar‘fﬁ':nph county, ard from
there driven south into Wavne., Had the
law permitted. the health authorities here,
being cognizant of this matter, could have
prevented the shipment. The law, how-
ever, expressly provides that swine shall not
be controlled. This prowvision was intro-
duced by a farmer legislator when the live
slock sanilary commission law was passed
in 1880, Had 1t not been for this exemption
thousands of deollars could have been saved
to Wayne county and other thousands to
other counties,

FOR MORE NATURAL GAS

CITY TAKES STEPS IN COURT FOR AN
INCREASED SUPPLY OF FUEL.

&>

Mandatory Proceedings Brought
Agalnst the Indianapolis Gas Com-
pany-=The City's Complaint.

+*

Late yesterday evening the city of In-
dianapolis, by {ts attorney, John W. Kern,
began mandatory proceedings against the
Indianapolis Gas Company to compel the
company to take steps looking to a better
supply of natural gas for this city. The
complaint, which was filed In the Superior
Court, asks that the company be required
to lay an additlonal line of pipe to iis gas
fields and to sink more wells.

The complaint is a lengthy ore, and after
setting out the natural-gas ordinance passed
by the Council In 1887 it refers to the ac-
ceptance of all provisions under the ordi-
nance by the' Indianapolis Gas Company
and of the contract entered into between the

plaintiff and de.l.t'endunt. The complaint
further says:

“That the population of the ecity of In-
dianapolis at the time of defendant's ac-
ceprance of =ald ordinance was 108,000; that
such population is now 19,000; that the de-
mands upon said defendant for natural-gas
fuel made under and pursuant to the pro-
visions of =said ordinance have increased
proportionately with such increase in popu-
lation, until it now has connected with its
lHines of mains {n said city more than 18,000
consumers: that as such population and
such demands increased the said defendant
extended its lines. of mains into the said
gas-producing territory until, in the year
1596, it had in use about 1:5 miles of such
mains, comprising its original main line,
twelve inches in dlameter, extending a dis-
tance of about forty miles, and two shorter
lines, each ten inches in diameter, but that
since the year 1806, notwithstanding the
steady increase in population of said city
and the consequent increase of the demands
for natural-gas fuel, the said defendant has
falled and refused, and still falis and re-
fuses, to lay any additional mains into sald
gas territory.

HAS 50,000 ACRES.

“That the said defendant company has
leased and under its control more than fifty
thousand acres of gas-producing territory in
sald gas field, in which there is natural gas
in ample quantities to supply all persons in
said city who, under the provisions of said
ordinance and contract, are and will be ¢en-
titled to receive the same. 7'hat the wells
owned by said defendant with those now In
process of being sunk by it. if supplemented
by twenty-five addilional wells sunk in the
territory =0 In the possession and under the
control, of the defendant, wili produce all
natural gas necessary for the supply of all
its sald consumers in sald city for all pur-

poees, but that the sald natural gas so pro-
duced by such wells cannot be brought to

sald city by said defendant in such quan-
titles as to supply it said consumers be-
cause of the insufficient and Inadequate
capacity of the sald mains connectimg such
wells with said city. That such mains are
so Inadequate in capacity that it is impos-
siblo to convey through them more than
one-half the natural gas flowing and to flow
out of such wells, and that if the said de-
fendant corporation will lay an additional
main twelve inches in diameter between its
chief source of supply in said territory con-
necting its sald wells with its system of
malins in said city, and sink twenty-five ad-
ditional wells in the best part of Its said

territory, there would be an ample supply
of natural gas fuel In said city for all per-
sons connected with said system and for all
who are entitled under said ordinance to be
so connected, for all purposes

“That the profits of the sald defendant
out of the delivery and sale of natural gas in
said city have been so enormous that since
its Incorporation in 18% it has paid out of
the same the entire cost of all ita wells,
malins and other improvements, and paid 12
per cent, ammual dividends on its stock and
f per cent. interest on its bonds, which stock
and bonds aggregate more than five miilion
dollars, a sum largely in excess of the vaiue
of sald plant; so your petitioner avers that
there I no reason why the sald defendant
gshould not sink such additional wells and
lay additioral maines of sufficlent capacity
to bring from its abundant sur;ﬁ)l‘r of natural
gas in {18 =aid territory a sufficient volume
for the necessary use of the inhabitants of
sald city entitled to the same. That soon
after the acceptance of sald ordinance by
the said defendant (it declared and an-
nounced that it could and would supply all
the people of said city entitled to the same
with natural gas fuel, whereupon all of the
inhabitants of said city whose properties
were connected with defendant's lines of
mains therein, discarded the use of all other
fuel, and, reiyving upon the promise, én-
gagement and declaration of the defendant,
also discarded a!l appliances for the use of
guch other. fuel and provided themselves
with stoves, ranges, grates, furnaces and
other heating apparatus suitable only for
the consumption of natural gas fuel therein,
and that there are more than twelve thou-
sanid of such consumers of natural gas on
defendant’s saild lines that are, by reason of
the foregoing fact, unprovided with heating
or king apparatus suitable for the use of
otheér fuel than such natural gas.

