SEPARATION OF SEXES

At tbe Workhouse Is Recommended
by County Charity Board.

In a report made to the County Commis-
sioners yesterday the County Board of

The board also makes certain
recommendations looking to the prevention
of weapons being passed in to the prison-
ers. -

GAS COMPANIES HEARD

ANOTHER MEETING WILL BE HELD
NEXT WEDXSDAY NIGHT.

The Council Committee Holds an
Open Session Last Night and Listens
to Speeches Works Board Affairs.

The committee on contracts and fran-
chises, which Is wrestling with the gas ordi-

nance, held a meeting last night which was
open to the public, and after listening for
nearly two hours to speeches delivered by
men connected with tbe gas companies ad-

journed to meet again next Wednesday
evening, when the members of the commit-
tee will be given another course of Instruc-
tion. During the meeting last night after
John P. Frenzel, speaking for the Consum-
ers' Gas Trust Company, had made several
statements concerning the absurdity of the
new ordinance and asserting that no man
acquainted with the gas situation had a
hand in preparing it City Attorney Kern
asked him what was the lowest pressure
necessary for a fire in cooking and heating
stoes. Mr. Frenzel answered that the
average pressure was sometimes as low as
half an ounce, but that to Judge the amount
of gas necessary to furnish fuel for a house
It Is necessary to use meters.

Mr. Kern stated that the object of the
new ordinance was to protect the people
against paying for gas they did not get.
Mr. Frenzel stated that the Consumers'
Company never did run as high as a four-oun- ce

pressure, which the present ordi-
nance requires.

Other members of the Consumers' Com-
pany were present,, among them being
Bement, Lyman, A.' A;' Efa'rne.S, JjUdge Lamb,
Henry Schnull, H. It. Hanna, Henry Co-bu- rn

and W. H. Shackleton. The Indianap-
olis Gas Company was represented by John
R. Pearson. Judge Lamb made the first
speech, in which he said the Consumers'
Company was organized to give to the peo-
ple of Indianapolis natural gas at Just the
cost of bringing it into the city, lie said
that the plant had been improved, but that
other companies were in tne gas field and
other cities were paying five .times as much
for gas as Indianapolis does. For this rea-
son, he said, it is hard for the Consumers'
Company to get the gas. as It would have
to lose money In purchasing new lands, lay-
ing new mains and building new pumping
stations. Mr. Frenzel made the same asser-
tions, and he was followed by Mr. lianna.
Mr. Pearson stated that he wanted to have
his maps at hand when he made his talk,
but he invited the members of the commit-
tee to go over the gas field and investigate
the gas question. The representatives of
the Consumers' Company offered the same
invitation.

Works Board Meetlnar.
Woodside residents were at the meeting

of the Board of Public Works yesterday
morning, with Mahoney and
Clark, to ask an extension of the English-avenu- e

street-ca- r line for about half a
mile, from State street to Keystone ave-
nue. The visitors were asked to present
a petition, when they stated that several
petitions had already been presented, but
they had met with no result.

A NEW CHIEF JUSTICE

IX THE APPELLATE COURT "RULE
DAY" IS OBSERVED.

Blxtee& Opinions In All of General
Interest Are Handed Down Ap-

peals In Supreme Court.

Yesterday was "rule day" In the Appe-
llate Court. After the court had formally
opened, sixteen opinions were handed down
and court was then adjourned until Dec. 12.

Judge Comstock was succeeded as chief
Justice by Judge Wiley.

The Judgment quashing the Indictment
against Matthew Robertson and Henry C.
Trueblood was alarmed by the Appellate
Court yesterday. Kobertson and Trueblood
were charged with having allowed, while
acting as county commissioners, an unlaw-
ful claim apainst Lawrence county for $L-C0-

which was presented by another mem-

ber of the board of commissioners.
Charles Borman, arrested and acquitted of

the charge of an attempt to defraud the
Jung Brewing Company about two years
ago, brought suit for $2,500 damages for
the trouble, expense and humiliation of his
arrest. The Circuit Court held that the
brewing company was not liable on a bond
given by Its agent, tecause the company
did not sign 1L This judgment was affirmed
by the Appellate Court yesterday.

