WHIT OF MANDATE ASKED BY TIIE
PLAINTIFF IS DENIED.

Judge Carter' Derision "Will Act as
a Temporary Stay to Proceed

IngM X Partnership Salt,

Judge Carter, of the Superior Court, yes-

terday gave his decision In the suit of the
State ex rel. ,Ann E. Wood against the
Consumers Gas Trust Company, denying
the writ of mandate asked for by the plain-
tiff. Tho suit was fcrought to compel the
gas company to connect a house which
Mrs. Wood built on Bellefontalne street
with the company's mains. The contention
of the company was that it had not suffi-

cient gas to any more consumers.
In discussing the different propositions pre-
sented the court said:

"Natural gas Is a commodity Just as much
as coal, petroleum or ore. Until it is with-
drawn It belongs to the owner of the land
underneath which It lies, but the Instant it
13 withdrawn through the wells Into tho
company's pipes it belongs to the company,
and Is the subject of sale just the same as
is coal or coal oil; except In the case of thegas. because it must be transported through
pipes laid in the streets, the company has
no cho'.ce as to the persons to whom it will
sell; It must supply all comers ho long as It
has any to sell. There are always two ways
In which gas Is sold and delivered. One is
by measurement, at so much per thousand
cubic feet: the other Is at a certain price per
stove, grate or furnace supplied. When thequestion is stripped of Its covering and laid
bare. It Is found to be in a very narrow
compass. The situation is this: The de-
fendant is a corporation engaged In trans-
porting". and selling natural gas: Its supply
is limited. Suppose it to be 100.oort.0on cubic
feet per day. The company. In accordance
with law. has received all applicants and
made contracts with them until It has found
that to supply Its then customers It would
take over loO.OOO.OOO cubic feet per day. Un-
der such circumstances how much gas has
such company to sell to new customers?

"Every foot that it can transport to this
city has been sold and paid for in advance.
What right, then, has the company to sell
this same gas to other applicants and re-
ceive pay for It again? If the company Is
compelled to keep on taking new consum-
ers after its capacity has been exhausted,
then, under the system in vogue, it Is easily
possible for a natural gas company to sell
and receive pay In advance at full price
double the quantity of gas it Is possible for
It to transport and supply to its customers,
and the service would he Insufficient and
unsatisfactory to all. Shall the courts beput in the attitude of not merely permitting
or enabling but actually compelling the
company, by way of mandamus, to do thl3
thing? Under the facts ntated In the return
I think an Inability on the defendant's part
to perform the acts sought to be compelled
Is fully shown, and tor the purpose of the
demurrer these facts are admitted to be
true. If not true, then the falsity can be
shown on the final hearing.

"Whether or not some more favorable re-
sult could be worked out for new consum-
ers under the relations which would obtain
between the company and Its patrons, under
some other method of selling the gas. Is a
question upon which I express no opinion,
as that question Is not involved In tho
propositions submitted to me."

As a result of tho court's finding It Is
expected tho case will go to trial on Its
merits, when the company will have a
chance to prove Its Inability to furnish gas.

NEITHER PRESENT IX COURT.

Judge Leathers Grants a Divorce to
Mrs. Ursula Skmrgn.

Judge Leathers, of the Superior Court,
yesterday granted a divorce In a case in
which neither husband nor wife was pres-
ent in court. Mrs. Ursula Skaggs was
plaintiff, and she was suing on" the
grounds of cruel treatment and neglect.
Her husband had filed a cross-complai- nt

In which he denied the allegations
of her complaint and charged that
he frequently had to do his own
cooking, and that his wife com-
pelled him to contribute to the support
of too many of her relatives. He further
charged that she refused to do tho fam-
ily washing.

Once before the case was set down for
trial, but Mrs. Skaggs dismissed It on
the promise of her husband to treat her
kindly. It teems that they mode an at-
tempt at reconciliation, but did not entire-
ly succeed. The couple have one child,
a little girl.

Attorney George W. Spahr represented
the plaintiff, and when the case was
called yesterday explained why his client
was not present. Ho said she was ill and
unable to como to the court room. He
handed the court a note which his client
had written, announcing her Illness and
csklng the court to proceed with the case.
Atorr.ev Spahr also urged that the case
be tried, and that Mrs. Skaggs be granted
a divorce. The attorney said the woman
wa? about to undergo a severe surgical op-
eration and realizing its serious nature
and fearing that she would be unab.e to
survive it. Fhe was anxious that the court
should try the case and grant the divorce,
for the sake of her child. The attorney said
his client owned a small niece of prop-
erty in the city, and it was her desire that
l:er child should come in possession of this
property. She realized the importance of
procuring a divorce at once. Should she
die as the wife of her present husband the
latter would he entitled to a share in her
property. Judge Leathers heard testimony
In the casu and granted Mrs. Skaggs the
divorce. .
