Corn and Oats Weaker.

CHICAGO, Dec. 15. The wheat market
to day weakened on. the exptctation of a
bearish government report. May closing 'ic
under yesterday. May corn closed c and
May oats a shade down. Provisions, sup-

ported by a light hog movement and an ex-

cellent demand, were strong. May pork
closing 30c, May lard 12150 and May
ribs 15c higher.

Provisions were emphatically strong, sen-

timent was decidedly bullish and the mar-
ket was active throughout. Opening fig-

ures were over yesterday's close, the hog
supply being light and prices at the yards
firm. With the price up there was an ex-

cellent demand, commission houses coming
into the pit with good outside orders.
Speculators bought with evident confidence
In even better figures later on. ' Packers
were not overanxious to take profits, and
as the session progressed bidders steadily
advanced their figures. The profit-takin- g

at one time checked the advance tempo-
rarily, but the close was very near the top.
May pork ranged from $10.35 to $10.62 and
closed 30c over yesterday at $10.G0; May lard
from $3.65 to $5.80, closing 12315c up at
$3.77: May ribs from $5.45'35.47V to $3.60,

with the final prices 15c higher at $3.60.

Wheat was dull and heavy, there being a
general disposition to await the govern-

ment crop report, which was not due until
after dealing hours. The market was
strong on light Northwest receipts, and
May opened at GDftc. Buyers were
chary, however, expecting the government
report to be rather bearish, and the mar-
ket eased off. May touching W&c. A slight
reaction caused by buying against puts fol-
lowed, but the close was at the put figure,
the wind-u- p leaving May c lower at 690.
New York reported twenty-fiv- e loads taken
for export. Atlantic port clearances in
wheat and flour were equal to 247,000 bush-
els. Primary receipts were 459,000 bushels,
against 1,204,700 a year ago. Minneapolis
and Duluth reported 385 cars, compared
with 370 last week and 945 a year ago. Lo-
cal receipts were sixty-fiv- e cars, one of
contract grade. The flour news was not
encouraging to holders of wheat, and It
was taken for granted that the government
figures would show a crop around 550,000,000
bushels, which la about 50,000,000 over the
crop suggested in September.

Corn was a bit easier on freer country
offerings and better weather for the move-
ment. The strength of provisions, however,
had a steadying effect, and the market
sustained only a slight loss, closing steady.
May opened unchanged, but dropped on
rroflt-takin- g, losing Yc from initial
figures. The market was dull, making a
languid effort to brace up in sympathy
with wheat, but gaining only fractionally
from the bottom.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 15. The statistician

of the Department of Agriculture reports
the wheat crop of the United States for
1899 at 547,300,000 bushels, or 12.3 bushels per
acre. The production of winter what is
placed at 291.700.000 bushels, and that of
spring wheat at 255,600,000 bushels. Every
Important wheat-growin- g State has been
visited by special agents of the department,
and the report of changes in acreage Is the
result of their Investigations. The newly
seeded area of winter wheat is estimated at
30.150,000 acres, which is about 200.000 acres
greater than that sown in the fall of isns.
The sowing of wheat Is still going on in
California and some of the Southern States,
and the foregoing estimate is subject to
correction. The average condition Is 97 1.

The acreage sown with winter rye is es-

timated at .7 per cent, less than that of last
year. The average of condition Is 98.2 rr
cent.

The compilation of the annual returns
from Individual farmers Is approaching
completion. Any slight changes that tray
be called for In the average yield per acre
of corn, oats, barley and other crops as
published Oct. 10 will be made at an early
date, and the final figures will then be
available.

York stock market in face of the engage-
ments of gold for export by to-da- y's steam-
ers was the feature of the day.

Thursday's recovery in stocks, it will be
remembered, was based on the hopes that
gold exports had been averted for the time
being. The fact that apprehension over
this devlopment was still apparent yester-
day morning, made the strong advance in
prices in the very face of the news of the
gold exports all the more striking. The
sterling exchange rate not only failed to
recover, but declined an additional fraction,
to 54.875 for demand. The shipment of gold
at this level for exchange demonstrates
that some considerable advantage is offered
by the Bank of England as an inducement
lor the shlpnTent. It Is known, In fact, that
the EnglUh Institution allows interest to
the shippers for the period of the transit.
It has also advanced the buying price of
gold, both for American eagles and for bar
gold. For the former, the price has been
advanced one penny an ounce in two days.
The transaction may therefore be regarded.
In a certain sense, aj a special one. Wheth-
er it was for this reason that the local
stock market took small account of the
beginning of the export movement. Is a
subject for surmise.

This is a dark picture of the church four hun-

dred years before Christ. It Is composed of a
host of grumblers. They murmur against the
government of God. They are dominated by the
spirit of practical atheism. Their words are bold
and presumptuous. Yet they say, "Wherein
have we jpokon against God?" The prophet ac-

cepts their Ironical challenge and answers: Ye
have said, 'It is vain to serve God. " It is the
old cry of "What is the profit?" with the in-

flection which suggests and anticipates the an-

swer, "None!" "What have we to show for
having kept the ordinances and wearing mourn-
ing garments? The proud (the openly Impious)
are In better state than we. They are advanced
In honor. Those who invite the judgments of
God by their defiance escape unharmed." It Is
the church of the unholy grumblers. But, hap-

pily, there is a church within the church. The
prophet proceeds to describe It. It Is composed
of those who hold God In 1 iving reverence. They
meet at short Intervals for religious converse,
for mutual strengthening and edification. God,
who seems to take no notice of the wicked,
makes a record of those who fear Him and think
upon His name. In the day of final accounting
He will esteem them as His portion. In that
day It will be clearly seen that there Is a differ-
ence between the good and the evil. A day of
wrath is in store for the wicked. Their destruc-
tion shall be as complete us the burning of the
chaff or the brush-hea- p. Rut to the "church
within the church" the Lord's comlni? will be
like the sunrise. In the poet's fancy the beams
of the sun are like the expanded wings of a
bird. "Implying the winged swiftness with which
God appears for the relief of His people." Gam-
boling calves and treading the wicked like ashes

are orintallsms for joy and victory. The para-
graph closes with an Injunction to an observance
of the Mosaic law, a prophecy of a "forerunner,"
with an outlining of his mission, namely, to turndegenerate descendants bark to the faith of their
fathers.
