Leonard Crane, one of the desk sergeant?,
was discharged from tho department and
Martin J. Ilyland, who has been one of the
sergeants of the regular force, will be
made a desk sergeant.

Calvin "Warren, Republican, was pro-

moted to a sergeantcy to succeed Crane.
It Is claimed that the only reason for

Crane's removal Is the fact that he Is a
thorough Republican. During his years of
service In the police department he was
always regarded as an efficient officer and
was never called to task before his superi-
ors for Inefficiency, neglect of duty or for
other causes. It is probable that his dis-

missal from the force caused more com-
ment than any of the other changes.

Edwin B. Pugh. county prosecutor, says
the street-railwa- y investigation will not be
resumed by the grand jury until Monday.
Yesterday the jury had as witnesses some
of those who testified before the coroner In
connection with the killing of Albert Ward,
Jr., by Maurice Da It on.

In view of the testimony given
by these people before the coroner, and as-
suming that they gave the same evidence
before the grand jury, it Is assorted that
the jury cannot well avoid bringing Indict-
ments against these liquor law violators.
This line of Investigation was finished yes-
terday. It is not probable that a report
will bo made by the Jury to-da- y.

RIGHT OF QUARANTINE

STATU HEALTH IIOAHD 3ICMI1EUS
SUED UV SOLOMO.X JACKSO.V.

They Will Maintain that They Can
((unrantlne Anint An- - Infec-

tious Disease A Conference.

Assistant Attorney General Merrill
Moores was in consultation all yesterday
afternoon with Drs. Hurty, Wagner and
Whitesldes, who have been sued by Sol-

omon JacKson, of Franklin, for having
kept the plaintiff in quarantine for ten
days as a smallpox patient, when he had
nothing the matter with him. He has
asked for $2,500.

After hearing the stories of each of the
defendants Mr. Moores decided to file an
answer to the complaint, alleging that
Jackson has no right to sue the defendants
in Franklin, but must come to Indianapo-
lis and sue. In connection with the trial
a novel point in the health law will be
brought out. All the defendants are agreed
that Jackson had smallpox at the time
he was quarantined, and define his specific
trouble as the third stage of smallpox,
which is always evidenced by blisters on
the face and hands. In addition to this the
State Board of Health wrill claim that even
if Jackson had not had smallpox he was
suffering with a disease of a highly in-

fectious nature. The disease, It is said,
was contracted in Cuba while Jackson was
in the army, and manifested itself at the
time he was quarantined in Ororous erup-
tions on the body.

The Health Board will claim that with-
out regard to the merits of the smallpox
contention, which, they say, can be demon-
strated beyond any doubt, it had a right
to order Jackson into quarantine as a
menace to public safety on account of
the other disease. It will be argued that
there is nothing more infections or deadly
in its effect than the disease Jackson was
suffering with at the time, and that even
if he had not had the smallpox, his occu-
pation of a public chair, or his use of a
public drinking vessel would have been
sufficient to have inoculated many inno-
cent victims with the germs of the disease.

The Health Board makes the claim that
the statutes provide that any person who
is suffering with any infectious disease
may be placed in quarantine, and that re-
gardless of the mexits of the smallpox con-
tention. Jackson's present condition will,
by an examination, prove the right of the
board to order him into quarantine.

An Alarming: Hepoct.
Secretary Hurty, of the State Board of

Health, has received an alarming report
from Topeka, Ind., where there are epi-

demics of diphtheria and scarlet fever.
There are three physicians in the town,
and although but one has filed a report of
his patients, his report, if covering the
whole town, would be considered alarming.
He states that he has nineteen cases of
diphtheria under treatment, and twenty-nin- e

cases of scarlet fever, and that there
have been four deaths. His report says
that neither quarantines nor disinfectants
have any effect, owing to the big start the
diseases had before any steps were taken
to check them.

Physicians Prosecuted.
The State Board of Health has received

a report from Frankfort saying that
Health Officer McGulre has been forced to
prosecute two physicians of that city fdr
failure to file birth returns in accordance
with the vital-statisti- cs law. Of th ;se Dr.
Edmunds was fined $13.80, and Dr. Bowers
was discharged on his oath that he had
filed the required report, and had sent it
in by mail.

The "Wella Are Polluted.
The State Board of Health has received

three samples of water from Hagerstown,
Decker and Hebron, where it is said the
consumption of Impure drinking water has
bred considerable disease. All of the sam-
ples were found to be polluted, and the
wells from which they were taken will be
ordered closed.

WOMEN IN FACTORIES.

Information Contained In the Fac-
tory Inspector's Report.

