NEW HAVEN, Conn.,, Dec. 19—“"En-
gland's colonial system is doomed because
of her blundering policy in South Africa,”
gaid Prof. Arthur M. Wheeler, of Yale,
head of the department of European his-
tory, In an address on the situation in the
Transvaal to-night. “l cannot but look
upon the present troubles of the English
in South Africa as brought upon them-
selves and merited,”” he said. *““They
bungled other wars, such as the American
Revolution, when they had no need to.
This Boer matter has never been handled
with diplomacy. Had it been left to Salis-
bury It would have been averted. The

Boers have as much right to Independence
now as we had in 1776, but it will be a
fight for England to get what she might
have had by peaceful means. The South
African problemm means the ultimate over-
throw of British rule in Africa and the as-
sertion of Independence by the native
states, If England loses much in Africa,
it means much trouble elsewhere for her.

LOCATION OF TROOPS.

British Army in South Africa Is Mach
Scattered.

LONDON, Dec.19.—A correspondent sums
up the situation in South Africa as follows:
In Natal General White is cooped up at
Ladysmith with 12,600 men. The condition
of his supplies {2 unknown. There was a
great accumulation at the beginning of the
siege, but the drafts have been heavy, and
he cannot expect relief before the middle
of January, as his only chance of escape
before that is a desperate sortie in con-
junction with Buller, and this is considered
inadvisable. His only communication is by

heliograph with General Buller.
On the western border General Keke-

wich, with 2vw British and the local
troops, is besieged In Kimberiey. His sup-
plies are believed to be sufficient to last
until Jan. 10. The ecity is strictly blockad-
ed, but in searchlight communication with
General Methuen he expresses no hope of
relief at present, and fears he will fall if
the Boers make a spirited assault.

Mafeking, containing 1,000 colonial troops
under Colonel Baden-Powell, is surround-
ed. The supplies were reported low a week
ago. The ammunition supply is unknown.
Jaden-Powell has made several successtul
sorties, but the pesiegers continue to per-
sistently bombard and threaten.

General Buller is at Chieveley with 21,600

men, four or flve batteries of artillery, and
gix naval guns, if the recent losses of men
and guns are deducted. If he attempts to
move he will have to cross the bridgeless
Tugela and to fight probably 30,000 Boers.

General Methuen at Modder river has
gearcely 10,000 men’ facing 15,000 Boers
under Cronje, all well intrenched. General
Plumer {8 on the banks of the Limpopo
with a small force for the purpose of as-
sisting In the relief of Mafeking, but ow-
ing to the swollen condition of the stream
he can only cross at Ramoutsa, 125 miles
north of Mafeking.

General French is operating in the vicin-
ity of Naauwpoort with 2500 men.

General Gatacre is in the Queenstown

district with 4,000 and General Warren,
commanding the Fifth Division, is pro-
ceeding with 10,000 men towards De Aar,
expecting to join Methuen.

Canadian Mounted Police.

OTTAWA, Ont., Dec. 19.—The second

Canadian contingent, which the imperial
government was notified yesterday could
be dispatched to Africa at once, will be
made up of some 300 men of the Northwest
mounted police, about an equal number of
the permanent corps and the rest recruited
from former mounted policemen, cowboys
and other branches of the militia. The con-
tingent will comprise about 1,000 officers and
men and will sail from Halifax. The name
of Lieutenant Colonel Evans, now on his
way to Ottawa from the Yukon, is men-
tioned as likely to go in command.

Fund for Widows and Orphans.

CAMDEN, N. Y., Dec. 19.—A movement

The other fire occurred in a five-story
tenement at 456 Teuth avenue. Mrs. Mar-
tin Fox and her son George, two and a half
yvears old, were burned to duath.

GEN. BROOKE'S FAREWELL.

Procilamation 1o Cubans in Whieceh He
Reviews His Work.

HAVANA, Dec. 19.—General Brooke will
issue to-morrow the following prociama-
tion:

“By direction of the President I hereby
transfer to my successor, Major Goaeral
Wood, the dutles and responsibilities of
the office of military governor, bespsaking
for him that support and confidence which
you have come to accord me. To thase
who have been associated with me in the
performance of the difficult task of reor-
ganizing and placing in operation the civil
government of the island 1 hereby tender
this expression of appreciation and thanks
for thelr loyal and patriotic support and
assistance.

“A vear ago [ found the country most
thoroughly devastated, its resources and
commerce destroved and its rural popula-
tion gathered into towns without food and
without shelter and dying of starvation
and exposure. The government of the
United States immediately supplied work
and food.

“In a short time this condition passed
away and now the country Is rapidly
pressing forward to a prosperity hitherto
unknown in its history. Look about and
see how true this is. The various steps
that have led to the present condition are
well known to you. The change is truly
marvelous. Without the semblance of
civil government then, you have now a
complete organization. Your municipal
and provineial governments are all in the
hands of yvour own citizens. The military
control ig purely advisory and supervisory.
Many of your laws have been modified and
changed to suit the times in which you
live as well as the interests of good gov-
ernment. Your courts have been reorgan-
ized and are in operation. Peace reigns.
Law and order rule.

“By vour own industry and by a careful
observance of these conditlons the full
restoration of your sgocial affairs and pros-
perity is assured. With the feeling that
the future is in vour hands to make or to
mar, and trusting that wise counsels may
prevail among you, 1 say to you farewell.”

The following recipe for cake is given,
that the guests may iake away with them
small slices as souvenirs:

Take two pounds seedless raisins,
pounds seeded raisins, two pounds well
cleaned currants, one pound fine sliced
citron, one pound butter, half pint brandy,
one pint molasses, one pound sugar, two
teaspoonfuls grated nutmeg, the same of
ground cinnamon, cloves and mace, twelve
eggs, one pound of flour gifted with two
teaspoonfuls baking powder.

Put the fruit in a bowl, sprinkle over two
handfuls of flour and mix well together;
put the fruit in a colander and shake off
the loose flour. Stir butter and sugar to
a ecream, add the eggs, two at a time, stir-
ring a few minutes between each addition,
then add the molasses and spice. When
that is well mixed, add the brandy and
flour and last the fruit. Butter two large
round cake pans, then line them neatly
with brown paper, pour in the cake mix-
ture, moisten the hand with cold water,
and with it smooth the top. Take two
round pans a little larger than the ones
holding the caxe mixture, put then a
double folded paper in the bottom of each,
then place one of the pans with cake in
each one and bake in a very slow oven
about four hours, or send them to a re-
liable baker and have them baked. Three
times the amount of this recipe will pro-
duce about forty-five pounds of cake.
