NOTWITHSTANDING THAT TWELVE
OF T1IK PLAINTIFFS WITHDRAW.

i It Involve AsMeMaments for Street
Improvements by the Front Foot

Court CoIp.

All except three of the fifteen property
owners who recently brought suit against
the'clty of Indianapolis and the Bermudez
Asphalt Paving Company for injunction
to prevent the collection of their assess-
ment for a new pavement on Twenty-fir- st

street, between Illinois street and North-
western avenue, have withdrawn from the
suit. In the Circuit Court yesterday the
cause was dismissed, except-a- s to Chester
and Ruby Bradford and Charles P. Green.

The suit was brought about two or three
weeks ago, the plaintiffs charging, among
other things, that all proceedings provid-
ing for the improvements and the collec-
tion of the assessments were null and void
for the reason that the city charter, so
far as it attempts to provide for the pay-
ment of street Improvements by the front
foot method, is in conflict with the four-
teenth amendment to the Constitution of
the United States, which provides that no
person shall be deprived of property with-
out due process of law, and that all per-

sons shall have equal protection from the
laws. The complaint set up the further
contention that the only ground on which
property could be assessed without violat-
ing the Constitution was the assumption
that the property would be benefited" to
the amount assessed. The city charter, it
was claimed, provides that assessments on
Improvements shall be levied without re-

gard to benefits resulting and without an
opportunity of ascertaining whether the
benefits equal the cost of the improve-
ments.

The plaintiffs asked the court to declare
the pretended assessment for Twenty-firs- t
street improvements null and void and to
quiet the title of tne plaintiffs as against
all pretended liens.

The suit was brought by Attorney W. H.
II. Miller, who said last night that the ac-
tion would be prosecuted regardless of the
withdrawal of a majority of the plaintiffs.
lie said that when the suit was first
talked of all those interested were in
formed that such an action would proba-
bly result in prolonged litigation. After
the suit was brought the plaintiffs who
withdrew from it concluded that they did
not care to go Into the case with no pros-
pect of a speedy decision by the courts.
The suit Is now waiting on the city's an-
swer.

STREET-- R AI LWAY IN VESTI G ATI ON.

RAILWAYS GIVEN SIX .MONTHS IN
WHICH TO CO 31 PLY WITH LAW.

Antl-Poolii- tjf Decisions by Courts the
Cause of Consolidations 3Ils- -

cellsneons Ilnllvray ewa.

The Interstate-commerc- e Commission has
decided to grant the request of the rail-
roads for the extension of time in which
to equip their rolling stock with approved
couplers and other safety equipment. The
commission will announce its decision proba-
bly to-da- y, and it is understood the time
will be extended six months from Jan. 1

next, the time now set.

A (Cincinnati It amor.
A report, which could not be. confirmed,

was current in Cincinnati yesterday that
the Pennsylvania and the Baltimore &.

Ohio railways directly and the Vanderbllts
indirectly have recently reached an under-
standing on business between the Ohio
river and northeastern lake ports. The
Big. Four has the old short-lin- e between
Cincinnati and Cleveland. The Pennsyl-
vania recently started another line along
the Ohio river to Pittsburg and Erie, and
also purchased the Cleveland, Akron &
Columbus road. With the latter the Penn-
sylvania has its own line all the way be-
tween Cincinnati and Cleveland. . Soon
after these changes went into operation
the Baltimore & Ohio announced that it
would, on the first of the year, establish
another line between Cincinnati and Cleve-
land, which it could easily do over its own
lines, via the Cleveland & Valley termi-
nals, which the Baltimore & Ohio has se-
cured, and with which the Baltimore &
Ohio has lines from Cleveland to Pittsburg
and from Cleveland to Chicago. Soon after
the third line between Cincinnati and
Cleveland was announced the Pennsyl-
vania said it would, at an indefinite date,
establish another lino between Cleveland
and Chicago, via Orrville. where tho
Cleveland, Akron & Columbus Railway
crosses the Fort Wayne division of the
Pennsylvania. The Cincinnati Commer-
cial Tribune says this new line between
Cleveland and Chicago will not go into ef-
fect at once, and also that the new line of
the Baltimore & Ohio between Cincinnati
and Cleveland will not bo started the firstor the year, although it has no official au-
thority for the announcement of the aban-
donment of this latter new line. It is
thought by some that the probable post- - I

ponement of the starting of the third line
between Cincinnati and Cleveland may be
due to the alleged closer relations that are
said to bo under consideration between the
Baltimore & Ohio and the Pennsylvania
lines.

Interstate-Commerc- e Rulings. '

The Interstate-commerc- e Commission, in
an opinion by Chairman Knapp, has an-

nounced its decision in the case of the
Trades League of Philadelphia against the
Philadelphia, Wilmington & Baltimore
Railroad Company, and other carriers. The
Complainant contended that iron pipe fit-

tings sh.pped in cases from northern
points to Southern territory, which are
charged second-clas- s rates, should take
the special Iron rate, which is lower than
the sixth-clas- s rate, and is applied on any
quantity of Iron-pip- e fittings if shipped
in casks, barrels or kegs. The commission
holds that the carriers have not exceeded
tho limits of their discretion in placing
iron-pip- e fitlngs packed in. cases in a
higher class than iron-pip- e fittings packed
In kegs or barrels, and that such action Is
not unreasonable or otherwise in viola-
tion of the act to regulate commerce.

The commission, in an opinion by Mr.
Prouty, announced its decision in the
cases of George Tlleston Milling Company
and the city of St. Cloud. Minn., against
the Northern Pacific Railway Company.
The cases arose under, the long and short
haul clause of the interstate-commerc- e

law, and the decision Is against the rail-
road company. The commission holds that
allowing railroad competition such as was
shown in this case to constitute an excep-
tion to the rule of the fourth section would
permit throughout the whole country the
making of higher rates to or from inter-
mediate points, thereby disarranging busi-
ness conditions and producing endless dis-
criminations.

Chanfce on the Alton.
C. II. Chapelle, vice president and gen

eral manager of the Chicago & Alton, ad
mitted yesterday that a number of impor
tant changes in the management will be
made Jan. 1. Among those who are to be
retired aro General Passenger Agent Jas.
Charlton, Col. J. II. Wood, the general
manager's assistant, and A. V. Ilartwell,
general purchasing agent.
