In the third week of December the Big
Four lines proper earned $328,778.41, an In-
crease over the corresponding week of 1808
of $16,655.62. The increase for the three
weeks of this month over the correspond-
ing period last year is $62,705.27, and should
the weather continue favorable for moving
freights and for travel December will show
an increase of at least $100,000 over Decem-
ber, 1898,

The Peoria & Eastern lines earned in the
third week of December $45,633.55, an in-
crease over the corresponding week of 1298
of $3.56484. The increase the first three
weeks was $5,800.71 over the corresponding
period of 1898,

Classifieations May Be Readjusted.

As a result of the protest of merchants
against the reclassification of merchandise
by the railways, and of Interviews of mem-
bers of the Merchants’ Association in New
York with trunk lines officials, the latter
have said that gfhis classtiication will go

into effect Jan. 1, but they have promlised
that the matter of a readjustment of classi-
fications, which, it is eclaimed by the
merchants, will hurt their business, will be
taken up again by the traffic officlals and
executive officers of the roads, who will sift
every grievance to the bottom and meet

the merchants half way in making proper
readjustment. The merchants have asked
the classification committee to call a meet-
ing of that committee for Jan. 22, for the
purpose of taking this matter up and con-
gldering it. They have put it at that date
g0 as to give three weeks operation to the
new classification, by which time each
merchant ought to know just how this re-
classification will work in practice, and the
railroads ought to have some more definite
knowledge as to how it will affect them.
The Inters.ate-commerce Commission
yesterday decided to comply with the re-
quest of the shippers of freight to trans-
mit to the attorney general of the United
States a transcript of evidence taken be-
fore the commission Iast week on the in-
crease on the classification of freight by
the official classification committee. The

shippers, in their petition, urged that the
testimony taken showed a violation of the

Shernan anti-trust act. Their desire is
that the attorney general should take ac-
tion, by Injunction or otherwise, to pre-
vent the railroads from putting the classi-
fication into effect Jan. 1.

The Toledo & Ohio Central.

A statement prepared in the office of
President Monserat, of the Hocking Valley

Railroad, who represents the Morgan in-
terests of New York, has been given to the
public. It follows in part: *“It Is stated
that large holders of stock af the Hocking
Valley Raliroad Company, including some
who are also thterested in the securities
of other raflroads, notably the Chesapeake
& Onlo and the Erie, have acquired a con-

trolling interest in the stock of the Toledo
& Ohio Central Rallway Company.
Through an arrangement made with the
majority stockholders of the Toledo & Ohilo
Central the minority stockholders of that
company will be given an opportunity, if
they desire, of selling the holdings on pre-
cisely the same terms as those accepted by
the majority holders.

Asking More Pay.

He =sald there was no question
that the sewage contains disease germs,

whereas the refuse of the strawboard
factories wase, as it came from the steam
vats and turned into the streams, undoubt-
edly absolutely pure and the mixture could
be dJdrunk with perfect safety. Hurty
ciaims this refuse, if dumped into streams
with good currents, would not seriously
endanger health nearly so much as the
sewage which is now permitted to be
placed In the streams.

They
proceeded with the election, and weore
elected president and secretary, respective-
ly. After the election Stuckenburg arrived
and objected to the election and called an-
other meeting, but the two men refussd to
participate. Stuckenburg, it is claimed,
then secured the ald of the other stock-
holders and was re-elected president, thus
making two sets of officera. Yesterday con-
siderable time wae consumed in arguing
the question of the time of the eleciion as
held by the first two men, it being claimed
that their time did not agree with the
time of Stuckenburg, and that was the
reason he was late at the meeting.

FPolice

In Police Court yesterday the cases
against William F. Dehm and Gus Klotz,
charged with stealing about $1,000 worth of
goods from Kipp Brothers, by whom they
were employed, were dismissed. Both men
accounted to the firm for articles taken.

Mrs. Emma Dillon, in whose house a
large quantity of geoods supposed to have

been stolen was found, was tried yesterday
and on a charge of petit larceny filned $5
and costs and sentenced to the workhouse
for thirty days. Mrs. Dillon is ahout fifty
vearg of age, and on this acount Judge
Daly entered a sentence lighter than he
considered the offense, according to the evi-
dence, warranted.

Willlam Brentlinger, a saloon keeper,
charged with vielation of Section 3 of the
Nicholson law, was fined $10 and costs, The
case against Martin Hertz for violation of
Section 4 will be tried to-day.

The Grand Jury's Work.

The grand jury was in session yesterday,
but the time was consumed in hearing evi-
dence in the cases against the prisoners
now in jall. These cases will be hurried

through and then a few more witnesses
will be examined in the street-car investi-
gation.

