THE NEW RATES OPPOSED

EASTEHX AS WELL AS WESTERN
31 EH CHANTS ENTER PROTEST.

President Newman, of the L. E. 1 W.f
Will Slake No Chans In Officers,

bnt Will Improve Train Service.

The attempt of the trunk line roads and
those of j the Central Traffic Association to
advance rates on certain merchandise
through a revlslcn of the freight classifi
cation Is meeting with strong opposition by
shippers generally in the territory which
thi3 classification affects. Eastern mer
chants in general strongly oppose adopting
such classification. They say the change
will be a severe blow to many lines of busi-
ness, and if persisted In is bound to work
hardship to those most affected. Over
sixty of the roads operated In the territory
north of the Ohio River are combined In
the new ruling, and commercial organiz-
ations throughout the East, as well as In
the West at which arrangements were
made, have entered a vigorous protest
against the change. The Boston Chamber
of Commerce is one of the organizations
strongly opposed to the nev sslflcatlon,
and yesterday a conferfe. between the
transportation committee of the chamber
and of members who are unfavorably af-
fected by the changes referred to was held
for proper representation at the meeting In
New York city. Jan. 22. when a hearing will
be given by the official classification com-
mittee representing the trunk lines and
Central Association organization.

Siberian Road Unsafe.
Before the completion of the Siberian

Railroad it has become necessary to re
construct the work already done, and this
will cost not less than J23.000.000. The Infor-
mation is supplied to the State Department
at Washington by Commercial Agent
Greener, at Vladlvostock. His report,
compiled from Russian sources, shows a
curious condition of affairs on the road,
in the haste of construction and anxiety
to get everything cheap, the road was laid
with a twelve-poun- d rail Instead of a
twenty-four-poun- d rail. The bridges were
built of wood, and crosstle3 were laid far
apart. Consequently, more than twenty
miles an hour cannot be made on the level
with safety. Only one passenger and two
freight trains a day are run. To add to
the danger there ha3 been put on the line
some of the heaviest engines in existence,
the compound system. The light rails, the
steep inclines and the high gradlngs com-
bined make traveling risky. On steep in-
clines, owing to the light rails, the heavy
engine cannot be held, and running at a
speed of . thirty-eig- ht miles an hour turns
the rails out.

No Change in Officials.
W. II. Newman, the new president of the

Lake Erie & Western, on Thursday, said to
a reporter of the Cleveland Leader: "At
the meeting In New York no change was
made in the officials who are to have di-

rectly the charge of operating the prop-
erty. It will be continued to be operated"
with George L. Bradbury as vice presi
dent and general manager, and with' other
officials in the same positions that they
now occupy. It is .not the Intention that
the road shall be made a part .of the Lako
Shore, but shall be operated as entirely
separate and Independent."

This was an utterance that has been
looked for with a good deal of interest
since the Vanderbllts took charge of the
property. It was at first supposed that
the Lake Shore would take entire control
of the property, and for the sake of econ-
omy make one set of officials have control
over all the line. It is now said that aside
from harmonizing the train services of the
two roads there will be little or no change
In the internal arrangements of the ab-
sorbed line.

A Letter Received from Assistant Sec-

retory of the Treasury.

Some time ago Charles F, Sayles, repre-
senting the prospective purchasers of the
present postoffico building and the build-
ing adjoining. In which are located the
United States marshal and other federal of-

ficers, made a proposition to the federal of-

ficers In which he agreed to erect a two-stor- y

brick building on Market street
Immediately adjoining the postofflce, and
the United States marshal and the revenue
officers were to vacate their present quar-
ters, and remove to the new building. Quar-
ters were also to be provided for the mail-
ing room of the postofflce department. The
proposition was rejected by every officer
In the federal service, and a written pro-
test was forwarded to the Secretary of tho
Treasury.

Yesterday Marshal Kercheval, the custo-
dian of the buildings, received a communi-
cation from H. A. Taylor, Assistant Secre-
tary of the Treasury, which, after acknowl-
edging the receipt of the protest, continued
as follows: "In reply you are advised that
the present purpose of the department is,
in case of sale of the premises known as
the courthouse and postofflce site, to re-
tain the use of all that portion now occu-
pied for official purposes, together with
the ground floor of 122 Court street."

Some of the officers in discussing the let-
ter expressed surprise that it should have
been worded "in case of sale," all of them
having understood that the building had
been practically sold. It was even hinted
that there might be some hitch in the pres-
ent contemplated tale which would ulti-
mately defeat It. But whatever the outcome
in rt gard to the sale of the property, the of-
ficials are all r?Jolclng In the fact that they
will not have to change their quarters un-
til the completion of the new federal build-
ing.

Her Husband, She Said, Had railed to
Provide for Her as She Desired-Tur- ner

Murder Case Gossip.

