The Indianapolis Man Stands Up Less
than Tito Minutes All the Prin-

cipals Arrested,

surely had those Ideas taken away from
him last" night when he met "Kid" Robert-
son at the Cleveland Club. The bout was
scheduled to go ten Tounds, but It only
lasted one minute and twenty seconds.
Blackwell being completely knocked out.
There .was no question as to who was the
superior boxer and again Robertson mani-

fested the Justness of his claim of bting
the best lightweight fighter In this part
of the country.

The Cleveland Club hall waa crowded to
the doors long before the main bout of the
evening was called. Here and there In the
audience were representative business men
of the city who were anxious to witness
the clever fighting of the colored man. A
number of strangers were also In the
crowd. There was nothing brutal about
the fight but the knockout was clean and
so quick that Superintendent Quigley
thought It best to order the arrest of the
entire crowd of principals, seconds, time-
keepers and referee.

Robertson entered the ring dressed in
his street attire and when the crowd recog
nlzed him he was greeted with a round of
applause. He weighed In at 134 pounds.
Blackwell and his seconds stepped onto the
stage a few minutes later and he was also
greeted with cheers from his friends. He
claimed to weigh 145, - but his appearance
showed that he was heavier. Robertso
said that he never, felt in better condi
tion In his life, while Blackwell aUo claimed
that he was in condition to go the ten
rounds.

REFEREE CHOSEN.
Marion Scott was chosen as referee, and

after a short consultation the men agreed
to break away from clinches freely. Cap
tain Dawson gave the referee his Instruc
tion to stop the fight in case the men be
came brutal. But, the work of Robertson
was so fast that the referee hardly had
time to think of separating the men be-
fore Blackwell lay prone upon the floor
from the result of a quick series of Jabs on
the chin and jaw and a heavy right-han- d

swing on the Jaw which did the work.
When the men shook hands they retired to

their corners, but were quickly called to the
center of the ring-fo- r the beginning of hos-
tilities. Robertson had no sooner stepped
forward and assumed his guard than he
made a rusn at Blackwell, landing a stiff
left Jab on the Jaw which stunned him.
This was followed immediately by another
hard ieit on the same spot and Blackwell
was rushed on to the ropes. Robertson
backed to the center -- of the ring and
sparred for a few seconds. Then he made
another lead with his left, catching his
opponent on the side of the head. Black-we- ll

swung widely, while Robertson plant-
ed a hard one over the heart, causing
Blackwell to gasp. Blackwell swung hisright for the head, but Robertson ducked
cleverly and came up with a stiff right on
the mouth which sent Blackwell's head
back with a Jerk. It was plain to be seen
that Blackwell would not last long. Rob-
ertson did not use his right the second
time until he had planted another left on
the side of the head, and then he feinted
with his left and followed quickly with a
right-han- d swing which caught Blackwell
squarely on the point, sending him to the
floor. He fell face downward and his chin
striking the floor rendered him unconscious.
He was counted out' by the referee, while
the crowd cheered wildly for Robertson.
Blackwell was carried to his corner and re-
vived within a few minutes. Superinten-
dent Quigley then ordered all of the prin
cipals 01 the bout placed under arrest.

PRELIMINARY BOUTS.
The main go was preceded by three tame

preliminary contests. Kid Meyers and
Jack Layden fought four rounds to a
draw without either one displaying much
cleverness. Jim Murphy and Dave Dillon
went on for three rounds, which resulted In
a draw. The last preliminary was between
Kid Hutsell and Joe Walker for six
rounds, the decision going to Walker.

After the affair was over Robertson said:
"I have trained ' for'Tthe fight with Joe
Gans and was never in better condition
In my life. I could have gone fifty rounds
If necessary. As soon as I faced Blackwell
I knew I had the best of it but I thought
that he was enough of a fighter to stand
a harder punch than I gave him at first.
He did not land squarely on me at all,
Just one little right counter reaching my
body after grazing my guard. He laid him
self open repeatedly and when I swung ray
right to his Jaw it was with more force
than I Intended and he ran squarely into it
and went down.

DlacKwell said: "KODertson can nit a
harder blow than any man I have ever
faced. I believe. When he rushed me at
the opening and planted a left on my
Jaw I could not see him after that. I knew
that I was done, for then. He Is a very
clever boxer.

The bout was advertised as a sparring
contest, but Blackwell showed that he was
no match whatever for Robertson, and was
clearly out of his class. Had a man more
fit to fight been In the ring the contest
might have lasted longer. There were
eleven of the principals of the af-
fair taken to the police station and most
of them were released on bond. They
were charged with engaging in a prize fight
and their cases will be heard this morning.

Kid Bradford, or Chicago, has issued
a challenge to fight Robertson and has $30
to post as a forfeit.

DON'T ANALYZE FOOD,

Bat Every Day or So Articles Are
Sent to State Health Board.

The last Legislature passed a number
of pure food laws, but refused to pass a bill
for the establishment of a laboratory which
would aid the State Board of Health In
detecting any supposed adulterations. The
Impression must have been received, how
ever, by the people generally throughout
the State that the laboratory had been pro
vlded, for there is hardly a day passes that
some article of food is not sent to the
State Board of Health for analysis. It
Is never analyzed and those who send it
have all their trouble for nothing.

CANNERS' PEICES.

A Schedule Is Prepared at the Annnal
Meeting In This City.

As predicted yesterday the Indiana Can- -
ners Association fixed the price of their
pack for 1900 at 83 cents a dozen for stand
ard three-poun- d cans. Standard two-pou- nd

cans were fixed at 70 cents a dozen and
second grades at 65 cents. These prices
will obtain in the same territory aa last
year, while outside the territory an ad
vance of 2'3 cents a dozen will be charged
on two-poun- d cans and 5 cents on gallon
cans with a 20-ce- nts allowance on freight
rates.

It was agreed not to ship direct to cus
tomers or buyers In less than carload lots
and that in shipments of carload lots to
any point taking a less freight rate than
the buyer's home station the freight allow-
ance shall not exceed the actual rate to
the point of delivery. If the rate exceeds
the rate to the buyer s home station, then
the rate to the buyer's home only will be
allowed.

It was agreed In case buyers desired pri
vate labels or wrappers, the labels would
be put on free of charge while a charge of
1 cent a dozen would be made for wrap
pers. The labels and wrappers must be
furnished by the buyer free of charge.

Indianapolis will have a horse market
from now on that will attract the attention
of horse buyers from all over the coun
try. Over one thousand head of horses and
mules will be sold by the Cronk Horse and
Mule Company within the next three days
at the Union stockyards.

B0AKD OF TRADE ELT0B1I.

Tradlns In Pnts and "Calls" Pro-

hibited at Chicago.

CHICAGO, Jan. 17. Trading In puts"
and "calls" on the Board of Trade was
finally and absolutely prohibited by the di-

rectors of the board to-da- y and the rule
to that effect passed yesterday by the di-

rectors was read from the gallery by Sec-

retary Stone. At a meeting of tho direc-

tors to-d- ay so called privilege trading waa
defined as dishonorable conduct. It la said
that the action of the directors not only
prohibits the passing of money around the
lloor in payment for privileges, but maket
It a violation of the rules to operate in puts
and calls In the reguiar market . In any
way. Traders, it is said, will not be al-

lowed to either put or call wheat or any
other article by means of privileges in the
course of the regular Fession. as is now
largely the custom. Privilege trading is
said to afford a livelihood to about three
hundred brokers on the board and It Is said
that active agitation toward making trad-
ing in puts and calls legal would be the re-
sult, the agitation taking the form of at-
tempts at legislation.
