——

INDICATIONS THAT IT WILL BE
SOLVED WITHOUT DIFFICLLTY,.

The Serviee Between the Lake Shore
and Lake Erie & Western to Be
Improved—General Notes,

*

It begins to loak as if the differential
question between the trunk lnes would
be solved without any serious difficuity.
For several ycars past the fact that Phil-
adelphia, Baltimore and Newport News had
differentiais against New Yoirk city has
been a disturbing element. The attitude
of the New York Central and its allled
lines has naturally always been favorable
to the protection and building up of the
port of New York. Differentlals were only
agreed to at first because they were forced
by such competition, which, it was thought,
might be checked to some extent by such
means. The differential on ex-lake grain
was done away with last year and In other
cases cut in two. Since President Calla-
way went to the New York Central road,
the ideas of trunk line officials have broad-
ened. He says it is a mistake to think
that the granting of a small differential
to ports less favored naturally than New
York is going to ruin or even seriously af-
fect New York's pre-eminence as an At-
lantic seaport. The natural terminus on
this side of the Atlantic for any well-es-
tablished line of vessels is New York, and
it Is generally conceded that something
more than a differential of a few cents this
way or that is required to attract such
lines to less favorable ports. The trouble
has not been so much with the differentials
as in the fact that all sorts of schemes
have been put into effect by the roads ter-
minating at other ports, even going so far
as to subsidize steamship lines. Notwith-
standing the differentials and other so-

called disadvantages under which New
Y.ork clalms to labor, statistics show that
New York gets a very large share of the
business. In 1890 the railroads carried to
New York over 36 per cent. of all the grain
of the country that came to Atlantic tide-
water, while the canals carried over 4 per
cent., making a total of 40 per cent., leav-
ing but 60 per cent. of the entire business
to be divided among the seven other At
lantic ports of export.

MUST NOT DISCRIMINATE.

Controller Tracewell Says Railways
Must Give Party Rates to AlL

Mr. Tracewell, the controller of the
United States treasury, has rendered a
decislon to the effect that common car-
riers which do an interstate business and

give “party rates’ to theatrical and other
organlizations must give the same rates to

the general public under similar condl-
tions, and also to the government in the
transportation of troops. In his decision the
controller says: “The rallway companies
attempt to limit the use of party rate

tickets to theatrical companies and a few
other associations and decline to issue them

to parties of equal number of persons
traveling under substantially the same cir-
cumstances and conditions. In my opinion

this constitutes an unjust discriminaron
which the law prohibits and declare to
be illegal. There appears to be no more
reason for this discrimination than there

would be to issue the tickets to a party
whose names were Bmith and refuse them

to an equal number of Browns, or to Issue

to them {if the purpose of the journey
were pleasure and refuse them when the

purpose was business,

“A second question Involved is whether
these party rates are subject to reduction
when the service s rendered to
the government by the free or the
® per cent. land grant railroads.
The ground upon which I hold that
the government s entitled to the benefit
of party rates is that said rates are avalil-
able for the general public and therefore
the government. * * * As party rates are
charged the general public in cases like
those now under consideration no more
then 00 per cent. of sald rates can be paid
for that part of the service rendered by
said roads to the government. There are
other roads which have agreed to accept
the same net cash rates as apply to the
land grant rallroads; therefore, the proper

the service rendered by these roads.”

What Mr. Ramsey Promised.

General Manager Ramsey, of the Wabash
railroad, yvesterday denied certain state-

ments that have appeared in print in re-
lation to the situation growing out of the
recent demands presented by employes. He
said: “Contrary to these reports, I have
not promised the men composing the griev-

ance committees that their demands would
be complied with or were they made any
concessions whatever, 1 advised the men
to return to work and they have done so
with my promise that their grievances
should be fully considered, but no specified

time was set for this. President Ashley did
not notify Chief Arthur that I would satis-
fy ‘the demands of the men; merely that
they swould be considered. He has left the
matter entirely in my hands, expressing
his approval of what had been done.” In
regard to the statement that It was the
policy of the Wabash to ignore labor or-
ganizations, Mr. Ramsey said: *It is not
our policy to ignore these organizations,
but we wish to deal directly with our men
on matters directly affecting them and us.”