CAUSED MUCH SUFFERING.
“That because of the defendant’'s refusal
to provide itself with sufficient mains to
bring to sald city its natural gas with which

it was abundantly supplied in its territory
aforesaid, there was great suffering
amongst the people of sald city whose prop-

erties were connected with defendant's lines
of mains in said city during the winters of
1896-97, 1897-08 and 1898-99: that when the
weather during sald winters was cold, such
people had not a sufficlent supply of natural

gas fuel for elther cooking or heating pur-
peses, and, as a result, there was much

sickness, especially amongst women and
children. That during the cold weather dur-
ing the winter of 1898-99 there were more
than two thousand houses connected with
sald defendant’s lines of mains in said city
and occupled by families which were fur-
nished no natural gas fuel at all, or in such
meager quantities that such families, not
being provided with other fuel, were ex-
posed to the cold and subjected to great
physical suffering and distress. That the
sald defendant i{s now giving out the false
statement that it {8 not practicable to bring
to said city any greater supply of natural
gas than.s now being brought, and so de-
clares that it dees not intend to lay the ad-
ditional mains necessarv to supply to its
sald consumers In said city durlnF this and
future winters any greater supply of such
gas, &0 that the suffering, inceonvenience
and sickness experienced by such consum-
ars in foarmer winters will be repeated and
continue throughout thi= and subsequent
winters un'ess this court intervenes as
herein prayed.

solutely refusing,

*1. To furnish any natural gas fuel at
all during the winter monthg to its con-
sumers engaged Iin manafacturing, or to
any other than domestic consumers.

“2. To allow new dwelling houses, built
upon the lines of its maines In sald r~ity since
Jan. 1, 189, to be connected therewith so as
to recelve any natural gas supply at a’'l,

PRESIDENT HASTINGS THREATENS,

Says Indianapelis May
Withoat Gas.

President Hastings, of the Indianapolis
Gas Company, in a conversation, last night,
gald, regarding the suit filed yesterday
against the gas company, that he had no
fear of the outcome of the suit, as the best
legal counsel in the country had united in
the opinion that the clty had no authority
to regulate the pressure, but could only
regulate the price to be charged for gas. He
sald the old contract, which is the basis for
the sult, was so impracticable, even if the
gas company had all the ras It needed, that
the company would be prohibited from liv-
ing up to It, iInasmuch as a pressure of four
ounces to the square inch at the point of
consumption would be dangerous, and, in
fact, could not be handled. In his opinion,
there would be so many fires resulting from

the gas shooting up flues that Insurance
underwriters would speedily raise the rates
in this city.

““There never was a time,"” said he, “even
when gas was plentiful, when that much
pressure was in the pipes, and the contract
was never lived up to at any time. T don"t
know who put in such a provision, but it
must have oeen some one who knew more
about making contracts than he did abzat
gas pressure. We are riving all the gas we
have to offer to Indianapolis and, i’ th+ city
persgists in wasting the gas as it has in the
past, and continues to pass sandbagging
ordinances, the people will find themselves
without gas at all in a short time. The field
is not profitable as it is, for we can get
rents a thousand for all the gas we can pipe
into Chiecago, 25 cents a thousand In Colum-
bus, O., and equally as good figures in many
other towns. We are receiving about 4
cents a thousand feet from Indlanapolis for
the gas burned and any one wi'l admit that,
if 8 cents a thousand is offered for the
same thing in Chicago, it wou'd be poor
husiness policy to develop new fields to sup-
ply the 4-cents market. We will give In-
dianapolis all it can get from the present
source of supply. and if the present waste-
ful policy is pursued when these wells run
oul the company will retire from the nat-
ural gas business in this city. No business
man would do otherwise,"

“Would the rates bv meter measnurement
of 10 cents a thousand, as suggested in the
report of the gas ecommittee from the Board
of Trade and Commerelal Club. be accept-
able to your company?' Mr. Hastings was
asked, .