A Judgment ior $140 recovered by Anna
Scherer against her husband. John L.
Echerer, on a contract, by which he had
agreed to pay her $id a month during the
time they were separated, was reversed by
the Appellate Court yesterday. The court
held tnat when a wife left her husband for
any reason not recognized by law she had
no claim on him for support.

The Appellate Court reversed the Judg-
ment of 31.500 recovered by Charles AIus-cra- ve

against the Baltimore & Ohio South-
western Hallway Company. Musgrave was
injured while holding a team of horses near
a railroad depot in Vlncennes.

John k Sh rum recovered a Judgment
against the Big Four Railway Company in
the Circuit Court as compensation for his
services in the discovery of $3,00) of taxesv
collected for the purchase of toll roads
which was subject to a return to the tax-
payers. He demanded one-ha- lf for his com-
pensation of the company because It had
accepted the benefit of his services. The
Appellate Court reversed the Judgment,
holding that Shrum was merely trusting to
the liberality of the company, and there
was no contract between them.

A petition for a rehearing In the case of
Florence Q. Bray against Thomas J. Miles
and others was overruled by the Appellate
Court. John Miles left an estate in Hen-
dricks county, said to be worth $10,000. Mrs.
Bray is seeking to prove herself one of the
heirs. She Is the adopted daughter of a
deceased daughter of John Miles.

The Judgment recovered by Charles M.
"Woody against the city for damages sus-
tained by his wife, who was Injured by
stepping on a rotten board in the sidewalk,
was reversed by the Appellate Court. In
the trial below evidence was allowed to be
Introduced as to the amount charged by the
physician for his services. The Appellate
Court held that the evidence ought to have
been confined to what the services were
reasonably worth.

An Appeal In Filed.
The appeal in the case of Joel L. Hobbs,

administrator of the estate of John F.
Hobbs, was fled In the Supreme Court yes-
terday. John F. Hobbs was employed by
the Salem Bedford Stone Company In the
capacity of a laborer. It Is alleged by the
plaintiff that the company negligently al-
lowed a large amount of stones to be col-
lected in such a manner that one of the
larger stones fell upon Hobbs and injured
Mm so seriously that he died. The admin-
istrator su?d for $13,000.

Light Day In Federal Court.
There was very little accomplished In the

Federal Court yesterday, absolutely noth-
ing being done In the morning. When the
attorneys on one side of a case were ready,
those on the other had not been able to
secure their witnesses.

In the afternoon several minor cases
were nollied, and Jennie Hamilton, who
was indicted for a violation of the postal
laws, appeared and pleaded guilty to the

'charge, and was fined $100 and costs.

CAPTAIN TAHLT0N WRITES.

lie Describes Ills Trip to Luzon on
the Transport Sherman.

Councilman Harold Megrew received a
letter, yesterdiy from Charles S. Tarlton,
formerly captain of Company II In the

Indiana Regiment,
tut now a lieutenant in the Thirtieth United
fltates Regiment In the Philippines'. The
letter was written on board the transport
Sherman, "in sight of the island of Luzon,
Oct. 50. and tells a story In marked con-
trast to that of the pa-sa- ge of the Manau-ns- e,

reported yesteuay. In his letter
Captain Tarlton refers to Lieut. Guy Boyle,
who 15 now In the same regiment, but who
was formerly battalion adjutant under
Major Skinner in the

Regiment. The letter Is as fol-
lows:

"This morning we pulled in sight of the
Island of Luzon, and from what we can see

he Is full of mountains and from our side
Is perfectly barren, except we Just passed
a beautiful red brick llshthoue. The trip
has been a most delightful one. Hardly
anything of any importance occurred up to
our arrival at Honolulu, except that I gave
a big minstrel show, which was a great suc-
cess. Then at Honolulu we had a great
time; were introduced to President Dole and
were entertained in the private hou.e of old
King Kalakuah. which I now being udby the National Guard of the Island. Hono-
lulu Is the mcst beautiful city in tbe world.
JCothing can approach it.

"After leaving there we have had three
athletic entertainments, In which we had
knockouts and the very' highest class of
wrestling, as you know.