Factory Inspector McAbee filed his re-

port with the Governor yesterday. He
says that the employment of women and
children is becoming the most serious
problem in the labor world. He says tho
competition between manufacturers Is so
keen that to save a fraction bf a cent
they will employ women and girls. In
discussing tnis condition, he says It is a
sad thing that young women will prefer
to work in factories where they do tho
work of men .or little more than they re-

ceive for work generally alloted to women
in the homes. He said it conduces to the
loss of "maidenly modesty and those
qualities so highly prized by men." Wo-

men, ho says, are employed at sixty-fiv- e

different industries in this State, ranging
from toothpick manufacture to labor in
Iron foundries and tin-pla- te works. "This
is n," he says, "and reminds
us of what we have heard of women in
mines and shops of other countries." On
the other hand he says much more atten-
tion is being given to the comfort of em-
ployes than ever before. With regard to'wages he says the weekly payment law
has caused more friction than any law
on the statute books, and in consequence
the inspector has proceeded slowly in the
enforcement of it because of a wish to do
an injury to neither employe nor employer.

He deplores the fact that he Is almost
altogether dependent on the newspapers
for his knowledge of accidents that occur
In factories and regrets that the last Leg-
islature did not pass the law Jicensing
engineers and providing for a boiler in-

spection.
During the last year the department of

Inspection has received reports from thirty--

nine counties, touching the interests of
73,- -8 employes.

Of the appropriation made for the de-
partment there remains unexpended

Interstate Lnw Involved.
The case of Paul C. Hill was before Fed-

eral Judge Baker all day yesterday. Hill
is charged with violating a city ordinance
in Evansville by operating a temporary
branch house of a foreign concern without
paying the ordinance fee of ICG a day for
the firt thirty days and $1 a day every day
thereafter. He was represented by F. B.
Posey and S. N. Chambers, who argue that
the ordinance is invalid, as it is In conflict
with fundamental Interstate laws.

Lieutenant Gustav Kaemmerling, one of
the engineers on the United Statts cruiser
Olympia during the battle of Manila, ar-

rived in this city yesterday morning on his
way to his boyhood home at Tell City,
where he has been notified that his fellow-citize- ns

have prepared to receive him in
style.

When seen at the Denison last evening
he told the'story of the tight in Manila bay
and of the conditions in the Philippines in
a modest but ready way, and was free with
any information desired until the subject of
the disagreement of Admiral Dewey with
the German admiral was touched upon.
Then he courteously but firmly declined to
either discuss the matter or furnish any
facts in connection with It.

"You fellows in civil life can do and say
what you please, but we who are in the em-

ploy of the government are subject to rep-

rimand or worse for having an indiscreet
tongue in good working order," he said.

In speaking of his Manila campaign he
said: "I was ordered to join the Olympia
in June of 1SU7, but before reaching her was
assigned to detached duty, which continued
until only a few weeks before the war
broke out, when I was fortunately ordered
to join the ship, and reached her at Hong-Kon- g.

SPANIARDS KNEW IT.
"The strange part of our entry into Ma-

nila hay was that the Spaniards knew we
were coming. The signal had been . sent
from their stations all along the coast, and
although we thought It best to try to en-

ter the harbor with all lights out, in the
hopo that our ships, which had their war
point on, might pass unobserved, we felt
certain that the Spaniards were expecting
us. I don't think they saw us, however,
for we passed by Corregidor at 11 o'clock
without any commotion. The smokestack
of the McCulloch did the business,
though, and as soon as the Uames shot up
in the air the Spaniards began to fire on us.
They didn't hit us, and we returned the fire
with, as we afterwards discovered, destruc-
tive results, for several buildings at Corre-
gidor were badly damaged from our shots.

"As soon as we were discovered rockets
were sent up to signal Cavite and Manila
that we had arrived. We kept on slowly
until we were opposite Manila, and men
we swung around and drew near to Ca-
vite. By the time we reached Manila It
had begun to get light, and by the time
we reached Cavite it was broad daylight,
and all the way we were being fired at by
the ships and land batteries of the Span-
iards. Not a shot struck us with serious
effect. For fully twenty-fiv- e minutes we
received their shots without a return. We
waited until we had reached a close range
right opposite Cavite, and then we began to
fire pretty frequently. After a while we
drew off, as the newspapers ald, 'for
breakfast,' but really to enable the admiral
to receive reports from the different com-
manders as to casualties and damages, if
any. At that time we didn't know what
we afterward found out, that at that mo-
ment we had the Spaniards whipped. We
noticed that their ships were burning, but
as they kept firing we thought them dan-
gerous. If we had known their real condi-
tion it Is probable that we would not have
gone in after them the second time.

DEWEY HAD NERVE. .