MAYOR’S CABINET MEETS

REPRESENTATIVES OF ALL CITY
DEPARTMENTS PRESENT.

——

Matters of Publie Import Are Consid-
ered—The Rural-Street Sub-
way-City Affairs.

Mayor Taggart's cabinet held a meeting
yesterday afternoon, at which nearly all
the members of the various boards were
present. Controller Johnson explained that
his annual report of the department of
finance would not be ready until after the
first of the year. The Board of Safety
reported the recent efforts of that depart-
ment to make the police and fire forces of
the city more "efficient” by discharging
several men in each department because of
“inefficiency,”” and substituting new men.

The Board of Health, represented by Dr.
Benham, stated that the only question of
importance now under conslideration by
that board was the location of the pro-
posed pesthouse. City Controller Johnson
then offered a suggestion to build the pest-
house on part of the land occupied by the
City Hospital. He said that in other large
cities pesthouses were constructed in the
city, and there was no danger of the con-
tagious diseases gpreading because of this
fact. He proposed that a modern bullding
be erected on the City Hospital grounds,
with rooms built so that the interior walls
would be round and easily disinfected, and
use the building for a pesthouse. Mr. John-
son said he had consulted with persons who
know something about the pesthouse ques-
tion, and he believes that the health of
the neighborborhood would not be in the
least jeopardized. Dr. Benham was of the
same opinion, but =said the chief objection
to building the pesthouse at the City Hos-

pital would be the fact that the residents
in that community would likely protest,

The Health Board has practically no suit-
able location under consideration at this
time for the pesthouse.

Mr. Merritt, of the Park Commissioners,
reported that the work on the various
parks was progressing nicely. He referred
to the scheme being considered by the
board of accepting strips of land near Riv-
erside Park, which were offered to the
board by two parties providing the city
would make the necessary improvements.
He seemed to think that the plan was a
good one In some ways.

Colonel Downing, of the Board of Works,
offered a suggestion that as two deaths had
occurred in the board within the term of
Mayor Taggart it would be fitting for the
cabinet members to draft resolutions to be
presented to the familles,. Mayor Taggart
appointed Colonel Downing chalrman of
the committee, and City Attorney Kern,
City Controller Johnson, Mr. Merritt and
Mr. Roth as the other members of the com-
mittee.

SWEEPING OF STREETS.

The Bids Are Considered Too High by
the Board of Works.

The Board of Public Works received bids
vesterday for cleaning the improved streets
of the city, but while action was deferred
until to-morrow, it is probable that all the
bids will be rejected, as they are said to be
too high and unsatisfactory. It is said that
the lowest bid, if accepted, would involve
an expense to the city greater than the
amount of the appropriation for the year,
which amounts to $0,000. Two of the bids
were considered. One was to sweep the
streets during 1900 for a price so much per
ten thousand square feet, and the other
was to keep the city clean for a gross
amount, subject to penalties for inefficient
service. But the board does not favor the
latter method, as it is sald that under that

arrangement tge city is not kept suffi-
ciently clean. The bids received yesterday
were as follows:

For the contract to keep the improved
streets clean from March 15 to Deec. 15, 1500,
the bids were: Stuckmeyer, $2,000; Shover
& Austin, $57,500; Capital Sweeping Compa-
ny, $0,000; Union Contracting gompany.
$55,000. For 191 the bids were: Stuckmey-
er, £0,000; Shover & Austin, $56,500; Unlon
Contracting Company, $61,000. The Capital
Company did not bid on this.

Other methods of bldding were: Per ten
thousand square feet, number of sweepings
subject to order, Stuckmeyer, one year, 18%
cents, two years, 20 cents; Shover & Austin,
28% and 21'3; Capltal Sweeping Company,
21 and 21; Union Contracting Company, 22%
and 21%4.

Per ten thousand square feet a week,
Stuckmeyer, one year, §1.20, two years,
$1.25; Shover & Austin, $1.10 and $1.10; Union
Contracting Company, $1.50 and $1.50.

From Dec. 15 to March 15, per ten thou-
sand square feet, Stuckmeyer, one year, 20
cents, two years, 22 cents; Shover & Aus-
tin, 21 and 21; Union Contracting Company,
23 and Z3.

The bid of the Capital Sweeping Company
for cleaning the city for $50,000 was the only
one within the appropriation, but the figure
was just the same as the appropriation,
and the season under which the bid was
made only runs from March 15 to Deec. 15
This year it cost the city but 336000 to
sweep the city under the “blanket con-
tract” system, but the work was unsatis-
fa , and the board may go back to the
old {ystem.

The 1otal
fire loss last year amounted to $140,273. but
Fire Chief Barrett does not expect tLhe
amount this year to greatly exceed the loss
last year.

Against Annexation.

A petition has been circulated by the