"It's the story of 'Beauty and the Beast
over again," remarked the young man with
the flaring red neckscarf as he leaned back
in his comfortable chair behind the railing
in Room 3, Superior Court, yesterday. He
referred to a divorce case that had Just
been tried by Judge Carter, and granted.
He was making It a little strong, for It
was not shown that the husband ever
struck his wife so much as a light blow. It
was simply a case of failure to provide.

The plaintiff was Jessie Constanco Bene-
dict, a handsome, stylishly dressed young
woman of about twenty-fiv- e. She com-
plained of Charles Truman Benedict, to
whom she was married in this city in
March, 1SW, and from whom she separated
in September, 1S97. There was the least
bit of romance about the case. Mrs. Bene-
dict before her marriage was. Jessie Con-
stance Carter.' She was an orphan. Dur-
ing her early girlhood she lived In Nash-
ville, Tenn., and was acquainted with the
family of the man she afterward married.
In fact she and Benedict were plavmates.
Years afterward Benedict came to Indian-
apolis to accept a position and here he
found his former playmate.

The plaintiff told Judge Carter that herhusband faned to provide her with all that
she required In the way of the necessitiesot life. Finally her husband suggested toher that they go to Nashville to his people
and live with them. One day there camea sum of money from Benedict's father andthe young man told his wife that the fundshad been sen to pay their way to Nash-
ville. He explained that his family wasexpecting them. Mrs. Benedict consentedto accompany her husband to his home.When they arrived there she found he haddeceived her. His people were not expect-ing them and sho soon discovered that they
had no room for her. She also found thatthe Bum of money Benedict had receivedfrom his father had been sent him withthe understanding that he was to Invest itin some business enterprise in which htalked of engaging. When the wife learnedthese facts she started North immediately.

Mrs. Benedict has been earning her ownliving as a clerk in one of the large down-
town dry goods stores. Judge Carter wasimpressed with the manner in which shetold of her matrimonial difficulties andgranted the divorce. The plaintiff's maidenname was also restored.

THE TURNER MURDER TRIAL.

Letters Written by Turner to Ills
Wife While In Jail Are Read.

Two letters were read to the Jury yester-
day in the Turner murder case. Both were
written at the Jail and were penned by
Turner to his wife, who was at the hos-
pital suffering from the awful wounds in
her throat which Turner Inflicted the night
he assaulted her at the home of her sister.
In West Indianapolis. These letters were
written in September, a week or two before
Mrs. Turner died.

Turner was very affectionate in his let-
ters and began them with "My dear wife."
He frequently referred to her as "darling."
He begged her to come to him as soon asshe could, saying he was ill and In a
wretched condition. He pleaded with herto come and save him from a long term ofimprisonment. He appeared to think thatfourteen years In prison would be his sen-
tence if his wife did not interfere. He sug-
gested that if she would interest herself in
his behalf he could get off with a Jail sen-
tence. He expressed: great sorrow at what
he had done, and promised that If his wife
would forgive him and assist In getting him
out of the trouble he would always take
the best of care of her and see that she
wanted for nothing. These letters were
read to Mrs. Turner at the hospital, but
they were never answered. Both were
written in the uame strain.

The State's attorneys were somewhat an-
noyed yesterday when It was announced
that the razor with which Turner assaulted
bis wife could not be found. The State de-
sired to Introduce the weapon In evidence,
but no one seemed to know what had be-
come of it. It appears that the last time
the razor was seen by the State's attor-
neys was In Police Court at the prelim-
inary examination of Turner. Deputy
Prosecutor Wall said yesterday that while
the State would like to have the razor to
use as evidence, tho fact that it cannot be
found will not injure the prosecution's
case. The deputy prosecutor pointed out
that if this were true criminals might al-
ways hide the weapons with which they
committed murderous deeds and thus es-
cape punishment.

A large number of colored people, many
of them women, were In attendance at the
trial yesterday. A woman named Elsie
Turner arrived here Wednesday from Jef-fersonvll- le.

She may tostify against tho
accused man, as she cla ms she was mar-
ried to him in 1S0I. She claims that Tur-
ner once assaulted her with a razor. It i3
not certain yet that the State will have
an opportunity of introducing her evidence.
If she testifies at all It will be in rebuttal.
The State closed its case yesterday after-
noon, but as the defense had no witnesses
ready Judge Keallng adjourned court un-

til Monday morning.
The defense closely cross-examine- d yes-

terday as to tho manner in which Mrs.
Turner, after her throat was cut, got to
the house next door. The defense Is bring-
ing this out, it is believed, to show that
Mrs. Turner was not seriously Injured. The
cross-examinati- on continues to indicate
that one of tho defenses will be that Mrs.
Turner really did not die from her wounds.
It has been suggested that an attempt will
be made to show that the woman died
from blood poisoning.

and costs on a charge of assault and bat-
tery.