Something of the plans of the Lake

Shore with regard to the Lake Erie &
Western have been learned in the last few
days. The story is now golng that com-
mencing with the introduction of the spring

gchedule there will be a new arrangement
of the passenger service, 20 that there will
be a direct connection between the trains
of the Lake Shore and the L. E. & W.
This has been the dream of years of the
L.ake Shore officials, especlally those of the
passenger department, as it Insures that
there will be an opening for them from
this territory down iato the Southwest to
Indianapolis, and on to Bt. Louls. 'This
will be the northern route, and will be a
short one at that, catching some towns that
have been excellent feeders for passen-
ger business heretofore. It will also be an
advantage in that it will give the Vander-
bilt lines a new feeder for their Eastern
travel, There are other Improvements in
the service that have been mentioned, and
which are more to the point than the=e. It
Is seemingly an entire change of poliey.
The road is to have a greater representa-
tion in the field in the way of solicitors,
and the lize is to be made an aggressive
rather than a passive one. The condltion of
the property is to be improved materially.

1899. Its net earnings increased $202,750.67
over those of 1888, notwithstanding the fact
that 2601,144.27 was charged up to new equlip-
ment account, the road purchasing forty-
five new locomotives and two thousand new
cars, which were charged to expenses. The
Nickle-plate, for instance, with 522 miles of
track, i3 only slightly ahead of the Pitts-
burg & Lake Erie. The passenger, as well
as freight traflic, increased handsomely. In
18 the revenue from this source was $453,-
000, in 1899, $706,0563.

JOHN A. FINCH'S DEATH

AECALLED BY A SUIT TO SECURE
PAYMENT OF LIFE INSURANCE,

Ten Thousand Dellars Now Claimed
on a Policy for Half that Amount—

Divorece Cases—Court Gossip.

Suit was brought in the Superior Court
vesterday to collect life insurance held by
thelateJohn A. Finch, The suit was brought
by Charles N. Thompson against the Pre-
ferred Accident Insurance Company. The
complaint shows that on Feb. 12, 18§, the
insurance company promised to pay $5,000
iIn ninety days after Mr. Finch's death,
provided death was the result of bodlly in-
Juries caused by external violence or ac-
cidental means., Mr. Finch was found dead
in a bath tub in a hotel in Minneapolis in
May, 1589. The complaint avers that death
was caused by drowning.

The life insurance money was payable
to Miss Alice Finch, sister of John A.
Finch. It is averred that immediately aft-
er Mr. Finch's death notice was given the
secretary of the compauy in New York,
and within proper time proof of death was
forwarded to the proper officlals. It is
claimed that the company has failed to

pay the amount promised, and that on ac-
count of the character of the poiley it is
now worth $10,000, Miss Finch, who was
the beneficlary of the policy at the time
it was executed, has assigned it to the
plaintiff in the case, and he asks the court
to find judgment for $10,000.

Mrs. Tillie Robinson who was shot and
serlously swounded a few days ago by her
husband, Paul Robinson, yvesterday began
an action against him for divorce. The
shooting took place on Jan. 19, in the office
of Attorney Schwartz on East Washington
street, where Mrs. Robinson was employed
as stenographer. Mrs. Robinson says she
was married on Dec. 15, 1887. Bhe avers
that shortly after her marriage her hus-
band began to show a trifling and quarrel-

some disposition. S8he says he falled to
support her properly and would go away
and leave her destitute of means of sup-

port. She also charges that he was m-
clined to be fond of other wemen. e
avers that as soon as she learned of his
conduct she deeclined to live with him
longer.

Attorney General's Demurrer.

Attorney General Taylor has filed a de-
murrer in the Superior Court In the suit
brought by the proprietors of the In-
dianapolis News to restrain the
State Board of Tax Commission-
ers from certifying the tax assess-
ment against the News to the state audi-

tor and to restrain that official from certi-
fying the amount down to the county audi-
tor. The attorney general's demurrer as-
serts that the complaint of the plaintiffs
does not state facts sufficient to constitute
a cause of actlon. A similar suit brought
by the Pennsylvania Ralilroad Company
was dismissed some time ago. Judge Me-
Master, of the Buperice Court, granted a
temporary restraining order in the News
case and the plaintiffs seek to have the
order made permanent. The attorney gen-
eral asks that the State be permitted to
present its case to the court orally.

Case Involving John C. Neuer's Note.