“No, sir;"* he renlied. “That wonuld im-
prove the present sitvation but little: not
enoveh to warrant the outlay ngcessary to
purchase meters. to sav nothing of putting
in new wells and mains.”

From his ralk it was easy to see that Mr.
Hastings looked on a meter rate of 25 cents
a thousand, which, be said, was the lowest
price paid in other towns. as the on'v thine
that would make it an obiect for the r‘nru:
pany to go to the expense of putting in
new wells to supply the Indianapolis field.

BACK FROM KLONDIKE

Find Itself

HARRY HDOLLOWAY, OF THIS CITY.
RELATES HIS EXPERIENCES.

&

He Was “Held Up” by the British, and
Played Fireman When Duw-
son City Burned.

-

Harry Holloway, who went to Alaska
during the first Klondike boom in 1897, has
returned and is staying at the home of
Mr. Winters on Nordyke avenue. Mr. Hol-
loway is a young man of twenty-elght or
thirty ycars and shows no evidence of the
hardships which he encountered during his
stay in Alaska. To a Journal reporter he
talked interestingly of his experience there.

“The greatest need in the Yukon gold
reglons,” he said, “is the enforcement of
proper laws In regard to the ownership and
privileges of claims. Thousands of men

who have gone in there and staked good
claims have been defrauded and compelled

Lo quit. Some go to work at something else
or leave the country penniless. This is true
only of claims in the British possessions.
OUne-tenth of all gold taken out of claims
on British soil goes to the Queen and is
known as the “Queen’s royalty.” Original-
Iy no foreigner was allowed to stake a claim
on British =soil, but an agreement was
reached whereby this rule was waived. But
it is practically impossible for an Ameri-
can to hold a good claim there: he is al-
most sure to be defrauded of it in favor
of the Canadian government or of some
British subject. Four men and myself
staked out claims together on a hill con-
tidning seven and one-half claims, each
man paying $0 for the survey. Each man
took one hill claim and this left two and
one-half claims unoccupied. A hill claim,
you uanderstand, is 250x1,000 feet, while a
creek claim is 30 feet up and down on elther
side of the creek. Three British officers
whose terms had expired came and occu-
pled the remaining two and one-half claims

on our hill, and this made it necessary for
each of us five who were originauy there
to move down hill the distance o1 one-haif
of @ cialm, or about 135 feet, My ciaim was
worth every cent of 30,04, but it was e
last in the line and this move put me off
of my pay streak. The man next to me,
who was one of our party, got my pay
streak, but as he feit sure that he would
be defrauded out of it in some way or other
he sold it for $&,60. Our survey amounved
to nothing, for the Canadlans said It was
not “official,” although we had been assured
that it was all right when it was made.

“I prospected all over that country and
along the whoie length of the Yukon for
two hundred miies on each side. You can't
go a mile without finding dozens of holes
made by prospectors. 1 was in the steam
laundry business for a while and owned a
31,00 delivery outfit. The dog team of four
dogs chst $800. The wagon, with wheels
made ol boards and with gas pipe axles,
cost $200, and 1 was glad to have it at that.
The dogs are half wolf, called ‘mallamoots,’
and were bought of the Indians,

“When Dawson City burped the first time
no one seemed to know what to do and the
town seemed gloomed. A new fire engine
had just arrived from Cincinnatli and was
still packed in a box. I am a mechanie and
fireman by trade, and so [ knocked the box
off, got up steam and we managed to ex-
tinguish the fire. The authorities promised
me anything 1 wanted, but failed to keep
their promise. The town burned again, and
a8 I was the only one who happened to
know anything about firing an engine they
coaxed me to run it again. This brought
forth more promises, but it ended there,
The next time Dawson City caught on fire
I let hegy burn and the town was destroyed.

“Yes, 1 had many hardships, but I had
some pleasure also. Like hundreds of

others, 1 was the victim of a British *hold-
up.” But considering the number who died
from exposure and whose health was de-
stroyved by the hardships, I feel reasonably
.l.:.omr,-n:ml to return home as I have, in good

GIGANTIC SOAP TRUST

STANDARD OIL COMPANY BEHIND ONE
WITH WIDE INFLUENCE.