"Admiral Dewey was full of nerve, and
as he knew we wero away from any base
of supplies and were liable to run short
of ammunition he gave orders to go In
close and finish them quickly, without
wasting any shots at long range. The rest
has been told In histo- - y What we feared
more than anything else was that the har-
bor was heavily minec. but If it was we
never knew It and never will, as, owing
to the fact that mines, after a certain
period, become waterlogged and harmless,
no attempt was made to locate mines after
the capture of Cavite, and since then it
has never been found to be practicable to
search for dead mines. It is probable that
the habitual procrastination of the Span-lard- s

was responsible for the fact that
more mines had not been placed in the har-
bor, as when we took possession of the
navy yard at Cavite we found mines in
all stages of construction. There were
hundreds of them, and had the work on
them been rushed, as it should have been,
our position In the harbor would have been
unsafe, to say the least. Our hardest work
was after the battle, however. We couldn't
take the city, and during all those days
we lay In the harbor, fearing night attacks
by the numerous river gunboats which we
had heard infested the river. Eternal vigi-
lance was all that helped us, and all day
and night a sharp lookout was kept.
Searchlights were covering every point of
the harbor at all hours of the night. We
killed or wounded six hundred out of the
two thousand men who manned the Span-
ish ships. We made no attempt to capture
them, because we had no way of caring for
them. All our boats were undermanned,
and therefore no men could be detailed to
guard them had they been In our posses-
sion. In addition to this we were con-
stantly receiving word that Camara's fleet,
which was composed of high-cla- ss boats,
many of them being armored, was on its
way to Manila, and we wanted to have all
our strength ith us when we met him,
as we really expected to do. The Spanish
ships were good boats, some of them be-
ing armored, while none of our was pro-
tected at all with armor.

DIDN'T KNOW HOW TO FIRE.
"Their guns were all good, but the trou-

ble was that the Spaniards didn't know
how to fire them to make them effective.
Three of these boats have been raised the
Isla de Cuba, the Isla de Luzon and the
Don Juan d'Austria and as all were first-cla- ss

boats, especially fitted for service in
the Philippines, the government saved
money by raising them."

"How about the climate?" Lieutenant
Kaemmerling was asked.

"While there is some malaria there," he
replied, "the climate is fine. I was on
shore duty at the navy yard for eight
months, and was never in better health
than during that time. We found things
in very bad shape at the navy yard when
we took possession of it. All the tools in
the shops were out of repair, and some-
thing was constantly breaking down and
stopping the work we had in hand. At one
time we employed as many as one thou-
sand Filipinos in the shops, but at the time
of the uprising of the Filipinos they all
left, and we supplied their places with
Chinamen, who were better and more de-
sirable workers.

"While in the navy yard I met several
Chinamen who were fine mechanics, and
best of all they had good business sense
and were more to be depended on than the
Filipinos. Hour for hour, they did three
times as much work as the Filipinos.
Speaking of the climate, I do not think it
is responsible for much of the suffering of
our troops. I think they would bave suf-
fered as much at home if going through a
hard campaign. The trouble was that few,
even of the officers, who were otherwise
competent men, had been trained for the
service, and while they were all brave
and willing, were not in a physical condi-
tion to stand the work.

THE INEVITABLE END.
"But the end is bound to come, and while

it is expected that there will be bands of
insurgents for some time to come, the real
end of the insurrection is within sight, and
as soon as the people ee that the Nation
intends to keep the islands there will be a
rush of Investors to settle there. The
country was never developed under Span-
ish rule because the rulers were too busy
squeezing money from their offices to pay
any attention to the permanent welfare of
the Islands. There are limitless possibili-
ties in the development of the islands,
which are rich in minerals and xiensive
woods.

desks to the Porto Rico schools on tho
recommendation of Superintendent Goss
and the superintendent of buildings and
grounds, who thought this number of
desks could be spared. They will be sent
to the Coamo district, which is in charge
of English Supervisor S. W. Eckman. Mr.
Eckman was making fair progress In the
way of establishing schools when the hur-
ricane of Aug. 8 came along and destroyed
a great many buildings in his district. St.
Louis made a liberal donation to the Porto
Rico schools, and the Indianapolis board
concluded it might do likewise.

Superintendent Goss reported that the
Thanksgiving collection in the city schools
amounted to $o77.S4. Part of this money
goes to the Free Kindergarten and the re-
mainder goes to the poor. The superin-
tendent . further reported that the teaching
corps of the city, including the superintend-
ent and his clerical force, numbers 631 peo-
ple.

A letter from the executive board of the
Girl's Industrial School thanking the school
commissioners for an appropriation of $100
was read. This money is to be expended
during the period between Sept. 1, IStfJ, and
June 30. ionu.

Kate Dawson was appointed a teacher in
the district schools, subject to assignment
by the superintendent.

The resignation of Henry Brock as jani-
tor of school No. 52 was accepted. George
Clark, janitor at school No. 1(5, is to be
transferred to "52" and Charles Etter is
appointed janitor at No. 16.