The sult of the National Bank of North
America against John C. Neuer, W. P.
Buschmann, Conrad Bauer, and the Ameri-
can Surety Company, of New York, went
to trial in room 3, Superior Court, yester-
day. The case grew out of Neuer's al-
leged peculat!ons from Kingan & Company.
The surety company was on his bond and
made good the shortage. He then gave
the company his note, indorsed by Busch-
mann and Bauer. Neuer never paid off

the note and the indorsers are resisting
payment on the ground that their indorse-

ment was not to be used unless eight other

signatures should be obtained. The note
was given with only Buschmann and Bauer

as indorsers. Neuer now lives in Ohlo.

Gus Devore's Case Continued.

Gus Devore, & brother to Jessie Thurber,
who was bound over to the grand jury on
a charge of robbing Henry Goldsteln, was
in Police Court yesterday, charged with
Intimidation of witnesses, and after a par-

tial hearing the case was continued until
Feb. 15, at which time it is thought the

Are Made and
Executive Committee Appointed
—Colored Men for England.

Severnl Specches an

A mass meeting is soon to be held in this
city, with a view to arousing sympathy for
the Boers in their struggle with the Eng-
lish for supremacy in the Transvaal. A
preliminary meeting was held at Mozart

[ Hall last night, and a large executive com-

mittee was selected to arrange for the
larger gathering. Those who attended the
meeting came in response to a circular let-
ter sent out a few days ago by Henry
Seyfried and other Boer sympathizers.
The preliminary meeting was well attend-
ed, and the speeches were received with
enthusiasm. The meeting was largely com-
posed of German and Irish-American citi-
zens., Henry Seyfried was elected chairman
and Jeremiah Collins was selected as sec-
vetary., A number of letters were read
from well-known men who could not be
present and sent their regrets. Samuel E.
Morss, in his note of regret, declared that
he was in sympathy with the Boers, be-
lieving that they are fighting for liberty
and self-government. A. A. McKaln ex-
pressed his regrets at not being able to
attend the meeting and proposed that a
fund be raised to aid the sick and wounded
Boers. He proposed to start the fund with
a contribution of $0 He sald if it were

possible he would be glad to see the citi-

zens of this country giving aid and comfort
in the way of men and arms to the gallant
Boers. Letters were also received from
Albert Sahm, Philip Rappaport and A. M.
Sweeney.

Among those who made talks in behalf
of the cause for which the Boers are strug-
gling were Henry N. Spaan, Maurice Don-
nelly, Henry Warrum and Albert Kipp.
Chairman Seyfried also made a strong p
in the interest of the Boers.

Mr. Spaan in his remarks spoke of Queen
Victoria praying for the success of the
British in battle. He said that while the
good Queen knelt and prayed she possibly
torgot that Oom Paul was praying to the
same God. Maurice Donnelly talked of the
attitude of Great Britain toward Ireland
and of England’'s desire to extend civiliza-
tion. He charged that England’s march of
civilization is marked with blood. Henry
Warrum made a spirited talk for the Boers,
and M. L. Clawson declared that “the
British government in all its history has
never done anything but grab.” He as-
serted that if the English government is
successful in the Transvaal there will be a
;-epetitlon of the scenes witnessed in Ire-
and.

Albert Kipp sald it was impossible for
the United States to take anything more
than a neutral view of the war in South
Africa, but he suggested that there is noth-
ing to prevent individuals from extending
aid and sympathy to the Boers.

It was decided to appoint a general exec-
ptive committee of twelve citizens to com-
plete all arrangements for the mass meet-
ing, which it is proposed to hold within the
next few weeks. This committee will ap-
roint such other committees as may be
needed. The executive commitiee is com
posed of the following: A. A. McKain, 8 E.
Morss, Maurice Donnelly, Henry N. 8
Albert Kipp, Henry Warrum, M. L. Claw-
son, Harry O. Thudium, Philip Rappaport,

Thomas Taggart, Ferdinand Winter and
General John Coburn. This committee will

hold a meeting to-morrow night at the
Grand Hotel.

In Sympathy with the English.

The literary department of the Prop.-
gandist Club, an organization of proml-

nent young colored men, held Iits usual
weekly meeting last evening at their club-

house, on West Michigan street. The sub-
ject was "“The 'i‘ra.nsvaal War." The fol-

lowing took pary in the discussion: C. Q.
Stapp, W. Miltén Lewis, R. B. Bagley,
F. D. Welch and others. W. H. Jackson
presided. The following resolution was
adopted:

“Resolved, That we, the members of the
Propagandist Club, are, and that the col-
ored people of the United States ought to
be, in sympathy with the English in their
conflict with the Boers.”

The president, Mr. Felix Davis, enter-
tained the members with a lunch at the
close of the discussion.