Small Establishments to He Frozen
Otit of Business—=Temporary Fae-

tory Started Here,

.__

One of the biggest trusts, or, at least, one
whose influences will be more widely felt
than any yet organized, is about to be
launched from this city by the Standard Oil
Company, through a representative whose
name cannot be given until next Monday
for business reasons,

The preliminary steps in the organization
were taker some time ago when the Stand-
ard Oil Company closed & deal for the pur-
chase of the two soda ash factcries which
suppiy all the alkail used in the country
for the manufacture of soaps. One was lo-
cated at Detroit and the other at Syra-
cuse, N. Y., the latter, known &s the Sol-
vay Company, being the largest In the
world.

The plan for the organization, while sim-
ple, is alarmingly comprehensive in (ts
workings, It does not contemp.ate the con-
solidation of interests of the other soap
manufacturers of the country in one big
corporation, but instead, the killing off of
competition without paying a cent for the
purchase of plants,

It is announced that, instead of using
animal or vegetable tats in making the soap,
the Standard OIl Company will use hydro-
carbonate or petroleum oills to an extent
never considered possible heretofore. In
forniing the plan of Killing competition it

was understood that the task would be a |
| Superintendent .

Qopeless cne to attempt to corner the mar-
Ket on soap greases, as there were =0 many
Kinds which could be readily utilized for the
purpose that no monopoly could be sccured.
Then it was that the plan of buying up all

the soda ash factories was formed with the |

idea of making it practically Impossible to
buy alkalis at competing figures with the

Standar. O!l Company. It was realized that |

soan, being one of the great commodities,

was constantly in demand and that this de-
mand must be suppiied by some one,
and the soap waleh * could be mar-
Keted at the smallest price would logically
e handied almost exciusively., It was de-
cided that if the s=alt deposits from which
the soda ash is made could be secured and
the price of soda ash increased to practi-
ally prohibitive prices to all but the Stand-
ird Oil Company, competition would be
pra~stically destroyed. Aside from the salt
deposits which the Standard Oil Company
secured, there is none from which soda ash
can be extracted profitably.

It i= contemplated making concessions to
such firms as Armour & Co., Swift & Co.,
and a few others, whose capital is large
enough to admut of developing new =alt
deposits, so that they can market their
cutput at about the same figures as at
present, but it is proposed to put the prod-
vet of the Standard Oll Company on the
market at figures slightly below those of
the firms mentioned, but =0 much lower
than the others that the innumerable smal-
ler concerns will be compelled to go out of
busiress,

The experimental work on the petroleum
oll roap was done in this ecity by Dr. John
F. Gelis, the chemist of the city Board of
Hea ' th, who found it was possible to make
soap which would contain 2) per cent. of
hydrocarbonate ofl, which gives the soap
all the cleansing qualities of gasoline com-
tined with a free lather. A temporary fac-
‘orv wae lecated in the city two weeks ago,
where lots ¢f 1,79 pounds of soap have been
rin off every few days for experimental
purposes. A complete statement of the or-
zanization wi!l be made next Monday.

ANNUAL REPORT FILED.

What It Costs to Maintain Northern
Insane Hospital,

The Northern Indiana Hospital for the
Insane filed its annual report of receipts
and disbursements with the Governor yes-
terday. The appropriations, with the ex-
ception of the appropriation for the eree-
tion of additlonal new bulldings, are evenly
balanced by the expenditures.

The largest appropriation made to the
asylum is to the general expense fund.

This appropriation amounts to $0,000, and
the report evidences the fact that it was
none too large, as the expenditures were
£90,000 to a cent. Among the larger items
of expense under this head is the amount
pald In salary and wages, which reaches the
sum of $1,%7.61. There was expended for

fresh meats for the Institution 8885165,

6018 for gas, $0,.280.75 for groceries,
$1.748.69 for cleaning material, $1.350.95 for
eggs, $£.154.72 for butter and $1.550.48 was
expended for salt meats. Breadsiuffs are
given in at $3,226.91, and the coal and other
fuel cost $1,384.47. These articles, together
with a number of smaller items, make the
total expeditures $50,000.

Under the head of repalrs, for which there
is an appropriation of #5600, the report
shows that the expenditures exactly balance
the appropriation. The largest item of ex-
pense under this head Is the amount paild
out for wages, which is $2.883.06, the rest
of the items being small, such as the ex-
penditures for roofing, which amounts to
$111.16.

Under the appropriation for the erection
of new buildings, which amounted to $£30,000
and was to cover a period of two years,
ending Oct, 31, 1899, the report shows a bal-
ance of $44.416.27. The total amount ex-
pended was $35,582.85.

WORK OF THE SCHOOLS

*

DISCUSSION BY THE TOWN AND CITY
SUPERINTENDENTS,

Y

D. K. Goss Gives His Impressions of
the German Schools—=0th-

cr Addresses.

*

The town and city superintendents be-
gan their annual series of meetings last
night at the Statehouse. Mrs. Benedict, the
regular secretary, not being present, B. F.
Moore, of Marion, was elected to temporar-
ily fill her place. Upon motion the read-
ing of the minutes was dispensed with and
the regular programme was begun by
A. Mills, one of the
members of the committee who formulated
the report on conditions of high schools,
whao talked very interestingly on the subject
of the “"Presentation of High School Course
of Study.” He said in part: “I Lkave de-
cided to put betore this body a number of
pertinent questions. The report of this body
is intended to present the situation of the
high schools and to raise discusslon, that
the high school may benefit therefrom. We
have worked preity faithfully and 4he labor
was by no means easy, and we gincerely
hope that the report will raise disoussion
tnlimited, as heretofore there has been too
few criticzsma, The high school needs a
more definite position. Studies Investigated
in one hundrzd schools reveal a lack of uni-
formity. There should be a better arrange-
ment of studies. There are two functions to
be considered, the disciplinarian and the
uti’itariaun, and they both require that the
course of study be presceribed. Then again
we find that the high school course Is op-
tional among a great many leachers, some
of them allowing thirty minutes to the study
of Latin and some sixty minutes. There is
an absolute necessity that tne amount of
time to be given a study should be dis-
cussed. We also find that the high schools
are much better equipped for scientific work
than for any other. They seem to take a
scrt of pride in exhibiting their laboratories,
and say nothing of their libraries. Then
agaln, the township high schools should be
brought in closer relation with the city high

school. Lastly, there should be a better
I reﬁara.tmn among the teachers, who should
nake a spzcial efiort for the culture that is
requisite in the work."

Superintendent W. H. Sanders, another
member of the committee, In speaking of
the report, =aid it not only revealed what
they had but also that which they had not.
Said he: I want to suggest that it will
be the means of bringing about the discus-
slon of two great questions, the difference
in the make-up of the class of 1586 and the
class of four years ago and the question of
nigh school equipment. Although the re-
porte are very meager, the fact can easily
be gleaned from them that the records of th'e
high schools do not go near far enough.”
In closing he said that he invited the iree
and full discussion of every portion of the

report,

é::t perintendent J. A. Carnegy then spoke
on the subject of “Bibliography of Second-
ary Schools.” He sald the bibliography as
contained in the report made no ention
of being complete, for the committee had
fractically no basis upon which to work.
Modern high schools were really the child of
the last half century, and there had been
a remarkable advance In the high school in
are last fifteen years. Superintendent Car-
negy said: “The trouble comes from the
fact that we arc dealing with the child at
the most eritical time of his lhife. 1 think
this should properly be called the “Adoles-
cent Slaga." Thae friends of the htﬁh school
are divided into two partles, the ultra con-
servatives and the ultra liberals, of which
one holds oa Lo the fashion of a rigid course,
and the other wants to throw down the
bars. I cannot say that the report is all
that T would wish it, but it will enable you
to tind out what has been saild by the best
autiiors on the subject, and I trust it will
have proved ¢f fome use,

SCHOOLS IN GERMANY.

Supt. D. K. Goss, of the Indianapolis
schools, then spoke upcn the “German and
American Schools.,” “When I was in Ger-
many,” =ald he, “I found myself unable to
regist the habit that grows upon a man in
his professlon, and I naturally began to in-
quire into the workings of the schools, I

was neturally trying to see what kind of
a machine was back of the men that I met—

what kind of a power that made them so

infinitely superior In their education to us
1 =oon discovered that over there they train
men to a definite purpose, they educate
them that they may reach some human
duty. Of course I cannot speak dogmati-
cally of anyone. [ am not able to judge
of their schools in a dogmatic way, nor can
I judge them by our schools. Their schools
arec for their training and ours for
ourselves. Their education s a busi-
ness of the state and not of the im-
perial ruler, and in this respect it is like
our own. Their education starts from the
center and works toward the outer edges.
The center is the Minister of Public Instruc-
tion and the whole system is built bv his
hand, and as a consequence it is a perfect
machine. One part fits into the other, and
this is indicative of the German character,
whichk must see the end of the road before
he can take one step upon it. The whole
is completcly knit together. But

vear the child of the German must elect
just what schoo! he Intends to attend and
according to his intention in life he makes
his selection., Their schools furnish better

| training than ours, as they give a definite

training and we a general one. After he

| has finished his schooling the German boy
| has a place for him which Is provided by

the government, and nothing can keep him
from It but the lack of abllity. There they
do not strive for office politically, they do
not know the meaning eof politics in that

| respect. Of course politics has a place but

it is merely to forward the formulative
policy of the country. There is a lesson In

| thi®, and we should atrive to bring our men

from Lafavette, Floomington and many
other places to the recognition of the
State, and to do the State’s wcrk. When
this occurs, politics will have recelved a

| WRIGHT AS AN ATTORNEY

HE CONDUCTS HIS OWN DEFENSE BE-
FORE THE POLICE COURT.

>

He Has Evidently Studied Up the Law
Points Involved in His Case, and
I= Prepared to Fight.

_._'—

In Police Court yvesterday Lycurgus Har-
ry Wright, charged with bigamy, had no
attorney and conducted his own dJdefense,
which was along the lines indlcated by
him previously. He seemed to have a
knowledge of court proceedings, and when
the state prosecutor asked for a week's
continuance of the case Wright objected
and demanded an immediate trial, saying
he had already been a prisoner for sixty
hours. Judge Daly sustained the objection
and Mrs. Pear]l Wright, “wife No. 1,”" was
called.

Wright objected to her giving testimony,
saylng, “I will admit all she says.' He
evaded the question, ““Then you admit rhe
is your wife?” and replied, “I will admit all
she says.” Wright then said the woman
was his wife and could not legally testify
against him. She, however, took the stand
and saild she had married Wright in Cali-
fornia, Mo., Oct. 21, 1895, and also told of
minor happenings since their marriage.

Mrs. Nancy Wright, who the defendant
claims is Mrs. Nancy Glosser and so ad-
dressed her durimg the cross-examination,
was next called. She said her maiden name
was Woodruff; that she met Wright about
a year ago at the home of Mrs. Lou Mey-
ers, at Nobilesville, at whose home she was
married July 31 by @ man giving the name
of Clarence Cunningham, an allegéd justice
of the peace; that after their marriage they
went to kast St. Louis, then to Plainfie.d
and then 1o this clty. Judge Daly asxked if
she had been divorced wnen she married
Wright. Sne repied that the divorce was
granted Oct. 14 and she was married o
Giosser when she married Wright., “He
told me that it would be all rignt and |
couid get my divorce afterward,” she sald.
On cross-examination she said she had not
represented herseit as Mrs. Wright “be-
cause you told me not to.”

“You say,” asked Wright, “that you
were married to me before your divorce
from Glosser. Do you know you are gulity
of bigamy?"

“l1 guess I am,” replied the woman, “‘but
you tawiked me into it."

She sgid she had not seen a marriage cer-
tificate, but it was taken by Wright, wiilh-
out her signature, and put in a iarge en-
velope which was placed in his grip.

Wnen Wright went on the stand he was
asked about the woman he Is supposed to
have married at Noblesville. He denied they
had been married and claimed no proof of it
could be found. He refused to say anytng
regardi the alleged wife and  child at
Evansville, saying: “I am tried here for
bigamy only as far as these two women are
concerned and 1 will not incriminate my-
self.” His objection was sustained, but the
case was contnued until Nov, 15 and efforts
will be made to get the woman at Evans-
vill® here as a witness.

The Glosser or Woodruff woman, “‘wife
No. 2, will file against Wright for obtain-
ing money from her by false pretenses.

It is the opinion of those who heard the
proceedings that unless something more is
found Wright has made a good case for
himself and conviction will be improbable.

Owing to Wright's refusal {o say anything
regard.ng the woman at Evansville, who Is
aupgosed i0 be his wife, there has been some
doubt In the minds of those connected with
the case that they were ever married. The
woman has also refused to talk regarding
the matter and the folks with whom she has
Leen stopping know but little of her. Dis-
patches from Sullivan, Ind., state that the
woeman has been a resident of that place for
two years, Wright visiting her about once
a year. It is also claimed that when he first
moved to Sullivan eriht collected some in-
surance money and absconded. About ten
days ago the woman left Sullivan with
Wright, who took her to Evansville and
left an order at the Sullivan postofiice for
his wife's mail to be forwarded to 310 Locust
street, Kvansville, where she is now stop-
ping. It was learned yesterday that ?ﬁe
woman was married to Wright about ten
years ago at Keddyville, Mo.,, and her
maiden name was Mary Stevenson. They
have one child, a girl about six years of age.

MEYERS'S STREET RAILWAY.
